The Most Reverend the p
preached in the Cathedral on Christmas imorn-
Ing to a large congregation. His Lordship
seléoted fdr his text Issiah lii. ohap. and
7th verre :—** How beautiful upon the moun-
tains are the feet of him that bringethgood
tidings, that publishieth peace ; that bringeth
good tidings of good, that publisheth salva-
tion.” Many—I might -say most—of the
prophecies of the Bible have a twe fold in-
lorprotation. They refer, in the first place, to
some event near at band; but they have a

further and a fuller accomplishment in a’still
greater event which is farther off. In the
chapter before us the Prophet foretells the re-
turn of the Jews from their 70 years captivity
in Babylon. He seems to see this with the
eye of faith—his mind is full of it. He be-

bolds with rapture the first herald who an-

‘way1s open Torthesx1ns fender’t-trihat. ihn
long captivity is ended ; that the holy oit
and its Templo are again to rise with
splendor, and that and plenty
and joy are to be diffused over the land.
The beholder may be supposed to be standing
on the ruined walls of Jerusalem or in the
far off plains of Babylon. Ho catches a
glimpse of the messenger hastening along the
distant hills, and with ecstacy he exclaims,
!' How beautiful upon the mountains are the
feet of Him that proclaims such welcome
tidings I" We can casily imagine how sad and
wearisome that‘captivity had been: how the
disconsclate Jew bad sat year after year by
the waters of Babylon, weeping as he remem-
bere@ Zion; hew he had laid aside his harp
and hung it upon the willows, feeling that he
had not the heart to string it afresh, that he
could never sing the Lord's song in that land
ofstrangers. We can enter then into his
feelings of joy when the news of à return
first sounded in his ears. It was as the first
streak of dawn on the sastern sky that meets
the eye of some lonely wanderer who has lost
his way. We can fancy him tarning to this
rophesy of Isaiah, and saying, “Yes, we
eel it to be just as the Prophet foretold 2000
yoars sgc, and we car echo back his words
and say, ‘ How beautiful ninn the moun-

ns are the feet of him th v: L:ingeth good
tidings.” I have said there was a farther
meaning to these words. In part they were
accomplished when the banished Israelite
drank in the first draught of liberty, and felt
that he was free from the yoke of his op-
pressors.. But the words were more fully and
completely accomplished when the early
Herads of the Gespel proclaimed the advent
of the long promised Saviour. How beautiful

This proudly named,
press ia certainly a wonderful affair, and be-
tween admiring it and listening to the inter-
esting remarks of tbu” managerof the press
department, Mr. Pord, I spent à very pleas-
ant half-hour. I saw the .nachine run. to
nearly its highest rate of speed, that is to
say it printedand delivered folded papers al
the rate of cloësupon 20,000 copies per hour. ~
This combination of the twooperations of
printing and folding is claimed to be peou-
liarto the *‘ Viotory ’’ machine. The folding

apparatus is very cempact, and altogether
viewing the * Vietory’' from my point of
view, &8 ‘a general observer,” I should say
it is pretty near perfection.

The Globe, which is an evening paper, is
the only London daily that is deliveredto the
newsdeslors folded, ‘though the practice is
quite the rule in the Provinces. Folding is
bardly necessary in the oase of a morning
paper of very large circulation, but I learn
that the Zumes people are thinking of follow-
‘ing the example ef.the (lobe in this respect.
