Abduction
sentence
five years

Eighteen-year-old Pierre
Martel of Lachine has been
convicted of abduction of a 17-
year-old Westmount girl near
Westmount Park last July 9 at
2:30 am.

MUC Police night patrol ran
initial investigation of the case,
then turned it over to Sgt.-Det
Norman Myles in the Westmount
station later that morning.

The actual tunnel
through which the trains will
eventually pass must still be
completed, however, and the pit
must be filled up to grade level
before St. Catherine street can
be rebuilt.

The rebuilding of the street
will be done by Miron Con-
struction, which is constructing
the tunnel, at no direct cost to
the city, since the project is
funded by the Montreal Urban
Community.

When failures at Hydro-

wall in one house.

Mystery unexplained

Westmount officials, receiving
complaints about the tremors,
had brought forward several
theories as to what might have
caused them, including ideas
that circuit-breakers at the
Olivier substation rocked back
and forth, that a water rushback
might cause a water-hammer in
the 36-inch water main running
up the street, that it had
something to do with the Métro
tunnel construction nearby, or
that it was created by the start-
up of auxiliary power in nearby
apartment  buildings and

hospitals. But all of these
theories had their faults.

The mystery was left unex-
plained during 1974 and most of
1975 because no power outages
occurred—thus no complaints of
earth tremors on Olivier. Then,
on Aug. 31, 1975, and again on
Jan. 26, 1976, Westmount suf-
fered city-wide blackouts. City
officials had been waiting, ready
to jumﬁ and study the situation,
but nothing happened on Olivier.

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We Say

Re-examine Hillside

THE budget for the fifth full year of
operation of Hillside Place, the once-
controversial venture of the City of
Westmount into  publicly-subsidized
housing, makes interesting reading
against the forecasts accompanying the
decision by city council to go ahead with
it in December 1971.

Long-time readers of The Examiner will
recall that as far back as 1965, at the
time residents of Selby street wecre
being expropriated to make way for the
Trans-Canada Highway, public housing
was being mooted and we opposed the
city’s involvement on principle. Later,
still on principle and on numerous
practical points, we opposed the Hillside
project in particular. The arguments
need not be rehashed here or now.

We never advanced the fear, as some did,
that Hillside might suffer the fate of
earlier Montreal ventures of this kind
and become a broken-down slum. “If
any community can carry off a project
of this kind efficiently and well, it is
Westmount,"" we noted once the die was
cast. In this we have been right.

We were more concerned, and still are,
with the social implications of the
creation of a new, permanent class of
citizen being underwritten almost in-
definitely by the rest of the taxpayers of
the city—and of the province and
country, too, for that matter.

The anomaly since has been underscored
with increasing violence to the principle
of equity for many homeowners of
Westmount who carry, with ever-
thinning forbearance, the mounting
taxes, insurance and other costs of
being self-supporting citizens. A letter
under “‘You Say' on these pages this
week demonstrates a real plight,
specially where the property owner
may be on a fixed retirement income.

BY comparison, many if not all of the
present residents of Hillside Place are
well off, whatever their personal
resources may be. They have been
proofed against all the cost hazards met
by conscientious home-owners and full
rent-paying apartment dwellers.

Former alderman William Wood, the only
member of council of the day con-
sistently opposed to the Hillside un-
dertaking, made some clear warnings
to his colleagues on the unrealistic basis
for some of their calculations.

Five short years have proved him well on
the way to being right. We said on Dec.
9, 1971: ““We believe that in the months
and years to come he will be known as,
not a lone and contrary voice, but the

most far-sighted city councillor in this
issue."”’

From his present Ottawa home he may
smile, but without satisfaction, when he
notes that the 1977 operating costs of
Hillside are being put at $281,994. The
estimate of the city in 1971, to which he
declined to subscribe, was $210,000.
That's an over-run of almost $72,000, or
over 34 percent. Let's call that inflation.

L] L] L]

ON the rental revenue side, however,
there's a far different story. The city
expected, in 1971, that income would be
$101,400 per year. For 1977, the forecast
is only $72,320 (actual for 1976, $70,290).
This $29,000 shortfall is almost 29
percent—a woeful discrepancy, even
without again appealing to the in-
tervention of the same inflation
argument.

With all but nine of the 63 tenants paying
less than $150 per month, and a full
dozen paying the minimum $45, for an
average of $112, there is something
quite wacky here.

It is not to attack or even to offend the
residents of Hillside for the rest of us to
ask if the city, in its wisdom, has re-
examined with both the Quebec Housing
Corporation and the tenants the rent
structure, the income status of the
persons who enjoy these good facilities,
and the whole basis, five years later, of
public housing in Westmount.

There are members of council who have
turned a critical eye to almost every
other aspect of city spending, as have
many rate-paying citizens who, in
addition, are seriously concerned about
their own ability to carry on.

