E ~ RAILWAY.

How It Was Brought About.

-day.since the opening of the Sher-
brookeé Street Railway. By that
day the whole city line, as far as
it will be constructed this winter,
will be in full operation. The
cars, thus far, have certainly not
lacked patronage. A passenger
on a Broadway street car once
said, *‘I have never offered a lad
a seat 1n a street car.” After be-
ing reproached for his lack of
courtesy, he replied, ‘I have
never had a seat to offer.” Al-
though, no patron of the Sher-
brooke cars may speak as the
Broadway man did, yet many
cars loaded to their fuﬁ capacity
have passed over the Lennoxville
line during the  time in which it
has been in operation. It does
not seem improbable that the
belt line, which will be opened to-
morrow, will be -equally well
patronized.

It is just about two years ago
since the idea of trolley line
for Sherbrooke was first originat-

ed. Many scouted the idea and |

are only today beginning to real-
ize its practicability. The com-
pany, which was first formed in
this city and which obtained the

charter for the construction of the
road, was composed of the
following gentlemen: Messrs,
Wm. Farwell, Dalby Morkill,

Wm. Morris, Frank Thompson, J.
S. Mitchell, K. P. Buck, R. H.
Pope, Alex. Ames and  W. Blue.
Soon after the ftormation of the
company, notice was given that
application would be made to the
Dominion Parliament for a char-
ter, but.the notice was too late,
and the charter was received from
the local Legislature in the spring
of 1896. This, however, in itself
was only a preliminary step tow-
ards the construction of the elec-
tric road.. The capitalists who-
built1t had not, at the time of
the first company’s frrmation,
‘been interested in the matter, and
the procuring of the charter was
by no means an assurance that
the_road would be built. Mr.
Burke, president of the present
company, was, during the winter
of 1895, occupied as chief engineer
in the construction of the water
works system at Newport, Vt. He
happened to be in Sherbrooke
during the winter on business,
and met Mr. Fred Griffith, direct-
or and secretary-treasurer of the
present company, who brought
the _ electric road  scheme
to his attention. Mr. Burke,
who represented the capitalists,
Messrs. Clements and Harding,
was interested and went away
'with the understanding that Mr.
‘Griffith should obtain an option
on the company’s charter. This
was done and the new company
was formed early in the spring of
‘06, composed of Messrs. J. W.
Burke, F. J. Griffith, Wm. Morris
and J. E. Flood, . The charter ob-
tained by the first company was
purchased on April 16, '96. The
city granted the company its

| franchise on April 22, '96, and - the

scheme for the construction of
Sherbrooke Street Railway was
fairly launched, and has since
been carried through to a:success-
ful issue.  Undoubtedly the first
credit of interesting the capital-
ists who constructed the road, is
due to Mr. Fred Griffith, who,dur-
ing the winter of '96, conducted
the negotiations in Sherbrooke
with the company, which resulted
in the purchase of the charter by
a company which meant business,
and pushed the scheme through,
unti{)now Sherbrooke’s trolley is
in successful operation.

Not Anxious to Increase Therr Wages.

Trouble has been brewing
among part of the weavers at the
Paton Mills since Monday, which
culmionated in about 40 of them
refusing to return to their work:
yesterday noon.

During the afternoon a meetlng
of the strikers was held at the
home of Jos. Thibeault, ; when
their grievances were Ll&lllled to
be as follows:

-On Monday, the 8th instant, the
foreman, Mr Ned Irwin, gave
orders that owing to a-rush of
work they must work overtime
until 7.30 each evening. The
weavers did so during that week
expecting that the extra work
was for the one week only. On
Monday of this week, learning
that the overtime would be con-
tinued indefinitely, the weavers
on the first floor refused, and left
their work at the usual hours 6.15
p. m. Yesterday morning &t 10
o’clock, Jos. Thibeault, who was
looked upon as a leader by the
foreman. having finished his web
of cloth was given to understand
his services were no longer re-
quired. At noon when the other
‘employes learned :of the .trouble,
they refused to return to their
work, and at their, meeting pass-
ed resolutions to the effect that
Jos. Thibeault and wife be re-
instated in their positions; that
the working hours be not longer
than 6.15 p. m., as there are many
women and girls who  cannot
stand the additional work ; and
that the foreman, Mr. Irwin, who
‘they understood, was to be dis-
charged, be continued in his pre-
sent position. A committee of
two were appointed to engage Mr.
L. C. Belanger, Q. C., to look
after their interests.

A representative of the RECORD
called at the oftice of the Paton
Mfg. Co., this morning, and saw
Mr. Paton and Mr Hope. They
said that the cold: weatf 1er coming
on has brought in a large number
of orders requiring immediate
shipment, and some given on con-
dition that shipment is made by
certain date. This required over
time work by the weavers, who
number about 9, equally divided
{on two floors, and are paid by
piece work. 'On Monday, Nov. &,
notice was given to work until
7.30 each evening, tilll further
orders. There was no trouble
until Monday of this week, when
Jos. Thilbeault, who worked on
the first floor, was seen to be run-
ning from loom- to loom, - and
shortly after the employes of that

1 floor refused to work overtime.

The management could not under-
stand  the reason: for this, asa
year ago the employes were wor k-
ing three-quarter -time only, and
now the hcmg in a position to
give additional work it was refus-
The trouble was among those
onl whom Jos. Thibeault came
in (f,uect contact with, therefore
it was decided to discharge him.
His wife was not discharged, and
no fault found with her. There
has been no reason for discharg-

ling Mr. Irwin, as intimated by th(-

strikes at their meeting.

This morning sev eral of the dis-
satisfied ones returned to their
work, and the trouble-is expected
to be over before the day is out,
The unjustifiable action of the
strikers is shown by the fact that
they are not sustaincd by other

| employes of the mill.
