With
scores of thousands of dollars' worth of
diamonds in his satchel and pockets ae
wodld penetrate fearlessly and alone in
the very worst quartersof the city. How
he escaped murder, or robbery at least,
was 4 stunding marvel. True, he was
known us a friend—ag any rate as a con-
venience-—-to the crooked portion of the
community ; andalso as a man of nerve
and brawn, willing and able to take his
own part. But in & great city there are
always desperadoes enough to commnit
any crime for the benefit or an the
temptation of the moment, and without
thinking or caring about ultimale re-

Probably Gms could have given no

once, when he was garrotted by a couple
of footpads belonging to the "mr;un{;

Hut he took his mis-
hap Philosu hically, admitting that he
had brought it upon himself and re.
marking that it “was worth what it cost
bim.”

He knew
the frailty of human nature and did not
expect too much of it. )

ut the episode did not cause him to
relinquish his night pm_wllnxi, and his
short, sturdy fgure, with the broad,
ruddy face, collarless neck and sharp
familiar to hundreds of people
in New York. The police knew him
t was an open secret to them
that his business was used as a cover
for less legitimate proceedings. But he
was too shrewd and far sighted to ever
stray within the clutches of the law ; no
one could prove that he came by his

The two chief points In canning are the
thorough cooking of the frult or vegelables
and the perlect exclusivn of alr. tore
beginmng operations bave everyihing
readv; a ge tire, the jars perfectly clean,
the glass wops and wetal rings in a pan of hot
waler at the back of the stove, and Lhe
rubber binds ready at band, Muek of your
suceess willdepend on the expedition with
which the tops are put on and serewad down
alter the jars are lilled. Do not use lmper-
fect rubbers, that ls, those that hawve become
hard or stretched; new ones can be pur-
chased at 15 cents a dozen.

There are several ways of heating the jars
to recelve the butling fruit to prevent break-
awe. The old plan was to put the jars to-
wgether ina boller full of cold water and bring
it to t he boiling point, when the jars were to
be fished out and Hilled oneata time. Avother

To CaN VEOETABLEs; Cons, PEas, Asra-
RAGU3, AND BTRING HraNs—Preparns them
as for eonking, cutting the corn from the
cobs, and fill the jars as full as possible. =at
the jars in & pan of hot water, and then fill
each jar with boillug salted water. Put on
the covers of the jars without the rubhers
and set each one in a botler of boiling water.
There should be a wooden frame in the bot-
tom of the boller for the jara to rest on, and
straw or kitchen towels should he placed be-
Lween them, so they will not knock togetber
while bolllng.  Boli until the vegetables are
tender, remove the jars, unscrew the covers,
put on the rubbers, till up with bolling water
well sal and screw down as already
direcled. Tomatoes are treated differently.
Pour scalding waler over them to remove
the skins, boil Lhem in a preserving kettls
until thoroughly sealded, and can. Add no
walter nor salt.

To CAN FRCIT.—For cannlng small fruits
a good rule is to allow one-thiru of a pound
of sugar toa pound of fruit. Put water to
the sugar, in the proportion of about a tea-
cupful of water 1o each pound of sugar
make into & syrup, and skim carefully.

LIFE UPON THE WATRR.

Indeed, amung the islands one lives ypon
the waler. By a certain tacit understina-
lug between the islanders, every resident
has a recognized right to expl‘nm avery
otber resident's petty domaln, N¢& obtru-
give notlee boards flaunt before the Innocent
lace ol heaven the anti-rocial and wholly un-
called-for information that irespassers will
be prosecuted with the utmost rigor ol the
law. On the coutrary, the usual formula
painted on the neat little placard beslde 1 be
Uoy landiog-stages assumes the optaljve
rather than the imperative nood: “I'arties
landing oo this Islaud are- reqguested to
kindly abstalo from damaging the feros and
flowers.” The fact s, all the islanders are
there as eummer visitors only; each pos-
sesses DUl a tiny realm of hiv own, often
beautifully varied, but alwave readily ex-
hausted of its native Inlerest; and the
whole charm of the spot would evaporate
eutirely if proprietors inslsied with un-
Frn.ln British churllshuess upon their
egal rirht toshut themselves In from land-
less bumanity with the etiectual protest of
ahigh brick wall. Accordingly, everyboily
always lands freely, no man hindering,

ST
POPULAR POLICE.

The Metropolitan Police are the lions
of the hour in London just now. All of
the London papers are devoting space to
the force, praising the officers for their
management and the men for their con-
duct at the time of the Jubilee festivi-
ties. The work the policemen were
called upon to do appears L0 have been
arduous in the extreme, and they ac-
quitted themselves in such a way as to
earn the unstinted praises of press and
public. Her Majesty sent a most flat-
tering letter to General Warren compli-
menting him upon the efficiency of the
force under his command, snd the for-
eign correspondents without exception
mentioned in their reports the good
natured and efficient manner in which
the sturdy blue coated guardians of the
peace did their duty upon that memor-
able occasion. The universal praise
bestowed upon the London police should
be an incentive to their brethren else-
where, showing as it does that the pub-
lic can appreciate good work done by
policemen as well as the more dashing
deeds of the army and navy. The Lon-
don police must realize now that the
public approbation is worth striving
after. The Montreal force should bave
reason to feel the same way instead of
complaining that policemen are never
appreciated.

