For two weeks, the grand history of Huntingdon's O’Connor
building will be told through images and old writings in a vast
exhibition to be held at the Salle Alfred-Langevin of the Chateau
de Huntingdon.

Until December 16, visitors can see a number of period pho-
tographs up close, and read articles from The Gleaner newspaper
that bear witness to the evolution of the building, from its con-
struction in 1915 to the present. Roughly 15 black and white pho-
tographs will be on display for visitors.

A good number of the photographs displayed were provided
by the Chateauguay Valley Historical Society. The current owner
of Le Wellington, Daniel Richard, supplied two images of the
O’Connors in their home, which now houses his restaurant.

The Chateauguay Valley Historical Society also managed to
dig up articles from the Gleaner recounting the outstanding facts
of the O’Connor building’s 92 years of existence. Attending the
exhibition’s opening, the newspaper director, André Castagnier,
recalled that the weekly publication had witnessed the building’s
transformations and also expressed his joy that the newspaper is

associated with this exhibition

According to the federal deputy for
Beauharnois-Salaberry, Claude
DeBellefeuille, the recent decision of
the United States Department of
Homeland Security to allow the use of
enhanced drivers’ licences as identifi-
cation at border crossings is a huge
victory for drivers.

“We have been working for years to
keep our borders open, safe and effec-
tive, and the rule regarding obligatory
passports was likely to pose serious
problems. The news that the US gov-
ernment will agree to accept enhanced
drivers’ licences, as well as passports
and NEXUS cards, is a great victory
for the tourism industry and for bor-
der communities like Dundee, Trout
River and Hemmingford,” declared
DeBellefeuille last week.

The Blogist deputy added that the
pressure exerted on Washington over
the past few years by her colleagues
from nine border ridings have born
fruit. “The American administration
hesitated to move forward on this
issue, but earlier this ycar, we suc-
ceeded in persuading a sufficient
number of members of Congress of

the importance of adopting a law that
would force the hand of the
administration. I am extremely happy
with the results,” she said.

According to  DeBellefeuille,
enhanced drivers’ licences will not be
a cure-all, but this decision is a great
step forward compared to the require-
ment to present a passport at all bor-
der stations.

“We believe that most of the states
and provinces will adapt quickly to
enhanced drivers’ licences in order to
conform to new security requirements,
which will reduce, as much as possible,
the problems at the border. It is
essential for the Canadian economy
that we maintain good traffic flow for
vehicles and goods crossing the
border,” she added.

However, DeBellefeuille recalled
that Canadian citizens flying to the
United States will still need a
passport.

Huntingdon’s provincial deputy and offi-
cial opposition spokesperson on agriculture
for Québec, Albert De Martin, challenged
the Minister for Agriculture, Fisheries and
Food, Laurent Lessard, about the concrete
action he plans to take to eliminate the culti-
vation of cannabis in farmers’ fields.

“Since the minister for Montréal, for
Montréal’s public safety, does not seem to
understand the problems faced by Québec’s
farmers, whose fields are infested with pot,
could the Minister for Agriculture rise and
tell us what concrete measures he will com-
mit to in order to eradicate this plague of pot
from our fields?” asked De Martin during
the question period at the National
Assembly last Thursday morning.

De Martin, himself an agricultural pro-
ducer from Godmanchester, has experienced
the wrath of cannabis traffickers on his own
farm. “I was the victim of pot criminals who
settled illegally upon my fields. I reported the
situation to the Sireté du Québec. They
couldn’t do anything to take the criminals out
of action. I then endured acts of vandalism
on my combine harvester. This is a situation
experienced by hundreds of Québec’s farm-
ers. Pot producers in rural areas force farm-
ers to live under a regime of terror,” he

remarked. While he expressed compassion
for the De Martin’s having endured the
wrath of cannabis producers, the Minister for
Public Safety, Jacques Dupuis, replied by
inviting his colleague from Huntingdon to
sign an agreement with the Sidreté du
Québec, allowing its officers to inspect his
fields without requiring his permission each
time, which would protect him from having
to denounce criminal activity on his property.
“It is for this very reason the Siireté¢ du
Québec has been insisting farmers sign con-
tracts allowing the Sireté to inspect their
fields without them having to denounce
criminals. So, he is protected by this social
contract, and I invite him to sign it is he has
not already. Certainly, there is still some, by
we are also taking steps to eradicate it as
much as possible,” he remarked.

