Many Paraplegics
Not Hospitalized

After World War I 50 per cent of those who received injuries
that would now put them in the class of paraplegics died, while after
World War II .80 per cent are living and this, according to Dr. G.
Gingras, is enough to prove that terrific strides have been made in
the study of paraplegia. Dr. Gingras made this statement while speak-
ing to the members of the Rotary Club of Westmount at their weekly
luncheon meeting held Wednesday in Victoria Hall.

Treatment should begin as soon as possible, the speaker con-
tended. There are a great many paraplegics in Montreal hospitals, he
said, and he offered the suggestion that they should all be grouped

together in one hospital so that#

they could receive the specializéd rplegic, he be given a chlance to
treatment necessary, such as |prove his value.

physiotherapy and occupational
therapy. He said that if they re-
main in an ordinary hospital too
long,  they tend to get “hospital-
itis”, that is, they are content to
do nothing but lie in bed when
they should be learning to equip
themselves to do work, the way
veterans have been rehabilitated
from the Ste. Annes’,  where he
13 in charge of the Physical Educa-
tion Department. .

He advocated that  their re-
education should be paid for by
the government, if necessary, be-
cause, he said, they would®soon
pay for their treatment after they
started to work, simply by paying
their income tax.

Dr. Gingras stated that there
are 600 paraplegics in the Proviiice
of Quebec and that there are now
four centres established across the
¢ountry, one in Toronto, Winnipeg,
Vancouver and of course Montreal
(Ste.

MOST IMPORTANT THINGS

The BBC's Eastern Service pro-
gramme “Women's Magazine”
has been running a series of talks
by various women on “The Most
Important Things I Have Leaarnt
From Life"”,

One of the recent contributors
was novelist Enid Bagnold who
said, rather ruefully, that she
iished she could be sure that she
had learnt anything at all. She
felt perhaps that the things she
had learnt were the small ones
and mot the big ones, rather a
few hints and tricks on how #to
manage one's living.

“These are the sort of things
I have learnt. How, for instance,
not to take on -too many jobs.
How to refuse. How to know
that it's vanity and foolishness if
I accept. How to make friends
slowly. How not to expect people
to be more than they are. How
to tolerate people who are mnot
made specially for me. How to
make do, compromise, and not to
imagine that every change is for
the better. How to reduce my
wish to impose my will on other
people by fifty per cent! Of
course, the old trouble catches one
unawares, and bang goes the ty-
ranny . . . hammer, hammer,

“Time is worth protecting, time
for yourself. For the things you
do quietly and in your own time
are possibly the only real things
of value in your life. It is import-
ant to learn to compromise about
the duties of daily life—to hear
to accept imperfection. I would
sooner close my eyes to dust than
make a racket about it that dis-
tresses me.

“I think myself less important
that I did, But is that a virtue?
And then, as time goes on, all

record is lost of pet loves. I had,

never suspected that, and it is
best not to think about it. One
knows at least  that human na-
ture can forget anything.

“I am, of course, calmer than
I was. But I am also kinder. It
seems too easy and very stupid
to give pain. Pride goes after
fifty. Hope and ambition not
much later. When all three are
overboard one is left with some-
thing one never had in youth—
the Present. I am at last, at long
last, after the scurry, the hopes,
the anxiety, the eyes set on the
future, I am at last pleased with
the present. I like the morning,
the afternoon and the evening.”
