Raid in St-Stan
yields pot plants
The third police raid in less than a

week netted the Valleyfield RCMP divi-
sion some $650,000 worth of marijuana
plants plus hydroponic growing equip-
ment, seized from a house in St-Stanis-

las-de-Kostka.

Two men were arrested during the raid
on Monday May7: a man in his 50s who
was living in the house on Ch. de la
Baie, and a 44-year-old man living on
the same street.

A total of 947 plants, at three stages of
growth varying from seedlings to mature,
were found, according to RCMP
Constable Kevin Walker.

The two men were later released from
custody but will return to court in Valley-
field to face charges of illegal marijuana
production.

the new and relatively young bishop to
southwestern Quebec.

Mgr. Hubert Julien, curé at the Cathedral
of Ste-Cécile-de-Valleyfield, has worked
with Mgr. Cyr on an inter-diocesan council
since 1994. “His pastoral views are taken
from his own experience; they are theo-
logically sound, and also take into account
the evolution of the Church,” he said.

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For decades at a time, dedicated volunteers
keep historic Valley cemeteries functional

If you want quiet neighbors, buy a
house next to a cemetery, the saying goes.
But beware — living near the cemetery
can also mean over half a century of ded-
icated volunteer work, helping to keep the
resting place of ancestors and friends a
peaceful, tidy and attractive asset to the
community.

That's what happened to Huntingdon's
Mac Arnold, who for the past 54 years has
been an important part of the local
Protestant Cemetery Committee.

“I guess it's because Mac and Jean have
always lived close by the cemetery that we
have relied on them to keep an eye on
things for so many years now,” said cur-
rent committee head Donald McCaig, who
succeeded Arnold last year after the latter
had chaired the group for 15 years.

McCaig and half a dozen other people.
including Mac Arnold himself, gathered
for the annual spring clean-up at the Cleyn
St. cemetery on a sunny morning in late
April. (It just happened to be National
Volunteer Week.)

The Committee members are a friendly
bunch who obviously enjoy each other's
company and poke some gentle humor as
they move through the cemetery with trac-
tor, wagon and rakes, clearing up dead
limbs and other remnants of a hard winter
in the Valley.

Peace and serenity

The result of their labors is a beautiful
and serene graveyard, shaded by towering
maple trees and protected by an ornate
Victorian iron fence.

That's in spring. summer and fall, of
course. But when Macfirst started to help
at the cemetery in the 1940s, he often
tound himself digging a grave — with a
shovel — in the dead of winter. "The
ground was frozen, but we had to keep
digging. There was no back-hoe or other
equipment to help out in those days.” he
recalled.

The oldest grave on record dates from
180-4, although the identity of the occupant
is not known. The carliest recorded name
is that of Malcolm McNaughton, who died
in 1815. The first constitution of the ceme-
tery was drawn up in 1840, and the origi-
nal 15-acre site was enlarged by the pur-
chase of another six acres about 30 years
ago, although the new area has not yet
been put to use.

In the days when engraving of tomb-
stones was done with hammer and chisel,
a Mr. Robb from Howick handled all the
Huntingdon work of this kind. until the
mid-1930s.

Volunteer contributions have always
been important. Donald McNair built all
the stonework which supports the fence,
free of charge, in the 1930s, committee
members recall.

Ice storm clean-up

From a maintenance point of view, the
1998 Ice Storm was undoubtedly the great-
est challenge in recent years for members
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of the committee.

“You should have seen the mess — fall-
en branches totally’ covered the ground,”
recalled Jean Arnold, Mac’s wife, who dur-
ing her years as head nurse at the
Huntingdon Count Hospital was often
amongthe first to know that a new grave
would be needed.

The cemetery's soft maples in particular
took a real beating, but three years later, all
the trees seem to be thriving, even though
the occasional broken and hanging branch
serves as a reminder of the giant clean-up
needed in 1998.

As with other public sites, the committee
must be constantly on the look-out for van-
dalism and intruders, and in recent years
the small building on the cemetery proper-
ty has had its windows boarded up as a
deterrent.

But other outsiders are assuming greater
prominence in the affairs of the cemetery
these days.

"We are getting more and more city-
dwellers from the Montreal area, as well as

descendants of local people from as far
away as Florida, California and British
Columbia, who want to buy a lot in the
cemetery, and since our only source of rev-
enue is selling lots, we're happy to have
more customers,” said Donald McCaig.

