NEW TRAFFIC
BY-LAW GIVEN
FIRST READING
Revised Rulings Designed
To Give Greater Protec-
tion to Pedestrians and
Motorists

 

Westmount City Council, at a

regular meeting Monday night,

gave first reading to a revised
traffic by-law that will give

greater protection to pedestrians
and will require motorists to drive
safely at all times.

Pedestrians will receive protec-
tion, but they are requested to
cross streets only at intersections
and to obey traffic signals, Per-
sons alighting from street cars
must not cross a street either in
front or behind the car: When
pedestrians are waiting for a car,

they must remain on the sidewalk
until the tram is within 60 feet of
its stopping place unless there is
a safety zone,

Another provision that protects
pedestrians is that all motor veh-
icles musi come to a complete stop
~behind the white-lined cross
walka—at stop signs and give the
right of way to pedestrians. When
a car has come to a stop, drivers
of other vehicles are forbidden to
overtake the one at a standstill.

Slow moving vehicles, huses and
bicycles, are requested to drive as
close to the curb as possible.

Other sections of the new by-
law follow:

A driver may not pass another

vchicle at any intersection or
“glow” sign or on a curve or hill.
The hy-law stipulates that no

car may be driven on a street at a
greater speed than is reasonable,
consideration heing given to visi
bility and other driving conditions,

the width of the street and the
traffic.

In school, church and hospital
zones, every vehicle must be driven
noisclessly.

Cars may be parked
brakes have been set.

Parking is prohibited within 2B
feet of any official traffic sign or
curb line of any intersecting
street, driveway entrance to a fire

station or fire hydrant; within 50

One hundred young women re-
presenting the Sodalities of the
English-speaking Catholie parish-
es attended a round table confer-
ence conducted by Miss Dorothy
Willmann, M.A., of the Staff of
the Parish Sodality Division of
the National Sodality of Our
Lady, St. Louis, Mo., held in Con-
gress Hall, Friday evening.

Miss Willmann gave in detail
the approved plan on which a So-
dality should operate that is
through a Central Council com-
posed of the officers and the
chairmen of six committees. These
committees are Our Lady's, Euch-
aristic, Catholic Truth, Apostolic,
Social Life and Publicity.

In order that all present might
clearly understand the workings
‘of a Sodality along the lines advo-
cated by the National headquar-
ters, Miss Willmatn gave a brief
outline of the history and aims
of the Sodality où Our Lady.

Canada’s maximum requirements.

A “hopeless cripple” from infan-
tile paralysis four years ago —
today, a 13-year-old champion, one
of the Nation's finest swimmers.
That» the miracle story of

Nancy Merki, who lowers national
and Olympie marks nearly every
time she leaps into a tank.

With legs twisted and seeming-
ly useless from the paralysis at-
tack, Nancy was told four years
ago she probably would never
walk again, A rigorous course of
treatment — flexing of muscles,
massaging of joints, easy exer-
cises, and some swimming later,
when the sinews were loosened—
the doctors told her parents, and
Nancy might be able to get around
a bit.
Then Nancy couldn't even swim.

In a few months it began to look
as though she would prove the
doctors wrong.
Moving forward to July, 1939—
Nancy entered the National A.

A.U. women's tournament at Des
Moines, competing with the Na-
tion's swiftest swimming company.
She won tue 800-meter free style

race in American record time, took
the 400-meter free style even in
near-record time, won second in
the mile, and shared second in the
400-meter relay.

It added to 13 points, making
Miss Merki the youngest high
scorer in history of this blue-rib-
bon competition.
This month at San Francisco

Nancy entered the Far Western
A.A.. meet. She bettered the 400-
meter Olympic record without be-
ing crowded, and won the 200-
meter free style race handily.
That is the performance to date

of the girl who couldn't walk and
hadn't learned to swim in 1935.
One afternoon in the fall of 1934

Nancy came home from school
complaining of a throbbing head-
ache, Two days later physicians
delivered the “hopeless cripple”
verdict. They added, without much
conviction, massaging and exercise
would do some good.
Her father and mother, Mr. and

Mrs. Ernest Merki, saw to it the
massaging was done, and that

In April, 1935,
they took het to a swimming in-
structor.
He taught her the rudiments of

swimming, and showed her how to
hang onto the edge of the tank and
kick her crippled and almost use-
less legs.
Unwittingly Nancy built up a

champion’s co-ordination. Soon she
was swimming a little — a body’s
length, two, three, across the tank,
the length of it. One day she
climbed from the poo! to find the
miracle had happened: her legs
were no longer knotty and bent.
