Transportation of Prisoners.—Owing to 
the large number of prisoners now incarcer­
ated in the Montreal Gaol, it has been found 
necessary to reduce the number, Yester 
day eight men, serving a term of six 
months, were transmitted toj Sherbrooke 
prison. A like number leaves to-day for 
St. John’s Gaoi, and on Monday for that at 
St. Hyacinthe, leaving a total number in 
Montreal of 319, 113 of which are females.

Lectures on Palestine; — Canon Elle- 
good is delivering a course of lectures iu St. 
James’ the Apostle Mission Rooms, Fulford 
street. The lecture on Thursday evening 
was largely attended. The subject, particu­
larly interesting, being “ Incidents of a 
Journey from Jaffa to Jerusalem, and a de­
scription of the Jews going to tho Feast 
of the Passover.” The choir of the Church 
of St. James the Apostle sang Hebrew 
aud other hymns and psalms.

Good Templar’s Concert.—Last evening 
the Montreal District Lodge I. O. G. T 
gave a grand concert iu Association Hall. 
The chair was occupied by the Rev. Bro. 
John Wilson, who in a few appropriate in­
troductory remarks, spoke of the benefits of 
total abstinence, and eulogized the noble 
efforts of the members of the Montreal 
District Lodge in endeavouring to reclaim 
the drunkard.

A Dangerous Practice.—About 1 p.m. 
yesterday an alarm was given for a fire in 
one of the stalls of the Mountain street 
Market, caused from the close proximity of 
a stove to the woodwork; but was ex­
tinguished without the aid of the brigade. 
The attention of the authorities is directed 
to the imminent liability there is for a fire 
at this extensive building. Almost everv 
one of the little outside stalls have been 
provided with a small stove by the pro­
prietors, the pipes from which are run up 
through the side of the wooden roof, im­
mediately under the wooden eaves of the 
market, which are blackened by and in the 
day time beclouded with smoke. Such close 
proximity of the dangerous element causes 
an extensive conflagration to be not im­
probable at any time.

THE GOVERNOR-GENERAL AND THE 
COMMUTATION OF LEPINE’S 

SENTENCE.

[From LEvenement.]]
On the reception of the news of the com­

mutation of the penalty of Lepine, tho 
Courrier du Cetnada yielded to a good im­
pulse—we must rendu-it this justice—and it 
thanked the Governor-General for his great 
act of clemency. In order to cause this 
expression of gushing gratitude,he made use 
of the extraordinary form of an address 
from which we take the following passage ■

A our Excellency has taken rank among 
our most illustrious benefactors. Your 
name will be always great among us. It 
is by acts noble like that which you have 
just accomplished that the ties between 
England and Canada must be strengthen­
ed.” Yet that does not prevent the Cour~ 
rier from demanding the resignation of 
Ministers in order to protest against the act 
iu virtue of which Lord Dufferin has taken 
rank among our most illustrious benefac­
tors. It requires our Ministers to revolt, 
and to tell England to mind her own busi­
ness, exactly apropos of this very act, which 
had extorted from it the fine outburst of 
loyalty already quoted. It is, however, 
good for the Courrier that its first move­
ment is good. It is only reflection and 
calculation which spoil its natural move, 
ment, whereas with the Canadien 
all its movements are equally bad. It would 
be difficult to choose between them. That 
incredible journal has got to tho point of 
maintaining that the Federal Ministers had 
the power to pardon Lepine, even in spite 
of the'opinion of the Governor General. 
Both of them find it abominable that the 
Ministers should permit the Governor 
General to call the execution of Scott a 
murder. But was it not Sir George Cartier 
who furnished Lord Dufferin with the ex­
pression 7 “ You style those murderers,* 
wrote Sir George to Mgr. Tache, “ who in 
‘ order to protect themselves were unhappy 
• enough to make a victim, the unfortunate 

“ Scott.” Sir George also recognized tho 
jurisdiction of the Manitoban tribunals 

1 You attribute to the Court of Manitoba ’> 
wrote to him Mgr, Tache a jurisdiction 
w hich you assured me did not at all belong 
to them. In your words may be found, 
everything that is necessary to excite tha 
villains we have here to undertake prosecu­
tions.” Indeed the whole conduct of the 
Conservative Ministry may be summed up 
in that sentence of Sir George. “ If the 
amnesty depended on us, it would be ia 
great danger.”

