Tardenois. Another thrust drove the Americans back from 
Bougneux, near Grand Rosoy, northwest of Fere-En-Tar- 
denois.

ENEMY ACTIVE NORTH OF ALBERT.

LONDON, July 30.—The Enemy artillery was active in 
the region northwest of Albert, throwing in gas shells. It also 
displayed activity between La Bassee Canal and Ypres.

“Shortly after midnight Australian patrols entered the

AMSTERDAM, July 30.—Turkey 

is going to handle the situation in the 
Caucasus according to her own ideas. 
This is indicated in a telegram from 
Constantinople dated July 28th,which 
quotes an article in the newspaper, 
Nasfiri Ekfiar presenting the Turk­
ish viewpoint.

“We have nothing to say against 
the principles laid down in the BresU 
Litovsk treaty,” says the article, 
“but when the Caucasus, newly re­
organized, turned toward us, and, 
master of its own destinies, refused 
to he bound by the treaty, w'hat wms 
more natural for us than to take into 
consideration the necessities of this 
new situation created on our impor­
tant eastern front? Could we close 
our ears to the appeal of the govern­
ment of a people largely of the same 
race and same creed as ourselves?

“We are aware of the action, and 
its present progress, to place under 
German control Tiflis and Baku. 
That is a logical consequence of the 
application of the Brest-Litovsk 
treaty. How could this treaty be 
taken into consideration in the af­
fairs of the Caucasus, seeing that the 
Bolsheviki Government has not even 
been able to return to us, in accord­
ance with the treaty, our eastern 
frontier, and that in the Caucasus in­
fluences entirely Independent of the 
Bolsheviki Government have arisen.”

This reported attitude on the part 
of Turkey may account in part for 
the report, received through Copen­
hagen that Turkey and Germany had

GERMANS 
AROUSE HATRED 

OF RUSSIANS
Reports Tell of Growing Feeling 

of Hostility Against Huns.

(Canadian Press Despatch) 
PETROGRAD, June 15.—(Corre­

spondence of the Associated Press)— 
Refugees from the Russian provinces 
occupied by Teuton troops bring re­
ports of constantly growing hatred 
among the peasants for the Germans.

In the Pskov region, it is declared, 
the Germans have confiscated all the 
foodstuffs they can carry away except 
for a small allowance of grain for 
each individual.

There is starvation among the work­
ing classes in Riga, on the Baltic, ac­
cording to reports reaching here. Un­
der the Germans the bread allowance 
has often been as low as one pound a 
month per person.

LONDON, July 30—The conference 

in London between the Food Con­
trollers of the United Kingdom, Unit­
ed States, France and Italy, is con­
tinuing its labors. Meetings are being 
held almost daily and it is expected 
that the controllers will conclude 
their discussions by the end of the 
week. Satisfactory progress has been 
made, and the establishment of -an 
Inter-Allied Food Council, composed 
of the controllers, is now an accomp­
lished fact. A resolution adopted 
yesterday emphasizes the need for 
economy and the elimination of waste, 
as well as increased production in or­
der to build up the stocks as insur­
ance against all possibilities. It con­
cludes:

“We cannot administer the food 
problem on the basis of one year’s 
wants. We must prepare for long 
continuance, if we are to insure ab­
solute victory.”

HEAVY FIGHTING 
NEAR BUZANCY

A German Captain Says They 
Were Guilty of Appalling De­
ceits in Starting of War.

(Canadian Press Despatch)
AMSTERDAM, July 29.—Admiral 

von Holtzendorff, Chief of the German 
Admiralty Staff, interviewed by the 
Cologne Gazette on a statement at­
tributed to Sir John Jellicoe, the for­
mer British First Sea Lord, that the 
U-boat war was a failure, that it 
would cease to constitute a danger, 
and that more U-boats were being 
destroyed than were being built, said:

‘The statement is incorrect, and if 
credited would prove a fatal error for 
our opponents. The fact is that mere­
ly by appropriating neutral tonnage 
the situation has undergone a tem­
porary amelioration, especially re­
garding military supplies from Amer­
ica.”

Admiral von Holtzendorff asserted 
that the German policy in attacking 
every ship sailing in the enemy’s ser­
vice resulted, apart from the destruc­
tion of large quantities of war mater­
ial and supplies, in the infliction of 
enormous economic damage upon the 
enemy.

