It had been found
that the gunstitution of Jamaica, which hud
existed gince the time of Charles 11.; abounded in
such anomalies as 10 render any combined 2ction
between the Governur and Assembly impossib.e.
As the teim of office of the present Governor
hug espired, the goveinment propose to supply
his place by Mr. Barkly, lute Governor of Gui-
aua, who will accept office at a aalary of £5,000,
instend of £5,000, which the present governor
enjuys, and the larger part of Mr. Barkly's salary
will be puid by Britain, Several sinccure offices
will b abolished, and the present holders be pen-
sioned off. The deby of the Island amouuts to
£700,000 sterling, on which iuterest is payahie
at six per cent, and it i3 propused to borrow
£500,000 av a lower rate, on the guarantee of
Britain, thus effecting a saving of £15,000 ster-
ling a year, part of which is 1o be apjropriated
ag a sinking fund to pay off t! e balauce within
30 yenrs. There were other minor reforms which
the rew Goverior hoped to introduce. After
speeches trom Lords Derby, Grey, Wharue iffc,
and St. Viucent, who all agreed in the present
gloomy condition of the Island, and the absolute
necessity of un immediate remedy, the subject
was dropped.

In the Hoige of Commons Lord John Russell
stated in answer to Mr. Duncombe that it is not
the inteqtion of government 10 introduce any
bill this session on the subject of admirting
Jews into Parliament. Lord Johu also staied
that the goverument would not object to Mr.
Hume’s molion, when brought forward, for the
appointment of a select committes to inguireinto
the eaties aud engngements between Great
Britain, Spain and Portugal, respecting the slaye
trude, and the sums alluwed and paid by Brituin
to those goveruments for iheir assistance or con-
currence to sbolish that trade, and also 10 inquire
how far those stipulations had been carricd out
by the governmenis of Spain and Portugal.

Tue Russians Crossing 1HE PrurH.—We have
now received positive information from St. Pe-
tersburg, thut after the return of the last courier
from Constaminople, the Emperor of Russia de-
spatched immediate orders to his troops to cross
the Pruth. [t was expecied that this determina-
tion would forthwith be announced to the Rus-
sian nation and to foreign States by a manifesto,
in which the Emperor would reiterate his sirange
declaration, that this aggression is not an act of
war, and that he is ready to stop the march of
his troops whenever the Turkish Government
signifies its intention to comply with his demands,
If such be the language of this official document,
which has not yet reached us, it will only be a
repetition of the confused and inconsistent pro-
positions already put before the world in that
Russian circular, which has excited unqualified
reprobation wherever it has becn read, Buat,
arter placing all that confidence in the language
of the Russian Government to which the Em-
peror Nicholas laid claim, a8 a man of honor and
a Prince solicitous to preserve the peace of Eu-
rope, we have for some time past been compelled
to louk to the acts of that court only ; and on the
present occasion the artifices of language to
which it may resort have ceased altogether to
disguise its intentions. In our judgment Russia
has gained absolutely nothing by her attempt to
impose upon Europe. Long before a suldier
could crozs the Pruth, the fleets of the Western
puwers were assembled at the entrance of the
Dardanelles; Turkey is as well prepared as she
can expect to be; and all Europe has formed a
just opinion of the conduct of the Emperor Ni-
cholas. Itis said that a sense of the embarrass-
ment of the position in which he stands weighs

tion the Times has from its Paris correspondent,
who further says that Baron Bruck, the Austrian
enyoy, had recommended the Divan tosend forth-
svith the Sultan’s brother-in-law, Halil Pasha, as
ambassador extraordinary to St. Petussbora. to
re-open negotiatious.

would have no objection, provided the Russians
engage 1o refrain trom entering the principali-
ties. The Turkish fleet 13 concentrated av the
northern extremity of the Bosphorus, from The-
rapid 1o the Black Sea, and consists of thiriy-five
ships, two of them three-deckers, three two-
deckers, ten frigates, four corvets, eight brigs,
and eight steamers, This force will be incrensed
by eight shipa called from other stutions, and
eight others, which are in course of equipment
at the arzenal The preparations by land do not
cease for o moment. The French Government
ll:as agreed to supply the Turks with 60,000 mus-
ets.

