Duke Ellington took top
honors when he received three
“Grammy' awards (for his re-
cording of ‘‘Anatomy of a Mur-
der'’) om the ‘‘National Aca-
demy of Recording Arts and
Sciences Awards Show” which
was colorcast on the NBC-TV
Network's ‘‘Sunday Showcase'
(8-9 p.m, EST).

Frank Sinatra, Ella Fitzger-
ald, Arthur Rubinstein and
Bobby Darin eaeh won awards
in two categories for their re-
cordings.

A total of 37 awards of the
record industry’s  highest
honors was presented on the
colorcast, Shelley Berman,
Nat “King" Cole, Bobby Da-
rin, Jimmy Driftwood, Elling-
ton, Miss Fitzgerald, Jonah
Jones, the Kingston Trio and
the Mormon Tabernacle
Choir also re-created their
full-hour shovw.
