SHERBROOKE — Canada Day 

is something all Canadians should 
participate in because of the sense 
of “freedom, peace and well-being” 
this country promotes, says Dr. 
Georges Saine, one of the festivity 
organizers in the city.

Saine, who has been organizing 
celebrations in Sherbrooke for 
years, says July 1 serves as "a re­
minder to restart feeling proud of 
being Canadian.”

For instance, he says Canadians 
are well treated when traveling 
abroad and are often allowed to 
pass through foreign customs with 
relative ease.

He spoke at a press conference 
Monday announcing the program 
for Canada Day Festivities in the 
Eastern Townships.

Speaking with Saine at the Pavil- 
lion Armand Nadeau in Jacques 
Cartier park was Sherbrooke 
Mayor Jean-Paul Pelletier who 
said he was not only glad Canada 
Day festivities were a integral part 
of July 1 in the Townships but 
proud.

“I’m an Acadian” he said and 
therefore “I’m a Canadian,” not 
just a Quebecer, said the native of 
New Brunswick.

Also speaking at the conference 
was Sherbrooke MP and Minister 
of State for Youth Jean Charest

who is eager about festivities in the 
area, if not in one specific town.

“I’m not sure where I’ll be on Ca­
nada Day but one of the placest I'd 
like to be is in Bury. My mother 
was from Bury,” and as such re­
members the festivities well. “I 
have very fond memories of Bury. 
I hope that this year will be as co­
lorful as when I was young."

Though Charest is booked for an 
engagement in Montreal on June 
28 when celebrations are planned 
in Sherbrooke, he says he is trying 
to have the dates changed.

Though Charest is proud his 
Conservative government was 
able to sign the now-famous Meech 
Lake accord which, for the first 
time in history, included all pro­
vinces in Canada’s own constitu­
tion, he says he doesn’t think Cana­
da Day will immediately become 
more celebrated.

At least, “probably not in the ve­

ry near future," he says. “These ac­
cords take a very long time to show 
interest." But he does say that the 
historical agreement is something 
that all Canadians should feel 
proud of.

Here are some of the festivities 
planned for the Townships. For 
instance. Sherbrooke has a coun­
try-style dinner, soccer contests, 
and a fireworks display; Cowans­
ville has a triathlon and a drawings 
competition; Pike River has a 
play ; Stanbridge East has a hores- 
hoe pitch ; Bury basa horse-pulling 
tournament : East Angus has plan­
ned a special evening show; Hatley 
has a parade; Georgeville has a 
lunch for the elderly ; Weedon has a 
beach party; and Melbourne has 
hot dogs and soft drinks at the local 
legion, to name but a few.
