The couniry was cured of royalty, bat it had
not rallied to the Repabiie, and ouiy knew the
latter by the mi-fortunes flowing from the
revolte agaloet it. The soll was covered with a
luxurious vegetation, and catt'e were plentifal
on bill and on plain ; but man remained barba-
rous in this spectacle of nature reconciled and
pesceful. The anarchists bLecame enthusisstic
at the nation’s victories abroad, the treaties of

ace and the herofe eondurct of the Government;
ut the Royaliste belicved France never was
#0 well-beaten as when most victorious, There
wat between ald and new Franecs a demarcation
that a century could not efface. The state of
the clergy was painful and pitiable ; sume pre-
fects prohibited chanting fn the churches and
the ringing of bells; the Catholics of Paris had
to share their clhurches with the theo-philan-
thiropists ; the exiled clergy on return made war
on the constitutional elergy, excommanicated
functionaries and the purchasers of church pro
perty : they commenced re-marrylong sad re-bap-
tizing France ; having money their masses were
celebrated with splendor . the ordinary churches
thus became deserted. ln some cities, as Mar-
eeilles and Toulon, there was no religion at all ;
at Paris the churches were occupled only by old
men, women, and girls, and these even declined
to coufese or partake of the Sserament. One
Commissioner deplores that the Constitueat
Aseembly did not declare France to be Protes-
tant, and another, that it is quite & mistake to
conclude that either the spread of education or
philosophy ean destroy religious prejudices, and
that the first duty of politicians is, to see men
and things as they are. The Protestants and
Israelites were alone contented and quiet in the
enjoyment of their newly acquired religious
freedom ; but in other cases the natlon was de
jucted ; there was no civie spirit abroad ; people
voted no more ; they disdained a pudlic fune
tion ; they were resigned to submit to every
thing. It is thus that they made no protest
against the Coup o Etat of the 15 Brumaire, nor
ngainat the confiscation of universal suffrage :
they had peither batred nor gratitude for the
ueurpation ; victories, defeats, or treaties
touched them not. But what the nation felt,
was the precariousness of the power, all per
sonal, of Napoleon,which depended on his life—
a power which was neither Monarchy nor Re-
public; that offered no kind of security, de
pended upon no permanent institutions, but on
the life of an Individual. France of 1574 has
this lesson to draw from her history of 1802 -
the peceseity of depending on institutions and
pot on Individuale, as the best savioursof
scciety,

A Royal Commission is now sitting at
Peterboro, Ont., to investigate certain timber
frands which have taken place in that distriot

is the way in which the frauds liave been com-
mitted : In addition to the license meney
which is paid for the exclusive right to cut
timber on certain lands, lumbermen have to
pay & ground rent and also cortain dies on the
amount of timber cut.  In thefirst two charges
no fraud can take place. The limits are sold
by public auction and the number of
square miles on which ground rent has to
be paid is stated at the time. Itis in ool
lecting the dues on timber cut that the frands
have been perpetrated.
