And
the good mayor of Canterbury
had been ill-advised en‘ugh to
send out his town.<crier with the
announcement that “The Protec-
tor's" edict was going to be
enforced in Canterbury.

(As it happened, the Canter-
bury out burst ended in a com-
promise. The rioters turned in
their weapons in exchange for an
official undertakin~ that there
would be no prosecutions),

The townfolk of Canterbury
were not alone in their anger
Throughout the country of Kent
and in London, Oxford and Ips

wich' riots flared. And as in Can-|

terbury they were touched
by the town-criers' proclamation

(\ﬂ;

banning the celebration of Christ- |

mas.

There unhappy officials, how-
ever, were only doing their job.
For in June of that year Crom-
well's parliament had ruled that
the feast of Christmas should
no longer be observed under pain
of punishment. And they had
ordered, too, that from then on
town-criers throughout England
wopuld remind the people of the
new law a few days before Christ-
mas. They had to tell the growl-
ing mobs that “Christmas day
and all other superstitious fes-
tivals” were contrary to the law
and that market should be kept
and shops remain open on Dec-
ember 25th,

This was the climax of a cam
paign the Puritans had been wag
ing for some years.

When the Civil War broke out
in 1642, one of the first movers
of the Cromwellian rebel parlia
ment was to “modify” traditional
Christmas celebrations.

There was certainly room for
moderation. For by tradition,
Christmas was a time of unbridl-
ed extravagance in England. Dur-
ihg the festive period the usual
authorities at all levels good-
naturedly relinquished their offi
ces to Lords of Misrule (usually
men who were underlings of one
kind or another for the rest of
the year).

A pre-Cromwellian poet
cribed it thus:

Now kings and queens poor

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Greetings in the Old-
Fashioned Spirit

LTHOUGH the exchanging of
Yuletide greeting cards ap-
parently is one of the youngest
Christmas traditions — probably
not going back more than a cen-
tury and a half—there is no cer.
tainty of its origin.

The idea may have developed
from the elaborate handwritten
holiday acrolls which English
youngsters sent home from board-
ing schools just before Christmas
vacation, to inform the parents of
good marks or other claims to
Christmas gifts.

Some enterprising stalioners
eventually printed special sheets of
paper with fancy borders and other
embellishments, for the benefit of
lazier or less talented students.

Anyway, engraved or printed
Christmas greetings originated in
England in the 1840's.

For some years after the fad be-
came an established custom, most
persons made greeting cards them-
selves. They prepared original
drawings with verses, or clipped
and colored pictures like those in
this page from newspapers or
magazines. They were pasted to
fancy paper or fringed silk. Sur-
viving examples of such greetings,
found in scrapbooks or stuffed be-
tween the pages of old books, are
treasured by collectors of antiques.

Thee “Mercurius Civicus” went
so far as to tell its readers that
it was far more probable that
Christ was born in September
than in December. And it uged
those of its readers, worldly
enough to want holidays, to
!'!keep the fifth of November
(anniversary of the Catholic plot
to blow up parliament) and other

days of that nature....!!

The “Kingdome's Weekly Mess-
enger” kept up a barrage of pin-
pricks like “December 25th, vul-
garly known by the name of
Christmas Day."”

Parliament itself studiously
ignored Christmas Day by sitting

every December 25th.

By 1647, Cromwell was convine
ed that the propaganda machine
had completed the softening-up
process and clamped down
completely on the celebration of
Christmas,

The singing of carols and the|

sale of carol broadshects were

banned. As in ecvery such case, |
| they immediately went “under-

ground” and the broadsheets
were often black-marketed like
seditious propaganda. Carols were
sung indoors while look-outs kept
watch for patrolling Roundheads
or government informers.

The Puritans might have en-
forced their views even more
ruthlessly but for the flare riot-
ing of which the Canterbury
uprising was typical.

There is little doubt that the
Government would have loved to
be able to squash once and for all
the “heathenish abominatioi”
which Christmas Day was to
them. But they were politicians
enough to know that a nation-
wide revolt might be touched off
if they went too far.

So they confined themselves to
pinpricks. People who went open-
ly to church on Christmas Day

| stood in danger of being arrest-
| ed, “grilled” Gestapostyle by

Roundheads and released after a
few hours detention (calculated
to scare them into keeping in
line). Such a one was John
Evelyn, the famous diarist, who
was a staunch Episcopalian. He
was arrested as he left Exeter

So, Cromwell or no, Christmas
and its celebration persisted in
England in secret.

He was approached by zealots
who wanted his permission to

Soon afterwards Cromwell died
and his Puritan Commonwealth
crumbled. Charles II, the Merry

| Monarceh, returned to the Throne

andn with him came Christmas
again.

But even in the rearing days
of the Restoration, Christmas
never quite got back to what it
had been before Cromwell.

In fact it was a better Christ-
mas. For it was as merry as
before, but without the old ex-
cesses.

Elsewhere, though, the Purit-
annical influence persisted.

In Massachusetts, where early
Puritan pilgrims had settled,
Christmas did not become a law-

| ful holiday until 1856.

And the Secots who had in their
abhorrence of Christmas, ante-
dated Cromwell’s campaigns by
rnearly a hundred years, never
really officially acknowledge the
existence of Christmas, preferr-
ing to celebrate Hogmany (New
Year’s Eve).
