Despatches from Quebec announce a
strong probability that the principal charter
amendments secured from the Private

-Bills Committee of the Legislative Council
by the deputation of bankers and merchants
from Montreal, and agreed. to bythe
Mayor, City Treasurer, and other corpora-
tion delegates. will be thrown out by
the Upper House.
