THE GRAND RIVER FLOOD.

Considerable Damage Done at Galt.

Gavur, March 14 —The Grand River flood
has abated and the quaantity of water in the
cellars of numerous stores and private dwell-
ivgs is gradually becominﬁ less, Kvery store
on Main street has water io the cellar owing
to the high water being forced back throagh
the sewers.

One Thousand Persons Practically
Homeless.
