ABERICAN NEWS,

THE TWO FORCES IN THE FIELD.

With the most accurate retaras at our com-
mand, we have been enabled to locatea force
of 95000 government troops in the field at
those points which may be deemad actually
within the line of operations, destined to act
upon the South, either for attack or defence.
These points extend from Cairo at the north-
west to Fortress Monroe on th> southeast, and
include Southern Ohio, Western Penunsylvania
and Western Virginia (the forces at these three
points being directed againgt Harper’s Ferry),
Baltimore, Philadelphia, Washington, and the
lines now occupied by our troops in the Vir-
ginia shores of the Potomac, west vard from
Alexandria.

In addition to these, not less, probably, thao
a hundred thousand men are organiz:d for the
service of the government all over the North
and West, in camps, barracks and 1n the large
cities, making a total force of two hundred
actually in the field and ready to move to any
point where their services may be required.
Within tyenty-four hours march of @airo, the
mo:t westéra-end of theline, we ate credibly
informed there are not less than 38,000 men in
camp at diff-rent places—a force yuite adequate
to render that point perfectly secure from any
attack by the seceded States bordering on the
Mississippi. In New York and the Eastern
States there i3 no abatement of the military
ardor which characteriz>d the earliest days of
ths war excitement, when the government ap-
pealed to the patriotism of the people to defend
the national capital, and sustain the flag of the
republic, which had been stricken down at
Ifort Sumter. Any amount of men can be ob-
taiced which General Scott may require to
carry out his admirable plans for subduing the
insurrection—men, too, very tairly drilled and
armed, who will be available for active scrvice
at a moment’s notice. Besides these, ttere are
thousands willing and ready to follow should
an emergency rise.

Our accounts of the Southern army opposed
to this immense force are necessarily uncertain,
accurate means of information being cut off;
but we think that we do not at all under esti-
mate the number when we put it down at 80,000
now stationed atvarious pointsin Virginia, and
probably half as many more available for ser-
vice in other parts of the South,

As to the efficiency of the two forces in the
field, there can be no doubt, we th'nk, that the
advantage lies with the army of the United
States government. They are better discip-
lined, better armed, have more field artillery,
and are more accustomed to act in masses than
the Southern troops. The Southern men, it is
true, are composed of the fighting element, and
make excellent guerillas; they are handy with
the pistol and the kaife, good rifls ehots, and
yet no better perhaps than many of our North-
ern men ; but then they are not used to operate
in large bodies, and are decidedly deficient ia
the proper use of the bayonet, & most import-
ant qualification for infantry in action.

A tair illustration of the diffsrence between
Northern and Southern discipline was present-
ed in the Mexzican war—though the troops of
both sections wers equally brave—in the case
of Colonel Butler's south Carolina regiment,
which rushed into battle pellmell, and returned
almost decimated, leaving hundreds of their
number dead on the fizld. The New York regi-
ment, io the same action, though as brilliantly
engaged, lost very few men, and the South Ca-
rolinians pointed to their immense sacrifice  of |
Jife a3 an evidence of their valor; whereas it
proved a useless sacrifice; while the New York
troops, being betier disciplized, did quite as
much if not more valuable service with com-
paratively  little loss. Impetuosity and
reckless daring are very well some-
times, ‘but disciplined action i3 bet-
ter. We know that it i3 only within a few
years that the militia have been orgarizad into
regiments at all, Both North and South the
State militia was comprised of separate com-
panies merely, and knew little or nothing of
battalion drill. New York city set the exam-
ple in regimental organization, and itis due in
a great measure to the visits of the Seventh
and & few other well trained New York regi-
ments to other c.ties that battslions and regi-
meats have now been formed in almost every
city throughout the North and West. The
3pirit of emulation accomplished more in this
instance than ths rules of the service. The
South, however, has been slow in following ths
example of t_e North ; hence her forces are dis-
joined and irregular.

