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What was meant to be a community
vigil in memory of Shanna Poissant July
26 took on new significance that
Wednesday as Hemmingford native Kurt
Lauder pleaded guilty to second-degree
murder in the death of Poissant, whose
body had been found on the same day
exactly one year ago.

Nearly 100 residents, friends and fam-
ily members made their way from
Hemmingford’s Municipal Building to
the cemetery where people expressed
the raw anguish that had simmered over
the year in a community that lost two of
its young people the day Shanna disap-
peared and Lauder denied knowing
where she was.

Under the soft glow of candlelight,
friends of Shanna rested their heads on
each other’s shoulders as tears slipped
down their cheeks. There were a lot of
hugs, many tears and a seething anger as
people grappled with what was taken in
the life of Shanna Poissant, and the news
of the reduced charge that Lauder had
pleaded to earlier in the day.

“Everyone is having a hard time deal-
ing with it,” says Anne Healey, whose
daughter was a friend of Shanna.

“This was a good way to remember
her and a good way for the kids to get
together to talk about what they heard
on the news,” says Healey of the memo-

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Hot, hot, heats at 15th Provincial Championship Demolition Derby

The warmest weekend of the summer
was smoking, literally, at the 15th
Provincial Demolition Derby in St-
Chrysostome, July 15 and 16, as over 175
drivers and over 225 cars participated in
the annual smash ‘em up rally.

Fine waves of heat emanated off the
hoods of the cars as they paraded into the
pitch with windows missing, doors
chained shut and side panels emblazoned
with makeshift advertisements, registra-
tion numbers, names and messages. A
collection of bent and twisted metal, the
remnants of the battles from the night
before lay scattered off to the side as
Sunday’s competitors prepared their cars,
trucks, or vans for each match.

Over 5,000 spectators piled into the
stands over the weekend, water bottles in
hand, to watch what has become one of
the best car and driving spectacles in the
area.

Brothers Yvan and Donald Bourdeau,
who have been involved with the demoli-
tion circuit in Quebec for over 25 years,
continue to organize the event each year
over the first weekend of the construction
holiday. Aware that the derby had a niche
audience in St-Chrysostome, the annual
derby was upgraded in 1991 to become
the venue for the provincial champi-
onships.

“The show has put St-Chrysostome on
the map,” says Donald Bourdeau of the
derby’s popularity, which has consistently
risen with each passing year.

“But for me, and the 150 volunteers, it
is all for Leucan” says Bourdeau, refer-
ring to the derby’s long-standing relation-
ship with the non-profit organization that
aims to promote well being and healing
among children with cancer. For

Bourdeau, however, the derby’s associa-
tion with Leucan is more than just a
chance to raise money and awareness for

a good cause. In 1999, Bourdeau was a
driver in the derby circuit when one of his
daughters was diagnosed with leukemia.
Since then, the derby has donated over
$50,000 for Leucan, and this year alone,
the event raised at least $18,000 for the
Foundation.

An invitation was extended to the chil-
dren of Leucan and their families to take
in the derby, and a handful of kids were
on hand to help decorate a car that had
been donated by one of the drivers with-
out a sponsor. The kids, as the real stars
of the event, were also given the chance
to parade around the concrete ring with
the drivers before scuttling away in time
for a front row seat for the action.

“18,000 is a lot of money for a little
town,” says Bourdeau, of the generosity
of the crowd. Adding to the till for
Leucan was a challenge that began simply
as a bit of fun at the bar Chez So in St.

Antoine-Abbé, where a pair of friends
volunteered to have their heads shaved if
the crowd would donate what they could
to Leucan. Over $1,200 was raised that
night in the bar. The committee for the
derby decided to play as well, and a spon-
taneous shave to save style contest
became part of the day’s events. Both
men and women, including Bourdeau,
volunteered their locks and by the end of
the day an additional $6,000 had been
raised for the Foundation.

The derby is also proud to support the
St-Chrysostome chapter of the Knights of
Columbus, a catholic fraternal benefit
society. A further $15,000 was raised for
the Knights, which will be funneled back
into the area through various community
projects.

In fact, over the last 20 years the
Knights of St-Chrysostome have invested
at least a million dollars in the communi-

ty by supporting various community
groups and organizations and programs.

At the end of the day, Martin Isabelle
of St. Jean was crowned the big winner,
taking both the championship for the car
competition and the Defi Leucan, a spe-
cial heat that requires drivers to raise at
least $200 for Leucan in order to register.

Jocelyn Laberge of St-Chrysostome
won the van competition, while Howick’s
Sebastien Boudreau won the final mini-
van heat. Serge Bourdeau of Lacolle won
the mini pick-up match, and Dominic St-
Mary of St. Eustache won the full size
pick up competition.

