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ADDING TO CANADA'S PRESTIGE

THE COUNTRY is still talking of the im-

plications of the Toronto speech of Lord

Halifax. Few things arouse Canadians as
much as a constitutional argument when our
own position is involved, This, however, is
no time to get into any kind of argument
with Britain or any other member of the
‘Commonwealth or to give any grounds for
fiction with any of the United Nations out-
side the Commonwealth. The statement of
Mr. King on the matter was, therefore, read
with relief by most Canadians who felt that

. the Prime Minister had not only fully guarded
Canada’s interests but had actually strength-
ened the high esteem in which this country
it held not only in the British Empire but
auong all the United Nations, particularly
Russia. Of the sincerity of his, and the coun-
try’s, goodwill toward Britain, there is no
doubt. Our acts of the past four years are
eloquent proof of it, if any proof is needed.
And the nations outside the Empire take that
for granted. Tlowever, it was in his refusal
to endorse any proposal that would imply
future rivalry among Britain, Russia, and the
United States and his rejection of any plan
that might commit Canada to a course in-
consistent with her interests and geographical
position between the ‘United States and
Russia that will add to Canada’s prestige. He
served notice that Canada will go to the
peace conference. with frankness and good-
will, without any previous commitments, and
with no intention of joining any bloc which
might, even by implication. cause any friction
among our Allies. :

WHAT PRICE VICTORY?

THE DAYS are moving quickly toward the
bitter and decisive phase of this terrible

drama of a world at war, General Eisenhower,
who has made no rash or foolish statements,
has said that victory will come in the west
in this year 1944, Joseph Lister Rutledge will
say in next week's Liberty Magazine,

Victory! It is easy for us to seize on the
“word as though it were something without
cost, something already accomplished, he will
say. It is easy to delude ourselves, as we have
deluded ourselves too often in these four and

a half years of war. “Hitler is mad,” we said
with a strange confidence, as though a mad-
mad leading a mad nation might not be the
world’s undoing.

“The Maginot Line,” we said, as if there
were alchemy in the word to protect us from
the inevitable. Then it was revolution in Ger-
many. We waited day by day, confident of
its coming. When that failed we thought of
bombing Germany into submission in a short
space of time and at relatively small cost,
But Germany has survived the blows as
Britain survived them. Now, because events
turn in our favor, we think of victory as al-
most won, though we -ourselves did not ac-
cept defeat when the successes were the other
way. We are deluding ourselves when we he-
lieve that victory can be ours without a bitter
cost. .0

The other day Peyton C. March, the old
gray general who as Chief of Staff put two
million Americans into France in the Great
War, offered slim comfort to those who be-
lieve thewar almost won.

“You can’t whip Germany,” he said, “by
whipping somebody in Senegambia. This
country is in for a shock whenthe able-bodied
soldiers start pouring out and the wounded
start pouring in. This war hasn't even started.
Wait until Germany and Japan start fighting
on their own soil. Look at Russia, where even
the children fight inch by inch to hold their
fatherland. We can lose this war right here
at home, thinking it’s almost over.” .

These are cold words. They are worth re-
membering. They tell of something we too
must learn. When the story of this war is
fully tord, the word “Ortona,” and the names
of other battles yet to be, will be written
on Canadian hearts by sacrifices as cruel as
were those of Vimy and Passchendaele and
Cambrai.

Yes, victory may come in 1944. But before
that day comes, before we must face its ter-
rible cost, it will be well for us here at home
to search our own hearts. For youth will be
searching its heart in these days, praying for
life, praying for courage, praying for devo-
tion, praying in that unselfish comradeship
that makes courage and devotion possible.

And we—we men and women at home as
we sit by our bed at night, dimly realizing
that the trial is at hand and that it will touch
us all—what will we be thinking? Will we be
wondering whether we should take holiday
from the shift? Of ways to circumvent this
rule or that? Of whether we couldn't use our
money to letter advantage than investing it
in this cause? Of what personal advantage we
can secure from the strained situations ad-
vanced by war? .

Or will we be thinking of the boys, to
whom life is as dear as it is to us, who are
holding these young lives so lightly, waiting
for the hour, ready for the. sacrifice?

Surely the price of victory is a common
price, a common sacrifice.
