De Valera Working Towards a Military Dictatorship

Statesmanship of Mr. Churchill.

LONDON7, April l.—Hope, tempered with doubt, and fear, is the key­
note of the morning' newspapers’ editorial comment on the outlook 
in Ireland in view of the passage of the Anglo-Irish Treaty bill 

and the agreement between the Northern and Southern Governments for 
co-operation in pacification of the country.

None of the writers expect the two Governments immediately to 
bring about peace, which, it is remarked, has many enepiies, and in some 
instances it- is contended that the agreement is quite likely instead to in­
crease the trouble for a time.

The Daily Telegraph adopts, to express its views, the statement of 
Secretary of the Colonies Churchill, that “a long dreary period of anxiety 
is ahead.”

The Daily News asks whether with all the good-will in the world, the 
signatories to the agreement can honor their bond, while the Morning 
Post, although giving credit to the signers for making the agreement, 
says its terms settle nothing.

It is generally conceded that the law-abiding sections in Ireland will 
welcome the prospects of peace and work earnestly for it, but the in­
ternal conditions of the country are regarded as so dangerous that no 
entire confidence in the issue is held anywhere.

"LAST NAIL IN DE VALERA’S POLITICAL CAREER."

The Westminster Gazette contends that before the “stern road to 
peace” is travelled, Premier S r James Craig, of Ulster, ‘"must bottle 
the whilrwind of orange fervor,” and that the Eamonn De Valera policy 
of “bloodshed, tyranny and terror” must be satisfactorily dealt with.

The newspaper thinks adoption of the treaty ought to be the “last 
nail in De Valera’s political career,” but that it cannot be hoped he will 
“bow to the inevitable,’ without a struggle.”

The Daily Mail sees indications that Mr. De Valera is meditating a 
coup d’etat, and calls upon Arthur Griffith, President of the Dail, and 
Michael Collins, head of the Provisional Free State Govern mart to show 
their strength, declaring, that if they fail to govern, De Valera will make 
short work of them.

A TRIBUTE TO STATESMANSHIP BV MR. CHI RCHILI.

The Daily Chronicle sees Mr. De Valera working towards a military 
dictatorship. “In a struggle of that kind,” it adds, "the calculated auda­
city of a few may outweigh numbers.”

One feature of the comment is the universal tribute to the states­
manship of Mr. Churchill, who earns the highest praise of even his poli­
tical enemies.

The correspondent in a previous 
despatch reported that the Republi­
can committee had ordered a secret 
mobilization of the Republican sec­
tion of the army, possibly with the 
intention of violent action.

Premier Smuts Says the Govern­

ment’s Losses in Rand Rebel­
lion Totalled Fifty Killed and 
237 Wounded.

(Associated Press Despatch.)
LONDON, Apr. 1.—Premier Smuts 

of South Africa, speaking on the 
second reading of the indemnity bill 
in the House of Assembly, Reuter's 
Capetown correspondent cables, stat­
ed that the losses on the Govern­
ment’s side in the Rand insurrection 
were fifty killed and 237 wounded, 
while on the other side 138 were 
killed or died in hospital, and 287 
were wounded. Ninety-eight Indians 
and natives were killed or wounded. 
The authorities reveived by capture 
1,150 rifles, 231 shot guns, 745 re­
volvers, 43,000 rounds of rifle am­
munition and 13,000 rounds of re­
volver ammunition. One machine 
gun was captured in action.

Premier Smuts defended the Gov­
ernment’s proclamation of martial 
law. He emphasized the fact that 
genuine workers and trade unionists 
were practically superseded by an 
entirely different set of men, who 
constituted a military revolutionary 
junta, styled the Councils of Action.

The Witwatersrand, he said, con­
tained a fairly large per centage of 
a very dangerous class of poor 
whites, who were uneducated. There 
were also people from abroad with 
socialistic ideas who were opposed to 
all the traditions of South Africa. 
It was the coming together of these 
elements that had set things going 
towards revolution. The rank and 
file of those who participated in the 
revolution were not members of the 
labor party at all.

The majority of the rank and file 
in this sad, terrible business, were 
Nationalists. The combination of 
Nationalists and Intei-national Com­
munist elements, with the pernicious 
doctrines preached by the National­
ist pa-ly, affected the minds of the 
ignorant people and constituted the 
danger. Ever rebel commandant was 
a Nationalist, Premier Smuts de­
clared.

