radar speed check sef
A new phase in the development of the City’s efforts

to control imprudent driving and make the streets safer
for pedestrian -and motorist alike was embarked on by

Council, Monday night, when it was decided to purchase

a complete radar traffic control unit.

The equipment will be similar ¥————
to that which has been in opera-

tion in Toronto since 1956 and an

officer from Westmount Police

Department has just returned
from making a complete study of

the methods used in the radar

gection of the Toronto Metropoli-
tan Police Department.

His report reveals that Toronto

now has 16 radar speed checking

sets in operation, 13 hours a day,
7 days a week, and although a
declining accident rate there

since 1956 cannot be entirely at-

tributed to the use of radar, it

is believed the equipment has
helped ease the number of acci-

dents.
The equipment can be operated

from a motor vehicle or by one
man on foot and is mobile enough

to he set up in practically any

location on the City streets.

As was the practice in Toron-

to, warning will be given to the

public before operation begins.
Explanations can also be given

to offenders at the time a speed-
ing ticket is issued and they can
be shown the recorded evidence

of their infraction.

How do you remember?
REMEMBRANCE takes many forms.

It depends upon who remembers.

Some even would prefer to forget.

Tuesday Canada, as it has for 40 years, will

pause in its ever lengthening strides to mark that

Armistice Day of Nov. 11, 1918, which ended the

First World War — an armistice all too short-

lived, which led on to a second global conflict, to

Korea, to lesser crises of arms, to the uncertainties

of cold war and the atomic age.

We now call Nov. 11 Remembrance Day. It

will endure as such. It embraces so many more un-

happy memories garnered since 1914-18.

To the grizzled veterans of that First debacle,

their ranks now thinning ever faster with the march-

ing years, Tuesday's remembrance probably is most

significant. These men knew war in its filthiest,
most miserable form of modern times. They can:

never forget.

Those widowed by Korea, on the other hand,
will have the most vivid memories. Life goes on |
for them with all too fresh recollections of loved
ones lost in our nations first real armed encounter
with communism, which may not be our last.

And there are the parents and the children of
that generation which went into the battles on land,

sea and air from 1939 to 1945 whose memories are
far from dulled by the nearly two decades which
have passed since the start of the Second World
War. Those parents must ponder what those sons,
-who now would have been in the prime of life, would
be today. Those children, born into the world of
Hitler, Mussolini and Tojo but too young to know
it, are youths and young adults now who can appre-
ciate that the fathers taken from them then sacri-
ficed not only their own lives but an essential and
Joyful part of their growing children’s very existence,
An aching void is the remembrance here,

In this city and this country remembrance will
take many forms. For some, it even will be a shrug-
ged “So what!”

We may be on the threshold of some new and
terrible form of war for which there will be no re-
membrance,

It may serve us well to remember, this Remem-
brance Day, war’s sorrows as deeply as we can.

Cycle is safe
for one rider

MANY years ago some

bright mind came up
with the idea that two
wheels, joined tandem

style by a connecting
bar, would make a good
vehicle. The first to use it
jabbed the ground with
his feet, in the same
fashion as is employed to
propel a baby’s walker.

Soon another bright
mind conceived the plan
to connect a pedal-moti-
vated small wheel turned
by footwork which would
cause the hind wheel to
roll. The front wheel be-
came governed by a
handle-bar.

Then came more addi-
tions — basket, bell
lamp, reflectors, fox-
tails, ribbons, rearview

mirrors. The contraption
was originally designed
for one rider. It was a
comparatively safe means

of locomotion,

However, when a pas-

senger was added, the

driver found himself most

frequently in for trouble,
and in some areas was

breaking the law. Chil-
dren are killed and

crippled every year, rid-
inr two to a bicycle-built-
for-one.

Riding no hands really
isn't clever — it's crimi-
nally dangerous. Hang-
ing on to a truck while
riding a bike is another
form of suicide. So is rid-
ja two and three abreast
in traffic. Even when not
in motion the bicycle can
be dangerous. If the
voung rider lets it fall
across the sidewalk when
he delivers parcels,
peonle may fall overit.
People havebeen

struck by bicycles and
killed.

If parents, teachers,
employers of bicycling
voungsters will emphasize
the dangerous possibili-
ties of careless riding and
narking of the machine,
the bike may yet be pre-
“erved as a safe one-
“erson vehicle.

(There is

no doubt whatever about the

major's zeal and earnestness

for his formidable task)

Major Calleja envisages a

civil defence army of 150,000
volunteers in the city. The

training of leaders probably

will begin soon and includes

a first-aid course and a

course at Arnprior in any of

the following classifications:

Major Calleja was born in

Malta in 1923 and matricu-

lated from St. Edward's

School there. At the age of

16 he graduated from Sand-
hurst in England as a second

lieutenant and returned to

Malta to join up just before

the outhreak of war. Then

the long siege of Malta began

Major Calleja returned to

England for glider pilot and

paratroop courses and then

found himself a lieutenant in

the Western desert in North

Africa fighting with The

Eighth Army.

