FIN AND FEATHER IN CANADA.

To the Editor of the Morning Chronicle.
(! The shooting in Brcadalbanc and Athole- 

are it-ased at the following rents :—Blair, 
Athole, 0,485; Forlingall, £1,934; Logic- 
rait, A'074; Moulin, £670; Little Dunkeld,

shootings of Au hlyne ami Sine, for which ho 
paid £750, and lias taken the Moors of Grand- 
tuliy, where he will shoot this season ?”—(Late 
English Papers.)

In collecting together some facts illustrative 
of the finned and feathered game of Canada, 
I thought I could not do better than preface 
my remarks with reliable data and figures, ex­
hibiting what the killing of a few deer, hares, 
grouse nnd pheasants, annually cost the sport­
ing gentry of Old England ; indeed, I know of 
a recent instance, in whicli three rich young 
sportsmen of the “laud o’ cakes," purchased 
for £600 the right to shoot on some of the 
moors of Scotland, and actually brought home 
two brace of grouse, each ; expensive sport, was 
it not? What hecatombs of deer, what pyra­
mids of wild turkey, quail, ducks, grouse, I 
would now ask the rental of a Scotch shooting 
range, such, for instance, as Blair-Athole^viz : 
£3,495,) would procure to a score of Cana­
dian Nimrods? Why, to use a metaphor, which 
some may consider as savouring in character 
of Federal war telegrams, a ship a trifle smaller 
than the Great Eastern could be freighted 
with the proceeds of such a gigantic fmHui f

heights, is pretty well destroyed at present for 
game purposes. Woodcock are still numerous 
at Cotes Bonhomme; near Cbarlesbourg, at 
La Baie du Febvre, Les Salines, and in fifty 
other places. W'iid pigeon shooting, especially 
in Western Canada, yields an abundant harvest. 
The passenger pigeon yet resorts to the Niagara 
district in ttich quantities that Audubon’s 
famed description of the flights of wild pigeons 
in Kentucky ceases to appear overdrawn. 
Until 1854, there existed in tbe woods back of 
Chateauguay, at a place called the Five Points, 
a pigeon roost ; tbe devastations caused by this 
countless host in the wheat fields became very 
great, bnt in presence of the incessant attacks 
of man, a general pigeon stampede took place 
—the roost is now deserted.

Grouse shooting, which in Canada commen­
ces oa the 20th August,affords nlso^ome amuse­
ment. A great falling off is certainly now observ­
able in the numbers of birds, inconsequence of 
tbe wanton slaying of the old ones in the breed­
ing season ; but drive into tiie interior some 40 
miles, at the time when the maple tree is as­
suming tints of unsurpassing loveliness, and 
then let us hear from you.

I remember one balmy September morning, 
beating for partridge (as it is called) the wood­
ed slopes of the Chateau Etcher, just at the hour 
when the rising sun poured forth floods of 
golden light ; never before had I seen our hard­
wood trees more gorgeously decked. The 
bright red, deep green, and the orange-colored 
leaves sparkling with due and bathed in the 
morning sunshine, recalled to my mind Tasso's 
description of Armida's enchanted forest. I

on record tne treasures of wholesome food 1 
which a kind Providence has hidden in the 
streams, in the rivers, in the forests of this 
magnificent country, for the benefit, for the 
daily use of the million as well ns of the 
millionnaire. Few some through interested 
motives have suppressed the fact—few have 
published to the world, that Canada, withoul 
the ttriment game laws of England, without 
scarcely any expense, but by the mere consent 
of the people aud the fostering care of the go­
vernment, can be made what it was formerly, 
one of the most favored localities on earth for ■ 
game - a veritable Onnann—a laud of promise— 
“ of milk and honey” for all those who rejoice in 
the manly, in tho exhilarating pleasures of tho 
chase. ’Tis true that for two centuries back 
the people have struggled hard to extirpate 
its fish and game, and that, had the voice of 
the sportsmen not been heard in time, every 
estuary in the Province would have been de­
populated ; the forests, the sea shores, tbe 
whole country instead of harboring quantities 
of luscious game, myriads of insect devouring 
birds, would soon have become a kind of 
howling wilderness. Much harm has been 
done; but the curing of the evil is fortunately 
still within our reach. Intending to notice 
elsewhere the glorious results which have 
crowned the protective policy of successive 
administrations towards fish and game, I 
shall now confine myself to mentioning, suc- I 
cintely, the chief hunting-grounds in the Pro­
vince.

