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Don t provoke troops

Czechs back leaders
PRAGUE (CP) - Despite 

youthful protests and wide­
spread resentment, most Cze­
choslovaks appeared today to be 
heeding their leaders' pleas not 
to provoke the occupation troops 
as the Prague regime began 
cutting back its liberalization 
program, including press free­
dom. to meet Moscow’s de­
mands.

A Czechoslovak government 
announcement said foreign 
newspaper men will not be ad­
mitted into the country until 
further notice. There was no 
mention in the statement, how­
ever, of the government's atti 
tude toward the foreign press 
already in the country before 
the crisis and those who hurried 
to Prague when it arose a week 
ago.

Machine-gun fire was heard 
early today in Wenceslas 
Square, centre of the Czechoslo­
vak resistance to the occupation 
—mainly by Russian troops— 
but otherwise the situation was 
quiet.

Citizens were streaming to 
work and there were no indica­
tions of an early response to an 
appeal by Prague students 
Tuesday ’ night for a general 
strike in protest against the 
Moscow agreement made public

only hours earlier 
STORES REOPEN

Stores were reopening and, 
with luck, getting fresh supplies 
in, as Prague slowly regained 
some semblance of the normal 
appearance of a capital city.

Y o u n g Czechoslovaks had 
planned fresh demonstrations 
here this morning against the 
Moscow agreement, regarded 
by many here as a settlement 
imposed by force to reduce the 
country to a Soviet puppet state 

Demonstrators have called on 
the people to gather in Wences­
las Square and march on Par­
liament as they did Tuesday 
night in a moving expression of 
patriotic feeling and revulsion 
against the prospect of contin­
ued subjection to Kremlin con­
trol.

T h o u s a n d s marched 25 
abreast while Soviet troops post­
ed nearby made no move to in­
tervene The crowd gathered 
under the windows of Parlia­
ment to hear a deputy tell 
them, “Parliament does not 
agree to the communique from 
Moscow,"

The Moscow deal allows re- 
Alexander Dubcek and his eol- 
formist Communist party leader 
leagues to stay in office at the 

price of Soviet troops stationed

on Czechoslovak soil and an end 
to freedom of the press.

ed.

The Communist party central 
committee was scheduled to 
meet in a Prague factory today 
to consider the Moscow agree­
ment. while Radio Free Danube 
reported that the Slovak Com­
munist party presidium went 
into all-night session with "tears 
in their eyes" because of the 
Moscow deal.

Some underground radio sta 
lions, broadcasting from secret 
locations, demanded that the ac­
cord be rejected 

"We refuse to recognize the 
agreement,” t h e broadcasi 
said. “Let us not be humiliated 
or knuckle under "

The crowd in W e n c e s 1 a s 
Square tore down pictures of 
the reformist leaders who since 
January had led the country 
away from 21) years of Stalinist- 
type rule but now have to reim­
pose restrictions under the pres­
sure of 350,000 Soviet-bloc occu­
pation troops.

Assurances given by the re­
formist leaders that they would 
not abandon their program of

Vietnam, Ted Kennedy, 
youth, stall Democrats

liberalization failed to carry 
much weight among the thou­
sands gathered round transistor 
radios in the square.

Russian patrols walked down 
the streets of the square tearing 
down thousands of posters, 
proclamations, poems and car 
toons telling the Russians "to 
get out of our country."

But along with these out­
bursts. the reaction of many 
others was one of angry resig­
nation.

Back from four days of nego­
tiations in Moscow, Czechoslo­
vak Communist party chief Al­
exander Dubcek called in a 
broadcast for trust "even if we 
shall have to carry out some 
s p e c i a I temporary measures 
restricting the degree of demo­
cratization, the freedom of 
speech we have already 
achieved But I am asking 
you to realize the times we live 
in."

Dubcek said the occupation 
troops will be pulled back from 
towns and villages to special 
areas. He appealed to the i>opu 
lation not to start any sort of 
campaign against them "be­
cause the final aim of our activ­
ities is to achieve the full depar­
ture of the armies as soon as 
possible."

Fire leaves 15 homeless
A two - alarm fire on Galt 

Street West yesterday after­
noon ravaged the interior of a 
two story building and left 15 
people homeless.

The fire, which started with 
an explosion in the basement 
according to people in the house 
at the time, did not reach the 
outside of the house as firemen 
from stations No. 1 and No. 5 
contained the flames.

The house, situated at 1785 
Galt West, was owned by Mrs. 
Eugene Brochu. 68 years old, 
who ran from the house after 
the explosion. There were five 
apartments in the building, two 
of them in the basement were 
occupied by students.

No one was injured in the ex­
plosion or ensuing fire.