Hillside demands the same kind of ear-
nest scrutiny and frank appraisal.

Safety drive
commendable

THE collaboration of local police and
citizens, banded together in the Com-
mittee for Pedestrian Safety in West-
mount, together with the co-operation of
the Quebec Safety League and the City
of Westmount administration, for the
furthering of pedestrian safety deserves
the thoughtful support of all citizens of
all ages.

By its nature, safety in its many forms is
like religion—those promoting it more
often than not are preaching to the
converted and those who perhaps need

the message most usually are not
listening.

The safety-conscious will heed ever more
calls to abjuration of unsafe practices
and habits, while the inveterate ac-
cident-prone, be they day-dreamers, the
careless, the reckless and the outright
criminally irresponsible, have closed
ears.

This is why, again as with religion, it is
sensible to catch 'em young, as has been
begun again Monday with the launching
at Roslyn School of the current
pedestrian safety campaign.
Impressionable young minds, like no
others, can be reached with relative
ease.

The renewed police involvement is par-
ticularly welcome. MUC centralization
has tended to remove officers and even
constables from much of their former
personal contact with children and
adults alike. Our own vivid recollections
go back to the memorable Cst. William
Maxwell of the Westmount Police who
delivered many a stern but fond lecture,
on the spot, as we crossed the then far
less busy Westmount avenue outside the
same, if smaller, Roslyn Avenue
School —a vital and basic form of police
work now more likely to be frowned
upon as ‘‘wasteful” and beneath the
dignity of today's men in blue.

Not entirely: Cst. George Payne is back
making his popular visitations to
classrooms as part of the present drive
to instil the idea of safety among local
children.

He, and all those connected with these
renewed efforts, have the grateful
thanks of all aware citizens.

Editorial Notes

WHEN we hit ui)on a holiday spot
relatively unspoiled by tourists and,
worse, the tourist industry, we are
reluctant even to speak of it, vainly
believing our readers might flock there
and possibly ruin a good place to which,
in this instance, we vow to return for a
mid-winter break. However, there was
nary a Westmounter in sight on Mont-
serrat when we were there, earlier this
month—indeed, not a Québecer did we
come across—so perhaps it will do no
harm to let you local folk in on our
secret hideaway. It should not be left
entirely to the Ontarians and northern
U.S. residents, who seemed to
predominate during our 10-day stay in
that beautiful Leeward Islands crown
colony. Volcanic and well supplied with
water, its neighbor, Antigua, seems flat,
uninteresting and semi-arid by com-
parison. And the 12,000 or so people
there ever-so more friendly. Far enough
out in the eastern Caribbean to
unaffected by the North American deep
freeze, as has been Florida and even the
Bahamas, Montsarrat offered an even,
low-80s daytime temperature, com-
fortably balmy nights to match. Vue
Pointe Hotel, nestled among deep-green
peaks, alongside an equally green golf
course on the west side of the tiny isle,
the biggest (accommodating about 60
guests) and best place to stay, im-
maculately operated with fine cuisine
by native-born Cedric Osborne and his
Bostonian wife Carol—as warmly
hospitable as everyone there, including
fellow guests upon whom friendliness
instantly rubs off. Biggest excitement
midst the loafing, sunning, bathing,
reading, resting: Air France’s Concorde
making its mad supersonic dash from
Paris to Rio overhead on Fridays, back
again Saturdays; biggest pleasure, the
glorious singing at early Sunday
morning high mass at the 300-year-old
St. Anthony's Anglican Parish Church
in the capital, Plymouth. . . .

ONE of Mordecai Richler's problems—or,
perhaps, our problem with him—is that
ever since he returned from his long
sojourn in England he has been ob-
sessed with the caricature rather than
the reality of this community. He can be
forgiven his one-eyed view, we suppose,
because he promptly moved into his
new home on above-Boulevard Edgehill
Road. The rarefied air and some of his
even more rare neighbors have got to
him. Saturday Night, his greatest fan

magazine, once more (in its January-
February issue) has given him con-
siderable space to perpetuate for the
rest of Canada that only part-true
image of Westmount which, specially in
our intensified Péquiste climate, is
unnecessarily annoying if not outright
mischievous to Westmounters more
typical than he or the characters he
portrays.

AS if to give the lie, in part, to the
foregoing item, some interesting
statistics were produced the other day
which showed Westmounters having the
highest average incomes in the MUC in
1974. The figure given was $12,343. This
sent us to our records, which show
Westmount family incomes, according
to Statistics Canada, the highest in
Canada in 1973, at $25,377. The dif-
ference arises on two scores: the for-
mer is for individuals, the latter for
families. More important, the new data
relates to the entire provincial riding of
Westmount, our filed item to just the
City of Westmount. Even so, both are
impressive. Individual incomes in this
constituency are just over double those
of inner-city Mercier and Laurier
ridings, $6,155 and $6,166 respectively.
However, it should be noted that
Westmount is not alone: the West
Island's Pointe Claire, in this new
reckoning, runs just behind us at
$12,261. How about a sequel: ‘“‘Manny
Moves to Beaconsfield’? . . .