THE BMOEE NUIBANCE.

The hot weather is naturally both un-
pleasant and unhealthy in the city, but
it is made additionally so by causes
which could be obviated or at least
minimised. Any one coming in to
Montreal from the south shore in the
early morning has the position put right
before him in a very tangible shape.
The country air through which he is
passing is cool and fresh, but across the
river over the city hangs a black pall,
a forecast of the stifling city at
mosplere. From the numerous tall
chimneys great clouds of dense
black smoke are pouring, which go to
form the funereal canopy. But it may
be claimed by some that the presence of
manufactories necessitates the emis-
sion of this smoke. This is not so.
Manyfactories certainly need tall chim-
neys|and consume large quantities of
fuel, but there is no necessity or excuse
for the volumes of inky smoke. Black
smoke from a factory chimney gen-
erally means one of two things, either
the boilers are not large enoungh for the
work required, or the fireman does not
know his work. The talk about soft
coal necessarily producing black smoke
is sheer ponsense. In the north of
England, where hard coal is not
used, both factories and houses use soft
coal, but it would be difficult to find,
even in that dull climate, any town with
such smoke as ascends from Montreal.
The factory owners there are generally
not so extravagant as to allow 1t, and if
any do permit it, the sanitary author-
ities at once infliet a fine. In London
last year there were 173 prosecutions for
allowing black smoke to issue from
chimneys and 166 persons were fined
beavily. The infliction and payment
of these fines proves that the nuls-
ance is largely preventable, and
what ecan Dbe prevented thers can
be avoided here. Apart from the ques-
tion of health, the presence of this
black smoke indicates waste. Every one
acquainted with the elements of science
knows that black smoke from a coal fire
means imperfect combustion; that is,
that the gases, instead of heating the
boiler, escape 1n the form of smoxe.
When will factory owners learn that it
is to their pecuniary interest to see that
the coal they use is consumed instead of
wasted.

JOAN OF ARU.
1t is stated that the eminent French

composer, M. Gounod, bas written a
mass in honor of Joan of Are, which
critics pronounce one of the noblest of
his works. The name of the unhappy
Maid of Orleans brings vividly to mind
the condition of thought in the world
between four and five c¢enturies ago,
and we must congratulate ourselves
when we think that so inhuman an act
as was performed in the market place-
of Rouen in the year 1481 has
long ceased to be possible in the modern
world,. The only offence brought
home to the girl was that of want
of complete submission to the eccle-
siastical power. Bhe professed to
have vislone and to hear yoices
impelling her to undertake the task of
liberating the French soil from its Eng-
lish invaders. Summoned to give more
precise details on the subject she re-
fused to do so, saying that as regards
the illumination she had received, she
was respongible only to God, and would
not submit to any earthly authority
whatsoever, not even to that of the
church. In attestation of her mission
she pointed to the great work she had
already mecomplished in restoring the
French power throughout nearly the
whole country. Forthis contumacy she
was_declared in rebellion against the
Church, and was handed over to thesecu.
lar power to be burnt alive as a heretic.
It is true that a council held some
twenty-five years ls later reyoked tho de-
cree of pr d upon
Joan, and a‘movement is mow on
foot for her canonization. The trneedy
of her fate, however, remains the
and certainly one of the most tl::l
stories in all history isthat of thoﬂ
girl, who, after braving every ht-lsne
and danger for the liberation .of her
country, and after having really been
instrumental in effecting its deli ce,
was handed over to a most eruel death
by a court composed almost wHPlly of
her own counirymen. Hume sums
up the facts in his own terse style when
he says: *This admirable heroine, to
whom the more generous superstition of
the ancients would have erected altars,
was, on pretence of heresy and magic,
delivered over alive to the flames, and
expiated, by that dreadful punishment,
the signal services she had rendered to
her prince and to her native country,”

Umd principles were preserved,
new principles, whieh had growuo fnto recog-
nition were adopted, and the measure
amended from time to time forms tu-lay
the groundwork ol the system of law pro-
cedure in the courts of uwearly every jro-
vince and oolun{llo! the BIJIK re.  Ctario
was Lhe first of the British Amerlcan jro-
vinces to adopt the gystew, and was quickly
followed by the Maritime Provinces.

Hut and benefloial as were tha roforms
Introduged by the Common Law FPrecedure
Act, in less than iwenty years alter i
adoptlon so enormous had become the wurk
of the English courts that again Parllament
took the matter in hand. Do resull was a