In a complementary question, the deputy
for the Action démocratique du Québec
pondered whether the Minister for
Agriculture was not backing away from fac-
ing the gravity of the problem. “Am I given to
understand that the Minister for Agriculture
is backing out before this important ques-
tion? Is it that, as in the crisis of agricultural
income, the Minister for Agriculture will
remain silent and abandon Québec’s farm-
ers?” he suggested.

In response, Minister Dupuis was evasive

A young man died in a car accident
early last Thursday morning at the inter-
section of Routes 132 and 236 in St-
Stanislas-de-Kostka.

Credit card fraud

Haut St-Laurent citizens should be
wary of a man who is trying to defraud
people by convincing them they have won
an eleven-day trip abroad for four people.

According to the Haut St-Laurent
detachment of the Streté du Québec
(SQ), an individual claiming to represent
a company is placing phone calls to
announce to certain individuals that they
have won a plane trip or cruise to anoth-
er country as part of a promotional deal.
Once hooked on the idea of winning, he
asks each of them to provide their credit
card number, which he insists must be
used to pay the taxes in connection with
the prize.

“We aim to raise awareness among cit-

izens about not giving out their credit
card numbers to anyone they don’t know.
If such an individual calls your home, you
should not hesitate to contact us,” said
Sergeant  Stéphane Lamontagne,
spokesperson for the SQ.

Three residents of Huntingdon and
Godmanchester were contacted between
November 28 and 30. Only one of them
registered an official complaint with
police. An investigation has been opened
to trace the author of these calls.

Intoxicated driver hits

An intoxicated driver was involved in
an accident early in the evening last
Thursday in Ormstown.

Near 6 p.m., the Haut St-Laurent
detachment of the Streté du Québec was
contacted by telephone by a resident who
reported seeing a clearly intoxicated driv-
er travelling in a Chrysler Intrepid.

Huntingdon’s economic revival contin-
ued to develop in 2007. This year, municipal
authorities intensified their efforts to accel-
erate the town’s industrial development in
response to the hard hit the town took in
2004 and 2005 with the closures of
Huntingdon Mills and Cleyn & Tinker.

“In 2007, industrial development contin-
ued to hold our attention. Rightly consid-
ered an essential element allowing for the
municipality’s economic growth, the project
to develop our new industrial park has cre-
ated approximately 350 jobs to date, in less
than 24 months, and has generated public
and private investments of more than $13
million,” said the mayor in a recent speech
on the Town’s financial health, from which
The Gleaner/La Source drew some key
points.

Maison Russet, Ebra Friction Technologies,
Thermo Plus Canada, Phoenix Innovation,
AGS Taron, Systtme Huntingdon, Transit
Plastic, Projet Indéfini, Culasse, Plombco
and Gilbertson & Page all established them-
selves on one or another of these sites. The
already established companies, Boulangerie
Grant’s and Folia Industries, also moved
into spaces in these buildings. The Town of
Huntingdon’s economic development cor-

poration, the coordinating office for the
Kaleidoscope early childhood centre, and
the Petite Bibliothéque Verte also moved
into one or another of the available build-
ings.

The mayor emphasized that the Town
fought hard for its share of funding from the
governments of Québec and Canada. “In
summary, we succeeded in winning impor-
tant financial assistance for the Town’s eco-
nomic revival. This includes the Canada-
Québec Infrastructure Program at nearly
$900,000, the Assistance Program for
Mono-Industrial Cities at $1,100,000, the
$200,000 contribution from Canada
Economic Development and $20,000 pro-
vided through the Haut St-Laurent MRC,”
he announced.