Keeping interest alive

The only thing is, the gon-resident pur-
chasers are not likely to attend the lot-
holders’ meetings, when trustees and com-
mittee members are chosen to handle the
day-today chores associated with provid-
ing a suitable and dignified resting place
for members of all the Protestant denomi-
nations in the Huntingdon area. “Usually,
it turns out that the trustees make up the
majority of people at the meetings, so they
more or less automatically end up on the
maintenance committee as well,” McCaig
said.

In future, when visitors take the time to
stroll along the quiet pathways under the
shade of the maple trees, their eyes may
light on one recently-installed marker near
the front of the grounds, where Mac
Arnold's name will be added to that of

Just how à good teacher can inspire his or
her students and lead them into the main-
stream of a larger world has been made evi-
dent in Hemmingford Elementary School this

Grade 6 teacher Jo-Ann Daviau was using
“democracy” as a central theme for a variety
of leaming experiences, in accordance with
the latest educational reform in Quebec. In
this context, she got the youngsters, already
competent in French, interested in a contest
called “Le Parlement Ecolier” — a chance to
participate in a Mock Parliament at Quebec's
National Assembly.

The contest entry was a proposed piece of
legislation to be debated at the one-day ses-
sion. From the 200 schools taking pan, 125
entries were chosen, one from each of the
province's ridings. These classes won the right
to elect a “deputy” from among themselves to

sit in the National Assembly on that day.

But given the constraints of time, only three
resolutions from the 125 would be chosen for
debate. This year, one of them comes from
Hemmingford. And its content is particularly
relevant given Quebec's ever-increasing pro-
portion of seniors: “Bill 2: a law obliging ele-
mentary schools to set up a community pro-
ject to benefit elderly people, in order to
make senior students aware of the needs of
an aging population.”

On Friday, Ryan Hawkips will take his seat
in the National Assembly, and all his class-
mates back in Hemmingford, who elected
him to represent them, will be watching the
National Assembly channel on TV. Thanks to
their teacher and to their own enthusiasm,
these kids will have a first-hand exposure to
democracy in action.

On Thursday morning Mr
Martin started afier the thiefandfound bis wag-
gon broken as before stated. be then went on to
Mr Patenaude's, the Postmaster at Stockwell,
andfound that bis new buggy bad been stolen.

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Quebeclags behind other Canadian provinces
in its per-capita spending on health-care services

Precisely five years ago, as the govem-
ment was in the midst of ;he healt

Minister Jean Rochon told a Quebec College
of Physicians not to worry.

“People say that enough is enough, weve
gone as far as we can. Butthere's a reality tha
we must try to manage. Our primary objpctive
is to clean up public finances, so there's a
mandatory passage through the tunnel. It will
be tough for the next two years, but I think
we can manage it.”

Eighteen months later, on the eve ofthe
1998 election, he admitted that his transfor-
mation of the health system “came within a
hair of skidding out of control”.

“There were no longer two operations that
had to be reconciled (budget cuts and the re-
forms), there was only the business of cuts
and the deficit. We were doing things only be-
cause we had no more money. We no longer
knew how we would re-organize.”

Still in poor shape

How are things in the Spring of 2001? The
deficit has been eliminated and budgetary sur-
pluses have appeared. But the health system,
whose budget shrunk to $12.8 billion in 1996
before growing again to $16.7 billion for 2001-
2002, cannot be said to be in good shape.

One big reason is that the health needs of
an older population are growing. But that
demographic trend was certainly recognized
when Quebec began cutting; it Chose simply
to put on blinkers.

The three PQ ministers who've occupied
the health portfolio — Rochon, Pauline Marois,
and now Rémy Trudel — have all blamed
Ottawa for cutting health transfer payments to
the provinces.

Ottawa has started to pump money back
into the system but evidently it's not enough.
Even Ontario's Finance Minister blasted Otta-
wa last week, saying it must do better than
pay 14 cents on every health dollar.

Nonetheless, through its own budgetary
choices, Quebec seriously aggravated the pro-
blem. And today, when things should be no-
ticeably better, the governmentstill gives the
impression of being within a hair ofletting the
health system veer out of control.

Bureaucracy rampant

In recent months, the ministry's bureaucrats
have been s ing their time writing new
pieces of legislation. To do what’ To change
the system's operational structures.

One bill would introduce a new “smart”
card to replace the existing health insurance

Indeed, as Liberal MNA (Mar-
quette) Francois Ouimet recalled last week,
Premier Bernard Landry was fairly explicit in
an interview with L'Actualité this Spring when
he said the smart card offered to chance to
save “phenomenal” sums of money.