It has just ap­
peared, and promises to be what the Lon­
don Advertiser of the same firm has been 
an enteiprising, lively, and reliable journal. 
We suppose that, though upon the same 
side of politics as the Globe, for the Liberal 
as its name implies, is a staunch supporter 
of the present Ministry, it will strike out a 
line for itself, and will handle the topics of 
the day in a manner to give them fresh­
ness aud attractiveness. The first numbers 
of the paper have a very pleasant and busi­
ness-like look, and we daresay that the pro­
prietors, without trenching upon the popu­
larity of others, will find ample room and 
verge enough to create a popularity for 
themselves, that will repay them for their 
painstaking and enterprizing labours. Wo 
wish them every success.

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QUEBEC LEGISLATURE.
(Spedally Beporled and Telegraphed to 

the Montreal Herald.)

Quebec, Jan. 29.
A'ter routine,
Mr. DAVID intrortneed a bill to amend 

the Acts Incorporating the City of Mont­
real ; also a bill to incorporate the St. 
Pierre Land and Manufacturing Co.

Mr. BRIGHAM—To amend chap. 71 
Can. Stat. L.C., respecting the sale of 
drugs.

Mr. LAFRAMBOISE—To incorporate the 
National Institute of Arts Sciences and In 
dnfitries.

Mr. WATTS—To annex a part of the 
Township of Upton to the Township of 
Grantham.

Mr. LARUE—To permit Pierre May­
nard to construct booms at the mouth of 
Becancour Bay.

Mr. MOLLEUR—To establish a system 
of Mutual Insurance, under the control and 
guarantee of municipalities.

The House then went into Committee on 
the Election Bill, Mr. Trudel in the Chair. 
After a session of about an hour, the Com­
mittee rose and reported the bill with 
amendments.

Hon. Mr. CHURCH moved the adoption 
of the Report of the Committee.

Mr. LANGELIER moved in amendment 
that the bill be referred back to Committee 
for further amendment, in order to extend 
the franchise to all householders, and also 
to all occupants of stores not householders, 
and others similarly situated, but possess­
ing with householders an equal stake in the 
country. He also desired to see the suffrage 
given to all parties who, six months beforo 
the completion of the voters' list, owned 
Dominion bonds or bank stock deposits in 
regularly organized savings banks to the 
amount of $300. He also advocated the 
giving of the franchise to all receiving 
State pensions, representing at the rate of 
six per cent, an amount of $300 ; all gradu­
ates of Colleges, Universities, &o , of the 
Dominion or of the United Kingdom ; all 
Barristers, Notaries, and Doctors, should be 
allowed to voce.

Mr. BELLEROSE could not see the 
utility of these amendments. He did not 
think the Conservatives could allow these 
radical changes, which would naturally 
result in changes in the laws by which 
for years we had been governed. It was by 
adopting measures like these that France 
had done herself much injury. He object­
ed to the change in the qualification of 
members of the Legislative Assembly. It 
might be said that in England they had 
abolished this qualificatioo, hut the oircum- 
gtances of the two countries were entirely 
different. He had always been, he was 
still, and he believed he would ever be, op­
posed to a secret voting. He had no faith 
in it, and he believed it to be a breach of 
faith. Out of the 88 elections which had 
just taken place in Ontario, elections which 
were carried on by secret voting, out of 
these 73 were contested. This did not 
speak much in favour of the ballot. How­
ever he was ready to vote for the ballot in 
order to be thoroughly convinced that it 
could not be a success.

Hon. Mr. CHURCH contended that the 
same rules did not apply here as in Eng­
land. Here almost every man was a pro­
prietor ; further, in England the law pro­
vided that every voter must be an occupant 
paying scot and lot ; the landed property of 
England was actually in the hands of 
some thirty or fifty thousand individuals, 
and the tendency was still in the direc­
tion of a smaller number of pro­
prietors interests. With reference to 
extending the franchise, say to indi­
viduals having savings’ bank deposits for a 
stated period, he held that if permitted the 
electoral lists would be crammed with 
voters qualified upon false pretences ; for 
Instance, a father with a number of sons 
might qualify each of them by depositing 
$300 to their several names six months in 
advance, then withdrawing such amounts 
when his purposes were served. With re­
gard to parties receiving state pensions, he 
could not see what object would be gained 
iu adding them to the voting classes ; they 
were insignificant in numbers, and in nine 
cases out of ten would undoubtedly be 
electors in their own right, as proprietors, 
tenants or occupants. Giving the franchise 
to collegiates and such like would, in his 
opinion, be discrediting the less educated, 
but none the less worthy, citizens of our 
country.

Mr. JOLY explained at length the b ar- 
ing of Mr. Langelier’s amendments wnich 
he advocated with a considerable amount 
of force.