“The enemy’s losses in ships and 
cargoes alone to July 1, 1918, are es­
timated to surpass fifty billion 
marks.”

Asked for the reason why few Am­
erican transports were sunk, the 
Admiral replied:

“The Americans have at their dis­
posal for debarkation the coastal re­
gion from the northern point of Scot- ] 
land to the French Mediterranean!

LONDON, July 30.—The British 

Government has defined its aims re­
garding Russia, in a reply to the Pro­
visional Government of Siberia, ac­
cording to the Daily Mail’s correspon­
dent at Vladivostok. The statement as 
telegraphed by the correspondent fol­
lows:

“The aim of His Majesty’s Govern­
ment is to secure the political and 
economical restoration of Russia with­
out internal interference of any kind 
and to bring about the expulsion of 
enemy forces from Russian soil. His 
Majesty’s Government categorically 
declares that it has no intention of 
infringing to the slightest degre- the 
territorial integrity of Russia.”

(Associated Press Despatch)
AMSTERDAM, July 30.—“We are 

ready to conclude an honorable peace 
as soon as our opponents renounce 
their hostile plans aiming at our de­
struction or repression,” said Baron 
Von Hussarek, Austrian Premier, in 
presenting his cabinet to the Upper 
House of the Austrian Parliament, 
according to Vienna advices.

He added, according to the des­
patch, that, so far as the Central 
Powers are concerned, the war is a 
defensive one.

“So long as our'opponents take the 
standpoint of one-sided dictation,” he 
continued, “there is nothing for us 
but to continue the war and carry it 
on so vigorously that it will be short­
ened.

“In wa. so in peace, Austria will 
not stand ulone,” he added. “Our al­
liance with Germany is a real affair 
of the heart and will deepen under 
the influence of peace. There is noth­
ing menacing in this alliance, the 
warlike contents of which were forc­
ed upon the Central Powers by their 
opponents and will cease as soon as 
they extend the hand of peace.”

SAYS SUN OF
VICTORY RISES

CURZON SEES ALLIED TRIUMPH 
CERTAIN EVENTUALLY.

LONDON, July 30.—The Benchers 
of Gray’s Inn dined the Ministers re­
sponsible for the fighting service at 
Gray’s Inn Hall. The guests included 
Franklin D. Roosevelt, Assistant Sec­
retary of the United States Navy, and 
Vice-Admiral Wm. S. Sims, U.S.N. 
Sir Frederick E. Smith, the Attorney- 
General, presided.

Earl Curzon, Lord President of the 
Council and member of the War Cabi­
net, said the entry of America into the 
war had been received with contempt 
by the enemy, hut the effect of her 
entry was electrical.

“It was not the appearance of a 
regiment, an army corps, or an army, 
but of a nation in arms, he exclaimed.

The help of the United States had 
enabled the Allies to enter upon a 
great counter-offensive. The enemy 
had promised the people at home the 
luxury of a knockout blow. A blow- 
had been delivered, and had failed. 
Within a few days the enemy had lost 
more than he had gained. He had lost 
the initiative; his prestige and morale 
had suffered.

It was too early to talk of victory, 
added Lord Curzon, but there was a 
break in the clouds, and the sun had 
risen high on the horizon.

RUSSIA IS OUT
FOR THE GOODS

TRAVELLERS DISPEL HOPES OF 
RE-ENTRANCE INTO WAR.

By Charles H. Grasty.
LONDON, July 29.—Americans ar­

riving here from Russia agree in the 
belief that this country will not 
participate in the war again on 
either side.

"Russia's heart was broken in the 
defeats of late in 1915,” said one. 
“She was so big that there were 
enough shattered remnants to create 
an impression of activity for some 
time afterward, but her strength de­
clined steadily. If the Allies strike 
a heart blow on the western front 
within a few months it will para­
lyze the German tentacles in Rus­
sia.”

"Ambassador Francis is reported 
well and optimistic. He said a short 
time ago he proposed to stay in Rus­
sia if he had "to live on wheels.”

N. Y. POST MAY
CHANGE HANDS

By Vicious Counter Attacks are Trying to Save Themselves 
in Soissons-Rheims Salient—Americans in Thick of 
Fight are Holding Lines Well—Germans Have Brought 
Up Many New Troops.