Tbe firman guaranteeing]the rights and pri-
vileges of the different religious bodies was read
on the 12th ult in all the patriarchates and syna-
gogues. It was well received, and addresses
were voted to the Sultan, \-hnui:ing him for the
protection afforded to liberty of worship.

Telegraphic despatches are said to have been
transmi ted to the French government, which
indicate that the Porte has decided not to'engage
in a contest immediately on the invasion of the
Danubian priucipalities. The Porte will confine
itself’ to protesting, and declaring all negotia-
tion impossible during the vceupation, and will
rely on its allies to conduct the affuir, with due
regard to the moderation it shows in placing its
interests in their hands, This solution of the
difficulty seems not unlikely, as it would afford
Nichulaz an opportunity of ut once displaying his
irmness and of backing out afterwaids,

From Vienna, June 28, 1t was stated that on
the 1-1h M. de Bulubine, the lasti member of the
Russinn legation, took his departure. Before
ieaving be caused all the records ot ‘the embassy
to be put on board the steamer that was to con-
vey bim to Udessa.

EGYPT.

The London Morning Herald had received the
tollowing intelligence from Alexandria, dated
June 21st :—* In consequence of & demand from
Turkey, great military preparations are in peo-
gress, both at Csiro and ¢ i3 place.

She waus kepi,
by some parly, at Chambly, so secluded and
strictly guarded that none of dr. Devine's friends
could obtuin access to her, though they mude
several attempts to see her in order to "ascertain
her opinion and declaration from herself, instead
of receiving it from & third party. Aud as soon
us the mind of the Bishop was prejudiced against
Mr. Devine, she was secretly conveyed out of the
villuge, and the place of her residence is kept o
profound secret. A0

2. Mr. Devine never had a public trial before
any tribunal, civil or ecclesinstical. The Bishop
appointed committee of clergymen to investi-
gate the matter on the spot. But their proceed-
ings were private; no evidence was fuken on
vath; the declarution of the mother of the child
was tuken privately in ber bedroom ; some of the
witnesses who guve evidence unfavorable to Mr.
Devine were persons whose charucter did not
stand high in the village; and even the decision
of this Commission wus never made public.

3. The mother of the child wus only three
weeka in Mr. Devine's service, and had previously
burne butan indifferent reputaiion,

4. No sentence was even prouounced against
Mr Devine. The Bishop did nou revoke his li-
cense, but ooly refused to give him appointments
as a Missionary.

5. The Bishop bimself seems to bave had some
suspicion that the evidence against Mr. D. wuas
not conclusive, for he afterwards put him upon
trinl for one year, during which he acquitted
himself in such & manner as to gain the approba-
tion of all who knew him.

6. Mr. D. bus been indicectly offered employ-
ment as a Missionary, if he would go to auother
Diocese, which is irreconeilable with the opinion
that he is guilty.

7. The gieat body of the Protestant inhabitants
of Chambly believe him to be innoceat, and have
& high opinion of him as a preacher, which appears
from their petitions in his favor. Your Commit-
tee ascribe great weight to this fact, becanse in
any matter affecting the moral character of &
Minister of the Gospel, popular opinion is most
apt to take the unfavorable side,

8. All the Qlergé of the Church of England in
this city, with the Church wardens, have signeda
petition to the Bishop, praying that Mr. D. may
pe re-employed a3 a Missionury, which manifestly
implies that they do not velieve him to be guilly
of the matters laid to his charge,

Your Committee are therefore of opinion, that
in disposing of Mr. Devine’s application, this
Presbytery should not suffer their minds to be
influenced by the fuuna referred to.

Fgou Cmya—In addition to the aeccounts
from China we find in the English papers ex-
tracts from the Overland Friend of China of May
5th, which state that the rumor from the North
which bas found its way overland to Canton, is
to the effect that at the expected battle, the Tar-
tar troops were defeated with great slaughter,
and the commander in chief killed. There had
been a rising of the *Short Knife Society” at
Sechow, near Swaton, (some 4000 to 5000 men)
with the same object as is supposed with the re-
bels at the North The paper adds: “ We great-
ly fear that before many months are over we
shall have to record horrora and disasters few
now dream of.” The Friend of China is of opi-
nion that the mass of the people are in favor of
the * Pretender” or chief of the rebels.