The policy of Gen. Scott, in making his pre-
parations carefully and at leisure, must have a
powerful ¢ffzct on the morule of the two armies,
becanse, while it aff)rds time to fully equip
and train his own troops, and make tae com-
miseariat as vearly perfect as possible, thus in-
8 rng them a fine physical condition,the delay
wilt tend to increase the aiscont nt and impa-
tience of the Southern troops, who are eager
for iastant action, and are daily becoming de-
moralized. The original programme of the
rebel leaders, it mast be remembered, has been
wholly disarranged by the conduct of the gov-
ernment. Their expectation undoubtedly was
that when the Lincola adminisiration cams
into office its military power would be restrict-
ed to the fozce of the regular army at the im-
mediate disposal of the executive, and that no
addition to-this force could be made until con
stitutionally authorized by a special act of Con-
gress. Thus, while violating the constitution
and the laws theraselves, they hoped to hold
the administration stiictly to their observance;
and this was their cardinal error. They in-
tended to make a sudden dash on Washington,
and from that point to dicvate terms, possibly
to issue a pronunciamiento on the South Ameri-
can plan. They no doubt imagined thay, ac-
cording to the French style of revolution, as
the possession of Paris means the possession of
France, to seize Washington was to hold the
United States; but the administration, adopt-
ing the American style, “took the responsibil-
ity” of catling upon the patrio ism of the people
for volunteers to defend the country ; and right
oobly have the people responded. To the
next Congress it mast be left to justify and in-
demnify Mr Lincola for ni3 course, and who
can doubt that the jastification will be com-
plete ?

And, now, standing face to face as the two
armies are, an immediate battle i3 imminent.
Any hoar may bring it forth, and it may be a
fierce and bloody one. In this emergency it
behooves us to be in readiness to support the
engaged columns with immediate reinforce-
ments if necessary. But there is one measure
which we conceive most important to ke at—
tended to. In the eventof a grest battle a
large amount of surgical aid will be required
for our troogs. The regziments gone forward,
most of them numbering & thousand men or
more, have only two surgeons attached to each,
& medical force wholly inadequate to the duty
demanded in the field and the hospital. The
Medical Aid Association should at once organ-
ize & body of minute men, selected, if possible,
from its most skilful surgeons, ready to hasten
to the scene of action the moment the tele-
graph brings the news ot a batile, go that our
wounded soldiers may be properly cared for.
This i3 no the least important duty of those
lett behind, and we hope thit our patriotic
physicians will not fail to attend to it.

AMERICANS IN LONDON.
4 Trafalgar Square,
London, May 11, 1861,

Extract from a private letter received by the
Persia : —

Mr. Henry Stevens saw Mr. Wilson, our new
Secretary of Legation, last night. I was not in.
He is at Morley’s. Col. Fremon? is also there,
and 80 100 i3 Mr. Fred. Billings, of California,
anq several other prominent Americans. Col.
Fremont was delighted in seeing the Americans
use the flag—the glorious Stars aund Stripes—
on their letters. He was in the office yesterday
morning ; later in the day he came in and ask-
ed if cared particularly to keep that flig receiv-
ed on your letter. He could not find anything
he could use. T cut out the flig from the en-
velope and pasted it on the back of his letter
and 8o it has been sent back to America.

Colonel Fremont is doing great and glorious
work for the Union. You will see by the papers
the whols tone of the Government proceedings
here on the American jssues is being changed,
and is becoming more and more favorable to the
Unien. The sSoutherners have had everything
their own way till very lately.

Col. Frement, Mr, Billings and Mr. Stevens
devote most of their time to America, and are
really accomplishing wonders. Col. Fremont,
Mr, Billings, Mr. Wilson, and the Hcn, Freeman
H. Morse, our new Consul, are in the office se-
veral times & day, Members of Parliament are
being educated in Anierican matters, and if the
debate proposed for the 17th comes on in the
House of Commons, there aill be a favorable
ventilation,

THE PAROLE GIVEN IN TEXAS.

part to capture, and releasing the officers from

any fidelity to pledges thus made. 3

The officers do not hold such an opinion, and
congider themselves bound in honor not to bear
BIIMS against any portion of the so-called con-
federacy. They could be ordered to ports not
in the line of the conflict, and perhaps they
may be so employed without any consideration
of the embarassing questions.