Isabelle and Laberge represent the
seasoned veterans while the others are
the future, says Bourdeau, of the young
drivers making their way into the provin-
cial circuit, who will more than likely be
back again next year for another crack, or
crash, at the provincial championship.

Seeking purr...fect solutions?

Having a hard head and a soft heart
seems to repeatedly put me at odds when
attempting to unravel whatever 1 get
caught up in. And for several weeks, two
“problems” have been repeatedly coming
and going and tangling with my emotions -
mainly guilt.

When I was growing up, we always had
one or two dogs and a barn full of cats. And
not one of them came from a pet store.
They were always “drop offs” or given to
us.

These often starving animals quickly
joined our family when a bowl of food was
offered and eagerly accepted. Within a day,
a stray dog would be given a name while
the majority of abandoned cats were sim-
ply known as “Thatcat,” who, more often
than not, were always pregnant.

So what does reminiscing about my past
have to do with you and the future?

I can guarantee just about every resi-
dent in our 13 rural municipalities across
the Haut Saint-Laurent MRC has either
experienced or know someone who has
just accepted another homeless animal as a
pet.

Yet, just because we live in the country,
do we have to automatically accept respon-
sibility for the welfare of every animal that
wanders onto our property”?

I'won'’t get into a yes-or-no debate, but |
will encourage the possibility that there are
solutions to this problem that has been
around all my life and much longer.

For instance, how many of our veteri-
narians can be encouraged to offer - at
least once a year - discounts for
spaying/neutering abandoned, as well as
non-neglected, cats and dogs, when the
surgeries cost close to $100 for cats and
well over $100 for dogs? Wouldn't the vets
automatically get more clients for follow-
up examinations and vaccinations, while

we would ultimately have less feral and
tame animals wantonly multiplying in the
countryside?

If our veterinarians have a staff member
providing training courses, what about
offering a reduction in medical services -
even if it is just for one or two visits - to
people who decide to adopt a dog if they
will participate in these obedience cours-
es? Again, it is a potential for new clients.

Why can’t all our local pet storeowners
be encouraged to have a highly visible bul-
letin board to display photos of animals
seeking homes and donate a bag of pet
food to someone who adopts one of these
animals? Yes, obviously, they want to sell
their own higher priced pets in their store.
But demonstrating a love for all animals
will automatically translate into more sales
of the essentials, like future food, collars,
as well as for the vast array of pet luxuries,
like beds, winter booties, toys and treats, to
spoil the newly acquired “free” friend.

How many local boarding kennels or
catteries and groomers are willing to help
publicize animal adoptions? In return,
these businesses will either get new clients
wanting to pamper their newly adopted pet
or they will at the very least have their own
free publicity from the people who will say
where they first heard about getting a new
addition to their family.

Dog and cat abandonment is not a
problem that is going to go away on its
own. And, more than likely, the easily
adoptable (hint-hint) grey and orange cats
currently parked at our garage won’t either
considering when they mew for food at
night they are now being fed. But just as I
would like to find a home for my homeless
cats, solutions have to be sought and put
into practice to minimize these “drop-offs”
now.

Solution for Ganada's Health Plan

The Canadian national health plan did
not gain much from the recent federal
election.

The only health items
debated were managing the wait lists and
transfer payments. Since the election,
even with the change of players, discus-

Experience has taught us that wait lists
occur when there is insufficient product
or service to meet the demand. Increase
the supply and wait lists disappear. In
years past when there have been lineups
at gas stations no one suggested that
managing the lincups was the answer. It

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was obvious that increased gas supply was
the solution.

Transfer payments are a politician’s
dream because it is doubtful that anyone,
including our elected representatives,
understands how they work. One federal
Liberal leadership candidate admitted as
much in June. It was refreshingly honest,
but may not help his campaign.

Try discussing the mechanics of trans-
fer payments with any of our elected rep-
resentatives at the provincial or federal
level. Watch as his / her eyes glaze over
while searching the room for someone
else’s hand to shake, or better still, a baby
to nuzzle (babies don’t ask questions).

Our present national health care sys-
tem in its present form is the result of sig-
nificant federal government prodding.
Initially, the federal government paid a
substantial part of the overall cost. The
acceptance by successive provincial gov-
ernments of transfer payments in lieu of
direct federal payments to the health plan
was legal, but showed financial short-
sightedness. The acknowledged reduc-
tion of contributed funds to the plan by
the federal government was also legal but
immoral.

But that is all water under the bridge.

The time has come for Canadians to
look at health services and health costs
right in the eye. This will not make us feel
comfortable or happy.

The most efficient manner to resolve
the question is to have a Health Fund to
which everyone contributes in a fashion

n»

similar to Employment Insurance. The
monies collected at the national level and
provincial level to be directed into sepa-
rate federal and provincial Health Funds
with financial statements issued at each
year-end. The health costs in each
province to be paid 50-50 by the federal
and provincial funds. At least we, as a
people, would know where we stand.