Union Officials Confident Suspension Of 
Work By Miners Will Result In Complete 

Tie Up Of Coal Fields In United States

(Associated Press Despatch.)

OTTAWA, April 1.—-A reduct­
ion of $15,000 in the estimates

Approximately Six Hundred Thousand Coal Miners Quit 
Work Last Night to Enforce New Wage Contracts, 
According to Union Reports from All Bituminous and 
Amthracite Fields—In Canada the Strike Is Expected to 
Be Effective in the Western Provinces—U. S. Govern­
ment Reports Indicate Good Coal Supply on Hand.

Canada’s New High Commissioner 
Arrives in England—Has No 
Definite Programme.

LONDON, April I.—The Canad­
ian Pacific Steamship, Empress of 
Britain, with Hon. P. C. Larkin, 
Canada’s new High Commissioner, 
aboard, arrived in the Mersey yes­
terday amidst the fiercest snow­
storm of a very late English spring.

Mr. Larkin was received by a 
bevy of reporters. With character­
istic easy courtesy, Mr. Larkin de­
precated the idea that he could tell 
them anything very striking.

“So far as my work is concerned,” 
Mr. Larkin said, “I am here very 
much in the capacity of a learner."

While Mr. Larkin had no hesita­
tion in declaring that Canada was, 
perhaps, the most prosperous coun­
try in the world under exiting con­
ditions, not excepting the United 
States. He assorted with equal read­
iness that she had no desire to ac­
cept immigrants indiscriminately, 
and was most unwilling to add to the 
population of the towns and cities.

Mr. Larkin assured the reporters 
that he had come to no definite pro­
gramme regarding trade, or indeed 
any matter pertaining to his new 
office.

At least six hundred thousand 
men—one hundred thousand of 
them non-union miners-—were ex­
pected by the union to be enrolled 
in the wàlk-out, which is planned to 
continue indefinitely in an effort 
to force operators to accept the 
miners’ term for new wage con­
tracts.

For the first time in the history 
of the coal industry, union officials 
said, both bituminous and anth ( 
cite coal fields were tied up simul­
taneously and the union estimate 
was that six thousand of the seven 
thousand five hundred mines in the 
country were closed as a result of 
the walk-out. The only production 
by union workers wa 
Kentucky, where f 
era are under

signed on May 20, and was ordered 
by the Union, pending the negotiat­
ions of a wage contract, to take the 
place of the one which expired yes­
terday.

April 1st is always observed by 
the miners union as a holiday in 
celebration of winning the eight 
hour day in the soft coal fields, and 
therefore the first day of the sus­
pension order could not be fairly 
gauged as to the extent it had been 
obeyed. Operators and officials nf 
the Union alike, however, agreed 
that the tie-up would be one hun­
dred per cent effective.

The daily loss in production due 
to the tie-up is estimated at three 
hundred and three thousand tons of 
hard coal, and the daily loss in vvag- 
es at present rates at eight hun­
dred thousand dollars, affecting 
twenty thousand families.

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PRICES AND DETAILS OF 
SHERBROOKE MARKET

Following closely upon the decline 
vegistered last week, eggs took an­
other tumble on the Lansdowne 
Market yesterday and new laid were 
offered freely at thirty cents a doz­
en. This represents a drop of five 
cents compared to the previous week 
and is the lowest price established 
for some considerable time. In many : 
instances dealers and farmers only 
brought a portion of their supplies ! 
down to the market realizing that 
there would be a heavy surplus.

The butter market has been very 
firm of late but yesterday, a decided 
easing off was noticed, this being 
followed by a drop of five cents a 
pound. Both creamery and choice 
dairy could be purchased at thirty- 
five cents a pound compared to forty! 
the previous week.

Maple syrup and maple sugar 
showed a great improvement over 
the previous week and the supplies 
were pretty good on the whole. The 
prices for maple syrup were fairly 
well maintained and one dollar 
seventy-five was the average price 
asked per gallon. Maple sugar was 
offered in all shapes and forms and 
sold at anything from fifteen to 
twenty cents a pound.

Poultry continue to be scarce and 
sold at forty cents a pound. There 
is little likelihood of any increased 
supplies at this time of the year.

Cheese prices were firm, ranging 
«11 the way from twenty-eight cents 
to forty-five cents a pound. New 
Ontario sold at thirty cents a pound,

Kraft at forty cents and Oka at for­
ty-five cents a pound.