He wag hospitalized with a

wound in his leg for three

months and was then shipped

to East Africa as a captain

with the King's African
Rifles. He participated in the

Sicily landings and later went

to the Far East with the 11th

East African division.

In 1944 he was sent to

the Pacific Theatre as 2

liaison officer with the

Americans. When the war

ended he was shipped back

to England and then to

Germany where he served

with the occupation forces

in Berlin. He resigned from

the Armyin 1950 and went

home to Malta to serve a

year with the police.

Thereis an ancient and painfully true saying “Man
is born unto trouble, as the sparks fly upward.” It is
a fact against which man has been fighting ever since
he became man: it is also a fact which has conditioned
his growth form savagery to civilization; and also his
development from fetishism to Christianity. It may even
be said that trouble in some form of ‘hardship has been
the cause of all the development that has taken place

ytin the world,
The children of Israel left the

flesh pots of Egypt and faced
the rigoi's of the desert, ana
thereby passed from slavery to
freedom. The Remnant of Ju.
dah went into captivity in Baby-
lon and achieved the highest
form of religion known at that
time. In the times of their com-
parative prosperity there had
been a steady deterioration. In
the Second Century B.C. the
Jews could have found a fairly
easy peace, but they preferred
the wilderness under the Macah-
bees and maintained their reli-
gion. Jesus of Nazareth carried

i his resistance to the convention-
al religion of His day to the
Cross and achieved freedom for
His people. This is not confined
to the Biblical tradition. There
is a great deal expressed in a
saying of the great Greek tra-
gedian. Aeschylus. He expresses
it in two words which we trans-
late: “Learning comes from
suffering.”
This is all contrary to our modern way of thinking. which

places security before every-
| thing else: financial and physi
| cal security. It is also contrary
to the attitude of many sincere

| Christians whose response ta
| suffering has been: “I do not
know what I have done to de-
serve this.” Our Lord tried to
correct that attitude 19 cen-
turies ago.

There are several things then
to say about suffering: The first

| is that it is a part of human
ilife as we know that life. Not
one of us can escape. If nothing
else, there is the tragedy of our
own dissolution. And yet the
suffering is not all tragedy. If
we will allow ourselves we are
trained and developed by suf-
fering. If life was always easy
and comfortable we should grow
slack in body and soul. Life
was not intended to be easy.

- In the second place it is not

only the sufferer who is de-
veloped. It is also the onlooker
who suffers with his friend —
or, he may even be a stranger,
But I sympathize with him; that
is, I suffer with him. Sympathy
is one of the most desirable

Moral: Read and be sure you

understand the clauses in every

insurance policy you take out.”

Further moral: Don’t leave

your car. unlocked and, unat-

tended, in the street.

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Bishop's Messengers are active
church workersin far west areas

By LESLIE BELL

“ARE you still alive?”

Blinding snow and a forty-mile per hour wind ripped

the words from the lips of a Bishop's Messenger to her

colleague in the rear seat of a dog-sled battling its way

across frozen Herb Lake in Northern Manitoba.
“Unfortunately — yes!" shout-

ed the second Messenger trying

to laugh.

Who are the Bishop's Mes-

sengers and what do they do?

They are a band of women

who, for more than thirty years

have been used in the Diocese

of Brandon to maintain the

everyday life, work and fellow-

ship of the Church, in scattered

communities with no resident
clergy. Licensed by the Bishop

to hold Sunday services, to bap-
tize (in emergency only), to

prepare people for Confirmation,

the Bishop's Messengers teach,

nurse, visit and minister to the

variegated needs of sparsely

populated areas in this oddly

shaped Diocese (rather like an

artificial leg hung up for the
night) which stretches from the

United States border almost to

the 60th parallel with Brandon

as the ankle and Swan River —
chosen as the center of the

work, where St. Faith's is the

Mother House — part way up

the shin.

Mobility is the watch-word of

the Bishop's Messengers — they

go wherever they are needed.

Sometimes they remain for

years; sometimes, after meeting

the immediate need, they hand

over their work to others.

As the movement towards the

north grew, the Messengers de-

cided in consultation with the

Bishop, that St. Faith's house

should be moved ‘from Swan

River to the Pas. This was ac-

complished last month. The new-

ly elected Serior Messenger

(this office falls vacant every

three years) is already going

important work at the Govern-

ment School in the Pas and.an-

other Messenger is teaching in

a Government School in Dau-

phin, Man, The Messengers have

charge of the Sunday School by

post in the Diocese and in sum-

mer one or more of them go out

on the Sunday School van.