Old writers, one and all, have spoken with 
astonishment, nay, with rapture, of the abund­
ance and varities of sea fowl and birds fre­
quenting the shores of the St. Lawrence, and 
have repeatedly told us how thousands of the 
aboriginal races have subsisted on the produce 
of the chase, exclusively, fercenturies, through 
the boundless forests of Canada.

The Jesuits, general y accurate in their state­
ments in describing, in 1G32, the Bird Rocks, at 
the entrance of the Gulf, say that a boat might 
be easily loaded with the eggs of the sea fowl, 
who build on these desolate islands, and that so 
numerous are the birds, that human beings ! 
ascending these rocks are in danger of being 
prostrated to the ground by the flapping of the 
wings of these feathered denizens. Although 
eggs-stealers (a bad sett, by the by, whose opera­
tions Audubon graphically describes) have con­
siderably thinned their numbers, Dr. Hy. Bry- 
aut, who, iu 1860, made au ornithological survey 
of these Islands for the Smithsonian Institu­
tion, found them still tenanted by large num­
bers of gannets, puffins guillemots, auks and 
kitliwukes. In the fall of the year, tbe shores 
of the St. Lawrence are literally swarming 
with ducks, leal and other sea fowl. I have 
myself counted thousands busy gobliug up the 
shell-fish, barnacles and sea weed which cling 
to the shelving rocks round Plateau and Bona- 
venture Islands, at Gaspé. I have watched 
the gamier, the herring-gull, the cormorant, 
hovering in clouds over Perce Rock, on whose 
verdant summit they found a secure asylum 
against the great destroyer, man! I have 
heard their discordant voices above the roar of 
the surf, miles away. I have seen their young 
shot by hundreds in the month of August.

It is notan uncommon thing in the fall of 
the year for the Gaspé fishermen to kill as 
innny ns twenty ducks at one shot, in the air 
holes, amongst the ice, where the birds crowd­
ed down by hundreds to feed. Where is the Ca­
nadian sportsman who would not give tho 
world for •« week on the Mille Vache shoals in 
September ? Where is the fowler who has not 
beard of the sport Jnpiter River, on Anticodi, 
affords, over and above the chance of putting 
an occasional bullet througn a bear, attracted 
to the sea shore for his morning meal of kelp 
and seaweed, in the absence of green oats and 
young mutton, his favorite provender. It 
would be unfair, however, to lead sportsmen 
to believe that one lias to go all the way to 
Anticosti to get a crack at “ Bruin,” when 
snipe-shooters occasionally bag bears on the 
beaches close to Quebec. One recent occur- 
renee : a sporting member of the Quebec Bar, 
whom the summer vacation had seduced away 
from the Pandects and Blackstone, to the 
swampy Chateau Richer flats, was busy 
bagging, as usual, a few dozen of snipe before 
breakfast : on firing his first shot, a rustling 
was heard in some tall rushes, and out stepped 
leisurely a—snipe? no a bear. Sympathy for 
ft fellow-sportsman ought to iiavc saved Brain’s 
life. Not so; ids presence on the swamp was 
construed by the disciple of St. Hubert into a 
clear case of trespass. Nothing could be more 
inconvenant, one will admit, than for a bear 
to take possession of the feeding grounds of 
teal and snipe. Qu'allait il faire dans cettt 
galere ? A heavy charge at close quarters and 
Bruin’s spirit was wafted to where all good 
good hears go.