Left homeless by the fire 
were Mrs. Brochu, her two sons

and a daughter: Mr. and Mrs. 
Eric Lancaster and their two 
young boys, aged seven months 
and three years; Mr. and Mrs. 
Gerard Dubreuil and their 
child; Yves Martin and Fran­
cois Passemord; and Jean-Guy 
Cloutier and Normand Halland.

The Sherbrooke firemen had 
a difficult time fighting the 
blaze because smoke billow­
ing through the windows chok­
ed firemen who had to step 
back from windows periodical­
ly.

One fireman left one window 
and started coughing loudly and 
seemed to have been smother­
ed by the smoke. Two minutes 
later, he returned to a win­

dow.
The problem was slightly al­

leviated by two firemen who 
were equipped with a mask and 
an oxygen tank.

They were able to withstand 
the smothering smoke and this 
helped to speed up the dous­
ing of flames.

No flames could be seen from 
the outside of the building.

Officials at the Sherbrooke 
Fire Department gave no de­
tails of the cause of the fire.

They did say, however, the 
fire started in the house base­
ment.

Eric Lancaster, whose fam­
ily was left homeless by the 
blaze, was working at the time

the fire broke out. His wife and 
two young boys escaped from 
the burning building unharm­
ed.

He told the Record his wife 
said there was an explosion 
"She said it (the explosion) 
picked the floor up a little bit", 
Mr. Lancaster said.

Mrs. Brochu’s son, Marcel, 
said he heard an explosion also.

The temperature was only 55 
degrees as firemen fought the 
blaze to arrest the total de­
struction of the house built in 
1947.

Mrs. Brochu's daughter said 
it was her mother's life burn­
ing as the flames licked the 
house's interior.

About 150 people gathered to 
watch firefighting operations 
and in many instances, they 
hampered the firemen's work.

firm buys hospital factory site
J. W. Roy. representing his 

contracting firm, J. W. Roy 
Ltee., yesterday bought for 
$70,000 the land which was to 
be used as the site of a hos­
pital equipment factory.

Mr. Roy was bidding yester­
day in Sheriff Donat Jacques' 
office at the Sherbrooke Court 
House against only one other 
interested party, the Belmart 
Limited, a real estate firm es­
tablished in Montreal.

This firm was represented by 
Montreal lawyer Sandor Klein 
who stopped bidding at $67,- 
000.

When Mr. Roy topped this 
bid by $3.000 and offered $70.- 
000 for the site, Mr. Klein tele­
phoned his employer in Mont­
real and said at the end of the 
phone call, ‘I won't, 1 won’t," 
and smiled.

The deal was over. The $70,- 
000 bid was not to be contest­
ed by the MoHreal firm.

So. Mr. Roj bought for $70.- 
000 the land vhich the City of 
Sherbrooke hal sold to the Mar- 
tos and Morii industrial firm 
for $9,466.25.

Mr. Marios and Mr. Morin 
had obtained the land, which 
Mayor Armard Nadeau said 
was worth $10),000 to the city, 
to construct a hospital equip­
ment factory.

The two industrialists alleged 
they were being financially

backed by French interests.
However, the financial sup­

port never materialized and the 
cheque which Martos and Mo­
rin paid the city for $9.000 was 
returned from the bank mark­
ed not sufficient funds.

To complicate the situation, 
Mr. Roy’s firm began excavat­
ing the land and Mr. Roy said 
he had put $78,109.83 work into 
the land.

If the city had repossessed 
the site from Martos and Mo­

rin, it would have been obliged 
to pay Mr. Roy’s fees.

Mr. Roy brought a court ac­
tion against the Martos and Mo­
rin firm to be paid for the work 
his firm had already complet­
ed on the land 

Law states that once a court 
action is taken against the own­
er of a property, if that proper­
ty is sold, the action may con­
tinue against the purchaser.

Fraud on Wall Street?
WASHINGTON (AP) - The 

U.S. Securities and Exchange 
Commission has levelled fraud 
charges against Wall Street’s 
biggest securities firm on 
grounds that it leaked a big- 
money secret only to certain 
major investors.

The regulatory agency set no 
date Tuesday when it an­
nounced hearings would be held 
on charges by its staff against 
the country's biggest and best 
known broker-dealer, Merrill 
Lynch, Pierce, Fenner and 
Smith.

Nine officers and five sales­
men of the firm, as well as 15 
institutional investors—the al­
leged receivers of the hot tip 
from Merrill Lynch—also wen

called on the carpet,
The investors included the 

Madison Fund and Dreyfus 
Corp., top mutual funds,

"We are convinced that none 
of our people acted wrongfully 
and you can be sure we will de­
fend our position vigorously," 
Merrill Lynch said in a state­
ment issued in New York.