Westmount home owners in serious cost squeeze

(A copy of the following letter has been sent to The Examiner:)

Westmount City Council.

Dear Sirs:

As a retired home owner, I am ab-
solutely disgusted with the way residents
in my category are being taxed out of
their homes.

The percentage increase in our school
and municipal taxes during the past 10
years far exceeds the rate of inflation and
nobody, really, seems to be making any
meaningful effort to rectify a grossly
unjust situation.

Apartment dwellers are protected to

some extent by “‘rent controls,” but the
householder is given no protection
whatsoever.

It was hoped that the survey made last
year would recommend a fairer and more
realistic approach to the problem of
taxation, but the government was, ap-
parently, ashamed to publish it and the
inequity continues.

As an example of what the homeowner
is up against, the following figures are
actual, based on my own experience since
my retirement on Jan. 1, 1966.

Comparison of fixed charges

School Munic. muce
1965-6 $338. 375.
1976-7 $568. 742. 749.

In addition to the above there is the
normal maintenance of a house such as
repairs, plumber, electrician, snow
shovelling, etc.

My valuation was increased by 37.7
percent for 1976 and a further 232 percent
for 1977, and I know many others have
been increased even more drastically.
Have apartment buildings and com-
mercial establishments been equally
penalized? I don’t think so. Can you give
me an overall percentage comparison of
valuation increases and taxes paid?

From inquiries I have made, apartment
dwellers are not paying their fair share of
the tax burden and the same applies to
most commercial establishments.

A redistribution of the burden is long
overdue. Surely, the City of Westmount
can make readjustments on its own

While driving through Lachine,
the two noticed three people
sitting in a car beside the river,
and the girl was able to
positively identify the driver as
one of her assailants.

Martel was arrested only
hours after he had committed
the offence.

The case went to a judge-and-
jury trial on Jan. 31, but
arguments and deliberation
lasted until last Wednesday
before a final verdict was ren-
dered. Martel was sentenced to
five years in prison, reportedly
half the maximum sentence for
abduction.

A second suspected assailant,
who was arrested by Sgt. Myles
only after subsequent in-
vestigation, will be coming to
trial at a later date.

Tel-aide
campaign
for $66,000

Westmounters are being asked
to join all Montreal area
residents in helping the annual
appeal of Tel-aide, Montreal's
telephone listening centre for
people in distress.

Tel-aide, an operation based in
the Westmount area, has been
operating for over six years and
its 250 volunteers man the
phones 24 hours a day, every day
of the year, to be on the
receiving end when people need
someone to talk to, about
anything.

The number of calls is in-
creasing too, up to 60,000 last
year from 55,000 in 1975. About

One staff librarian doubles
as the library's story-teller,
visiting classrooms in 26 schools
and making weekly visits to five
inner city day camps during the
summer. Reference work with
school student: occupies the
librarians until * pm, Monday to
Friday.

Dominique street branch of the
library, is Westmounter Frances
Antle, 71 Columbia avenue. She
has found her work amusing and
enlightening in many ways,
including being interviewed by a
grade 3 class which asked,
among other things, “Do you
own all the books?"’ and “Do you
sleep at the library?”

Board member Mrs. E. C.
Hague heads a group of skilled
volunteer workers who meet
once a week and, using the
library's equipment, mend,
rebind or cover books for all
branches. Commercial work
such as this costs some $3.00 per
book but Mrs. Hague's group

Firemen theorized that an ex-
plosion at a St. Henri power
substation was simply travelling
through rock to the slopes of
Westmount, causing earth

Months of planning

The campaign, which has been
the result of months of planning
by Mrs. Glenda Scott and the
Committee for Pedestrian Safety
in Westmount along with city
hall, Westmount Sector 30 police
and the Quebec Safety League,
parallels a campaign in Mont-
real and actually makes use of
the same bumper stickers and
buttons being displayed there.

The only differences include
use of the official Westmount
logo—designed by Mrs. Gael
Plant, 476 Strathcona avenue for
the Roslyn School safety com-
mittee—and lack of Westmount
‘‘Bravo’’ tickets similar to those
issued by the City of Montreal
for police to hand out to safe
drivers in school zones. A hand-
shake will replace the tickets
here.

The yellow-and-blue safety
buttons which have been given to
the school children will be able to
serve as one-day tickets to Man
and His World sometime after
June 23, the end of the school
year and of the safety campaign.
Children have also been given
applications for their parents to
fill out should they want a
bumper sticker for their car. The
stickers have been provided by
the city and are being distributed
through the schools, but supplies
are limited.

Already bumper stickers are