According to Gendron, the municipal
authorities’ interventions in Ottawa and in
Québec, and the financial involvement of
the Town through loan by-laws proved
essential to beginning renovation work at
the former Huntingdon Mills and Cleyn &
Tinker buildings. When the renovation of
the nine industrial buildings is complete, the
municipality plans to establish an environ-
mental complex, “which will further val-
orize our installations and give us a renewed
sense of industrial development,” said
Gendron. The mayor emphasized that with
the addition of such a site, “we will better be
able to interact effectively with businesses
wanting to establish themselves in our
industrial park,” he explained.

This decision maintained the verdict
rendered on May 3, 2005 by Judge
Marie St-Pierre, declaring him unfit to
hold municipal office in any location or
organization for two years, following
the sense of Article 307 in the Act
respecting elections and referendums
in municipalities.

He was forbidden from occupying
the post of civil servant, or of employ-
ee of a municipality or movement for
that same duration.

“Given the proven facts and the
conclusions of the judge in the first
proceedings to the effect that your
activities in the acquisition of a snow-
plough with a four-season box were
carried out knowingly in infringement
of the imperative provision to invite

. tenders which governs Québec munici-
I palities, and taking into account that
| the Québec Municipal Code allows the
recuperation of expenses engendered
in assuming the defence of an elected
municipal official if the offense com-

mitted was intentional or indicates
gross negligence, which is clearly the
case in light of the proven facts, we
claim the aforementioned reimburse-
ment,” indicated Gladu in his request.

Reached by The Gleaner/La Source
at his Montréal office, Tremblay’s
lawyer, Mr. Nino Izzi, explained that
he only recently became aware of the
formal notice and that no decision has
yet been made about how to proceed.
“We will have to study the file in depth
before reacting,” he indicated.

Although dismissed by the Court of
Appeal, Tremblay continues to defend
his reputation in this case with tooth
and nail, insisting that he is irreproach-
able in the municipality’s process to
purchase the truck. “By my book, what
the municipality is trying to do to me is
nonsense. I do not understand. I per-
sist in believing that everything was
done through town council resolutions,
and that I did not do anything wrong,”
he told the newspaper.

The case will be heard in the
Beauharnois District Superior Court in
January.

In some ways, this exhibition is a
tribute to Dennis James O’Connor,
the entrepreneur and politician who
was at the origin of the building that
today, bears his name. This man and
his wife have previously been immor-
talized in paintings by artist John
Ryan, which now hang near the
entrance of the hall.

«Dennis O’Connor was a builder, a
man of vision. He believed in a strong
and  progressive Huntingdon,»
remarked Gerry Leroux, a member of
the Chéteauguay Valley Historical
Society and of the Haut St-Laurent
MRC cultural committee, who helped
to unearth photographs of the build-
ing, some of which date back to 197?.

To illustrate the breadth of
O’Connor’s character, one need only
read the enlarged version of his obitu-
ary in The Gleaner, which appeared
two days after his death, on November
27, 1946. The text, as originally pub-
lished, hangs next to two portraits of
the couple.

The Salle Alfred-Langevin is open
to visitors Saturdays and Sundays from
10 a.m. until 4 p.m. from now until
December 16, as well as noon hours on
December 5, 6, 10, 11, 12 and 13.

The Gleaner/La Source newspaper
offers its apologies to the elected officials
and members of the municipal adminis-
tration of the Town of Huntingdon. The
letter entitled “Il faut que ¢a arréte!” (“It
must stop!”), published on page 12 under
the “Reader opinions” section, does not
conform to the rules usually followed by
the newspaper in deciding to publish an
opinion letter from a reader.

The director general of Les Hebdos
Montérégiens group, Philippe Auclair,
also addressed his apologies to
Huntingdon’s elected officials and mem-
bers of the municipal administration. In a
letter addressed to Mayor Stéphane
Gendron, Mr. Auclair explained that
“this letter should never have been pub-

lished. It conformed neither with its
remarks, nor in the information commu-
nicated to the newspaper about the
author’s identity, with the directives to be
respected by the member-newspapers of
the Hebdos Montérégiens group with
respect to the publication of opinion let-
ters from their readers. This fault makes
it clear to me that these directives will
have to be reiterated.”

Mr. Auclair deplores that the integrity
of those people targeted by the letter was
called into doubt without reason.