Furthermore, the government apparently
wants to use the bill to introduce a “National
Patient Index”, a huge computerized informa-
tion bank which looks suspiciously like a citi-
zens’ registry.

A second bill would re-structure regi
health boards as well as the boards of th
institutions. As initially proposed, election of
members of the public would be eliminated
and the government would giveitself full con-
trol to appoint virtually all of the health sys-
tem’s administrators.

Its benefits to your health and mine are
hard to see; not surprisingly, the plan has
been met by a chorus of criticism.

Quebec ranks last

Both bills were to be introduced on Tues-
day. The smartcard bill, however, may be
shelved until the fall. And the administrative
reform bill appears to be getting a re-write,
based on Trudel's comments to the Quebec
Hospital Association last week.

Meanwhile, what about actual delivery of
health care?

A 72-page report on home care services,
leaked two weeks ago, shows Quebec ranks
last among the provinces. Funding per person
is $65 in Quebec compared to the national
average of $83; Ontario spends $92 per capi-
ta and New Brunswick $129.

Jean Rochon’s entire reform efforts five
years agohinged on his “virage ambulatoire”,
with more outpatient services, day surgery,
and home care. But in that time, the report
noted, the budget for homecare has increased
only slightly.

As a result, the care is either being provid-
ed by family and friends or patients are pay-
ing to get it from private agencies. Home care
is supposed to be provided by the health sys-
tem.

Recommendations ignored

The report was submitted last December, in
time to be considered for this years budget.

Il s'agit, selon le
Ministère, du seul peuplement actuellement
connu qui soit d’une taille appréciable au
Québec.

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Les policiers de la Gendarmerie royale
du Canada,district de Valleyfield, n’ont pas
chômé au cours des derniers jours. Ils ont
procédé au démantèlement d’une troisiè-
me serre hydroponique servant à la pro-
duction de drogue en l'espace d'une se-
maine dans le Suroît.

Les agents ont effectué une perquisition
lundi de la semaine dernière dans unerési-
dence du chemin de la Baie à Saint-Stanis-
las-de-Kostka. Sur place, ils ont saisi pas
moins de 947 plants de marijuana ainsi que
l'équipement destiné à la production illé-
gale de cette drogue.

La quantité de plants confisqués par les
agents est évaluée sur le marché noir à
près de 650 000$. “Les plants qui ont été
saisis avaientatteint trois différents niveaux
de culture, en ce sens qu'il y en avait des
petits, d'autres de moyennetaille et d’au-
tres arrivés commeà pleine maturité”, a in-
diqué le gendarme Kevin Walker de la
GRC.

Un individu demeurant sur les lieux de
la perqusition, un homme âgé d’une cin-
quantaine d’années, a été appréhendé. Un
autre suspect, un homme de 44 ans de-
meurant une maison de la même rue, a
aussi été mis en état d’arrestation. Tous
deux ont été interrogés puis relâchés et
comparaîtront prochainement au palais de
justice de Valleyfield pour répondre à des
accusations de production illégale de mar-
ijuana en vertu de la Loi réglementant cer-
taines drogues et autres substances.

Le jeudi 4 mai dernier, la GRC, service
frontalier de Valleyfield, de concert avec la
Sûreté du Québec, détachement d'Orms-
town, avait procédé au démantèlement de
deux serres hydroponiques dans la MRC Le
Haut-Saint-Laurent. Les agents des deux
corps policiers avaient effectué une perqui-
sition dans une résidence de Hinchinbroo-
ke avant d'en mener une autre dans une
demeure de Franklin. À l'issue de cette
double opération, les agents avaient mis la
main sur 281 plants ainsi que sur tout l’at-
tirail requis pour ce type de culture dans
les deux domiciles, en plus de procéder à
l'arrestation de quatre personnes.

Les mesures de surveillance et de protec-
tion contre la rage du raton laveur en Mon-
térégie semblent donner des résultats con-
vaincants, s’il faut en croire le dernier rap-
port de l'Agence canadienne d'inspection
des aliments.

Selon le document, aucun cas de la ma-
ladie dû à la souche virage de cet animal
n'a été rapporté sur le territoire montéré-
gien, en date du mois d'avril 2001. Pour
l’ensemble des 263 spécimens en prove-
nance de cette région et de l'Estrie et sou-
mis en laboratoire pour fins de dépistage
de la rage du raton laveur, tous les résultats
se sont avérés négatifs.