Mr. GERIN advocated an intellectual 
franchise, contending that this was a class 
of people which was politically educated. 
He denied the parallel which the member 
for Laval had sought to draw between the 
franchise iu France and the franchise here, 
and proceeded to speak of the advantage 
England and Scotland had received 
through their Universities, whose represen­
tatives were among the most brilliant and 
patriotic to be found in the British Parlia­
ment. Speaking of the Legislative Coun­
cil, he characterized it as a rsceptable for 
all the political cripples of the country, who 
were responsible neither to an educated nor 
to an uneducated constituency.

Hon. Mr CHURCH presented the seventh 
report of the Committee on the Tanneries 
Land Swap, recommending that in order to 
facilitate the completion of the inquiry, 
they be authorized to distribute the print­
ing of the evidduce in different offices.— 
Carried.

At six o’clock the House rose.
AFTFR RECESS.

The Bill to amend the Act to incorporate 
the Sherbrooke E. T. & Kennebec RR. was 
read a third time and passed.

The Act to amend the Act of incorpora­
tion of the Municipality of Sf. Lawrence 
was read a second time and referred to 
Committee.

The bill to incorporate the Atlantic As­
surance Co. was read a third time ; also a 
bill to incorporate the Windsor Hotel Co. of 
Montreal ; the bill to amend the Act of in­
corporation of the Montreal Omnibus and 
Transfer Co, and the bill to authorize the 
Corporation of Hochelaga to borrow money 
and for other purposes.

Several bills from the Legislative Coun­
cil were tead and advanced, among them 
that to bring into immediate operation the 
Act erecting the Parishes of St. Henri and 
others into a municipality was read a third 
time and passed.

The debate on the Election bill was re­
sumed by Mr. Yaliu.

Mr. AUGER followed. He quoted the 
English Act, holding that it did not pro­
vide, as the amendments did, that any man 
who slept under a roof was eligible to vote. 
Disraeli had surrounded his bill with cer­
tain restrictions which were that each man 
must have contributed a certain sum 
towards the public revenue. He 
combatted somewhat in the same 
terms as the Attorney-General, the pro­
position made by the member for Montma- 
gny, denying that the owning of a few dol­
lars in a bank, gave to a man the interest 
which the posses-ion of freehold or lease­
hold property did. This remark held good 
too, so far as lodgers were concerned ; and 
as regards pensioners, these who were still 
working had more interest at stake than 
those who were resting. Quoting from a 
French author on Educational Suffrage, he 
held that the idea was impracticable ; in­
telligence was not a thing which could be 
taxed ; we wanted something material 
upon which to impose it. In resuming his 
seat, he said he felt assured that he had 
shown the Conservatives that the proposed 
amendments were not similar to ttiose of 
the Hon. Chief of the English Conservatives. 
With regard to Advocates, Notaries, and 
members of liberal professions, they must 
have an office, aud upon that office they 
could get a vote.

Mr. LANGELIER, in reply said the sys­
tem of eleotingjChurchwardens was by votes 
of the financiers, the most Conservative me­
thod in the country, and it was that sys­
tem he sought to introduce by his amend- 
meut. He specially dwelt upon the rights 
to enfranchisement ot Lawyers, Doctors, 
Notaries, &c. His address was long and 
eloquent.

Mr. LANGELIER’S amendment having 
been put, was lost on division.

Mr. IRVINE said that he was satisfied 
that if the question came up ou its merits 
there was a large majority who would be in 
favour of it. There might have been a 
portion of the late motion objectionable and 
he regretted that on this account the whole 
resolution had been lost.

^ Mr. GERIN regretted that the motion 
had not been put paragraph by paragraph, 
iu which event what members desired would 
have been accomplished.

On motion of Mr. DAVID the House again 
■went into Committee, rose and reported the 
bill.

Mr. LANGELIER announced he had fur­
ther amendments to propose.

The House adjourned at 10.35.

THE TANNERIES INVESTIGATION-

Qujsbbc, Jan. 29.
The examination of Mr. J. R. Middlb- 

HISS was resumed at great length. He testi­
fied that prior to the exchange of the land, 
he and Mr Dansereau had gome talk about 
contested elections, among them Argenteuil 
and he had promised to use his endeavours 
to obtain their amicable settlement. The 
project was to offset one man on one side, 
by one man on the other. He also spoke 
to Mr. Mousseau. Witnes» said this could 
only be done through the instrumentality 
of the lead,-™, ..f both parties, none of whom 
did he make ithio bviüjtR-üd to see, Mr. 
Dansereau might have saw that the settle'- 
ment of certain contested elections would

facilitate the exchange. Mousseau seemed 
desirous of securing his seat without an ap­
peal. The $89,500 borrowed from Bond 
Brothers was borrowed on the Government 
land ; that is that as soon as the Tanneries 
land was acquired, a mortgage should he 
given upon it. The sum was really bor­
rowed to carry out tire exchange. Large 
portions of the money wer< given lo differ­
ent parties, who were proprietors, or former 
proprietors of portions of the Leduc farm, 
but no portion of the money was given 
either to Mr. Dansereau’s friends or to the 
friends of the late Ministry. At the indig­
nation meeting on St. Denis street, he 
learned for the first time that Dansereau 
had in the Jacques Cartier Bank $17,000 
more than the $48,000 ho had lent him.