(Associated Press War Summary)
The Germans have thrown nearly-a 

million men into the gigantic battle 
between Soissons and Rheims and 
have been viciously counter-attacking 
all around the circular line that 
stretches from Soissons to the neigh­
borhood of Rheims. Even this formi­
dable force, however, appears to have 
made not more than a dent or two in 
the Allied front in its latest effort, 
while at various points progress for 
the Allies, slight but important, is 
reported.

Regarding the strength of the Ger­
man forces, unofficial advices state 
that there are 71 Teuton divisions en 
gaged in this struggle. The strength 
of a German division is about 13,600 
on a normal footing, so that, if all the 
units facing the Allies of the Marne 
have been kept up to standard, there 
are 068,600 men trying to hold the line 
until the situation is relieved. Of 
these divisions, there are ten drawn 
from Crown Prince Rupprecht’s army 
in the north.

The German Crown Prince had in 
the neighborhood of 500,000 men be­
hind Rheims and Chateau Thierry 
when the attack across the Marne be: 
gan on July 15. The increase of the 
number of divisions engaged in battle 
would appear to indicate that he had 
since that time drawn heavily on 
other army groups. It would also 
seem that this action on his part re 
fleets the importance of this battle 
in the eyes of the German high com

mand.
Through the German counter-blow, 

the Americans were driven back from 
Cierges, southeast of Fere-en-Tarden- 
ois, while to the northwest of Fere the 
Americans have also been forced out 
of Bougneux, into which they had 
penetrated after passing through 
Grand Rosoy.

Buzancy, situated on the west side 
of the Crise River, about five miles 
south of Soissons, has also been the 
scene of heavy fighting, and the battle 
appears to have been general along 
the line south of that point, notably 
in Flessier Wood, near where the front 
turns abruptly to the east.

! it is not believed in London that the 
enemy intends to make a real stand 
south of the Vesle River. Paris, on 
the other hand, seems to believe that 
the Germans may have fixed upon the

ipresent location of their armies as 
the field upon which they shall turn 
at bay.

Statement Made By Earl Curzon 
at Banquet in England.

(Via Reuter’s Ottawa Agency)
LONDON, July 30.—Earl Curzon, 

speaking at a banquet at Gray’s Inn 
last evening, said that at the begin­
ning of the fifth year of the war, the 
purpose of the nation and the Gov­
ernment showed no weakening, abate­
ment or modification. He believed 
that in the meeting of the Imperial 
War Cabinet lay the solution of the 
problem which had bewildered them 
for years. This machinery would now- 
have to take a more permanent shape. 
The sister nations of the Empire 
would now have to have a voice in 
the great decisions of the Council 
Chamber, just as their soldiers par­
ticipated in the decisions on the field

The events of the past fortnight, 
were probably destined to exercise an 
influence over the whole course of 
the campaign not less remarkable 
than that of the battle of the Marne 
in 1914.

The speaker, continuing, empha­
sized the fact of the enemy’s failure, 
his loff of the initiative and the im­
portance of the blow inflicted upon 
the morale and prestige of the enemy 
troops, ah hough it was early to im­
agine that the army was beaten. The 
allied forces had found a genius in 
General Foch, Earl Curzon said.

Great Britain, during the war, had 
been the feeder, clothier, banker and 
almost universal provider of all the 
Allies. The supreme efforts of 
France would have been impossible 
except for Great Britain and, there­
fore, in view of this service, it was 
remarkable that our armies were not 
so small, but so large.

The speaker stated that Sir Robert 
Borden had reaffirmed Canada’s de­
termination, despite all sacrifices, to 
fight to the finish, justifying her en­
try into the war. General Smuts had 
paid a tribute to Great Britain’s 
mighty efforts, which had not been 
given sufficient publicity. During four 
years she had raised eight million 
men. Britain’s army was the greatest 
in the field of the Allies, and it was 
the only country which, in war time, 
had increased her food production.

Her achievements had been dona 
silently, with characteristic calmrtess 
and dignity, the country had become 
the mainstay of the whole allied resis- 

I tance. It was impossible to predict the 
! future, but whateve-r intervened, it 
1 was determined to preserve the Bri­
tish Empire and the civilization of 
the world.

jLANGEVIN MUST 
j STAND TRIAL ON

TWO CHARGES
—

Police Believe that His Arrest Will 
Serve to Clear Up Another Rob­

bery Which Took Place Some 

Time Ago in the City.