The N. Y. Journal of Commerce publishes a
letter from Rev. Bridgeman, American mission~
ary, dated at Canton, from which we extract the
following :

YTt has been for years the opinion of some
careful observers that China i3 on the eve of Re-
volution. For three years past there have been
serious troubles in various parts of the Empire,
and especinlly in the provinces adjacent to this
on the West and North, To all human appear-
ances—so far as I can judge—the old Manchu
(incorrectly called the Turtur) governnent, must
ere long full ; it muy fall soon ; it may be already

at an end.  When at-an end, WJ{DS.&; then will be
the governments 1'ne wevolutionists Seem to be

an orgauized band, suy 30,000 strong ; and their
leaders procluim themselves to be kings, The
Chinese peeple are quiet and peaceable in their
way, and averse to war; still, terrible anarchy
and dreadful sleughter have usually attended a
change of dyunasty.

Reports to the 8th inst, from Shanghai state
that, though all were safe there yet all were in
anxiety and feurful of troubles, Col. Marshall
and Goyv. Bonham, with armed stcamers and
other men-of-swar arve there; and for oue, I do not
apprehend serious troubles in that place. Mrs
Biifgemunn and myself, and herjlittle pupil, King-
meh, with several others, are wailing for a steam-
er (hourly expected from Calentta) to take us on
to the North.”

AvsTrarta.—By the arrival at Singapore of the
Peninsula and Oriental Company’s steamer
Chusan, mails have been received, bringing ad-
vices from several parts to the following dates:
Sydney, April 2d; Melbourne, 7Tth; Adelaide,
12th; and King Gleorge's Sound, April 254,

GextLeMEN,—This investigation, we shall now
close. Such meaas as lay within the power of
the Court have been adopted to procure testimo-
ny haviug reference to the ciccumstances attend-
ing the death of Michuel Donnelly: the Court
regrets to say, that their endeavors have been,
to a certain extent, unsnceessful,—the evidence
is, by no means, satisfuctory; nor are the ficts
relative to the death of the deceased conclu-
sive.

Michael Donnelly, the deceased, formed one of
& mob cullected on the evening of the 9th June
last past, in tue Hay Market Square. What was
the avowed object of the deteused among these
parties, has not been proved, However, ap-
pears that the mob, and the municipal force of
this city, had come into collision av the corner of
Latour and Radegonde Sireets, and while the
mob were retreating, & number ot persons from
Zion Church discharged, in the direction of the
police and the mob, from 15 to 20 shots from fire-
arms. A fuw momenis had searcely elapsed, ere
the deceased was observed crawling near the
fence of the property opposite Zion Church,—he
was thence conveyed to Dr. Macdonnell's, after-
wards home, and tinally to the St. Pawnck’s Hos-
pital, where he died onthe 13th day of the pre-
sent month of July.

The cause of desth, 83 eatablished by the Med-
cal Practitioners, was in consequence of a wound
inflicted on the body of the deceased by a small
bullet, such as is ejected from a revolver or pock-
et pistol.

It will be for you to determine, from the evi-
dence adduced, who inflicted the wound on the
body of the deceased, which caused his death,
Was it by the perties from Zion Church who dis-
cbarged the fire-arms in question? If such be
your opiuion, you must be satisfied as to the
identity of these individuals; and whether tne act
was justifiable or not. If on thislatier point you
are unuble to find, the charge of homicide will
be aguinst a person or persons unknown,

Homicide is the killing of man by man—it is
either felonious or nou felonions, excusuble or
justifiable. Murder is where a person of sound
memory and discretion, unlawlully kills any rea-
sonsble creature in being, and under the Queen's
peace, by any means with malice aforethought—
either express or implied. Express malice is
where one with a sedate, deliberutive mind, and
formed design, kills another, which is evidenced
by external circumstances, discovering the in-
ward intention, ¢8, lying in wait, antecedent me-
uaces, former gradges, and cor certed sclienes to
do bim budily berm; sll homicide is presumed to
be malicious until circumstances of alleviation,
excuse or justification are satisfactorily proved
by the accused, or ariseont of the evidence ad-
duced aguinst him. o

the absence of malice in distinction,