EURUPEAN NEWS,

FRENCH PROTECTIONISTS.

Tue French have arrived at the interesting
point in commercial policy which we debated
and disposed of in 1848, when we repealed the
Navigation Laws, and opened our ports to the
tree trade of all countries  Itis a peenliarity
of the fictitious character of all protective tar-
iffs, that every interest conceives the reasons
which its advocates advanced as conclusive to
exempt it from the operation of advanced op-
inions., #The French Protectionists have been
fairly beaten by Mr. Cobden and Mr. Temple
Chevalier ; and duties which were of a merely
prehibitory characier have been reduced to
such an extent as to render experts and imports
at least possible, and therefore probeble. Pro-
bably of all the delusions prevailing in the
minds of proteced traders the delusions of the
seafaring peofession are the strongest. When
we proposed to extinguish our navigation laws¢
Mr. Disraeli was eloguent on the maintenance
of our mercantile marine, in order tomaintain
the supremacy of our Navy on the seas,* which
had been nurtured by the genius of Elake
und consecrated by the death of Nelscn” The
Navigation Laws went to the common
unhonoured grave of all effete notions ; since
then vur fleets have been engag d in Russian
and Chinese waters, and our gallants hearts of
oak have proved that the nurture of Blake and
consecration of Nelson hes descended from
sire to son. On the sea, at least, we are pre-
pared to meet the world in arms. The French
Treaty proposes to admit fish at & duty of about
ope-fourth of the old rate, in order to ensable
the people of the inland cities and communss
of France to use as a common article of food
that which at present is a luxury cnly to be
found at the well-spread tables of the rich.
French Protectionists don't object to cheap
fish, but thay declare that the eating of cheap
fish will destroy the native fisheries, and that
coasequently it is better to do without fish
during Lent in order to have men fostered by
an artificial system, who may be drawn upon
by the conscription for naval service. Tke old
idea travels round the world and throws old
women, ‘of both sexes, into nervous agitation
as to the safety of the ccuntry. A litue com-
mon sense might have taught the French
Admirals, who have led this crusade, that the
failure of the trade of fishermen was likely to
drive the members of the trade into the Navy ;
but common sense never is to bs found in gen-
tlemen who believe in artificial props to com-
merce. Our French allies may eat their fish in
content and confidence; their country will live
in glory long after the destruction of every
fishery on the Freuch coast, even if the Pro-
tectionist theory is wrecksd with them.

THE SYRIAN QUESTION,

The following i3 the despatch of M. Thouve-
nel to the Marquis de Lavalette, the French
envoy in Constantinople, on the evacuation of
Syria. It was read by M. Billault, in his speech
in the French Senate, on the 16:h :—

Paris, May 3.—Monsieur le Marquis—The
Hmperor has just given his orders thut the eva-
cuation of Syria shall take place within the
delay fized by the convention of the 19th March
last. In beggiug you to makec this known to
the Porte, [ must, in conformity with the inten-
tions of his Majesty, request you to again call
the attention of the Sultan’s ministers to the
duties which the departure of our troops im-
poses on them.

It is solely from a sentiment of humanity, and
with a view to arresting the effusion of blood,
and preventing greater disasters, thas France
accepted the missioa which the Powe s, with a
common accord, confided to her in Syria. That
mission we have fulfilled without any after-
thought and with complete fairness; we have
employed all cur efforts to realise the object
which Europe proposed to herself. We coald
have wished, however, to be able to re-establish
order on the conditions and gaarantees which
would have permitted us to reckon on the
maintenance of tranquility after the departure
of our troops. 1ln our opinion, as we have al-
ways said, and we still thiok, it was necessary,
in order to secure the.security of the Christians
in Syria, to render ths evacua:ion dependeat on
the entire execution of,the political and admin-
istrative measures which ars indispensiole for
enabling ths government t¢ exercise its action
efficaciously. If the Porte, as its interests cer-
tainly required, had seconded us, the Powers
would have been unianimous in sharing our
views. But it preferred to claim exclusively
for itself the task of providing for the preger-
vation of peace, and its plenipoientiary affirmed
that it is aole so 10 do. His declarations in this
respect were 8o formal and absolate, that the
Corference foand itself under the obligation of
taking them into account, and of confining
itself, in its last deliberations, to simply pro-
longing the occupation for a period af three
months. .