Even though it is generally recognized
that changes to the present situation are
required, there will not be general clamor
amongst the Canadians demanding a
defined timetable for improvements.
After all, this is not hockey.

The reality is that most of us are in
good / acceptable health and firmly
believe that we will remain so. So why
spend time agitating for change?

Those of us unfortunate enough to be
on a waiting list are for the most part too
pre-occupied with making appointments,
taking tests, re-scheduling appointments,
etc, while still coping with our family
responsibilities, to have the time or ener-
gy to protest.

And those who fall from a wait list will
be forever silent.

And in fairness, it would take a good
deal of political courage for any back-
bencher (or front bencher for that mat-
ter) to stand and advocate such basic
changes to the Canada Health Plan. One
can always hope.

Kurt Lauder pleads guilty to reduced charge of second-degree murder

In a mordantly ironic turn of events,
accused  killer Kurt Lauder of
Hemmingford appeared in court on July 26
to enter a guilty plea to a reduced charge of
second-degree murder exactly one year
after the body of 16-year old Shanna
Poissant was found buried in a shallow
grave in a wooded area beside a bike path
in Hemmingford.

Lauder, 23, appeared in Valleyfield
court on Wednesday to waive his right to a
preliminary hearing before entering his

plea. A guilty plea incurs a mandatory life
sentence, meaning Lauder will spend a
mandatory ten years behind bars. However
it will be up to sentencing arguments to
determine when Lauder will be eligible to
apply for parole.

Originally charged with first-degree
murder, Lauder now admits to lying to
police about killing Shanna during the 15-
day ordeal last summer that saw him seem-
ingly lead a normal life while her family and
friends frantically searched for her after
reporting her missing on July 12th. On July

21st, Surété du Québec officers searched
Lauder’s truck and his parent’s home,
where they found evidence of blood in the
basement, and fragments of carpet that had
been recently replaced. Lauder was arrest-
ed on July 26th, and told the SQ Shanna
had taken an overdose of ecstasy and had
passed out, hitting her head on the concrete
floor. He told police that he had thought
she was dead and admitted to having buried
her. An autopsy later found zero trace of
ecstasy in her system, and significant bruis-
ing on her arms and legs suggested another

story. She died from

The lawyer representing Kurt Lauder
has asked that he undergo a full psychiatric
evaluation before being sentenced as his
client has been severely depressed since his
arrest, and attempted to commit suicide last
summer. Sentencing has been scheduled
for September 25.

In the past, we have had a reputation
for only being available to people on social
aid, but this is not the case. Our doors are
open to anyone.

For the birds

Hannah Ridolfi

Birds are pretty smart. They know
how to fly from one continent to anoth-
er without a flight plan, and land suc-
cessfully at their destinations. For the
most part, they are capable of designing
and building their own houses and they
can raisc, defend and feed their families.

We try various ways to attract them to
our gardens. Feeders, birdhouses and
birdbaths are some of the various
devices we employ. But of the many
enticements we use, the one most bene-
ficial for the birds is the birdbath, prefer-
ably one with a fountain.

Birds love to bathe under a shower of
water; humming birds will flit back and
forth through the water spray from the
garden hose or sprinkler. In a dry sum-

mer, the birdbath is an oasis for the
birds.

Although it is delightful to watch
birds at a feeder, a more natural way to
feed your visitors is by including in your
garden the type of bushes, berries and
seed plants that birds seek out for them-
selves. Berry producing shrubs, nectar
rich flowers and seed-forming grasses
offer a food supply. Suitable nesting
locations other than birdhouses can be
introduced to replace the loss of older
hollow trees and for ground nest
builders where a scarcity of cover-form-
ing herbaceous plants exists.

Many of our birds are by preference
seed eaters and rely on wildflowers
which bloom over a short period, then go
to seed to be replaced by another short
lived flowering plant. Yellow warblers
may be seen balancing on a spent dande-
lion bloom as they try to eat the seed.
Ground bug eaters include the flicker,
who can be observed with his beak stuck

birds is minimal if sufficient
nourishment is available.
Choice of nesting location is as
important as the proposed shelter. Main
considerations must include safety from
predators, protection from the elements
and casy accessibility to food.

A Torigine accusé de meurtre au pre-
mier degré, Kurt Lauder a maintenant
admis avoir menti aux forces policiéres
concernant la meurtre de Shanna pen-
dant les quinze jours d’angoisse I'été
dernier ol il a apparemment mené une
vie normale pendant que la famille et les
amis de l'adolescente tentaient de la
retrouver aprés que sa disparition eut
été rendu publique le 12 juillet. Neuf