Potatoes were firm at a dollar a 
bushel and supplies are still fairly 
plentiful. Cabbages fetched ten, fif­
teen and twenty cents a head accord­
ing to size. Tomatoes sold at 25c a 
pound, and Boston lettuce at 
twenty and twenty-five cents. Root 
vegetables were unchanged .

Celery sold at 10c to 20c a head, 
same being imported produce and a 
few cauliflower were disposed of at 
forty cents each.

In the fruit market apples were 
still plentiful and sold at from six­
ty cents to a dollar a peck. Grape­
fruit were offered freely and ten 
cents each was an average price. 
Bananas fetched forty-five and fifty 
cents a dozen, a slight decrease over 
the previous week.

Oranges were to be had in all sizes 
and at all prices, running from 
thirty-five cents to sixty-five cents 
a dozen Pineapples sold at thirty to 
fifty cents each.

The provision market showed lit­
tle change and good supplies of beef 
and veal "were offered on the market. 
Pork was unchanged.

DAYLIGHT SAVING.
It is said to be probable that the City Council will 

act on the question of daylight saving on Monday even­
ing, The Council seems to be in a rather difficult posi­
tion with regard to the matter in view of the number of 
.petitions received, pro and con, indicating a considerable 
divergence of opinion among the citizens.

Quebec and Montreal have adopted daylight saving 
to go into effect the first of May,

In England and France the governments have passed 
enactments bringing summer time into effect.

The Record is undertaking to take a telephone vote 
on the subject in the business community of the city, as 
an assistance to the Council.

Names of those for and against will be published in 
issues of today and Monday. If any who have not been 
called by the editorial department will call the Record 
their vote will be gladly recorded.

WHY CITIZENS SHOULD BE INTERESTED.
Citizens are sometimes inclined to regard the state 

of civic finances as a matter of only secondary concern 
to them. They take little interest in the civic administra­
tion. In fact, they do not think of these things except 
when the receipt of their tax bill reminds them that 
there is such a place the city hall, where taxes are 
collected and the proceeds expended.

In some Western communities, not as firmly estab­
lished as those in the East, the residents are up against 
conditions which demonstrate that wastefulness and 
extravagance and bad judgment applied to civic affairs 
may be far reaching and expensive.

The Halifax Herald touching upon this says:
“In the eastern provinces of Canada we never have 

such an experience as a whole town or city being put 
up to auction. We may be slow and we may be unpro­
gressive as compared with our ambitious and aggressive 
brethren of the western provinces; but we manage to 
pay our civic debts, onerous as they may at times be, 
and never allow the sheriff to walk in and sell out an 
entire community.

“In the Province of Saskatchewan several towns 
have defaulted in the payment of their bond interest; 
ïmd in one case, the city of Swift Current, the Union 
Bank sent the sheriff to levy upon the city under a 
judgment which it had obtained, and the Union Bank 
has been followed in that course by the Canadian Bank 
of Commerce, which is also claiming payment of a large 
sum of money.

“In the good days these towns and cities did not hold 
their hands in the matter of discounting the future. 
Money was easy, and municipal administrators borrow­
ed freely and spent with lavish hands. Now the creditors 
are knocking at the doors and there is nothing in the 
treasury wherewith to meet liabilities; and credit is also 
•xhausted.”

STE. ANNE DE BEAUPRE.
The Basilica of Ste. Anne de Beaupre, famous for its 

shrine, which has been the mecca for pilgrims from ali 
parts of America, was totally destroyed by fire this 
week.

Located about twenty miles from the City of Quebec, 
it has been the attraction of thousands of invalids in­
terested in the cures which have been effected and dur­
ing the course of the past three centuries hundreds of 
thousands of worshippers have made annual visits to 
the shrine.

The smouldering ruins of the majestic church are all 
that remain of Canada’s “Lourdes” while the sacristy, 
the monastery and the college are also a mass of debris.

The miraculous statue together with a number of 
priceless art relics were saved from the flames, but un­
fortunately many other treasured works of art fell a 
prey to the crumbling masses of masonry which crashed 
down.