What clouds of sand-pipers, curlews and plo­
ver, September brings forth from their breed­
ing places, the barren wilds of Labrador, the 
secluded lakes and islands of the north, up to 
the frozen ocean ? Look, friend, look at that 
dense vapor which hovers over that long sandy 
bar, La lint hire aux Alouettes on the North 
Shore of the Saint Lawrence ; from afar, you 
might take it for a squall oChai! or rain ; wait 
a minute until the sun’s rays lights up tbe pic­
ture. Now, see the snowy breast of myriads 
of chubby little northern strangers, the ring 
plovers ; look out for them us they settle by 
thousands on the sand ; now is your time. En­
filade their serried ranks, tire low ; bang ! one 
shot suffices, you have one hundred victims; to 
fire again would only cause unnecessary car­
nage. You can either continue to beat the 
shore or cross over with me to Seal Rocks, in 
the Traverse, a delightful small game preserve, 
so bountifully stocked with ducks, teal aud 
plover, that a club of chasseurs of St. Jean 
Port Joiy, have leased it from Government 
a rare thing in Canada, when the natives pay 
for the privileges to shoot, game is so plenti 
ful every where. Here we are now at Crane 
Island; Quantum mutata ab ilia! Where is 
the time when a Crane Island rAriMewr thought 
he had had a poor season, if he had bagged le-s 
than one hundred Outardes ^Canada geese) to­
gether with a few dozen snow-geese ; wild in 
the extreme, yen, as hard to bag as Southern 
Generals, are those noisy swamp feeders, who 
spend the summer months, winging every al­
ternate day their triangular flight from the fet. 
Joachim beaches, to the Crane Island flats, 
where they congregate at low water mark, 
some 3,000 feeding beyond a riffe’s range. I 
know of a hunting ground not one hundred 
miles from Quebec, in which the protection of 
game has been strikingly illustrated : none 
but the proprietors have access to this preserve; 
in which Outardes and ducks assemble in aston­
ishing multitudes. Recently two men shot 
there fifty wild geese in two days. The place 
is a source of revenue to its owners, and those 
birds which are not sent to market are salted 
and preserved for the farm servant’s daily use.

It would be impossible for me, in this short 
sketch, to name all Ihc localities where game is 
to be had in Canada. Tb-* two shores of the 
St. Lawrence, from Gaspé to the Upper Lakes, 
niul the greater number of tbe tributaries of the 
great river, especially in the Ottawa district^ 
such are onr chief shooting grounds—some 
seven or eight hundred leagues—pleuty of el­
bow-room, as you may see. The Chateau Ri­
cher swamp, in spite of the indiscriminate 
slaughter of birds, still furnishes some 3,060 
or 4,000 snipe per season. The Bijou, formerly

the grouse, flushed from its cover by ray dog.
Grouse is not the only game which a Cana­

dian sportsman meets in the wooda during a 
September ramble; perhaps you may be lucky 
enough to have a shot at the king of birds, the 
golden eagle, or bis pilfering compeer, the bald 
eagle, soaring high above yoar bead amongst 
the craggs. Do not be alarmed, if in crossing 
a mountain gorge, the hoarse croak of the 
raven should catch your ear. And, if perchance 
camped for tbe night on tbe mountain slope in 
a deserted sugar-lmt, you should hear the hor­
rible booting of the Virginian owl, fear nothing ; 
it is not the evil one : wait until the nocturnal 
marauder lights on the large tree next .0 your 
resting place, and, by the light of the moon, 
your faithful MAnton will soon add to yonr 
museum, if yon have such a f-ney, one of 
the noblest and finest birds of the Canadian 
Fauna.

If there should be any of the Jules Gerard 
or the Mayne Reid in yonr composition, and 
that yon should have a hankering for larger 
game, just go and ask that peasant in tbe mar­
ket place the particulars of the raid whieh bears 
have recently made in his oat-field, after deci­
mating bis flock. Go in quest of the sheep- 
slayer; your guide will take you where Bruin 
and her cobs hold their nightly revels. Take 
care not to miss your intended victim^ if you 
do, and wound her, she won’t miss yon !