John Haire, chairman of AN­
CHOR Corp , into which Inves­
tors Management Co., one of 
the cited firms, was consoli­
dated recently, said:

"To the best of our knowl­
edge, we did not receive any 
non-public information regard 
ing Douglas Aircraft from Mer­
rill Lynch which was not avail- 
ahlp to us from other sources "

the land from the industrial 
firm for the price it was sold 
if the construction of the fac­
tory had not been started six 
months after the sale.

However, because of the 
above law, the city, if it had 
re-purchased the land, would 
have had to pay Mr. Roy.

CHICAGO (CP)—Angry dele­
gates rebelled early today over 
a second overtime sitting, post­
poning the Democratic party’s 
long-awaited showdown on the 
divisive issue of Vietnam until 
no:. CDT

The plot thickened—and the 
possibilities perhaps hardened 
—for a major effort to draft 
youthful Senator Edward Kenne­
dy as the presidential nominee.
It seemed certain his name will 
be put into the race tonight de­
spite his non-participation per­
sonally.

Police and several thousand 
radical young opponents of the 
Vietnam war—chanting and 
singing—confronted each other 
for the third night several miles 
from the heavily-guarded con­
vention hall. There was some 
renewed violence. Finally some 
800 of 5,200 standby National 
Guard troops moved in 

These were the major devel­
opments that emerged amid 
conflict, confusion and 
uncertainty, unusual even for a 
party with a rich tradition of in­
ternal dissent.

The unwieldy assembly of 3,- 
099 delegates, having ended its 
first session early Tuesday in 
uproar over the issue of 
anti-Negro bias in the Georgia 
state delegation, broke up in the 
same mood early today, hours 
behind schedule.

Delegates on the convention 
floor, thick with security men, 
revolted at debating the touchy 
issue of Vietnam at such a late 
—about 1 a m. CDT—hour. In 
effect, the revolt led by Wiscon­
sin forced Mayor Richard Daley 
of Chicago as a convention ar­
chitect to move adjournment.

It was a clear triumph for ele­
ments opposed to the proposed 
policy statement on Vietnam 
which backs up President John­
son's determination to force ac- 
c e p t a b 1 e concessions from 
North Vietnam as a condition of 
peace negotiations more fruitful 
than the sterile exchanges so 
far at Paris.

It also was a triumph for get­
ting the Vietnam debate before

the national television audiences 
during the day rather than at a 
time when most Americans 
would have been asleep.

But there was no firm evi­
dence that supporters of a sof­
ter line on Vietnam can force a 
change in the proposeo policy 
statement That fight was lost 
in the drafting committee.

Anti-war delegates generally 
were restrained in predicting 
how they would fare today.

Meanwhile, in the absence of 
any official move to make the 
last surviving Kennedy brother 
an official leadership candidate, 
Vice-President Humphrey re­
tained his role as heir apparent 
to the Lyndon Johnson regime,

H u m p h r e y seemed within 
reach of the parly’s nomination 
on the first ballot tonight.

The Associated Press poll 
showed him within 146 votes of 
the 1,312 needed for nomination.

Armed troops circle 
hotel from protesters
CHICAGO (AP)—About 800 

National Guard troops armed 
with rifles surrounded the Con­
rad Hilton Hotel early today as 
2,500 hippies and anti-war 
protesters, chased from a park 
by tear gas, gathered to demon­
strate.

The Michigan Avenue hotel, 
just south of the heart of down­
town Chicago, is the headquar 
ters hotel for the Democratic 
national convention.

Both Vice - President Hubert 
Humphrey and Senator Eugene 
McCarthy, the two main con­
tenders for the presidential 
nomination, have suites there.

James R o c h f o r d, deputy 
Chicago police superintendent, 
said the guardsmen took over a

large share of the hotel duty be­
cause many of his police have 
been on duty 15 to 17 hours and 
were tired.

He said the 2,500 demonstra­
tors in Grant Park, across the 
street from the hotel, were 
breaking the law and disturbing 
the peace, but he had no plans 
to move them out

The demonstrators, who came 
to Chicago to "confront the 
war-makers” according to their 
literature, had gathered earlier 
in Lincoln Park or what has 
become a nightly confrontation 
with police.

Both Lincoln and Grant parks 
close at 11 p.m., although nei­
ther is fenced and both sprawl 
over large areas of Chicago.

I poses gambling can be de­
fined as wagering on the out­
come of a game or event in 
which ostensibly chance plays 

| a large part.
Lotteries, raffles and bingo 

are forms of gambling that 
have achieved some measure 
of dignity through their use to 
support various charities and, 
indeed, most participants in­
dulge in them as a form of 
social rather than compulsive 
gambling. The compulsive 
gambler is a severely neuro­
tic person. Gambling becomes 
his main interest in life and, 
when he is not actually par­
ticipating, it fills his day 
dreams.