Q. Had you any knowledge of this 
deposit of $17,000 made in the name of Mr. 
Dansereau iu the Jacques Cartier bank on 
the 17th July last 7

A. The first intimation I received that 
Dansereau had deposited $17,000 more than 
I had advanced to him was on the occasion 
ot the political indignation meeting in St. 
Denis street when one of the French Cana­
dian speakers stated that I had paid Dan- 
sereau $65,000 ; there had been many 
false statements made which I did not like 
to hear, but which I had not deemed it my 
duty to answer. When, however, this 
specific false statement wag made I stated 
that it was not true, that the mouey was 
not advanced by me, and I did not know 
by whom it had been advanced, or whether 
it might not have been advanced by his own 
private friends.

Q. Had you any conversation with Mr. 
Dansereau in regard to the substitution of 
the $50,000 for the cheque on Bond Bros?

A. I had a number of conversations with 
Dansereau from time to time with roference 
to matters generally, but I do not like to 
go on with the question ; you are striking 
on closed doors again. 1 consider that the 
question relates to the bank.

Q. Please state when and what those con­
versations were Î

Mr. Middlemiss said this was one of the 
questions which would necessitate an 
answer with closed doors.

Mr. Loranqer—No, if the doors are 
closed, we want to open them.

Mr. Middlemiss having made some brief 
explanations,

Mr. Joly asked it he considered the 
question one of the same kind which had 
been answered with closed doors.

After some discussion Mr. Middlemiss 
answered in the affirmative, when the room 
was once more cleared and the dooi 
closed.

On their being re-opened,
Mr. Middlemiss continued, that what 

Charlebois had said in Ethier’s restaurant 
was untrue ; Charlebois had said to him 
algo that the property was worth $400,000 
while he [Middlemiss] w ould gladly have 
taken $200,000. As to the remarks of 
Churlebois to the effect that he had beeu 
very communicative, he [Middlemiss], 
knowing the man with whom he had to 
deal, had taken bis own precautions. Char 
lebois saw him immediately after the St 
Denis street indignation meeting, when 
Charlebois suggested that iu this there was 
a good opportunity of making a double hit 
Witness continued—I asked him to explain 
what he meant, when he replied that 
might get a good deal of money if I turned 
round and said something that would kill 
Mr. Ouimet. I said such a thing was 
rascally ; I would do no such thing, I did 
not want to hear again such suggestions, 
but said I would give my evidence when 
required in an honest manner. Witness 
here produced a document which he de­
sired to place on fyle—it wag, he said, a 
copy of a judgment in the Court of 
Appeals iu the case of Tait vs Charlebois.

Mr. Loranqer—I object to the produc­
tion of such a paper.

Mr. Middlemiss—Then I can say what I 
desire to prove without it. After I had 
seen this document I have no hesitation in 
stating that I would not believe Charlebois 
under any circumstance.

Q. Was it not after the publication in the 
papers that you returned the acknowledg­
ment to Dansereau ?

A. Undoubtedly ; as the papers’ articles 
commenced on the 2nd July, with an 
article in the Montreal Herald, “ Is it a 
job.’’ I was thunderstruck with this 
article ; I understood it was owing to the 
inspiration ot Mr. Theo. Hart, who was in­
spired by Mr. Irvine. I have the impres­
sion that Mr, Irvine was favourable to the 
land transaction, and induced one of his 
colleagues to be favourable. This is an 
explanation which I desire to make, 
and it accounts for a good deal that 
may appear mysterious, I am shocked 
that lie was a party to the accom­
plishment of the act of exchange. I 
was satisfied that when once he had 
broken through the ice, he felt, as a 
matter of course, that he must go right 
straight on in a direction which I conceived 
must lead to a rupture between himself and 
his colleagues. Mr. Irvine was one of the 
causes which brought about the fail of the 
Ministry. Another was, that there were a 
number of gentlemen some of them friends 
and supporters of the party,J who had been 
endeavouring to acquire the property, aud 
amongst them Mr. Hart, who desired to ob­
tain it either for a hospital or for himself ; I 
presume for the hospital. 1 had no doubt 
that these disappointed gentleman would 
raise such a clamour as would do very 
serious injury to the Government. This, 
united to the action of Mr. Irvine, impressed 
me in a very strong manner with the idea 
that the Government was in danger of being 
upset. I may or may not have been cor­
rect, but I deem it my duty to give these 
reasons for the statements that I made to 
some people that I would lead to the upset­
ting of the Mini-try. As Mr. Irviue is in 
the room I prefer to make this statement in 
his presence, so that he may ask any ques­
tion which he may deem advisable.