Napoleon Langevin was condemned 
to stand his trial on two chaarges, 
this morning, in the District Magis­
trate’s Court, over which Judge Mul- 
vena presided.' The first charge made 
against him was that of robbery. He 
had engaged Mr. J. H. Jalbert to 
drive him to Riverside Park on Sun­
day last and he agreed to pay $2.00 
for the trip. When he reached his des­
tination, it is alleged, he wanted the 
driver to take him back to Sher­
brooke for nothing, and when Jalbert 
told him he would not, Langevin 
jumped on him, punching and kick­
ing him several times. After severely 
assaulting Jalbert, it is charged Lan­
gevin went through his victim’s poc- 

j kets and stole the sum of $25.00, and 
incidentally made threats to kill him 
if he tried to resist.

The second charge brought against 
the accused is for attempted murder 
but the Court reduced the charge to 
that of gervious assault causing bod­
ily harm, as the evidence was not of 
a character to establish that the ac­
cused’s intention was to cause death, I 
but was more to the effect that he 
wished to assault him sufficiently so i 
as to be able to rob him of his money.

Langevin asked for a speedy trial 
in both cases and pleaded not guilty. 
Judge Mulvena thereupon fixed his 
trials for tomorrow morning at ten 
o’clock.

From the various articles found on 
the person of the accused, the police 
believe that they have clues to follow 
which will enable them to clear up 
another robbery that took place a 
fortnight ago.

Other Cases Heard.
Euclide Brault, hotelkeeper of 

East Angus, appeared before Judge 
Mulvena this morning and pleaded 
not guilty to a charge of allowing 
gambling in his hotel. The complaint 
was laid by Messrs Oughtred & Bis- 
sonnet, Collectors of Provincial Re­
venue. The trial was fixed by Judge 
Mulvena for two o’clock tomorrow af­
ternoon.

On Saturday Judge Mulvena con­
demned Stanislas Moisan to pay a 
fine of $25, or spend two months in 
jail at hard labor, for non-support of 
of making threats of bodily harm 
his wife and family.

Owing to the fact that the evidence 
they had been able to secure was not 
deemed to be sufficiently strong 
enough to warrant such a serious 
charge being laid against the party 
under suspicion, the police officials 
last night arrived at the conclusion 
that it would be best to adjourn indef­
initely the inquest into the death of 
the infant child which was found some 
time ago in the refuse behind the 
Lansdowne Market.

The inquest had already been ad­
journed twice to enable the police offi­
cials to follow up clues, but the wit­
nesses heard last night when the case 
was continued, were not able to fur­
nish strong enough evidence.

Verdicts of Accidental Death.
Coroner Dr. Bachand held the in­

quest into the deaths of Arthur Ther- 
rien, of Thetford Mines, and Arthur 
Plouffe, of Short street, who were 
drowned in the Magog River near 
Riverside Park on Sunday. After 
hearing the evidence submitted by 
witnesses of the fatal accidents, the 
coroner’s jury in both instances re­
turned verdicts of accidental death.

This was known as pre­
miers’ day, all three witnesses having 
been President of the Council when 
Malvy was head of the Interior De­
partment.

M. Viviani protested against the 
report that M. Malvy had been the 
creature of M. Caillaux. He said Mal­
vy had always done his duty.

M. Briand said that when he formed 
a cabinet he intended to exclude Mal­
vy, as he was no personal friend of 

Jhis and differed in politics, but at the 
eleventh hour he decided to confide the 
portfolio of the Interior to Malvy as 
the best man available.

M. Ribot testified that during the 
three years he was the colleaguo of 
M Malvy, nothing occurred for which 
the Minister could be reproached.

HOW TROUBLE IS SUPPRESSED 
IN PRUSSIA—OUTBREAK 

AT KALK.

AMSTERDAM, July 30.—A new

to the Echo Beige. Machine guns were 
used to suppress the movement and 
the leaders were arrested, the paper 
declares.

TWENTY YEARS FOR A I,UN- 

SON, CHICAGO SLACKER 
ROCKFORD, ILL., July 30—Brent 

Dow Allinson, Chicago slacker, has 
been sentenced to fifteen years in a 
Federal prison. A. court-martial at 
Camp Grant found him guilty of 
violating the eighty-fifth article of 
war. The technical crime of which he 
was convicted was that of deserting 
military duty.

The Cost of Supporting Canadian 
Prisoners Has Been Put Down 
at $600,000 Pen Annum.