Taoe Ottoman goverament his thus assumed
a responsivility which will throw on it the
peculiar obligations which we shall be justified
in indicating at the moment at which we leave
Syria, After having co-operated, by sac:ifices
which France will not regret if the population
derive the benetit of them, in re-estadlishing
internal order in that province, the Emperor's
govercment eannot permit that it shill become
the theatre of new disasters. Such an even—
tuality, if it were to be realised, would excite
public opinion in all Europe, and would de-
mong rate, on the part of the Ottoman govern-
ment, impuissance which must be inevitably
provided tor. (Approbation.)

Unless the Sublime Porte itself proposes
another combination, we are bound to evacaate
Syria by an engagement of which we cannot
decline the execution without failing in the re-
spect due to a treaty. It ig in virtue of that
act that we lent the co-operation of our troops,
aud we canunot refuse to recall them at tha ex-
piration of the stipulated peiiod. We under-
took to supply, iun the collective name of
Europe, the forces necessary for the oc:upation,
and it i3 not permitted to us to alter the charac-
ter of the mission which the Power coofided to
us. We have asked ourselves if it would not be

-opportune to propese to them to prolong for

another period the mission of our troops. Bat
the discussions which the first prolongation
occasioned, and the invariable declaration of
the Porte, have convinced us that our own
dignity did not permit us'to again assume the
initiative of such a proposition ; it ig only the
Sultan’s goveroment, which, bstter enlightened
a8 to 1ts own interests, would have a right to
m:ke it :

We shall, therefore, evacuate Syria as the
date fixrd by tte Treaty of Paris; but we shall
not proceed with it without having loudly ex-
pressed our apprehensions, and urgently re-
commended the Porte to prove that it has at
its disposal, as hag been afficmed, the means ne-
cessary to guarantee the Christians against a
recurrence of the calamities they have under-
gone. We shall thus have failed in none of
our duties ; we have on the one hand pointed
out to the Powers the motives which led us to
believe that the evacuation would be premature
it affective before the administrative reorgani-
zation of the Lebanon, aand on the other we
have'neglected nothing to oblige the Porte to
satisfy the obligations which are incumbent on
every regular government towards its own sub-
jeet.

In presence of the international act we could
not, Monsieur le Marqnis, do more, and our re-
sponsibility is protected, but the very expira-
tion of the term during which we were bound
by the necessities resulting from an accord de-
bated and regulated with the other Cabinets,
restores to us our entire liberty of judgment
and of conduct, (Hear, hear.) We shall be,
therefore, free to exami.e, aloof from any spe-
cial stipulation, the events which may take
place in Syria, and we have not to conceal
from the Ports that ancient traditions would
impose on us the duty of affording to the
Christians of the Lebanon an effectual support
against fresh persecutions.

You will, tkerefore, explain yourself in this
sense to AsliPacha, sead to him this despatch,
and give him a copy of it.

THE LATE DUKE OF BEDFORD.

The death of the Duke of Bedford, brother to
Lord John Russell, in his 73¢d year is an event
which excites interest beyond the circle of the
noble family of which he was ths head. He
was & man of no mark or ability as regards
personal talent for public life, but he made his
influence felt in and beyond the Liberal Cabi-
nets which have ruled England for the last

quarter of a century, Some persong eeem to

i by's horsowed i
218 byllidns relative the present Foreign
Seocelgry ; byt ths is hardly & oorrect esti-
mate of his positipn ‘in the Staie, Since the
last of the Georges the Duke of Bedford, snug-
ly ensconced at Weburn Abbey, was the head
iof the Whig nobility, and his brother, Lord
John Russell, was the mouthpiece of this por-
tion of the great families who proved 100
strong for William the Fouarth and his reac-
tionary German Queen. It was the Duke and
his Whig allies who kept Lord Melbourne in
cffice, until the rising star of Péel made Con-
Scrvatism  popalar ; and ' moreover the Whig
families, with the Duke at their head, fouud a
husband for the Queen among the fortunate
Coburgs. Perbaps no man of our time bas
exercised a greater inflience over curient
events than the nobleman who has now passed
away, and whose influence at the sams time
was se litile felt or appreciated.