As far back as 1662, marvellous cures were recorded 
and the Basilica has been open for religious services for 
the past forty-six years. In 1875, 27,000 devout worship­
pers visited the shrine and this increased each succes­
sive year until in 1914 , 230,000 persons were received. 
There has been a slight decline since the outbreak of the 
•war but last year the total again reached the 200,000 
mark.

It is understood that the Redemptorist Fathers are 
already considering the erection of a church which will 
surpass, in magnificence, the one which has been de- 
atroyed and no doubt greater consideration will be given 
to the necessary precautions to be entertained against 
ihc possibility of future disasters of this description.

MOTOR TRUCK OWNERS’ ASSOCIATION.
Dissatisfied with the recent legislation enacted by 

the Provincial Government, the motor truck owners of 
the Province are preparing a plan of opposition which 
will be extended during the course of the present year.

Preliminary steps have already been taken for the 
fcrmatlon of an association, and at a meeting to be held 
on April 12th next, officers will be elected and definite 
arrangements made for the basis of a campaign destin­
ed to secure at least certain modifications of the legis­
lation which has just been approved of by the Quebec 
House.

Individuals opposed to the legislation contend that it 
will certainly have the effect of increasing prices for 
many commodities inasmuch as it is only through the 
use of trucks that haulage costs have been substantially 
reduced. This appears to apply particularly to coal.

It is felt that the formation of an association would 
enable its officers to approach the Provincial Govern­
ment with data sufficient to enable the Government to 
realize the necessity of at least restricting the impedi­
ments which have been imposed on the motor truck 
business as a whole.

BISHOP’S COLLEGE
Editor Record.

Sir:—“Old Student” has undoubt­
edly voiced the feeling of many of 
the graduates of Bishop’s College | 
in regard to the reported resignation j 
of Principal Bedford-Jones. It is, I 
indeed, a calamity of the first mag­
nitude, to the University, the East­
ern Townships, the Province, and 
the Diocese of Quebec, and many of 
your readers will, I am satisfied, 
agree that in the interests of the 
Province, the Church and the Uni-

! versity, the cause of Dr. Bedford- 
Jones’ action should be made public. 
If there has been unwarranted in­
terference with Dr. Bedford-Jones 
in regard to “the internal adminis­
tration of the University, its 
friends are surely justified in de­
manding from whence this interfer­
ence has proceeded. If there has 
not, it is due to the University that 
this.stigma shall be removed.

Dr. Bedford-Jones has done a 
great work for the University and 
for education in this Province dur­
ing the two years of his tenure of 
the principalship, and if he has not 
received the support to which he is 
entitled, either from the governing 
body as a whole or any of its mem­
bers, or from any of those associa­
ted with him as members of the 
staff, it is not in the interests of 
education in the Province that this 
should be kept a secret. The future 
of the University, as well as that of 
Dr. Bedford-Jones, is at stake.

“Old Student” suggests the possi­
bility that the causes of Dr. Bed­
ford-Jones’ action may be similar to 
those which caused the resignation 
of Dr. Parrock, and expresses him­
self somewhat caustically in regard 
to the manner in which that resig­
nation was brought about. In regard 
to what took place in the meetings 
of Corporation 1 have nothing to 
say. As one who took some part in 
the petion of the Alumni Associa­
tion at that time, I beg to say that 
there was in my judgment nothing 
either “coarse or unmanly” in the 
course taken by the Association. I 
am convinced that our action was 
well grounded and that it has proved 
to be for the good of the University. 
“Ungracious and ungentlemanly 
high-handedness” is a strong ex­
pression and should not be lightly 
used of unnamed persons by an 
anonymous writer. Most of your 
readers, I am convinced, however, 
will heartily endorse “Old Stu­
dent’s” wish that, if possible, Dr. 
Bedford-Jones’ services may still be 
retained by the University rvhich he 
has served so well and with such 
promise of increasing usefulness to 
the cause of Higher Education in 
the Province.

INCREASE IN 
PRODUCTION 

OF PIG IRON
Improvement in Demand for Iron 

and Steel Observed During thf 
Month of February.
(Asiociated Pres.i Despatch.)

OTTAWA, April 1. — A slight 
increase in the production of pig 
iron in Canada was noticed during 
February as compared with the pro­
duct during the proceeding month. 
A total of 33,572 long tons was 
made comprising 25,400 tons basic 
iron and 8,172 tons of foundry iron. 
Of the basic iron produced all but 
61 tons was made for the further 
use of the firms reporting, but most 
of the foundry iron was made for 
sale only 31 tons being retained for 
the use of the producing firms. In 
January a total of 9,047 tons of 
foundry iron was made for sale so 
that there wa‘S a slight decline in 
the production of this commodity 
during the month under review.