When you are tired of shooting bears, Can­
ada geese, ducks, snipe, woodcock, pigeon and 
grouse, take the train for the Western prairies, 
and three or four days will bring you to where 
countless herds of buffalo browse 5 you can 
occasionally vary your sport by looking after 
wild turkeys and prairie liens, reserving deer 
and caribo hunting for the winter season. But, 
before we part, let me give you a solemn piece 
of advice. By tbe mighty shades of Hawker 
—by the ramrod of the great Saint Hubert, 
I adjure you not to waste powder and «bot in 
the neighborhood of large cities. Sunday 
loiterers and pot-hunters have mostly extir­
pated the game in such localities. Go to 
Sorel, Deschambault, Mille Vaches, Lancaster 
for ducks ; to Chateau Richer, Grondines, La 
Baie du Febvre for anipe If you wish for sport 
in earnest go west to the 8t. Clair Flats*, where 
you will find swans, geese, ducks, teal, snipe, 
even eagles'; in fact, all the game of Ca­
nada combined- Rely for success on good 
dogs, a good guide, a sure aim, and then 1 can 
vouch for a plethoric game bag in return.

DARING ASCENT IN A BALOON.

(From the Loudon Tunes. Sept- l<Hh.)
j We take the following from M. Glaisber's 
detailed narrative of his recent perilous as­
cent :

j On tbe earth at lb. 3m. the temperature of 
the air was 5ft degrees; at lb. 13m., at the 

I height of a mile, it was 39 degrees ; ard shortly 
I afterwards we entered a cloud, which was 
about 1,100 fret in thickness, in which the 
temperature ot the air fell to 36j degrees, and 
tbe wet bulb thermometer read the same, show­
ing the air here was saturated with moist .re.
On emerging from the cloud at lb. 17m.« we 
came into a flood of light, with a beautiful 
blue sky without a cloud above us, and a mag­
nificent sea of cloud below, ils surface being 
varied with endless bill*, hillocks, mountain 
chains, and many snow white masses rising 
from it. I here tried to take a view with tbe 
camera, but we were risiqg too rapidly and re­
volving too rapidly for me to do so ; the flood 
of light, however, was so great that all I 
should have needed would have been a momen­
tary exposure, as Dr. Hill Norris had kindly 
furnished me with extremely sensitive dry 
plates for the purpose.

When we attained the height bf two miles, 
at lb. 21m., the temperature had fallen to the 
freeziRg point ; wc were three miles highat Ih.
2$m., with a temperature of 18 degrees ; at lb.
39m. we had reached fonr mites and the tem­
perature was 8 degrees ; in ten minutes more 
we had reached the fifth mile, and the tempera­
ture of the air had {tassed below eero, and there 
r.ad minus 2 degrees; and at this point no 
dew was observed on Regnault's hygrometer 
when cooled down to minus 30 degrees. Up-to i 
this lime 1 had taken the observations with 
comfort. I had experienced no difficulty in 
breathing, while Mr. Coxwell, in consequence 
of tbe necessary exertion Ue bad to make, bad j 
breathed.with difficulty for some time. At lb.
51m. the barometer read il 05 inches, but 
which requires a subtractive correction of 0-25 
inch, as fouud by comparison witb Lord Wrot- 
tesley’s standard barometer just before starting, 
both by bis Lordship and myself, which would 
reduce it to 10'8 inches, or at a height of about 
5)miles. I read the dry bulb as minus live 
degrees ; in endeavoring to read the wet bulb 
I could not see tbe column of mercury. I rub-, 
bed my eyes, then took a lens, and aiso failed.1 
I then tried to read the other instruments, and 
found I could not do so, nor could I see tbe
hands of the watch. I asked Mr. Coxwell to ______ __

Singular History or a Dsscsndant of 
Lord Byron.—A youthful member of an aris 
tociatic house, whose beginning and end are 
alike fraught witb interest, has just paid the 
debt of nature. Wc allude to Byron Noel 
Viscount Gckbam, whose death took place on 
Monday, the 1st instant, at Wimbledon-hiU 
by the rupture of a blood vessel, at the early 
age of 26 years. This young nobleman was 
tbe elder of the two sons of the Right Hon 
William, eighth Lord King, who was raised to 
the earldom of Lovelace at Her Majesty’s coro­
nation in 1838, and is Lord-Lieutenant and 
Custos Rotulorum of the county of Surrey 
His mother was Ada, late Countess of Lovelace, 
a lady of hereditary interest far beyu* J the 
narrow pale of the peerage roll, as the only 
child of the poet Byron, the very Ada whom 
Lord Byron so feelingly apostrophises in one of 
the most passionate of his poems. His grand 
mother was the amiable and ill-starred wife of 
the proud and haughty poet lord. The heiress 
of the Noels was not happy in her union with 
George Gordon, Lord Byron, as all the world 
is aware : and, perhaps tbe world at large, 
far beyond tbe borders of Surrey, knows that 
the inheritance to which the Lovelaces suc­
ceeded has been less happy than most, in re­
spect of domestic concord. At all events