He does not learn anything 
from his repeated losses but 
rather, according to some au­
thorities, he courts these 
losses as a form of self-pun­
ishment and a relief from a 
deep-seated sense of guilt. He 
revels in the misery he has 
caused himself and greatly en­
joys a sense of self-pity. No 
matter how great his win­
nings, he is unable to stop 
until he has lost it all When 
he is losing, he finds it even 
harder to stop. It doesn't 
really matter to him whether 
he is winning or losing—all he 
wants is to continue to gam­
ble He will always risk more 
than he can afford to lose.

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Ottawa memorial plan 
should be accepted
The long drawn-out dispute over the proposed 

memorial to Sir Alexander I illoch Galt, first C anadian 
Minister of Finance and Member of Parliament for 
Sherbrooke immediately after Confederation, is illus­
trative of the troubles which arise when one party which 
is prepared to spend the money leaves much ol the 
responsibility for the decisions up to a second group.

In this particular case the federal government is 
prepared to erect a monument to Sir Alexander, a decision 
taken when proposals to move his old residence came to 
naught because of the collapse of the house during mov­
ing operations.

But the memorial chosen by Ottawa has proved un­
acceptable to certain local organizations who favor a tra­
ditional bust of the Father of Confederation to the rather 
modernistic sculpture selected by the federal adminis­

tration.
With all parts of the country demanding federal ex­

penditures for this or that historical project, it is under­
standable that Ottawa is anxious for a final decision by 
the Sherbrooke people.

On the precept that half-a-loa! is better than no 
bread, it would be logical for the local groups to accept 
the Ottawa proposals even il it does not meet their 

desires.
And, as descendents of Sir Alexander point out, 

he was something of a modernist and probably would 
have selected something like the Ottawa sculpture il he 
had been given a choice

Nowadays, you need a plain wrapper to carry a good 
paperback novel in public, the way they’re orgying-up 
the covers.

Fair midway problems
Midway entertainment may not be the prime pur­

pose of an agricultural and industrial exhibition such as 
the Sherbrooke Fair.

But the fact remains that the midway plays an im­
portant part in attracting the public to the exhibition and 
if a fair loses popular support through main gate admis­
sions its future is grim indeed.

Thus the concern displayed by President Carlo Fabi 
and the directors of the Eastern Townships Agricultural 
Association at the poor standards established by the mid­
way operators during the past few years is understand­
able.

The concessionaire has made repeated promises that 
the quality of attractions provided would he improved 
but to all appearances little or nothing has been done to 
better the situation, with the rides and other presenta­
tions proving of little interest to prospective patrons.

Best hope for future improvement rests in the fact 
that the fair directors themselves realize the unsatis­
factory situation and are planning serious action to re­
medy conditions

Perhaps the greatest need is a complete change 
of thinking toward the midway, not only at the local fair 
but at all other events of this nature.

Perhaps there has been too much affection for the 
traditional, tor' much dependence upon the old favorites.

Whether one fair or even a small group of fairs 
could do anything toward meeting the change in enter­
tainment concepts may be debatable but it might be ad­
vantageous to review the whole problem.

People aren't getting better; it’s just that it’s getting 
more difficult all the lime to find something to do 
that's considered nauuhty.

William Lyon Mackenzie, 
Toronto's first mayor and

OTTAWA (CP) - Canada’s 
labor force has grown faster, 
but its output per man-hour 
worked has grown less in the 
last five years than the Eco­
nomic Council of Canada said 
would be needed if the coun­
try is to reach the fullness of 
its potential by 1970.

Unemployment has consist 
ently run far ahead of the 
council’s economic goal of not 
more than three per cent of 
the labor force looking for 
work.

While productivity rose 
above the council's projection 
at the middle of the decade, it 
now is not expanding as much 
as the council wished, and 
this slack is causing real con­
cern for the future.

When the council was set up 
in 1963 it was asked for advice 
on how Canada could achieve 
full employment and a high 

• rate of economic growth, 
along with reasonable stabil­
ity of prices, a viable balance 
o f international payments, 
and an equitable distribution 
of rising incomes.

Its first report, released in 
January, 1965, used 1963 fig­
ures to set goals and targets 
for Canadian achievement in 
1970. These were not forecasts 
of what would happen, but in­
dications of "productive capa­
bilities under reasonable ex­
pectations of performance."

The council said that mea­
suring Canada's full potential 
by the end of the decade de­
pended on the size and struc­
ture of the labor force, the ex­
tent to which it is employed, 
and the productiveness of the 
workers employed 
PROJECTION EASY

Projecting the size of the

Grains

labor force was not difficult. 
As a council member said at 
the time: "The people in the 
labor force in the late 1960s 
and 1970s are already here, 
now. They are in school and 
they’ll be graduating or leav­
ing school to go to work as the 
years pass.”