Mr. Irvine—I have no questions to ask. 
Mr. Loranqer asked whether Mr. Middle­

miss recollected having seen Narcisse 
Trudel with Mr. Charlebois ?

Mr. Middlemiss replied—Mr. Charlebois 
was witli some person or other, but I could 
not say who it was-

This closed Mr. Middlemiss’ examina­
tion.

Alexander Desevb, manufacturer, Tan­
neries des Rolland», was examined—Knew 
a party named Théophile Prudhomme, 
whose property lies about a dozen acres 
from the Leduc farm, and is not so favour­
ably situated as the latter in one sense, hut 
more so iu another, because it is nearer to 
the city, and is better clothed with fruit 
trees. This property contains from 36 to 
37 arpents. In June lust I offered him 
$100,000 for it ; he has since told me that 
he would rot sell it for $120,000 to-day. 
It will be worth more iu a short time upon 
the opening of Bord a Plouffe road ; was 
present at the auction sale of the Garneau 
farm, 15 or 16 arpents from the Leduc 
farm. The lots sold by Mr. Barsalou 
brought an average of 16c per foot. I of­
fered for the rear lots 20c per foot ; he de­
manded 50c, and I offered 30c, I would 
still be disposed to give the same figure. I 
am of opinion that upon the Leduc farm 
there is at least $40,000 worth of building 
land.

Clement Arthur Dansereau, newspaper 
editor of Montreal, appeared in answer to a 
supcena, and in obedience to an order of 
the House he was examined by Mr. Loran- 
ger, who asked ; will you state at what hank 
you obtained the Dominion notes with 
which you say you paid ou the 8th Janua y 
the note of $50,000 given by you to Mr. 
Middlemiss.

Mr. Dansereau before answering I should 
like to remark that when I refused to an­
swer this and other questions I did so 
thinking that I would have the privilege of 
secresy accorded me respecting my private 
affairs, but iu expressing my great respect 
for the order of the House, I take upon my­
self to put all my private concerns aside 
and exposing everything I know with thé 
view of satisfying fully this honorable com­
mittee. The witness proceeded to state 
that he would demand the protection which 
he believed to he his due. The $50,000 
in Dominion bills, with which he had paid 
the note, had been obtained from the 
Jacques Cartier Bank, and was the proceeds 
of a discount of a note of $50,-100 ; tdis 
note was over his own signature, and bore 
the names of four endorsers.

Q. Have you any objection to state the 
names of those endorsers ?

A. I have no objection; they were Du- 
vernay aud Dansereau, C Dansereau, my 
father, A Z Hetu, my brother-in-law, and 
Isidore Hurteau. At the same time this 
ncte wag discounted, I handed the bank a 
statement of the real estate I owned, which 
1 estimated at $160,000, engaging not to 
sell any of it until I had paid the note, in 
order that the hank might be guaranteed 
in soma manner as I had been extended its 
confidence.

Q. At what date w as this note made ?
A. One mouth.
Q. When was it drawn ?
A- On 9th January.
Q. Is it not true that it was the proceeds 

ot this note which were drawn by Mr, Mid­
dlemiss to cover the note of Bond Bros.

A. I don’t know ; possibly it was.
Mr. Joly asked when this note was paid 

whether it was not understood that the mo­
ney should he paid back by Middlemiss 
into the bank ?

A. There was no direct conversation on 
the subject that witness was aware of.

There was some further questioning of 
the witness as to the destination of the 
money and the way in which it was to be 
used. Mr. Dansereau said he had remark­
ed to Mr. Cette that it would be very ad­
visable for the bank to discount the note, 
for it was probable that Middlemiss would 
deposit the cash again to cover the cheque 
of Bond Bros. It was simply in the way 
of accommodation.

Mr. Joly asked if it were not true that 
one of Mr. Cotte’s conditions was that Mid­

dlemiss should immediately re-deposit the 
$50,000?

Mr. Dansereau answered that Mr. Cotte 
had only asked him that if he saw Mr. Mid­
dlemiss he should renrind him of the obli­
gation under which he was in rela ion to 
the cheque of Bond Bros.