Early in the war the Canadian1 
Red Cross Society began to send to I 
our boys who are prisoners in enemy : 
countries an occasional parcel of 
comforts, for which $2.50 a month 1 
was sufficient, and many persons and 
societies were able to subscribe that 
sum. Now, however, the number of 
prisoners is not only much larger 
but the prisoners depend upon the 
Red Cross for their very existence,1 
and the cost of supporting each pris­
oner of war is reckoned at $200 per: 
annum. Then, too, this amount is j 
liable to be increased at any time as 
the price of food advances, and there 
are now upwards of twenty-five hun­
dred Canadian prisoners.

The Canadian Red Cross Society 
has undertaken the full responsi­
bility of feeding and clothing these 
men, and in its budget for 1918 has 
estimated that it will require $600,-
000 in order to care for our Canadian 
prisoners.

From funds provided by the public, 
the Society will continue to send to 
each Canadian prisoner in enemy 
countries the maximum amount of 
food and clothing permitted, and the 
Provincial branches of the Red Cross, 
through their local branches and aux­
iliary organizations, have undertaken 

j to raise the necessary funds.
However, the task has become so

1 great that it is found impossible to 
continue the present system of adop­
tion in favor of a simpler and more 
workable system. The present sys­
tem of “adoption” which was easy 
to work when there were only a few 
prisoners and all their parcels cost 
only $26 a year, has become imprac­
ticable now that there are so many 
prisoners and their upkeep is often

: too costly to be borne by one indi- 
i vidual or society. In the attempt to 
j keep up the “personal touch” with 
! prisoners, sometimes as many as five 
persons or organizations are “adopt­
ing” or contributing to the upkeep of 

I one individual prisoner. Anyone who 
multiplies by twenty-five hundred the 
amount of letter-writing and book- 

; keeping for each man necessitated 
under such a system will realize that 
it is too complicated to 00 continued 
(or even expanded if the number of 
prisoners shouid be increased). Al­
ready, by relieving the London office 
of this clerical work, wo have enabled 

: them to undertake the actual pack­
ing of the parcels by their own vol­
untary staffi

The Society recognizes fully the 
right of the next-of-kin to “adopt” 
his own friend or relative even if he 
can only afford part of his upkeep. 
If you are the legal next-of-kin of 
any Canadian prisoner, please indi­
cate his name and number and state 
whether or not you desire to “adopt” 
him, wholly or in part, as outlined 
above. The Society does not solicit 
contributions for this purpose from 
the friends of prisoners. It grate­
fully receives their subscriptions if 
offered, and assures them that if such 
support is a burden it will be gladly 
borne by the Society.

In order to preserve local links 
with the prisoners, the Society is 
arranging to allot to the Provincial 
branches of the Red Cross Society 
the support of prisoners who reside, 
or whose next-of-kin reside, within 
that province. The head office will 
send to the headquarters of provincial 
branches all cards of acknowledg­
ment. received from the prisoners so 
allotted. It will then bo in order for 
the Provincial branch to forward the 
cards to individual adopters or to 
advertise in any way it may see fit 
the names of those prisoners who an: 
acknowledging their parcels.

The prisoners’ parcels of food will 
continue to be sent six times a month 
from the London office us before to 
Canadian prisoners in enemy coun­
tries, together with the maximum 
allowance of bread and clothes, 
smokes and chocolates, as permitted 
by the regulations of tho Central 
Committee for prisoners of war. The 
support of the Prisoners of War De­
partment will be a first charge on 
the general funds of the Canadian 
Red Cross Society, so that there will

EIGHT STEEL SHIPS, TONNAGR 
35,890, DELIVERED IN WEEK 
WASHINGTON, July 30— Eight 

steel ships with a total dead weight 
tonnage of 35,890, were delivered by 
American shipyards last week, the 
Shipping Board announced today. 
Launchings for the week included ten 
steel vessels, with a total tonnage ol 
53,250, and five wooden ships, with 
a tonnage of 19,200.

Shipyards on the Great Lakes led 
in deliveries, with four vessels. Paci­
fic coast yards turned out three ships 
while the single Eastern delivery 
was a 7,400-ton freighter from the 
Bethlehem Shipbuilding Corpora­
tion’s Sparrow Point, Md., yard. These 
deliveries bring the number of ves­
sels built for the Shipping Board to 
nearly 250, with 1,500,000 dead 
weight tonnage. Among the launch­
ings last week seven were at Paci­
fic coast yards, six at Lake yards, 
and one each at Gulf and Atlantia 
coast yards.