Lord John Russell, many years ago, gave en
unintentional index of this influencs. It was
before a Committee of the House of Commous,
appointed to inquire into the emoluments of
the gieat cfficers of State; and hs declaied that
lns_ yri.va.la resources, inclading his salary as
Prime Minister, would not have cna led  bhim
to support the dignity of the office of Firsc
Minister unless his brother; the vuke of sed-
ford, had come to his assistance. It seems,
then, that whatever other qualificatious & man
may possess for serving his country in official
lite, he cannot serve it efficiently withour a
banasome private fortune. The salary of the
Prime Minister is £5000, and he will probaodiy
spend double that amount in discharging the
various hospitalities and -other expenses inci-
dental to the dutics. Now, it may appear very
patriotic for men to spend more tnan they earn
1o serving their country ; bat another aad stitl
more serions question arises, whether the law
of primogeniture, which gives all the family
estates to an “illustrious obscure,” and compsis
& younger and cleverer bro her to be depen—
dent on the elder’s bounty, is not at variance
in the firstinstance with the laws of buman
nature, and in the second with the. best iuter-
¢sts of a great country.

Perhaps, since the Revolation,” the Whig
party has never beeu stronger than duriag the
early years of the present Queen’s i¢ign ; bus
1t 13 pr ¢ that that strength has seen 1ts
culminating point. The pure Whigs are coa-
fined, for the most part, to the great territorial
families ; they are met with occasionally in the
House of Commons, and half a score are to be
met with in the present Cabinet; but the ne-
cessities of political warfare are daily thinning
their ranks and undermining their power, A
political party can never be popular or strong:.
which does not advance with the times. The
difference between the Whig and Tory parties
of the present day is mainly thia: the one pro-
fesses to advance, while in reality it hardly
crawls; and the other, which does not profess
to advance, i3 compelled te do 80, mote or less,
by the force of circumstances. - The indepen-
dent Liberal party, both in Parliamen. and in
the country, have little sympathy with the
Whigs, bat they have still less with the Tories.

For our part, in the present crisiz, we com-
mend to the English speaking electors of centrul

Canada, this one maxim to gnide their choice :
~—*' @ive your votes for the best men and leave
your case in their hands.” The lines which
divide parties have become infinitesimally nar-
row. Itis aquestion of good legislation piece
by piece, and of administrative ability and hon-
esty. Taken as a whole the present Ministry
were possessed of a greater share of adminis-
trative capability than apy other that could
have been formed, and of quite as much honesty
and zeal for the public weltare. If constituen-
cies are careful 1o selecting the best men for
the nexi Parlisment, men well versed in poli-
tics, legislation and finacce, it may be quite
possible to tind in the new Parliament the ma-
terials of a better government. But it they
adhere to local prejultices, to send men Who
comprehend thoroughly only local poirtics and
local needs, the choice of men must be limited
ag before. We have not hesitated to state our
cenviction that many things done by Ministers
were wrong, bat we have seen enough of their
opponents to believe that had power been con-
fided to them the affairs of the Province would
have been worse administered. Any improve-
ment expected must come from new men, and
they must bave some training in Parliament ere
they are fis to lead it. Itisof no use fuming,
and fretting and storming like a fish wife,—
there is no good to be gained by leaping out of
the frying-paninto the fire. The constituencies
must send the best men they can find into Par-
liament, or rest coatent with the rule of the
best that have already been sent there.