During the month a continued, 
though slight, improvement in the 
demand for iron and steel was ob­
served.

part stucco and part frame, the own­
er has a splendid soope for color 
and if the roof, siding and trim­
mings ane Stained or painted har­
monizing colors, this little bungalow 
would be one of the most attractive 
désigné built.

Some interesting classified infor- j 
mation regarding the present day 
position of the big commercial ; 
building in the real estate world, as - 
well as a demonstration of the ad-1 
vantages of financing such build­
ings by bond issues as compared j 
with the older method of compara-! 
tiveiy short term mortgages, was; 
given by Hew R. Wood at the Pub-i 
licity Association luncheon.

There are two recognised ways’ 
in which the expert specializing in a 
particualr subject renders signai 
service to that part of the commun­
ity to whom his subject appeals. The 
one is to introduce something en­
tirely new into the methods then in 
vogue, demonstrating the possibility 
of a somewhat revolutionary for-1 
ward move. The other is to assem- i 
ble the facts available on the sub-j 
ject, presenting them in such classi­
fied, organized way that the ordin-! 
ary unscientific hearer or reader 
may grasp their significance and ! 
draw the proper deductions from, 
them.

Both of these were done by Mr j 
Wood in his lecture. Before pre-j 
renting his bond .system of financ­
ing commercial buildings, he gave a 
concise resume of the position occu­
pied by the commercial building in 
Montreal real estate.

Adverti.ement Building*.
In past years, he pointed out, the 

1 financing of office buildings had 
I not been a matter of vital import- 
lancet© Montreal,because such build­
ings were not erected as a cornmerc- 

' ial proposition in the first place. 
While a profitable return was al­
ways* welcome and gene)ally looked

veriisements. In witness of this, he j 
evidenced the big office buildings | 
on St. James street erected by- 
banks and insurance companies, the ! 
first object of which was to bring 
prominently' to the notice of the | 
public the presence of these institu- : 
tions in their midst, ready to give i 
them .service. The revenue made by j 
renting office space in these build­
ings served as a means of rendering 
the advertisement less costly, rather 
than being the actual aim and ob­
ject of the building.

Credit, the speaker pointed out, 
entered into building matters the 
same as in any other business, and 
on the whole better business could 
be done on a system of long credits 
than on a short credit system. Busi­
ness could only be done inasmuch as 
credits were fairly liberally extend­
ed.

The credit in building was mainly 
represented by mortgages, which us­
ually ran about 3, 6 or more years. 
One of the first questions a buyer 
would ask when considering any 
proposition connected with the sale 
of a building was, “What is the 
mortgage on the property, and 
when is it due ?” There was always 
the fear that a mortgage mieht fall 
due for repayment at an early date, 
when It would be difficult either to 
pay it off or re-finance it.

If the three or five-year mort­
gage could be turned into a loan of 
longer term, a building would then 
have a chance to “earn its own 
way,” paying off its debt out of 
revenue. That of course was not 
possible with church, club and in­
stitutional buildings, which could 
not be financed on a commercial 
basis, but it was very applicable to 
office and apartment-house build- j 
ings.

Office buildings had been erected 
in the past mainly as a means of ad- j 
vertising, but with the development 
of the eity and the steady increase ; 
in its commercial activities, the time 1 
wan at hand when their construe- ;

had succeeded in filling up from 90 
to 100 per cent, there need be no 
fear for its future, unie.» extreme 
bad management entered into the 
question. It had by then found its 
niche in the service of the commun­
ity, and its future was fairly safe 
as far as future occupation and 
revenue were concerned.
There wash little to fear from 

falling rents in Montreal offices, the ! 
speaker maintained. The tendency 
on the part of many firms at pres­
ent was to move uptown, because 
rents were aomev/hat lower there 
than in the downtown area, but 
that would only be the case until 
the uptown area became as full as 
the downtown district was, and in 
ten years’ time an all round level­
ling up would probably have 
brought both districts to a uniform 
standard.

There might be a levelling down 
of rents in some places where ex­
cessive charges had been made in 
recent years, but no general decline 
was to be feared.