dollars ; and for American, sixteen thouaandt 
making a gross total of seventy thousand 
dollars. Perhaps it is not contemplated to 
abolish the postage upon American newspapers ; 
and in that case the sixteen thousand dollars 
would still remain to the credit of the depart­
ment. With regard to revenue derived from 
newspaper postage, we are unable to under­
stand the position assumed by some of our 
Western contemporaries. The Hamilton 
Spectator, reporting the interview of the Press 
Association with the Postmaster-General, 
says :—“ The deputation met the Hon- 
Mr. Foley at the Rossin House on 
“ Thursday morning, and after a short con. 
u versation with him received a satisfactory 
“ answer, to the effect that he was decidedly 

in favor of the abolition of the impost, and 
11 that he would recommend the Government 
u to repeal the law. In order to do this with- 
{i out diminishing the revenue, the postage on 
14 Provincial newspapers being only a few 
44 thousand dollars ayear, Mr. Foley informed 
44 the deputMior. he had made a redaction in 
44 the number of newspapers to be sent to the 
44 Government departments with the view of 
44 carrying out the abolition of newspaper 
44 postage, as the amount to be saved in this 
44 way would equal the sum derived from post- 
<c age on newspapers.” Now, fifty-four thoua- 
and dollars does not strike us as 44 a few,” and 
we think it quite possible that Mr. Foley might 
not at the moment be aware of the amount 
produced from this source. But, large or 
small, is this impost one that ought to be con 
tioued ? We think not.

It has long been a moot question whether the 
transmission of the correspondence of a com­
mercial country ought to be made a source of 
revenue beyond the aelf-sustainiug point In 
the long and varied discussion upon the pro­
ject of Rowland Hill for the reduction of 
postage in England, this principle was warmly 
debated both in Parliament and by the Press 
and it was due in a measure to a partial ad­
mission of the soundness of this position that 
the compromise of the four-penny charge was 
adopted. This fourpence wm sufficient to 
prove Mr. Hill's theory correct, and the 
progress continued till it culminated in the 
existing penny postage. Nothing could be 
more conclusive. The experiment had proved 
all that had been claimed for the system of a 
minimum charge—namely, that a low postage 
induced correspondence, and made evasion not 
worthy the risk of detection. In Canada we 
have cheap postage, but it does not follow 
that it is the cheapest possible. It cannot, 
however, be denied that, for a country so 
sparsely settled, our facilities of correspond­
ence are most praiseworthy, and reflects great 
credit upon the department through which the 
postal arrangements of the Province are con­
summated. The general charge of five cents 
forms no ground for complaint ; but the addi 
tion of two cents, to be paid by the reeeiver, 
when the letter is not prepaid, must cause a 
great number of dead letters, besides givin 
rise to a great amount of dissatisfaction to the 
recipient, who is unjustly mulcted of seven 
cents for the crime of his correspondent. 
The penalty, in truth, falls. on the in­
nocent instead of upon the guilty. 
On turning again to the Report for 1861, we 
see the “Dead Letters” stated at 255,905, 
of which 164,454 are Provincial, and 44 as a 
44 large proportion of dead letters bear unpaid 
44 postage, about $10,000 per annum is, in 
44 this way, lost to the Province.” To this 
ten thousand dollars may be added the ex­
penses consequent upon all dead letters, and 
this would probably swell the actual loss to 
something like $15,000, the greater portion 
of which would have been saved had these 
letters been prepaid. Here then is at once 
an exemplification of the advantages of pre­
payment. The question naturally arises 
whether the system could not be beneficially 
adopted in Canada, in connexion with a three 
cent postage, and by thus reducing the charge 
of transmission induce an increased correspon 
deuce. We have the example of England to 
show the result; and there is no reason to be­
lieve that a like cause would art be productive 
of a like effect amongst our own population 
The ten or fifteen thousand dollars lost by 
dead letters would then go to augment the 
revenue, much facility would be given to the 
commercial correspondence of the country, 
the money transactions of the department would 
be simplified, and a very popular reform in a 
very important public service would be effect­
ed. As Mr. Foley has given such good earn 
est of his desire to make his Postmastership 
subservient to the views and convenience of 
the pnblic by the removal of the postage upon 
newspapers, let us hope that the benefit his 
presence at the head of the Post Office Depart­
ment will confer may not be limited to the 
boon he has already so wisely conceded.