The population statistics 
and the post-war baby boom 
meant, even with limited im­
migration. the addition of 
over 1,000,000 persons to the 
labor force between 1965 and 
1970. This is unprecedented, 
and means that Canada is 
moving towards one of the 
highest rates of labor-force 
expansion in its entire history

There were 6.745,000 Cana­
dians in the labor force in 
1963, and this was expected to 
grow to more than 7,883,000 
by 1970. According to the 
c o u n c i 1 's projections, the 
labor force this year would be 
in the neighborhood of 
7,600,000—and in May it was 
7,870,000.

It has thus already reached 
nearly the goal set for a date 
18 months hence.

The council predicted that 
the largest growth in the 
tabor force would be in the 
younger age group, aged 20 to 
24, It was expected to in­
crease by one-third between 
1965 and 1970, and by 57 per 
cent for the 1960s as a whole.

STUDENTS FEEL PINCH
This has proved to be the 

case, with large numbers of 
students leaving school this 
spring to become active parti­
cipants in the labor force It 
has also been the case that 
unemployment this summer 
was greatest among this 
group.

“Full employment,” one of 
the council’s key objectives 
for Canada, is something that 
econimsts say can never real­
ly be achieved. In any free- 
market economy with no regi­
mentation, there are always 
people moving from one job to 
another, or temporarily unem­
ployed because of technologi­
cal change.

The council has set a goal 
of not more than three per 
cent of the labor force unem­
ployed.

in the light of careful stud­
ies," the council said in its 
first review of the economy, 
"we have concluded that a 

97 per cent rate of employ­
ment, or a three-per-cent rate 
of unemployment of the labor 
force, would constitute a real­
istic objective to be aimed at 
over the balance of the 1960s, 
and that economic policies 
should be actively directed to­
wards the achievement of this 
target.

"We are s a t i s f i e d that, 
given favorable domestic and 
world economic conditions 
and appropriate economic pol­
icies. it is a practicable objec­
tive "

There has been a great deal 
of progress in developing a ju­
nior college of CEGEP network 
in the Province in the French- 
speaking community The same 
cannot be said for the junior col­
lege development program in 
the English-speaking communi­
ty

On the French-speaking side, 
the CEGEP program began 
last year. Twelve of the 
colleges were open in the first 
year, and they served some 12 - 
000 students all across the prov­
ince This fall 10 more will op­
en. and the total of students en 
rolled will leap to about 35.000 
Within a few years, it is expec­
ted that 30 to 35 of these colle­
ges will be operating. Yet there 
are no official plans to open 
even one English-speaking CE­
GEP this year, and it is doubt­
ful. if action is not taken soon, 
that one could open a year from 
September.

Late last week, two develop­
ments occurred affecting the 
English CEGEP program. The 
first was the release of a report 
by a committee of the Superior 
Council of Education which ur­
ged the government to grant a 
charter for the first English col­
lege. to be called Dawson Col­
lege. in Montreal The report al­
so outlined a broad plan which 
would create a series of four or 
five English colleges around the 
province in the next few years, 
and sketched a "phasing out ’ 
formula to allow English univer­
sities and schools to adapt them­
selves to the new system.

The second development was 
the resignation of the 22 mem­
bers of the organizing commit­
tee for Dawson College. They 
were made to protest the fact 
that the Minister of Education, 
Mr. Jean-Guy Cardinal, had not 
granted a charter to Dawson 
College.

At the press conference to an­
nounce the resignations, both 
the universities and the Govern­
ment were blamed for the de­
lay.

The Government is said to be 
reluctant to grant (he charter 
because there is no consensus in 
the English community on the 
CEGEP program, and the uni­
versities contended they are not 
responsible for the delay, in 
fact, they would welcome the 
establishment of the CEGEP 
program.

The exercise of assessing 
blame is not likely to speed the 
process or get the program off 
the ground It is little wonder 
the government is reluctant to 
grant a charter while the air is 
filled with charges and counter­
charges and w hile there appears 
to be so many conflicting opin­
ions about how the English CE­
GEP program should develop 
among the very people who will 
be responsible for it.

The problems in developing a 
junior college program on t h e 
English side are considerable, 
and they differ from the prob­

lems faced by the French-speak 
ing CEGEP program.

F’or one. on the French side, 
the CEGEP’s could and were 
developed by using facilities of 
classical colleges, combined 
with intermediate institutions. 
In other words, in many eases, 
the physical and some of the ad-

ready there for the new CE- 
GEP's to build on. On the Eng­
lish side, there are no such ad­
vantages. The program will 
have to start from nothing, both 
physically and administrative­
ly. This makes the job of plan­
ning infinitely more difficult for 
the English CEGEP program.

fhe universities also must 
consider the financial aspects 
of the CEGEP program. Will it 
mean that they will have to take 
cuts in their Government 
grants in the next few years so 
that the English colleges can be 
financed? These are just a few 
of the problems.