Mr. Joly—Is it not true that it was un­
derstood b-tween you that Middlemiss 
should immer’lately pay this mouey back 
again into the Jacques Cartirr Bank ?

A. There was no need of doing so, be­
cause on the day before the note came due 
I went to Middlemiss and offered to him 
property of a very valuable character in 
payment of a certain portion of tiro note, if 
it were of any advantage to him. He 
replied that in ordinary times it might be 
done, but as it was he wanted money above 
all things to fix Bond Brothers cheque, and 
that if he could not have the money, he 
would prefer rather to renew the note and 
try and discount it himself I then said if 
he were so pressed, I would consider it 
legitimate to find means of securing the 
money. It was understood then that if I 
paid him, it would be for the purpose of 
enabling him to cover the cheque, and I 
paid it immediately it matured.

Mr. Joly—When you obt rined the dis­
count did }ou not positively say to Mr. 
Ootte that -Middlemiss would return the 
$50,000 ?

A. I knew that Midolemiss had formally 
stated that he was held in honor to cover 
the cheque which had been given for the 
money.

Q. Had you said to Mr. Uotte that 
Middlemiss would return the same sum to 
the bank immediately ?

A. I said to Mr. Cotte that it would be 
an advantage for the bank to give me a dis­
count for I was sure the money would re­
turn to the bank to cover the cheque. 
Naturally I did not constitute myself a 
guarantee for Mr. Middlemiss’s possible 
intention.

Mr. Bachand—Was this note for $50,000 
payable at the Jacques Cartier Bank, or the 
National Bank ?

A. I don’t know exactly ; I am only 
aware that Middlemiss had deposited it 
there for collection.

Q. Did you not speak of a transfer, or 
something of the kind ?

A, I am not aware of any remarks on the 
subject ?

Q. Do you ktrow why he deposited in this 
hank for collection ?

A, Middlemiss was the only person able 
to give airy information on this head.

Q. Had you any conversation on the sub­
ject of collection ?

A. I don’t distinctly recollect any. What 
stiuck nie iu the matter war the fact of 
my asking him to accept property in pay­
ment ; as Middlemiss required money, I 
was, of course, obliged to take measures to 
obtain it for him. I can’t recollect the 
nature of the conversation, as we met fre­
quently.

Mr Joly—Was it not your intention in 
putting the note for collection at the bank, 
to make the note appear a bona fide one ?

A. Certainly ; for the transaction was a 
bona fide one, and wo had no desire to make 
it appear as other than it was.

Q. Was there not some conversation 
before the note was placed in the bank for 
collection ?

A. As I have already said, I was not 
aware of its having been so deposited until 
I was told of it. I can’t recall any con­
versation on the subject. We talked of 
many things in our conversation and I was 
rather indifferent about it, aud paid little 
attention to it

Q, Why did you not pay the money 
directly instead of having it collected by a 
bank ?

A. Because Middlemiss preferred that 
way of doiug business and I was satisfied
with it.

Q Is it not a fact that the note being 
pla;ed in the bank for collection was the 
result of an understanding between you and 
Middlemiss to make the transaction appear 
to he a regular and bona fide one ?

A. There was certainly no formal under­
standing. I can’t distinctly recollect any 
conversation in that regard. I only remem­
ber that when Middlemiss said ho had de­
posited the note in the bank for collection, 
I said I was quite satisfied.

Q. Will you say positively that there was' 
no understanding between you that this 
wag to be doue so as to give the business 
the appearance of a bona fide one ?

A. I can’t say positively, for the good 
reason that I don’t remember.

Q. Can you say yes or no, in rep’y to 
this question ?

There was some discussion on this point 
raised by Mr. Chapleau, aud the witness 
said he would not say positively yes or no, 
for he had no distinct recollection of their 
conferences.

Q. Can you deny it ?
A. I can’t deny or affirm anything in the 

matter ; my impression is that when Mid­
dlemiss spoke to me of banking the note for 
collection, I said I wag satisfied.

Q. Do you say that it is impossible tor 
you to affirm cr to deny that when Middle- 
miss spoke to you of depositing the note of 
$50,000 for collection, it was the result of 
an understanding between you and Middle­
miss to give the transaction the appearance 
of good faitlr ?

A. I can affirm that the transaction was 
a bona fide one,

Mr. Joly—This is no answer to my ques­
tion.

Mr, Chapleau took exception and a short 
discussion ensued.

A. As to the conversation as to the man­
ner in which the note was to be 

paid I cannot affirm or deny any­
thing ; for the impression remains that we 
had no decision or understanding as to the 
manner in which the note was to he met. My 
memory fails in this matter. If Mr. Mid­
dlemiss had suggested to me to have the 
note deposited in the bank for collection in 
order to give the concern an idea of more 
good faith than there was in it, I should 
have approved of it.