Having read and re-read the above curious
confession of political faith, we confess, we are
somewbat at & lo:s to discover what are the
doctrines the Guazeite seeks to inculcate ; and
what the course is, which it “ commends” its
readers to pursue at the coming elections.
Pagsing over the manifest inconsistency of
first limiting its advice to a mere fraction of
the population of a section of the Province—
the English speaking electors of central Canada,
—and tlen deprecating their being swayed by
their local wants or interests in the selection
of " their representatives, who can help smiling
at the assumed air of wisdom, with which it
announces its ‘* one maxim” for their
guidance. “ Give your votes for the best
men,” gravely urges the Gazette, and
“it may be quite possible” they will secure
to the country ‘‘a better Guvernment”—than
that which the Guazeite, in its normal condition
—that is, when uninfluenced by, what the At-
torney General West designated as, fits of in-
dependence—has so zsalously supported. As
to any test, however, by which the best men
are to be known, and what are their character-
istics, the Gazetle says not a word, excepting
that the best men are nof those who only com-
prehend local politics and local needs. True,
the Gazette does not even pretend that the
members of the present Ministry or their sup-
porters are the best men that the English speak-
ing electors of Central Canada could give their
votes to, but it intimates that, bad men as they
have proved themselves to be—guilty, as the
Gazetle has held them to be, of having attain-
ed power by an outrage upon the moral sense
of the country, and of having exercised power
in contravention of the constitutional rights of
the people—still they are belter men than those
—the members of the present Opposition, in
and out of Parliament,—who bhave done no
wrong, but who, in the opiunion of the Gazette,
bad they been in power, would have done
greater wrongs ’ than, it admits, the Cartier-
Macdonald Ministry have inflicted upon the
countiy, The Guzelle, in short, reasons on

To the Editor of the MoNTREAL HERALD.

Sir,—The letter of your correspondent ‘Im-
provement” has touched upon a subject of ¢ qual
importance to the merchaots and proprietors
of Montreal, and it is to be sincerely regretted
that petty sectional interests prevented Docks
at Point St. Charles from being commenced
when they were first proposed. If we wish to
retain the trade of the West, we must use every
effort to reduce the cost of shipping produce
to the lowest possible figure, and give vessels
such despatch as will enable them to reduce
the price of freight. The late flood, it is to be
hoped, has taught us a lesson which we will.
not soon forget, and no doubt bas convinced
many who were at first opposed to the Docks of
their error, The apparent advantages which
we would derive from them would be—

Istly., That they would be many feet above
the highest level of the river, and that vessels
could, therefore, experience no inconvenience
from high water.
2ndly. That the warehouses being along-
side of the Docks, a vessel could be loaded in
as many hours a8 it now requires days, and
that this dispatch would enable her to make
three in place of two voyages to our port.
3rdly. The reduced rates at which vessels
couid, in consequence of the. dispatch which
they would receive, be enabled to take freight.

4thly. The great saving of cartage, cooper-
age, and labor, by the preduce being stored
from the Grand Trunk cars and shipped from
the Dock warehouses.

5thly. The reduced rates of insurance upon
the produce while in store from the detached
situation of the warehouses.

The reduction upon the shipping charges and
freight which could thus be made would be
more than we have beretofore effected, and
enable us to compete successfully for the trade
of the West. :

In the outstandiug affairs of the Bank there
has keen a marked improvement so far as the
facilities for ccllections are concerned. The
difficulties and delays in realising accounts se
long complained of in Upper Oanada, have
been materially reduced by the very bountifal
harvest of last year, and every possible effort
has been made to take advantage of this
favourable change, by urging collections wher-
ever practicable.

The Beard had occasion last year to notice a
similar attempt at Legislation on this subject,
and with reference to it, they then expressed
their belief that ¢ the destruction ot assets, and
the ruin of the interests of creditors, which past
Bankrupt Laws produced while in operation in
this Province, sufficiently demonstrate to any
unbiassed mind, the inexpediency of applying
such a remedy for any of our commereial diffi-
culties. Under any circumstances, or with
any modification its adoption wo.u!d be most
dangerous, but in the present condition uf some
parts of the country, it would operate as the
lighting ot a torch of destruction to the hard
earned savings of the honest and industrious
trader, struggling to meet his engagements by
enabling hundreds of others, actuated by les_s
worthy principles, to avail themselves of this
mode of getting rid of their engagements
without redeeming them, when by ordin-
ary patient industry and economy, they
wouald have little difficulty in doing so. Like
causes produce like effects, and it is
needless in future to hope for other than the
same class of results which have followedin
the wake of past measures of this kind. Com-
mon sense as well as experience, clearly points
out the absurdity and the injustice of the
piacing of Estates in the hands of Bailiffs,
Commissioners, or other legal functionaries,
often totally unacquainted with business, and
unconcerned as to boW they may turn out, or
what amount of dividend they may ultimately
realizs.