Financing by Bond*.

i dependent business proposition 
I rather than as an advertisement for I

j ount or mortgage that could be ob­

tained on such a building, it was 
; necessary to issue preferred stock | 
to an extent considerably in excess

PUTNEY, England, April 1. — 

Cambridge won the annual boat race 
with Oxford today over the Putney- 
to-Mortlake course on the Thames.

The eight oared crews of Oxford 
and Cambridge Universities, met to­
day over the four and a quarter mile 
course on the Thames River, between 
Putney Bridge and Montlake, in their 
annual regatta. Both eights were 
described by experts as above the 
average, but Oxford crew was much 
lighter.

Today’s meet was the 73rd contest 
between the Universities since 1829, 
nearly a century ago, when the same 
historic course was lashed by the 
sixteen oars of the Dark Blue and 
Light Blue.

The race, as an annual event, was 
definitely established in 1856.

Prior to todays meeting Oxford 
had finished first thirty nine times 
and Cambridge thirty-two, the 1877 
contest, the most strenuously con­
tested in the history of the classic 
—being a tie This margin of sever, 
victories in the past did not, how­
ever, add to Oxford’s chances this 
year. Cambridge, moreover, has! 
won ter. of the seventeen contests 
since 1900.

As the two sets of oarsmen placed ; 
their shells in the current today i 
the Cambridge eight outweighed the 
Dark Blue about eleven pounds to 
the man. Except for the stroke and 
coxswain each position in the Ox­
ford boat was filled by a lighter oar. 
Four of the Oxfordians were under 
168 pounds and only one of them 
tipped the beam above 180 pounds.

training of the Oxford crew.

The paper adds that it was irony 
of fate that Vladimir Naboukoff, 
who was entirely out of sympathy 
with the Cadets, was killed instead j 
of Milukoff. It predicts this is only 
the beginning of a series of assass­
inations by the “Monarchist black 
hundred," who together with Ger­
man Monarchists, “are safely living 
in Berlin, dreaming of the restora­

A STATEMENT 
IN REGARD TO 

GILLEN AWARD'

Members of the Jewish community 
were largely interested in the case 
of William Epstein vs Joseph Green, 
which came up for hearing before 
his Lordship Justice Globensky.

The defendant, Jos. Green, was 
charged with alienating the affec­
tions of the plaintiff’s wife, nee Eva 
Webber.

The plaintiff, in his declaration, 
stated that he married Dame Eva 
Webber in Hamilton on March B+h, 
1611. and that the issue of this mar­
riage was two children, both- boys, 
nine and five years respectively.

About June 1st, 1920 he moved to 
Sherbrooke, together with his family 
and settled down to peaceful home 
life. The wife of defendant, referred 
to as a wealthy man doing business 
in the City of Sherbrooke, died about 
July 1st, 1920 and the plaintiff held 
that he and his family were request­
ed by defendant, to move into his 
house for the purpose of taking care 
of his sousehold and children.

The plaintiff held that shortly af­
ter moving into the defendant’s 
nouse. the latter out of malice to 

i plaintiff, began to make love to his 
wife and instill a feeling of hatred 
tor the purpose of inducing her to 
separate from her husband. He fur­
ther maintained that the defendant’s 
acts had succeeded in alienating the 
affection of his wife so that he was 
ejected from the house and had not 
been permitted to enter same or to 
have any communication with his 
wife or children.

The plaintiff also held that the de- 
; fendant had threatened to kill plain­
tiff in the event of his returning to 
his wife and that he had been told 
that unless he divorced his wife he 
would be prosecuted and his life 
would be in danger. He stated that 
his wife was still living in the de­
fendant’s house and that she had 
been living there for several months. 
He also observed that he had been 
obliged to give up his family life, his 
home and children, and had been 
compelled to go to Montreal, wheie 
he was now residing at No. 1159 
Clarke Street and where he had also 
secured employment as a tailor with 
a concern on St. Lawrence Boulev­
ard. He accordingly claimed $5,000 
damages.

The defendant denied most of the ! 
charges instituted and claimed tha‘ j 
the plaintiff and his wife had had | 
several previous disagreements and 
that his wrfe had once taken out an ; 
action of separation against her hus­
band. The defendant claimed that 
the plaintiff had left his family and 
gone to Montreal without making ! 
any provision for them, 

i His Lordship Justice Globensky ' 
! dismissed the case with costs.