Tlie Postmaster-General haa pledged him. 
self to the abolition of the postage on news­
paper». This is certainly a move m the right 
direction—a boon for which the public in ge­
neral, and the newspaper press in particular, 
will fee! grateful. Mr. Foley could in no way 
h: o made the administratiou of his depart­
ment more acceptable. The postage on news­
papers was a direct tax upon knowledge ; and 
indirectly an injurious interference with the 
cognate branches of trade, affecting the paper- 
maker, the type-founder, the printer, and others 
whose callings are dependent upo i journalistic 
enterprise. The public, however, are the par 
ties to whom the benefit of the removal of this 
impost will be most immediate. A tax of a 
cent is insignificant enough iu sound, but paid 
daily for the paper, which, to every mao of 
business, is a neceadity, and, indeed, to almost 
every family a household want, forma in the 
yearly aggregate an addition of over fifty per 
cent to this item of expenditure, making the 
■ 3arlv subscription of six dollars amount to 
o me thing exceeding nine. It is the last straws 
that breaks the camel’s bock, and thus is it 
with our outlay—the legitimate charge of six 
dollars is willingly borne, bat prudence very 
naturally suggests that nine becomes an ex­
travagance ; aud so, in many cases, where it is 
possible to dispense with it, the indulgence in 
a daily paper is foregone. This is peculiarly 
toe case with country subscribers, to whom, in 
many instances, their paper is almost the only 
intercourse they have with the more active and 
stirring events of the times ; and the depriva­
tion, from the increased expense, ia really a 
hardship.

It is said that Mr. Foley stated that, by a 
reduction of the number of newspapers sent to 
the various departments of the government, 
he should be enabled to make up some portion 
of the revenue that would necessarily be lost 
in the abolition of the newspaper postage. 
This, we fear, will go but a small way towards 
indemnification. There will doubtless be 
some saving, and, perhaps, a justifiable 
one; at least one to which no re­
spectable journal will object. The 
amoant, however, mast be comparatively in­
significant. Referring to the Report of the

ABSENT WITHOUT LEAVE.
George Bloys, a seaman of the Jettie Boyle, 

of Plymonth, was brought up on complaint of 
George Itawle, master, for absenting himse f 
from on board without leave. The case was 
continued until to-day.

LAACBNT.
Margaret O'Brien, servant, was brought up 

charged with larceny. It appears that the pri­
soner, who had but recently arrived in this 
country, bad been for a few days in the em­
ploy of Mr. Nicoll, Mount Pleasant. On Mon­
day morning last she left the bouse without 
the knowledge of her master and mistress 
and it was discovered, after her departure, that 
a sum of money and a number of articles of 
jewellery were missing. When Mr. N. learned 
this,be forthwith communicated with Constable 
Ward, who set out ou the track of the prisoner 
and arrested her in Pointe Levi, whence she 
was brought back to town. On being brought 
before the Court she pleaded guilty to the 
charge of stealing a gold brooch of the value 
of $20 ; another of smaller dimensions, of the 
value of $10 ; a gold ring worth $4, a chain 
worth $2, besides $31 in gold. Among the 
latter was a $20 gold piece, which the prisoner 
said she bad given away tp another girl, not 
knowing its value ! She was sentenced to five 
mouths’ imprisonment at hard labor.

DESTRUCTIVE FIRE AT ST. ANSELME.
Oa Thursday lost, the village of St. An­

selme, a few miles from the Town of Levis, was 
tbe scene of a destructive conflagration.