But all these problems can be 
overcome. As one university ad­
ministrator put it: “It is not a 
university problem." The fact 
is that while CEGEPs will ac­
commodate students who even­
tually will go on to university, 
the greater number of students 
in these colleges will be those 
taking post-secondary courses 
in technical and vocational stu­
dies. This is a side of education 
in the English-speaking commu­
nity which has not been devel­
oped to the full, and this is 
where the real need lies in de­
veloping an English CEGEP 
network.

At the moment, the universi­
ties are virtually the only place 
where a student can get educa­
tion beyond high school, yet the 
majority of students leaving 
school cannot qualify for uni­
versity, and so become "drop­
outs.” or drop into the labor 
force with inadequate training. 
The need to offer further educa 
tion for these students is ur­
gent. and their need should be 
the first priority.

Whatever way the CEGEP 
may develop in years ahead; 
whatever reservations the uni­
versities may have (even if 
they are justified); there is no 
doubt that this large group of 
under-educated young people in 
the English community must be 
provided the same opportunities 
that their French-speaking cou- 
interparts now have. And they 
must be provided them quickly.

Many members of the Eng­
lish community have worked 
for months drawing up plans 
and putting forward proposals 
But the fact remains that they 
have not put up a common 
front, either because of misun­
derstanding or lack of com 
munication.

It would take very little to get 
all parties together at the same 
table to agree on a few funda­
mental points. It could be ach­
ieved in a matter of weeks, and 
there is every reason to believe 
that faced with a common front, 
the Government would act on a 
charter, the necessary first 
step to making Dawson College 
a reality.

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Potatoes
grow again

VICTORIA (CP> - Great 
Zot! The golden nematode is 
dead.

Seriously, it could be the big­
gest news of the decade for 
farmers in the Saanich area 
north of this British Columbia 
capital.

For the first time in two 
years potatoes are growing 
again, although the crop can 
only be moved within the still- 
extant quarantine area.

The quarantine was slapped 
on when the nematode was 
found in the area. The golden 
nematode is often—but inaccu­
rately—called a worm. It's clos­
er to a tiny ‘•mite” which at­
tacks root fibres of certain crop 
plants although it leaves the ac­
tual potato tuber, for example, 
untouched.

T. C. Karr, in charge of ne­
matode control and research, 
said that last year the ban was 
partially lifted and the whole 
area freed for planting in Janu­
ary. Farmers of the area are 
cultivating the crop despite the 
transportation embargo.

Saanich Fruit Growers’ Asso­
ciation president T. G. Michel! 
said last year 80 acres were fal­
low. but this year were used for 
the potato crop.
BLAME IMPORTS 

Mr. Karr said there is still a 
chance that areas previously in­
fested could be re-infested. This 
is why the quarantine area has 
note been lifted by the federal 
govrnment.

He said some farms were so 
infested that they had to be pro­
hibited from growing potato 
crops until this year. The whole 
area, largely in central Saanich, 
was placed under quarantine to 
limit possible spread of the ne­
matode.

“The infested farms no longer 
are considered in such a dan­
gerous light as before they were 
reated.” Mr. Karr said. But the 
area still has not got a clean bill 
of health.

“All we know' is on the last 
check we haven't found any ne­
matodes—live ones.”

He said officials still are cer­
tain the infestation started with 
some kind of imports, possibly 
some kind of contaminated soil 
or plant from Europe.

Threatened 

pilot strike 

dissolves
MONTREAL (CP) - Air Can­

ada maintained uninterrupted 
service Tuesday and early 
today when a threatened strike 
by its pilots dissolved with rati­
fication of a new 27-month con­
tract.

The company’s 1.122 pilots— 
who under the terms of their 
former contract earn between 
$6,600 and $28,000 annually—vot­
ed by a ‘'substantial majority" 
to accept the agreement worked 
out last week.

Terms of the new contract, 
retroactive to July 1 with a 
rider that the new pay scales 
only will be retroactive to April 
1 when the former contract ex­
pired. will give the pilots a 10- 
per-cent increase immediately 
and a further seven per cent 
after 15 months.

The pilots originally had 
asked for a 21-per-cent boost.

Air Canada officials, express­
ing pleasure at settling the dis­
pute without a strike, said the 
new contract would add $6.- 
700,000 in wages to its existing 
$15,000,000 annual pay bill.

DIDN'T GIVE FIGURES
Cleve Kidd, executive vice- 

president of the Canadian Air 
Line Pilots Association, did not 
disclose the figures in the vote 
beyond announcing a “substan­
tial majority” had expressed 
themselves in favor of the latest 
offer.