Q. You say you would have been satisfi. 
ed if Middlemiss had deposited this money 
in tire bank ; will you say why and what 
difference it would make in having it paid 
at any other bank ?

A. It would not have made any very 
great difference, only as this note had be­
come the subject of public discussion it was 
thought better to meet it publicly than 
privately.

Q. When did you give this note to Mid­
dlemiss ?

A. On the 8th July.
Q. Did you give him anything else than 

the note ?
A. I gave him another guarantee, 

altogether personal in character, of the 
same character as that given the bank later 
to raise money.

Mr. Jolt—You heard Mr. Middlemiss 
this morning, and he says positively that 
you did not give the note then but later, 
that you only gave him what is known as 
an acknowledgment ?

A. I gave an acknowledgment on the 
24th of June for the provisional amount of 
$8,000 and a note for the settlement of the 
amount of the whole on the 8th July. I am 
certain, but I have no note of it except in 
memory. I cannot get over the impression 
that this was on the 8th.

Q. When Mr. Middlenris gave you the 
cheque for $8,000 were you shown the $40,- 
000 you were to receive ?

A. He did not show it to me, but said he 
would be ready with it.

At this point (1:30 p.m.) the Chairman 
said it would not be possible to continue 
the examination longer for the day.

Hon. J. J. Ross was permitted to correct 
and complete his evidence, and the Com­
mittee adjourned.

Synod belonging to the Province of Quebec 
were two ; he could not say how many 
mad no returns. The meeting in his o\Vn 
Church was called two Sundays following 
from the pulpit. There were about 700 
people presect, some of whom may have 
been strangers.

By Mr. Laframboise—Every member of 
the congregation was notified in the usual 
manner, and if they were absent it was their 
own fault.

By Mr. Terrill—He only knew that it 
was the eame with every minister.

By Mr. Morris—Out ot 280 who had a 
right to be present at the Synod, only 17 
voted against Union ; 10 ministers and 7 
laymen. Tne Synod decided that all pro­
ceedings had been regular before taking 
the vote on the question. The circular sent 
to the churches contained the basis of 
Union upon which their consent or approval 
was asked. A draft of the present bill was 
submitted to the Synod and approved by 
them. Messrs. Burnett, of Hamilton ; 
Simpson, of Lacbiue ; Davidson, of Wil- 
liamburg ; McPherson, of Lancaster ; Wat­
son, of Tborold, and Dobie, of Milton, are 
six out of the 30 commuters that voted 
against Union. There is one commuter 
living out of the Province. Out of 30 
commuters 5 have retired and did not vote ; 
they have a right to vote.

Andrew T Drummond, of Montreal—Be­
long* d to St. Andrew’s Church; most of 
the opposition to the bill comes from that 
Church ; he was not aware that Rev. Gavin 
Lang was authorized to petition on the 
p.rt of the congregation ; believed there 
was a decided majoriry of that congrega­
tion in favour of Union ; the most decided 
oppo ition came from Mr. Lang. The 
second remit from Synod with regard to 
Union wrs not submitted to the congrega­
tion by Rev. Mr. Lang.

By Mr. Teiuiill—.The majority of the 
congregation in laveur of Union was 96, 
and the minority 84 ; the total of the votes 
was a small one.

John L. Morris, advocate, ©f Montreal, 
an elder of St. Andrew’s Church, Montreal 
—. Attended the two meetings of Synod re­
ferred to ; he corroborated the evidence of 
Mr. Croil ; knew the petitioners personally, 
and believed not one was violently opposed 
to Union.

By Mr. Terrill—Out of the 260 mem­
bers of Synod only 68 voted in favour and 
17 voted against it.

Rev. Gavin Lainq—No adequate ma­
chinery has been set in motion to obtain 
the opinion of the Church on the question 
of Union. Throughout the Province of 
Quebec there was but a small minority 
voted on the question. He was very sure 
that the great majority of congregations did 
not understand the question submitted to 
them. Was a member of the Temporalities 
Board, and protested against the question 
when it c.me before the Board. The ma­
jority of the Church of Scotland dors 
not rule where constitutional law is con­
cerned. He considered the result of the 
first meeting of St. Andrew’s congregation 
was not the opinion of the congregation, 
fbere being such a small vote taken. He 
was willing to swear, if necessa y, that 
there was a large majority of St. Andrew’s 
congregation who were strongly opposed to 
union, and that was why he did not call a 
second meeting ; there were about 1,500 
members ot his congregation, about 600 
being communicants. It was notorious 
that the meetings were held in a very loose

PRESBYTERIAN UNION.