No unfortunate honest industrious trader,
will ever be denied a digcharge from a certain
mujority of his creditors, none should be on
giving up his Estate and aidicg his creditors to
make the most of it. Estates managed by
creditors themselves, aided by the debtor, will
in many cases pay two shillings for one that
they would pay under any Bankrupt Court
proceedings. Buat unfortunately under our ex-
istinzy Commercial Law any one facteous or
cunning creditor, however small his claim may
be, can upset the united action of all the others.
And under the hope that the other creditors
will yield rather than suffer the entire procead-
ings in the premises to be upset ; a course of
this kind is often adopted by parties, who al-
though secretly approving of the proposed ar—
rangements, will stubbornlv stand out under
-the hope of being bought off by the payment
of their claims in fall.

What theiefore is wanted to obviate the dif-
ficulty and to render justice and every protec-
tion to ths honeat debtor is simply a short act
empowering, under prescribed conditions as
simyple as possible, a certain majority of credi-
tors to manage and control estates of insolvent
debtors. The decision of such majority always
to be binding on all the creditors. Thus leay-
ing debtor and creditors in their own Court, to
settle and arrange thecir business in tbeir own
way. A Law of this charscter would prevent
long delays and expensive litigation and save
millions of money in winding up Hstates.”

The Board continue of opinion that the coun-
try needs no costly staff of Judges and officers
to manage the affairs of Insolvent Estates ; the
best judges are the creditors themselves, and
the b:st management is that which will best
secure the strictest impartiality and economy
in the division of the assetts, and the largest
dividends to the creditors.

Whatever Legislative action, however, may
finally be taken on this important subject, it
should be general and extend equally to both
sections of the Province, and all attempts to
apply it to other than strictly Trading or Mer-
cantile classes should be fiimly opposed. No-
thing could be more dangerous and unjust,
than to create a law which would permit pro-
miscuous classes to seek a remedy for their
indebtedness by rushiag into Court; or enable
a debtor in Upper Canada to obtain a compul-
sory discharge from his Lower Canada creditor,
whilst at the same time the Lower Canada cre-
ditor, perhaps ruined by losses thus sustained,
bas himself no such remedy, but is compelled
to meet his own engagements in fall.

In Lower Cancda the amount of ontstanding
claims is comparatively smsll, chiefly in ard
about Sherbrooke, and these have been materi-
ally reduecd and condensed by the recent
windiog up of the Brooks Estate, they are well
secured and in a very safe way.

He declares that all the loyal citizans
are in favour of the union of Italy He calls
for the support of the country, and promises
improvements in the public service.

A petition, signed by10,000 citizens of Rome to
Nupoleon, praying for the withdrawal of the
French troops, was sent to Paris, notwithstand-
ing the effuorts of the police to stop it.

Some riotous - demonstrations had taken place
at Milan, growing out of religious discussions.
The National guard restored order.

Senator Douglas’ remaing are ex-
pected here on Thursday for interment in the
Congressional burying ground. Accounts have
been received here confirming previous state-
ments of the fight at Phillippi, twenty miles
from Grafton, in Wesrern Vicginia. The route
of the enemy was complete; the rebels, who
were two thousand stroug and fully able in
regard to numbers to cope with the attacking
force, were completely surprised and fled after
a faint struggle  Their whole camp equipage,
with most of their ammunition aad guns, were
left behind in consequence of their hurried de-
parture, The department outbuildings are
draped in mourning to-day in consequence of
the death of Senator Douglas.