Mr. Kidd sent telegrams 
Tuesday night to regional union 
councils in Montreal, Toronto, 
Winnipeg and Vancouver an­
nouncing ratification and that 
the “agreement will be signed 
as soon as amendments to the 
contract have been completed.”

CHICAGO (CP) - It seems 
certain that the name of Sena­
tor Edward Kennedy of Massa­
chusetts will be entered tonight 
for the Democratic party presi­
dential nomination.

This is despite his reiterated 
non-interest and his request 
Monday to backers to halt nomi­
nation plans.

It is hard to believe that at 
this stage supporters of the sen­
ator can fan a Kennedy boomlet 
into a stampede sweeping aside 
Vice-President Hubert Hum­
phrey, who has maintained a 
solid leadership-race lead de­
spite growing skepticism that he 
can beat Republican nominee 
Richard Nixon Nov. 5.

The magic of the Kennedy 
name will move the convention 
deeply. Edward is the last of 
the Kennedy brothers, two of 
whom were assassinated while 
in public office. They were pres­
ident John F. and New York

Senator Robert, who had been a 
declared candidate for the Dem­
ocratic presidential nomination 
this year.

It seems too late for the Ken­
nedy boom to propel him into 
presidential nomination this 
year. However, hardened party 
professionals such as Chicago 
Mayor Richard Daley yearn for 
a sure winner and see the most 
potential in Kennedy.
1972 MORE LIKELY

But Kennedy at 36 is young 
and his Senate career, in which 
he has stepped on few toes, has 
been restrained. The year 1972 
would seem more auspicious for 
him.

There also is the fact that the 
Kennedy clan firmly allocates 
family responsibilities. Edward 
now is head of a Kennedy ge­
neration which has 12 fatherless 
children.

He has turned aside inquiries 
from Vice-President Hubert

Humphrey the likely presiden­
tial nominee, as to whether he 
would be his vice-presidential 
running mate.

A major barrier to any Kenne­
dy candidacy now is the hard 
line on Vietnam which has 
emerged rom the Democratic 
platform committee.

Kennedy, in a speech in 
Worcester, Mass., last Wednes­
day, made clear how much he 
is in disagreement with this 
hard line.
OFFERED A PROGRAM

He called for an unconditional 
end to the bombing of North 
Vietnam and offered a program 
to end the war by negotiations 
with Hanoi, withdrawal of all 
foreign forces from South Viet­
nam and a rebuilding of the po­
litical, economic and legal 
structure of South Vietnam.

Yet the appetite for Kennedy 
remains strong in the Demo­
cratic camp.

There is nostalgia here for the 
John F. Kennedy era as time

tracking dog, has been sniffing 
out suspected arsonists in Nova 
Scotian forests this summer.

Lelie Corkum, supervisor of 
forest protection for the Nova 
Scotia lands and forests depart­
ment, says: “We now know 
names and faces that we didn’t 
know before.’’

He estimates about one-sixth 
of the scrub and forest fires in 
the province this season have 
been set by arsonists. Most fires 
are caused accidentally by man, 
with only about five per cent set 
by natural causes such as light­
ning.

Mr. Corkum said he believes 
Major is the only tracking dog 
working in the forest protection 
field.

Hippies get high in the Himalayas
By HUGH A. MULLIGAN

KATMANDU, Nepal (API - 
For the Hippie set, there is no 
high like getting high in the 
high Himalayas.

At a time when Laos has 
grown disenchanted with them 
and Thailand won t let them in 
without a bath and a haircut 
and Japan requires a bond of 
$250 as proof of financial stabili­
ty, the tiny kingdom of Nepal 
looms as the last stronghold of 
hospitality for the hippie.

Katmandu, the capital of this 
swinging kingdom at the roof of 
the world, is an unbelievably 
medieval city of narrow winding 
streets and quaint, tiny, totter­
ing brick houses with exqui­
sitely carved wooden balconies, 
interspersed everywhere with 
Hindu and Buddhist pagodas. 
The crowded sidewalks bazaars 
are a constant clatter of bray­
ing goats, changing holy men, 
bawling merchants, mooing sa­
cred cows, wandering string 
musicians.

“It's an out-of-sight place to 
groove,” avowed Richard the 
Tippie from Iowa, reverently 
traipsing through a temple 
courtyard in his saffron Bud­
dhist robes tastefully topped off 
with Tibetan prayer beads, a lai 
of poinsettias, a John the Bap­
tist haircut and a way-out Ne­
palese umbrella ornamented 
with nearly naked Nubian slave 
girls.
GROOVING THE WORD

To groove, in the hippie argot, 
means simply to wander out the 
door of one's pad with no

avowed purpose or direction 
and let the world happen to you 

And Katmandu is where it s 
really happening. On an ordi 
nary , everyday groove, one can 
encounter a real live vestal vir­
gin with Twiggy-like eyeballs, a 
guru pushing an impressive 
array of aphrodisiacs, fortune 
tellers who use trained parrots 
to peck out lucky cards from a 
deck. Gurkha tribesmen down 
from the high passes with fero­
cious and bejewelled khukuri 
knives, blue-haired little-old- 
lady tourists giggling in shock 
at the erotic carvings on the 
Hindu temples. ,

Beggars and blind men, le­
pers and holy men, a bell whose 
knell is said to be the sound of 
death and sets all the local dogs 
to howling, a pagoda presided 
over by a priesthood of mon­
keys, sikhs in turbans and long 
flowing beards, sari-clad lovelies 
with precious stones in their 
nostrils and caste marks on 
their foreheads. . . .