Quebec, Jan. 29.
Before the Private Bills Committee, this 

morning, the Presbyterian Church Union 
Bills came up, when the following evidence 
was produced :—

Jas Croil, examined by Mr. J. L. Morris, 
said he was “ an elder ” for 8t. Paul’s 
Church, Montreal, and General Agent for 
the Church appointed in 1865; also Secre­
tary-Treasurer of the Temporalities Fund, 
au;i editor of the Presbyterian. Was pre­
sent at both Synods, in which the subject 
of Union was discussed. At the first Sy­
nod, held at Montreal, the attendar. ce was 
very large in comparison to the usual one. 
The basis of Union was finally passed at 
Toronto, on 5th Nov. 1874, by a majority 
of 68 to 17 ; of the minority, 10 were min­
isters, and 7 elders. The number of con­
gregations in the Province of Quebec is 27, 
aud of these only tw® voted against Union. 
He read official documents, declaring con­
sent to the Union by both branches of the 
Church in Ontario and Quebec. Proper 
means were taken to give every congrega­
tion an opportunity of voting, by means of 
printed forms, containing the basis of 
Union, which were sent by the Synod Clerk 
to every minister.

By Mr. Terrill—A meeting of congrega­
tions took place at about the same time in 
different places ; he belonged to St. Paul’s 
congregation, Montreal—about one hun­
dred and fifty were present out of about 
five hundred- It was the largest meeting 
we evef had for Church purposes. His 
opinioi was that it was a matter of notor­
iety that all business meetings of the 
Church were thinly attended. He believed 
an overwhelming majority voted f , Union 
in the Province. It is true that more 
people voted against union at last Synod 
than voted for it at the next previous one. 
His appointment as Secretary-Treasurer was 
during good behaviour. Witness produced 
a circular on the subject of Union sent to 
the different congregations.

Q. Will you show where the question 
Are you, or are you not, in favour of Union 
is in the circular ?

A. It is on the face of it. Th» number

and slipshod manner, and there could be lit­
tle doubt hut that the opinion of the Church 
on the question had not been obtained, 
The Church here received great assistance 
from tire Mother Church in Scotland, and it 
was the presumption that if union prevail, 
ed the connection would be absolutely 
severed.

Mr. Douqlas Brymnrr, of Ottawa, said 
that while admitting in ordinary cases that 
the majority should rule, that doctrine was 
only true when such rule was constitution 
al. He d sired to call attention, how. 
ever, to the numbers as officially 
given, by which it appears that 
there were 138 Kirk sessions, so that 
Synod was composed of 276 members, being 
a minister and elder from each session ; 
besides these there were 11 retired ministers 
who by a recent act were eligible to sit and 
vo e, thus showing that the members of the 
Synod numbered 287. But of this number 
only 68 voted for Union at the last meet­
ing ; less than one-fourth. To show the 
growing feeling against the proposals con­
tained in the bill, he referred to the 
minutes of tire Synod, by which it appeared 
that when the proposal to appoint a Com­
mittee on Union was submitted it was 
adopted unanimously. During the years 
in which the Committee was sitting, their 
reports were also received unanimously. 
When the question of final adoption came 
up at Ottawa iu June last, 88 voted in favor 
of and 10 against its adoption ; at a subse­
quent meeting held in Toronto in Novem­
ber, 68 voted yea and 17 nay. Several 
members who signed a prêt ât lodged before 
discussion at the meeting, were not present 
when the vote was taken ; the hour being 
two in the morning ; and the number, had 
these being present, would have been 27 
against.

Mr. Bbllihgham asked if the congrega­
tions to which witness referred were all in 
Quebec as it had been ruled on the previous 
day that only matters taking place in Que­
bec could be dealt with by the committee.

Mr. Brymrbr said it was Impossible to dis­
associate the proceedings of the two Pro­
vinces, hut he would he glad if that ruling 
was maintained as if so the duty of the 
committee was simply to dismiss the hills, 
the meetings authorizing their prosecution 
having been all held in Ontario. Witness 
continued and explained that there were 
only twenty-four congregations iu the pro­
vince of Quebec, two of them being only 
mission stations, not entitled to representa­
tion. He showed from the official roll of 
Synod that instead of there being 133 con­
gregations as stated in the commissioners 
report on remits to union, there were only 
124

Mr. Lafkamb isb said he had gained 
more information from Mr. Brymners evi­
dence than from the whole proceedings, as 
he stated facts, and those were what the 
committee must deal with. It was agreed 
that Mr. Brymner’s evidence should be 
resumed to-morrow morning when the case 
should be closed.

The committee adjourned at 2 o’clock.