Rickshaw boys who make 
their way through the endless 
stream of humanity by pumping 
on bulbous claxon horns, Ti­
betan refugees flogging off mag­
nificently textured carpets in 
tiny sidewalk stalls, lamas whir­
ling their prayer wheels and 
parsis sucking on their water- 
pipes.
DRIVE TO NEPAL

Since air fares are beyond the 
means of most hippies, the ac­
cepted method of making a pil­
grimage to this mecca of mari­
juana is to form a limited hold­
ing company for the purchase of

a second-hand car in India, 
drive the woeful 22-hour ordeal 
of scorching plain and malaria- 
ridden jungle from Calcutta, 
and then sell the car, which 
should enable everyone to live 
for at least a year.

A room at the Camp Hotel or 
the G C. Lodge, the two favor­
ite crash pads, costs three ru­
pees (about 30 cents) a night 
At an occupancy rate of seven 
in a room, this works out to 
about $1.25 a month a person.

To keep body and soul togeth­
er between trips, a hippie for a 
similar three-rupee investment 
can obtain a "buff steak” 
(water buffalo meat), dal (a 
pea soup made with curry), 
weak tea and India bread 
smeared with Tibetan jam that 
smells and tastes like beer

The pharmacies of Nepal 
carry an unbelievable pharma 
copia of dream drugs, every­
thing from airplane glue to 
benzedrine, codeine, morphine 
and methadrine, all at over the- 
counter prices that would put 
socialized medicine out of busi­
ness.

“They have everying except 
LSD,” observed Richard, "and 1 
can import enough of that in 
one airmail envelope from India 
to blow out every mind from 
here to Peking. "
DOGS ARE RABID

"Dogs are the worse thing 
about Katmandu,” said Rich­
ard, warily sidestepping an ul­
cer-blotched mongrel sleeping 
in the middle of the walkway.

"Most of them are rabid and 
the hospital ran out of serum

weeks ago ”
Richard's pad, entered by 

stooping under a low doorway 
and climbing a winding flight of 
wooden stairs, was a one-room 
apartment with slanty floors 
and magnificently carved win­
dow sills in a dangerously list­
ing brick house that must have 
been at least T(X) years old

"You get marvellous vibra­
tions here," said Richard.

The vibrations were best 
when the pad was at or near 
full occupancy; "1 never knew 
how many people will crash 
here for a night; seven, eight, 
10, all nationalities It makes no 
difference ”

Like others in Nepal’s interna­
tional hippie set, which now in­
cludes G e r m a n s, Danes, 
Swedes, Japanese, Filipinos, 
Britons, French, Greeks, Ital­
ians and even a few from Po­
land and Czechoslovakia, Rich 
aid has been bumming around 
the world for five years in 
search of the right "karma," at­
titude of mind.

"The Middle East," he said, 
“has a bad karma. Too much 
hate. “You could feel it, even in 
Turkey which otherwise is out 
of sight."
STAY ON ENDLESSLY

Nepal allows all visitors in on 
a seven-day visa, but the hip­
pies can obtain endless 30-day 
extensions by getting "trekking 
permits" from the foreign of­
fice, although the trips they 
have in mind have nothing to do 
with the Himalayas.

The hippies’ Shangri-La has 
some drawbacks, particularly

where the health of the hippies 
is concerned.

Harry Wisnowski and Erwin 
Orchek, two West Berliners 
heading back to New Delhi, 
complained that most of the col­
ony was suffering from dysen­
tery, tuberculosis, hepatitis and 
malnutrition The medical halls, 
superbly slacked with freak-out 
items, are notoriously deficient 
in common antibiotics.

Recently a German hippie 
died from a combination of tub­
erculosis a n d mind bending 
drugs.

"He was on a weird thing," 
said Olaf, a Swedish hippie. 
“Speed and LSD, mixed with 
raksi (the local wine brewed 
from rice and millet).

"You can't mix alcohol with 
pep pellets. It confuses your 
chromosomes and everything.”

His death shook the colony.
But winter at last is coming 

in Nepal, and winter for the 
local colony is a renewal.
