The Economist of this week gays :— 

“ The rate of discount for bank bills, 
sixty days, is 2^ per cent, and three months, 
2J@2$ per cent, and for trade bills, three 
months, 2J /® 3 per cent. On the Stock 
Exchange there has been more business 
this week than last. Home railways have 
advanced continuously until Friday after­
noon, when a sharp relapse occurred in 
consequence of a disquieting rumour. 
There has been a further rise in Banks, 
Mining, Tea, Steamship, and many other 
miscellaneous descriptions of shares. In 
foreigns, after the fears concerning the 
Paris settlement were removed, there was 
a fair amount of animation, Egypts espe­
cially improved oa the rumors of some 
sort of agreement with Austria. The 
action of England respecting Turkey did 
not affect the market ; United States 
bonds were more in request, the promised 
redemption being regarded favourably. 
There have been many fluctuations in 
American Railways for the most part re­
sulting favourably. The most striking 
feature in Colonial Railways has been a 
rise in Grand Trunk stocks on the official 
notification of the purchase of a connection 
to Chicago. An ’ssue of half a million 
six per cent bonds is now effered at 94, 
redeemable in 1,900 a8 part of the first 
mortgage of £124,000 on the three hun­
dred and thirty miles of road which are to 
be consolidated.”

GROCERY MARKUP.LONDON

London, November 7.
In Mincing Lane the strong speculative 

feeling has somewhat abated, but the tone 
of the market continues steady, and 
prices have not receded except for tea, 
which was for a time unduly excited, and 
therefore suffers a reaction. Owing to 
further diminished estimates of the beet 
supply, now 250,000 to 300,000 tons as 
compared with the previous season, sugar 
has been very active, closing Is 6d IS 2s 6d 
per cwt. higher, with extensive transactions 
and the tendency still toward improve­
ment. Tea has been unsettled,and in several 
cases easier rates were accepted. Upon 
Indian the decline is more decided owing 
to the large supplies brought to auction. 
In coffee there is no new feature. The 
market was rather quiet, owing the to Rio 
de Janeiro telegraph bringing advices of 
lower prices. The limited quantity of plan­
tation Ceyloa at the public sale only 
partly found buyers at barely the previous 
value. Other kinds, although firm, meet 
with less inquiry. The deliveries from the 
Netherlands Trading Company in October 
were about 93,000 bags, making 756,000 
bags in the past ten months, against 706,- 
000 bags during the same period in 1878. 
The visible supply at the end of October 
was 122,000 bags less than at the same 
time last year. The stock of coffee in the 
chief ports of Great Britain at the same 
time had fallen to about 82,000 tons, being 
rather below the average of the four pre­
ceding years. Rice was quiet. Saltpetre 
was firm at the recent improvement. 
Spice was inactive. Singapore black pep­
per is again dearer, but Penang does not 
find buyers on last week’s terms ; white 
pepper was slightly easier. Cinnamon 
was in good demand.

THE GRAIN 1 RADE.

Liverpool, November 7a 
A leading grain circular says : The 

grain trade was somewhat steadier at the 
commencement of the week, but afterward 
there was an almost entire cessation of 
consumptive or speculative demand. The 
provincial markets were very inactive, and 
many of them Is lower. Transactions in 
cargoes were quite unimportant, buyers 
holding off anticipating a decline. At 
Liverpool and the neighboring markets 
since Tuesday business in wheat and 
maize was quite of a retail character, and 
pricqs were rather under those cf Tuesday. 
This morning’s market was very inani­
mate, though there was, perhaps, less 
pressure to sell than on yesterday, and a 
limited business was transacted at a re­
duction of 2d on California and red winter 
wheat, and fully 3d per cental on State 
white from Tuesday’s quotations. Flour 
was neglected and nominal. Corn met 
with limited sale, and was Id lower.

AND LAKE 
RAILWAY.

There is some prospect that a new 
grain elevator will be built at the O. and 
L. C. R. R. station another season. Th» 
present elevator holds only about 600,00# 
bushels, and it is impossible to get cars 
to convey grain away as fast as it comes. 
It is proposed that the new one shall have a 
capacity of 1,000,000 bushels, which 
would enable the road te store a large 
quantity and transport it at leisure. The 
early completion of the Welland canal 
would indicate that some increased facili­
ties were needed.

We had a man on the lookout con 
stantly ; but there could have been no look­
out on the Champion. I was informed that 
the man who should have been on the look­
out was dozing. The steamship sank in four 
minutes. After the collision a terrible 
panic ensued. I at once ordered boats to 
be lowered ; in fact they were in the water 
before the steamer went down. Two of 
the crew jumped aboard my ship at the 
time she struck. Thirty persons were lost 
among them the first mate, five women 
and twelve missing were passengers. The 
steamer came at us end on ; there was 
no possible means of avoiding her. It was 
impossible to tell the extent of her injuries.

GREAT BRITAIN AND IRELAND.

FOREIGN.
—Russia is contemplating a tax upon

—Another contingent of reinforcements 

for Cuba sails from Spain on Monday.
—News has been received at Moscow 

from Baker’s troops of the expedition into 
Turkistan.

—The loan issued by the Government to 
cover the deficit of the Prussia budget is 
offered at 96 6-10.

I—The Senate of Spain has adopted a 
reply to tho message announcing the 
King’s marriage.

—La Prance says M. Waddington persists 
in his desire to resign the Presidency of 
the Council of Ministers.

—The loss in the French champagne 
districts by the failure of the vintage is 
estimated at six million dollars,

—The plan is about to be carried into 
effect for deepening the Seine. The cost 
will be thirty-six million francs.

—It is stated that Turkish newspapers 
have been ordered to desist from attacking 
England under penalty of suppression.

—There seems now little doubt of the 
Ameer’s treachery. The general opinion 
is that he will be sent as a State prisoner 
to India.

—A St. Petersburg letter says if the new 
British Parliament sustains Lord Beacons- 
fidd. Russia will occupy Northern Af­
ghanistan.

—The Times Paris special says a tele­
gram from Vienna states that Count De 
Chambord has despatched Count De Blan­
cos on a mission to England.

—It is stated that the Vatican has de­
termined to appoint Van Den Branden, 
one of the Pope’s secret Chamberlains, to 
be coadjutor to the Archbishop of Halines. 
This indicates conciliation.

—The Politische Correspondent announces 
that pourparlers are proceeding between 
the governmentsat London and St. Peters­
burg for fixing a modus vivendi regarding 
affairs in Central Asia.

—The Turkish newspapers are very vio­
lent against England. They declare that 
her demands are more unjust than the at­
tempts of Russia to interfere with the 
Turkish administration.

—Modifications of the Turkish Ministry 
are expected. The idea of raising Midhat 
Pasha to power is seriously entertained. 
The Poite contemplates giving Baker 
Pasha an important post in Anatolia.

—The Constitutional party in Spain 
have resolved to support the Bill for the 
immediate abolition of slavery in Cuba, 
with an amendment that freedmen may 
work for whom they please.

—La Bepublique Française approves of 
•England’s endeavours to ameliorate the con­
dition of the population of Asia Minor as 
her action is complete with the rights 
which France will always require to be 
respected.

—A Berlin despatch to the Globe says 
the Committees of the Bundesrath have 
approved the scheme for the introduction 
of Biennal Budgets, and extending the 
period of the existence of the Reichstag to 
four years.

—A correspondent of the Times at Ber­
lin, citing the recent visits of members of 
Russian royalty to the Emperor William, 
says the ancient friendship of the Hohen- 
solls and Romanoffs does not appear to 
have been sensibly chilled.

—The Times Vienna special says that the 
projected railway through the Artberg 
Mountain meets with increasing favour in 
Austrian official circles. As soon as the 
plans have received the sanction of the 
Emperor they will he laid before Parlia­
ment.

—The Agence Busse has issued a town 
bulletin aflirming that no effect will be 
given to England’s action in Turkey. She 
will not go beyond the point where Austro- 
German interests become affected. It po­
sitively denies that Russian troops are con­
centrated on the German frontier.

—The Post's Berlin special announces 
the Czar has ordered the formation of two 
new regiments of Lancers to be named 
respectively after the Emperors of Ger­
many and Austria. The Russian expedi­
tion in Turkistan will make a fresh ad­
vance as soon as it is reinforced. The 
Czarewitch will visit Vienna as well as 
Berlin.

MINISTERIAL MISTAKES.

Those of us who do not believe in 
human infallibility can have no quarrel 
with men who, seeing their errors, seek 
to reform them. It is not, therefore, 
to find fault that we direct attention to 
the correction of past blunders made by 
our present Ministers. But it must be 
acknowledged that they have had speed­
ily to admit mistakes of a very grave 
character. Perhaps the most consider­
able of these admissions is to be found 
in the adoption of the Burrard Inlet 
route, after the expectation which they 
took so much pains to create, that 
they would abandon that project 
and choose instead the Bute In­
let line as the mode of descending from 
the Rocky Mountains to the Pacific. 
The surveys had been made with great 
care during many years under the diree- 
tion of Mr. Mackenzie ; but by an en­
gineer whom he had taken over from 
the previous Ministry, and whom 
they have continued since their return 
to power in the same office. They could 
not then have felt any want of confi­
dence in the professional advice on which 
Mr. Mackenzie acted ; and the infor­
mation upon which non-professional 
men form their judgments in such cases 
had been all before Parliament long be­
fore tbe close of last session. We ven­
ture tj say that no one can look on the 
profiles of the two routes without seeing 
the superiority of the one chosen by Mr 
Mack enzie and the one how adopted by

colleagues or not, he undoubtedly creat­
ed the impression that Burrard Inlet 
was to be abandoned. He has post­
poned for a year the commenoement of 
a construotion which every one desired to 
see begun, if it must be begun, as soon 
as the means had been provided ; and 
he has also, no doubt, tempted men, 
more or lees, into speculations which 
will now be rendered abortive. Uülef g 
we put this blucder down to 
the desire of Sir John A. Macdonald 
at any cost to do an electioneering job 
for the few hundred people happy enough 
to be his cous.ituents, and to bis deter­
mination to exhaust every possibility of 
another route before adopting the best 
one, we must attribute it simply to the 
vulgar wish to do something different 
from the preceding Ministry, whether 
that something were better or worse. 
That is a very poor motive, and though 
we applaud the determination to do the 
right thing at last, we cannot but see 
that, pro tanto, the Ministry has lest re­
putation by a censure upon the choice 
of a route which they have since had to 
adopt. Then we have the second 
great blunder of the new land re­
gulations in the North-West. Here, 
again, everything that the late Govern­
ment had done was to be set aside, and 
brand new plans were to be adopted. But 
no sooner were these patent proposals 
made public than a cry of reprobation 
went up from every body in Manitoba, 
and from every body who expected 
to go there. Grip’s cartoon only too 
faithfully represented the fact, that 
these regulations were driving intended 
settlers from our own tenitory to the 
lands in the United States which are 
for .sale by Railway Companies and by 
the Government. After several news­
paper attempts to justify this new de­
parture, the affair turned out to be, as 
tbe Duke of Wellington found one of 
the jobs perpetrated by a colleague,
“ too bad” for defence. It was given up 
by the most zealous advocates, and the 
Premier to whose department this busi­
ness specially belonged, has bad to go 
back to the old system or something 
very much like it. Now, considering 
how great a conjurer Sir John is held 
by bis flatterers to be, it seems extraor­
dinary, indeed, that be should have fail­
ed to grasp the elements of so simple a 
problem as this. We are bidding for 
settlers for our territory against very 
active land salesmen, who, without 
having a better article to dispose of, 
have the advantage of possessing the 
market, and of being able by their 
railroads to show their lands and 
place buyers upon them much 
more readily than ourselves. The 
acquisition of population is the 
basis of everything else in tbe North- 
West, and the new regulations, as every 
competent person knew it would, struck 
at the very sources of prosperity. Butthat 
did not prevent them from being adopt­
ed, and they have been abandoned, only 
after a disastrous experience of their 
evil effects, in tbe loss during a whole 
season of many hundreds of valuable 
settlers. Between Mr. Peter Mitchell 
and our contemporary tbe Gazette a 
controversy has been raised, which calls 
attention to another foolish reversal of 
a wise arrangement, made .by the late 
Government, for leasing tbe Pembina 
Branch of the Pacific Railway to the 
proprietors of the St. Paul and 
Minnesota Railway. Our con­
temporary has been misinformed 
on a very important point of this mat­
ter, which is in fact the key to th« 
whole position. He has announced that 
the present Government has cancelled 
a lease of this road granted to the 
gentlemen just mentioned, and ap­
plauds the act of cancellation, as if it 
squelched a job. It puts an entirely 
new face on the matter whan we say 
that there was no lease, and that such 
arrangements as were made by tbe late 
Ministry were put an end to, not by tbe 
present Government, but by notice to 
the Government, given by the very 
parties who, in the Gazette’s theory, 
figure as the grantees of a very lucrative 
and improper privilege. The truth 
is that, in order to give what 
was thought a soft thing to some 
parties connected with a former con­
stituency of the Premier, the Govern­
ment so disposed of the control of the 
Pembina Branch as to maks it impos­
sible for tbe proprietor* of the St. Paul 
and Manitoba Railway to work their 
line in connection with the road on the 
north of the boundary. Tbe Province 
of Manitoba has been suffering ever 
since, and we doubt whether tbe 
gentlemen, in whose favour the 
arrangement was made, have had 
much reason to congratulate them­
selves on the result of their job. 
How the present system works has been 
shown in a manner whose moderation 
carries conviction with it by Mr. Mit­
chell, who, so far as we know, has no 
reason whatever for saying an ill word 
of the present Government. But since 
one fatal day the name of the Hon. D. 
A. Smith has been like poison to a cer­
tain great statesman, and whenever tbe 
little dogs who run at bis distinguished 
heels hear the name of Mr. Smith, they 
set up a howl as if at the approach of a 
burglar. Otherwise we believe it would 
be admitted on all hands, and probably 
would have been from the first admit­
ted on all hands, that a lease 
of the Pembina Branch on proper terms 
to tbe owners of tbe St. Paul and Mani­
toba Road was a most desirable thing 
for all the interests of our outlying 
Province. This is so true that when a 
Bill to authorize the Mackenzie Govern­
ment to grant such a lease was thrown 
out in the the Senate to please Sir John 
A. Macdonald, but on the alleged 
ground that it did not contain a clause 
obliging the Government to submit its 
terms for approval to that body as well 
as to the House of Commons, tbe two 
Manitoban Senators, both strong op­
ponents of tbe Mackenzie Ministry, 
spoke strongly in favour of the lease- 
Mr. Sutherland, who did not let his 
partizan feelings prevail over his sens» 
of what was desirable on public 
grounds, voted with the Ministry in 
favour of their plan. Mr. Girard, 
while he voted with his friends, made 
this distinct reservation in the last sen­
tence of his remarks upon the motion in 
amendment—that, if the House of 
Commons would not concur in the 
amendment, he would thereafter have 
to vote in accordance with the interests 
of his Province. We have little doubt 
that before many months we shall have 
another practical acknowledgment of 
blundering in this matter also, and tb 
sooner tbe better, both for the material 
interest of the country and for the 
leputation of Ministers.

entitled to an account of what had been j 
done with the property of the testator 
btqueathed for a publie trust.

We have lately received 
several communications on this subject 
from independent persons, and we have 
reason to know that some of our most 
respectable and prominent citizens take 
a great deal of interest in the matter. 
We trust, therefore, as it has been ad­
mitted that the publication ought to 
take place, it will not be longer delayed 
Mr. Abbott, we believe, is in Englandj 
but that does Hot prevent the produc­
tion of accounts long ago made up and 
put into the hands of the printer.

Scarcely had the echo of Mr. Raoicot’s 
speech at Bedford died upon the ear, when 
the country is astounded by his renegade 
vote, belying that speech. In fact the 
same papers that contain the speech, in 
another column, contain his vote in direct 
contradiction of every word he said. This 
was not done in a corner, but in open day, 
in the sight of the whole cdhntry, and Mr. 
Raoicot need not wonder if the whole 
country, whose moral sense has been 
shocked by such monstrous treason, gives 
utterance to their detestation of the act 
and the man. Mr. Raoicot’s vote was not 
his own to barter and traffic with as with a 
personal chattel. He was elected with­
out money or corrupt influence, fairly 
and honourably, not by any merit of his 
own, but by the combined influence of 
good and honest men, who, however 
mistaken they may have been in their 
political views, were ac uated by no 
other motive than a patriotic desire to 
promote the best interests of our common 
country, and they bore him upon their 
shoulders, dead weight as he was, to an 
honourable victory. These lines are penned 
more in sorrow than in anger. Ours is not 
the mortification of defeat. It is the heart- 
sickening disgust of a betrayal, a treason, 
a treachery—unparalleled in our political 
history. We are sure there is not a Con­
servative in the Province, however bitter 
his partisanship may be, that will have any 
disposition to crow over us, at a victory ob­
tained by such means. There are some 
things of more value than party success, 
and, however we may honestly differ on 
political questions, none of us have sunk so 
low as not to still have reverence for truth 
and honour, and a detestation of whatever 
is mean, low, degrading and treacherous. 
Wa are quite willi g to submit Mr. Raci- 
cot’s case to the judgment of our Conserva­
tive friends, and to take their verdict on 
his conduct. Some things go beyond the 
pale of legitimate party politics, givin g 
rise to questions where men can reason 
upon a higher level, and this is one of 
them.
j.Granting that the Legislative Council 
were justified in withholding the supplies, 
and that the best interests of the country 
required that the Joly Government should 
be put out, was Mr. Raeicot the man who 
should aid in doing it ? He had been 
elected in opposition to a member of the 
De Boucherville Government, in a fair, 
open, party contest, sent to Parliament as 
a representative party man, and during 
the whole of one session, day by day, spoke 
and voted as a tried and trusted supporter 
of the Liberal party. At the commence­
ment of the second session, he was honour­
ed with the duty of moving the Address to 
tbe Speech from the Throne, accepted 
the task, and eulogized the Joly Govern­
ment and the Joly party with tha lauda­
tion usual on such occasions. Nay, 
more, afterwards on twenty-two different 
occasions, he voted confidence in the 
Joly Government, supported their meas­
ures and concurred in their policy. To 
cap the climax, on the 23rd of October 
last, at the meeting expressly convened, 
here at Bedford, to strengthen the hands 
of Mr. Joly, Mr. Racicot appeared by 
his side, speke in his favour, endorsed 
his administration, and denounced the 
Legislative Council and the party whom 
he then styled as “ our opponents.” His 
speech is on record, and there it will re­
main as a standing monument of his un­
paralleled infamy. But the wor-,t is not 
yet told. Atter the meeting, Mr. Joly 
supped at the house of Mr. Clayes, sur­
rounded by twelve of his supposed friends— 
a suggestive number. There were presnt 
on that occasion, tho Hons. Messrs. Ross, 
Langeiier, Marchand, Mercier, Hunting- 
ton, and Racicot, Messrs. Kiy, O’Hallorau, 
Fisher, A. B. Foster, Rice, and Ciayes. It 
was a family party. In the confidence cf 
political friends and allies, the events of 
tho day were discussed, all reserve being 
thrown aside, and Mr. Joly in the innocence 
of his heart, and the frankness of his na­
ture, freely unbosomed himself to his sup­
posed friends, and spoke of his hopes and 
fears, and all took counsel together in the 
most confidential manner, Mr. Racicot 
participating in the consultation as one 
of the twelve. The parallel is so strik­
ing, that we will not be accused of ir­
reverence if we give the rest of the story 
as recorded by the sacred historian : 
" Then one of the twelve, called Ernest 
Racicot, went unto the chief priests, and 
said unto them, what will ye give me and 
I will deliver him unto you ? ” “ And
they covenanted with him for thirty pieces 
of silver." Only one short week after that 
supper Mr. Racicot fulfilled his covenant, 
and delivered up his chief to the tender 
mercies of Chapleau & Co. Had Mr. Joly 
been gifted with divine inspiration, while 
his friends at that supper were eagerly 
inquiring, as they were, who among his 
friends were likely to betray him, he 
might have answered, “ It is one of the 
twelve that dippeth with me in the dish;” 
and without hazarding much as a prophet 
he might have added " good were it for 
that man if he had nevtr been born.”

Gentlemen of the Conservative party, 
you who prize honour and manliness 
above a temporary party triumph, there 
stands your man. Look at him, weigh 
him and measure him, not by our stand­
ard, bi.t by your own. For he is now 
yours. Rest assured he will not have 
the opportunity to betray us a second 
time. . He is now a member of the high- 
toned Conservative party, and for the 
time being the honoured representative 
of the Conservatives of the County of 
Mississquoi. Are you not proud of him, 
and will you not re-elect him at the ex­
piration of his present term ? To be sure 
he sold us, but you may have better luck 
with him. But we will not insult our 
Conservative friends by assuming that 
they-do not despise him equally with us. 
Though they may profit by the treason, 
they abhor the traitor. We are told that 
as the price of his treachery, since they 
dared not take him into the Government, 
he has the promise of being made a Judge. 
God help us, if it has come to that. What 
Government dare insult the country by 
putting such a man upon the bench ? A 
man whom no litigant dare now trust with 
a suit in the Commissioner's Court. Oh no, 
Mr. Racicot, if you have not got your pay 
down, you have sold yourseif for a bad 
shilling. You will realize in its most 
literal sense, that the wages of sin is death 
—political death to you. Proving yourself 
utterly devoid of all moral sense, callous 
to all shame, unprincipled beyond the 
most degraded of your race, you have most 
unblushingly proved treacherous to one 
of the best and most honourable of men, 
and betrayed the confidence of too con­
fiding frieuds who made you a member of 
Parliament, and put it in your power to 
humble them in the dust. There is only 
one thing you can now do to mitigate the 
contempt with which you are regarded by 
all honorable men. Strive to attain that 
end. Do not be outdone by Iscariot him­
self. Prove to the world that you have 
noo sunk below the level of your prototype 
for he, we are informed in the sacred page, 
was not so debased as not to be susceptible 
of remorse, for after his treachery he had 
man enough left about him to go and hang 
himself. That’s all.—Bedford Times,

MILD WEATHER—BURGLARIES.

PR‘>F. MACOUN’S EXPLORATION

Winnipeg, Man., N .vrinbtr 8._
Owing to soft weather the ice bridge on 
the Red River has partially gone, and 
traffic to St. Boniface is now very un­
certain.

There were four burglaries committed 
m Winnipeg last night. Naponan’s 
hardware store, Carruthers’ insurance 
office. Miss Andrew’s fancy goods 
store, and Benson & Taylor’s bookstore. 
Ihe total proceeds will not exceed $200. 
Many valuables escaped notice, and it is 
consequently supposed that the thieves 
were not professionals.

Fine samples of both hard and soft 
coal were brought in by Mr. Vaughan, 
Dominion Surveyor. The precise lev 
calny has not been declared, but it is 
stated to be somewhere on the line of 
the South-Western Railway.

The Bank of Montreal intend erect­
ing a building at Winnipeg in the 
spring.

Hook and Ladder Fire Company 
has been formed at Emerson.

The Emerson people, who are much 
disappointed at the inaction of the 
Merchants Bank, are now petitioning 
the Canadian Bank of Commerce to 
establish an agency there.

The Saskatchewan Herald says that 
Prof. Macoun’s exploration has resulted 
in the discovery of a large area of good 
agricultural and grazing land south­
west of the Battleford region and out of 
the ordinary routes of travel. Fully 
eighty per cent, of it was suitab e for 
grain-growing. Prof. Maconn states em- 
phatically that the stories of disaffec­
tion among the Blackfeet, Sarces and 
Mountain Indians are without founda­
tion, and he gives them great praise for 
their patience while undergoing the 
most shocking privation from hunger 
and want of every conceivable descrip­
tion. He also says that the great draw­
back to the country south of Battleford 
is that there is no timber, but this lack 
is compensated for by the undoubted 
existence of unlimited quantities of ex­
cellent coal throughout that region. 
The coal has been tested at many camp 
fires for o joking, .and it buras brightly, 
with a clear flame and no residue but 
the ash.

THE BERLIN TREATY.

ELECTION OF A BONAPARTIST.

PHILL1PART.

Pakis, November 9.—Le Temps anti­
cipates that Lord Beaoonafieid will 
boast on Monday of a doubtful triumph, 
everything having been cleverly arrang­
ed to insure the effect of the famous an­
nual speech. As to the conditions of 
the countermand of the order for the 
fleet to proceed to Turkish waters, it 
will soon be seen whether they aie cal­
culated to provoke a smile or really to 
strike the popular imagination. In the 
latter case something extraordinary will 
be required as a sequel to the Cyprus 
Convention.

Le Temps asks whether England will 
not supply Turkey with funds ? If so, it 
would be the imposition of conditions 
by the Pone, not by England. If not, 
Turkish promises are worthless, unless, 
too, England can induce the cosigna 
tories of the Berlin Treaty to unmake 
and remake that Treaty.

Marshal Canrob;rt, ,Bonapartist can­
didate, was to-day elected Senator for 
the Department of Lower Cnarente. 
Gnffrey, Republican, elected Senator for 
the Department of Hautes Alpes.

Sair announces that La Banque 
Europeene will discharge Phillipart’s 
liabilities after thej payment by which 
Li Banque will have sufficient funds to 
continue operations.

TURKEY

TURKISH REFORMS.

London, November 9. — A Vienna 
despatch says the Porte and Sultan are 
spending their whole time over the re­
form question and the demands of 
England. The influence of Austria and 
Germany, it is believed, is being exert­
ed to support the demand for beginning 
reforms as well as towards preventing 
collision. As to joining eventually in 
measures of coercion no invitation has 
been addressed to these Powers. The 
French and Italian Cabinets are more 
than usually reserved on the question, 
while the Russian attitude in a dif­
ference between England and Turkey 
cannot be doubted. Differences of that 
kind have always been regarded by 
Russia as a most efficient lever for pro- 
promoting her political designs in 
Turkey—a lever sure to be applied on 
tho present occasion if the complication 
lasts long enough to give her the oppor­
tunity. ___ ______________

EGYPT

EGYPTIAN FINANCES.

IS Vienna, November 9.—It is stated 
that France and England have accepted 
Austria’s view of the Rothschild loan, 
that Rothschild must redeem the prior 
lien amounting to £1,400,000 to have a 
first security on the surrender of the 
Khedival estate, and Austria and Ger­
many will accept Anglo-French repre­
sentation in the Commission in liquida­
tion and the resulting control over 
Egyptian financial administration. This 
agreement removes the threatened hitch 
in the Anglo-French scheme.

Baltimobe, November 9. — The 
steamer £C Falcon,” Capt, Kirby, left 
here yesterday afternoon for Charles­
town, with full cargo and seven pas­
sengers. When off Barren Island she 
collided with the schooner “ S. C. Try- 
on” laden with ice, bound for this port, 
Just before they met the steamer’semrs 
was changed, but she ran across the 
course of the schooner when a collision 
occurred at 10.30 o’clock. The bow of 
the schooner was struck, and the hull of 
the steamer on a line with the mizzen­
mast, crashing through and destroying 
ihe upper works. Her passengers lost 
all their clothing, except what they had 
on.

New Yobk, November 9.—The fol­
lowing additional particulars of the 
wreck of the schooner “ Petrel,” wnich 
left New Bedford, Mass., Saturday, Oc­
tober 25th, with a miscellaneous cargo 
for Bravo, Cape De Verde Islands, have 
been obtained. She had 21 persons on 
board, 19 of whom were passengers 
working their way to the Islands. The 
weather was all that could be desired 
until Tuesday, when a stiff breeze 
sprang up and soon increased to a gale. 
The schooner laboured heavily in a 
choppy sea and shipped large quanties 
of water. All the sails were taken in 
and she sendded before the gale under 
bare poles. At half-past ten at night 
the wind veered to the north-west, blow­
ing a hurricane. A terrific sea was 
running and it required every effort of 
the crew to keep the vessel 
from falling into the trough 
of the sea and being water­
logged the waves washed the 
decks, and every one was in danger of 
going overboard. The man at the 
wheel was washed from his post, and 
narrowly escaped drowning. By four 
o’clock Thursday morning the decks had 
been swepc clean, and part ot the main 
mast had been carried away. The storm 
increased every minute, and at five 
o’clock a terrific gust of wind struck 
the “ Petrel ” broadside. The remain­
der of the main matt feU over the side, 
and a few minutes later the other mast 
was snapped off. As it fell it struck the 
first mate, who was at the wheel, knock­
ing him senseless and cutting off all the 

fingers of his right hand. The vessel 
then fell into the trough of the sea and 
capsized almost immediately. Some 
of the men clung to the rig­
ging and hull, and others were 
drawn under and lost. Manuel Pena, 
with his little boy in his arms, unfasten­
ed a yawl boat and got into ii, but the 
crazy man Jule sprang towards the 
boat, struck it on the side, and capsized 
it. All three perished. The vessel

Catherine Cross, steward- 
ess, is the only woman known to be 
saved. She was wakened from sleep by 
the shock. She rnshed en d ck and 
was swept into the sea by a wave, and was 
rescued by the crew of the “ Ootavia.” 
oae heard she was the third person 
picked up, and must have been in the 
water three minutes. Richard Owirge, 
deck boy, was asleep. A hole was stove 
m a l " Champion’s ” starboard side, 
and throMgh this he got out and climb­
ed up into the “ Octavia.” A man call-

.^bomson Charley, a German, and 
McMahon, were asleep with him in the 
forecastle. Thomson got jammed in the 
broken woodwork, and the boy helped 
him to extricate himself. Thomson 
and McMahon got aboard the “ Octa- 
via with him. The German was 
caught in the broken woodwork and 
called to them for God’s sake to send 
help to him, but, a8 800Il a8 [be steamer 
sank, the woodwork floated off and he 
also, and was taken on board the “ Oc­
tavia.” The “ Champion ” went 
down bow foremost, tho hoy says. 
The people on the “ Ootavia ” said all 
the fault lay with tho steamer. The

Octavia” had a crew of 24 bauds, and 
they went three times in one of her boats 
to rescue the passengers and crew of the 
“ Ccampion.” It was thought for a 
time that the ‘•Ootavia” would go down, 
and three boats were got ready. The 
second mate, Muller, was roused from 
sleep by the collision. By the Captain’s 
order he cut away the lashings of the 
life-raft ; the Jcook helped him, and 
just as the raft was free the ship went 
down headforemost. The side of the 
raft to which Muller clung was dragged 
undwr water. Just as Muller was about 
to give up the struggle for life, he gave 
a tremendous push and the raft was de 
tached from the wreck and rose to the 
surface. He and the cook, who was 
clinging to the other side, climbed on 
the raft and saved the Captain, who was 
swimming about. The air was full 
of awful sounds, voices iu all 
directions, and screams for help. Some 
of these were women’s voices ; they 
paddled round and picked up several 
persons, but failed to find th© others 
whom they heard crying for help. The 
stewardess had a presentiment of the 
disaster, and so lay down to sleep with 
her clothes on. Tho second assistant 
engineer Foberg, only 25 years old, is 
supposed to be lost. He lived in Brook­
lyn. The following were rescued from 
the steamer “ Champion” and brought 
here by the barque ” Petit Codiac”:— 
Passengers—Joseph Mitchell, Martin 
Broace, C E Garner, Berry Foster 
(coloured), all of New York. Soamen— 
Ghas Euler and John Thompson, of 
Philadelphia. Tho boatswain of the 
“ Octavia” states that when the “ Cham- 
pion” was first seen she was in the wake 
of the “ Octavia,” but by fast sail, 
ing she got ahead, and, veering on her 
coarse, was in such a position at 
the collision that the ship struck her 
bow. An intelligent seaman on the 
” Octavia” says that the steamer was 
going 12 knots an hour. The “Octavia” 
had the rigtot of way, and was only 
going three knots an hour. The steamer 
did not whistle or make any signal. Tue 
first-mate Ferguson says that, just be­
fore the collision, he heard the order 
given on the steamship of hard-a ; could 
not distinguish whether it was hard-a- 
port or hard-a-starboard. The man on 
the lookout on board the “ Octavia” 
declines to be interviewed. When asked 
if he knew who was to blame, he an­
swered, “ Yes, it will come out at the 
right time.”

The following is the list of those 
saved and now in this city Benjamin 
Martin, Joseph Gormis, Benj. Gormis,

There were twelve cabin passengers 
aboard the wrecked sseamer “ Cham­
pion ten from Charlestown, and two 
from Boston. Tho vessel was laden 
with a general cargo, insured. She was 
valued at $200,000. No despatches 
were received at the Company’s office 
regarding the disaster up to noon. 
Captain Lockwood, of the“ Champion,” 
has been in the eanoloy of tbe Company 
abouo 12 years,and lived in Charlestown 
A good many of the crew were coloured.

The “ Champion ” was one of the first 
iron steamships launched in this coun­
try, was built for Commodore Vander­
bilt, and originally ran to Panama. 
The vessel never met any serious mishap 
before, and w.-s considered a remarkably 
lucky ship. Value estimated from 
$25,000 to $200,000. She was amply 
provided with life-aaving appliances for 
163 persons, and had 5 metal life-boats, 
one life-raft and 63 life-preservers.

The Case or the Butchers. —On 
Saturday the Corporation took action 
against keepers of private butchers’ stalls, 
in sympathy with the judgment of the 
Hon. Mr. Justice Mackay the previous day. 
Warrants were issued against 32 keepers 
of private stalls, and three were arrested, 
viz. : William W ilscam, Joseph Mont- 
marquet, and Alphonse Mallette. The 
latter paid his fine and was discharged. 
The other two offered their bank books as 
a pledge that the fine would be paid, and 
claimed that they could not get the money 
that day as the banks had closed. Their 
request was refused, and they were sent to 
gaol until the money would be forth­
coming.

Brutal Assault and Highway Rob- 
eery in Colborne Street.—Patrick Wick­
ham, a master carter, residing on McCord 
street, presented a pitiable sight on Satur. 
day morning in the Police Court, where he 
appeared as a complainant. Three of his 
teeth were knocked out and his face pre­
sented an uneven surface of cuts and 
bruises. He stated that as he was pro­
ceeding alone Coiborne street, between five 
and six o’clock on Friday evening, he was 
set upon by seven men who came out of 
Arthur Burke’s saloon. One of them, whom 
he recognized as Charles Tansey, first 
struck him a very severe blow „on the 
head with some blunt instrument, and then 
the whole crowd fell upon him, knocked 
him down, and kicked him most brutally 
about the head and body. They appeared 
to be semi-intoxicated and gave expression 
to their thoughts in exclamations of which 
he distinctly recollected the follow­
ing: “Boot the son of a b--------- h.”
“ Mrs. Savage will pay well for 
thia,” “ V»e’ll be well paid for this.” 
Having maltreated him until he was almost 
insensible they proceeded to rifle his pock­
ets of their"contenta, whieh consisted of 
pay tickets for cartage from certain firms 
to the value of $2.45, a pocket-book and 
$13.20 in small change, and his waist belt. 
As he showed signs of returning to con­
sciousness Wm. Fennell, one of the num­
ber, drew a knife and made a stab which 
Wickham received in his uplifted hand. 
They then decamped with such baste as to 
fall into the hands of Sergeant Angers and 
Constables Johnson, Cole and Adams, who 
were just about turning the corner. Five 
of the ruffians were arrested.and were iden­
tified by Wickham. Before the magistrate 
they described themselves as John Sheri­
dan, Michael Mclnerney, Wm. Fennell, 
Edward O’Brien, and Charles Tansey, all 
carters. They were committed for trial 
before the next Quarter Sessions. They 
are all well known to the police. Mclner­
ney has been several times committed for 
theft, and Fennell left the gael three weeks 
ago, after serving a term for stealing iron 
chain in a Wellington street warehouse.

Boiler Explosion — Accident on 
Board the Tug “ Dauntless” —One 
Man Killed.—About half past nine on 
Saturday morning last an explosion took 
place on board the steam-tug “Daunt­
less," of Quebec, ss she was ascending St. 
Mary’s Current, by which the fireman, 
Norbert Bergeron, of St. Apolonaire, near 
Quebec, lost his life. The facts as related 
to our reporter are as follows : The crew 
of the tug comprises six men. The cap­
tain, Octave Dubois, a young man of about 
22 years of age, and another, were at the 
wheel, and the remainder of the crew were 
at the stern. When about opposite the 
Montreal Gao), and close to the wharves 
there, the deceased was seen to descend the 
stairway leading to the boiler-room. Im- 
mediatelj after a crashing noise was 
heard, dense clouds of steam rose from the 
stairway, and the engines stopped working, 
thus clearly indicating the nature of the 
accident. The captain caused the tow 
rope to be severed, and in returning 
through the clouds of steam with a view 
to ascertain the cause of the disaster, fell 
down into the fore gangway and received a 
severe shaking. He managed to reach the 
deck again, and caused the tug to be 
steered to the wharves, where it was made 
fast. The brigs had meanwhile cast 
anchor. After the ^stearn had subsided a 
descent was made into the boiler-room, 
where the dead body of the fireman was 
discovered. It presented a most sickening 
spectacle. The cause of the disaster was 
a defective feed pipe, whieh it was seen 
had been blown completely away. It is 
presumed that the deceased in descending 
trod upon this .pipe (which it is thought 
could not have been well secured), and 
thereby sufficiently loosened it to cause the 
aeoideut. The body was carried on deck 
an! covered with a blanket. The Coroner 
was requested to hold an inquest, and by 
his order tha body was removed to the 
Morgue, where an enquiry into the cause 
®f the fatal accident will be commenced at 
nine o’clock this morning. The boat is 
owned by Mr. Michael Mack, of Quebec, 
and has received very trifling damage. The 
deceased was about 22 years of age, and 
unmarried.

The Sunday Afternoon Meeting—Major 
Welch in Perry’s Hall.

The Sunday afternoon meeting of the 
Montreal Temperance Society in Perry’s 
Hall, Craig street, was well attended yes­
terday. Mr. John Gardner presided, and 
read the scriptures and offered up prayer. 
In his opening remarks he referred' to the 
success which has attended temperance 
meetings in that Hall in the past, and 
which has .been continued by Mr. Geo. 
Perry, who formerly owned the building, 
and might have owned it to day, had he 
sacrificed his principles and rented the 
Hall for theatrical and other amusements 
contrary to the uses for which he had in­
tended the hall, viz., the holding of reli­
gious and temperance meetings, and other 
meetings of an instruotive and edifying 
character. He could not too stiongly com­
mend Mr. Perry for his laudable conduct. 
Nor could he, while on this subject, 
refrain from referring to the noble 
Christian example of his mother, the late 
Mrs. Perry, who left her home in England 
many years ago, and emigrated to this 
country when, like others, she found it 
painful on her conscience to pay tithes for 
the support of a State Church with whom 
they differed as to liberty of worship. Of 
her Christian labours in this city with 
other members of her family his hearers 
were already familiar, and it was gratify 
ing to *ee that the force of her example 
had not been lost, and that the same 
characteristics for which she had been 
known were inherent in her children to a 
very great extent. The Chairman then 
introduced

KAJOB A. D. WELCH,
of Fredericton, N.B , as the speaker of the 
afternoon. Major Welch was very warmly 
received, and proceeded to discuss the re 
lations of the liquor traffic to the public 
welfare. He claimed that liquor selling 
is inimical to the best interests of society ; 
that it is sapping the fountains of na­
tional purity, intelligence and enterprize, 
destroying the muscle and brain, and wast­
ing the resources of the people. As every 
moral means had been tried and 
still the crime was continued, he claimed 
the right of the people to abate the evil by 
law. In concluding he gave a beautiful 
illustration of the work of moral suasion 
by a comparative reference to the value of 
a human soul. So well was the lecture 
received that Major Welch was invited to 
address three consecutive meetings to be 
held in the same hall, the first to take 
place this evening, commencing at a quar­
ter to eight, when Mr. Piton will also de­
liver an address. The meetings are free 
to all. To-morrow evening a meeting will 
also be held in the Hall of the Montreal 
Y\ M. C. A. of members of the various 
temperance organizations of the city with 
a view to concerted action during the win­
ter.

TliE GRIiFINTOWN HORROR.

The Condemned Woman Kennedy—Sen­
tence Commuted to Imprisonment 
fob Life.

His Excellency the Governor-General 
has been pleased to giant tho extensively 
signed petitions presented by Mr. D. Mac- 
master, counsel for Susan Kennedy, cam- 
muting the sentence of death passed upon 
her as the penalty for her crime, to that of 
imprisonment for life. When the fact was 
made known to the prisoner by the Sheriff 
she received the (to her) joyful news with 
the same quiet demeanour which has char­
acterised her from the time of her arrest, 
merely observing, “ For life—that’s a long 
time.” Then, after a pause, she added, “I 
have never been in gaol so long before, I 
would rather go home.” The Sheriff ob­
served that it was better to be imprisoned 
for life than to be hung. In this expres­
sion of opinion she fully agreed. “ Well, 
I should not like to be hung.” Her spirit­
ual adviser, Rev. .Father Lruzon, and the 
Nuns in charge, speak very favourably of 
the unfortunate woman, who it would ap­
pear fully realized the awful sentence 
hanging over her, and was unceasing in 
her devotional exercises. In sup­
port of the petitions to the Govefnor- 
General and the Minister of Justice 
was a letter from the Recorder, Mr. J. P. 
Sexton, in which His Honour repeats a 
statement, made by him to our reporter 
at the time of the murder, to the effect 
that the woman had been repeatedly be­
fore him on charges of drunkenness, and 
and that on several of these occasions her 
appearance was such as to warrant the be­
lief that she was not of sonnd mind, al­
though quiet and inoffensive in manners. 
Since her condemnation he had been 
credibly informed that the unfortunate 
woman once belonged to a respectable 
family, one member of which w3s at one 
time a representative of his county in Par­
liament. By the police and her neighbours 
she has always been looked upon as a con­
firmed and dissolute drunkard, and it is 
tha general belief that drink and exposure 
are the causes which have affected her 
mind. Her marriage with the imbecile 
Jacob Hears was a cause for surprise to all 
who knew them. Jacob was.well known as 
a hard-working saving man, and the be­
lief was that his money was the chief at­
traction to the brida. The marriage was 
an event in the history of Griffintown. It 
was in fact a charivari, and it is said that 
the minister who performed the service 
afterwards deeply regretted that he had 
not been made acquainted of the char­
acters of the couple. Since her marriage 
she has been known as a disreputable 
drunkard. A short time ago Hears called 
at the gaol to visit her and was told that 
he might eee her in her cell. At this he i

TEE IRISH SOCIETY.

Its Claims Urged in Christ Church 
Cathedral. •

The Rev. J. Roe, of Liverpool, England 
Deputation Secretary to the Irish Church 
Society, now on a visit to this continent in 
aid of the funds of the Society, preached 
yesterday morning in Christ Church Oathe. 
dral, from St. John xn. 32, “And I if I be 
lifted up from the earth will draw all men 
unto me.” The preacher ably dwelt on 
the claims, the work, and the power of 
Christ and the extent of His Kingdom. In 
applying this subject to the object of the 
sermon, he gave the following reasons for 
supporting the Society. The Irish Society 
is instituted for promoting the Sciiptural 
education and religious instruction of the 
Irish-speaking population, chiefly through 
the medium of their own language. That 
there is need for the Society, is shown by 
the following facts : —

There are upwards of 800,000 persons in 
Ireland who speak Irish, one-fourth of the 
number being ander 20 years of age. Up­
wards of 100,000 cannot speak any lan­
guage but Irish ; and the minds of these 
persons can at present be reached only 
through the medium of the one language 
which they understand, whilst the larger 
number, above named, are easily approach­
ed by reason of their attachment to it as 
the National language. Various efforts 
are being now made to teach the people to 
read the Irish language. There is no 
literature, cheap and suitable to the people 
who can read Irish, except the Holy Scrip­
tures, Book of Common Prayer, and some 
few smaller works, the former being circm 
lated by tbe Irish Society. The literature 
generally circulated among the people by 
other agencies is partly Roman Catbolk; 
and partly disloyal and seditious.

The means employed by the Society* in 
the way of books are : The Primer, for in­
struction in reading ; the Holy Scriptures 
and the Book of Common Prayer—tbe for- 
mer for Roman Catholics, the last-named 
for enquirers who call for it, and for ci 
gregations that have been formed.

Five Clergymen (who are Missionaries) 
45 Scripture-readers, 4 Schoolmasters, 
Schoolmistresses, 3 Ragged School Teach­
ers, and especially 208 itinerant Irish 
Teachers, are the agents chiefly employed

Some of the clergy men employ ed by this 
Society are in parishes which would other­
wise he left without a resident clergyman

Among the encouraging results of the 
work of the Society enumerated by the 
preacher may be mentioned that 200,000 
persons have been brought into contact 
with the Irish version of the Holy Scrip­
tures directly as pupils in Irish schools, 
and as many more indirectly through the' 
teachers and pupils ; 19 churches have been 
built by converts in Ireland, and the insti­
tutions and organizations in their own re­
spective parishes are duly maintained by 
them. One church on this continent has 
been built by converts from County Gal­
way, under the teaching ©f the Society, 
Lastly, from one diocese alone, Ardfert, 
about 40 converts have entered the 
ministry of the Church, and in other 
dioceses not a few.

In the evening the Rev. Roe preached 
in St. Martin’s church. He will deliver 
lecture this evening in the basement of 
the same church, subject: “ Mission Scenes 
in Ireland,” illustrated by beautiful views 
of Irish scenery.

HARDLY EVER.
A BAPTISMAL BLUNDER.

It the graves of the indigent patients 
who have succumbed to disease in the 
Montreal hospitals were to reveal their 
ghastly secrets, many medical mistakes 
would doubtless be revealed. But there is 
at present in one of them a tiny body, in­
stinct with life and muscular activity, 
which has been the subject, so to speak, of 
one of the most amusing mistakes on 
record. A few days ago a young woman 
of remarkable attractions was admit­
ted suffering from pleurisy. The disease 
speedily disappeared tefore the skillful 
treatment of the attending physician, who 
inspired his patient with confidence in his 
professional skill. It was whispered 
among the other patients that the fair 
stranger would shortly furnish the waid 
with an interesting event. Events reached 
a climax on Thursday evening, and the at­
tendant physician assisted into Montreal 
four pounds and-a-half of original sin. The 
addition to the standing population of the 
city was indicated by a cry 
that was child-like, if not bland" 
Wrapped up,as children of a tender age by 
custom are, it was submitted to the inspec­
tion of its mother. A smile lit up her 
features as she looked upon the infant 
screaming in the nurse’s arms, a damask 
blush mantled her pallid cheek, and she 
whispered to the physician, c- Piease 
christen it now—christen it Simon.”, The 
doctor hesitated for a moment, but finally 
consented.

ANNUAL REPORT OF THE CHARITABLE COM­

MITTEE PROM 1ST NOVEMBER, 1878,
TO 1ST NOVEMBER, 1879.

The Charitable Committee has much 
pleasure in presenting the fifty-fourth 
annual report to the St. Andrew’s Society 
Notwithstanding the continued commercial 
depression last winter, your Committee has 
to report a slight decrease in tha jHjmber 
of families getting assistance fromtfte So­
ciety. This, however, has arisen more 
from the extra care given by the Com­
mittee to the investigation of every case, 
and the cutting off every bad and doubtful 
one. And here it may be in place to re­
mark that your Committee has, at times, 
very considerable difficulty in dealing with 
cases coming before it from the inconside­
rate interference of office-bearers «of mem­
bers of the Committee. This trouble has 
cropped up again and again during past 
years, as many members now present can 
testify, and in the opinion of this Com­
mittee it ought to be decided at once 
whether the giving, or not giving, of relief 
to applicants should be left entirely in the 
hands of the Charitable Committee. This 
is said with no particular reference to 
cases during the past year, bat to put a 
stop to fiequently recurring annoyances.

The number receiving shelter in the 
Home has been about the same as last 
year ; the number of omigrauts, however, 
has been rather larger than the previous 
year.

The number of tramps seems still to be 
on the increase, the hard times forming a 
good excuse, but to this class your Com­
mittee has generally turned a deaf ear.

The Committee has, during the year, 
faithfully carried out its plan of not allow­
ing children to come to the Home for 
charity. As usual, also, the Committee 
has insisted that where there are children 
in a family receiving relief, these children 
shall be sent to school, and the thanks of 
the Society are due to the Protestant 
Board of School Commissioners wnich, 
through its Superintendent, Professor 
Robicf, has granted free admission to 
common schools to all children on behalf 
of whom application has been made.

During the past year the Society has 
suffered some severe losses by death and 
removal. It is only necessary to mention 
Messrs. James Jack, Thomas Symington, 
James Aitken, John C. Beoket, Andrew 
Wilson and Peter Macfarlane, for every 
member to know what good friends, and 
true, the Society has lost by death. The 
removal of Mr. James Chalmers from the 
city has also been a serious loss to the So­
ciety, but especially to the Charitable 
Committee, of which he was a member, 
devoting as he did a very large portion of 
his time to visiting our city poor, and be­
ing for the last three years a regular at­
tendant of the weekly meetings of Com­
mittee held during the winter season.

The attendance of your Committee at 
the weekly meetings will also be found 
appended to this report, and your Commit­
tee desire to express their obligations to 
the various lady members whose names 
are to he found there, not only for their 
attendance, but also for various kindnesses 
in visiting our Scottish poor.

Through the kindness of Mr. J. Hickson 
yonr Committee has obtained from the 
Grand Trunk Railway 168 cords of excel­
lent firewood at $3.10 per cord, delivered 
at Point St. Charles, which are now in our 
yard, and the thanks of the Society 
due to Mr. ilickstn for the si mo.

The thanks of the Society are specially 
due to the Chaplains and Pnysicians for 
their unremitting attention. Dr. Wanless, 
Dr. Blackader, Dr. Geo. W. Ross, and Dr. 
Wm. Gardner, and to the Reverend Robert 
Wilson for his kindness in aiding your 
Committee, his services being much ap­
preciated. To Messrs. H. & A. Allan, 
Montreal Ocean Steamship Co., for reduc 
tion in passages to parties sent home by 
your Society. To Messrs. D. Morrice & 
Co. for the usual generous supply of ice to 
the Home. To Mr, J. A. Harte, Glasgow 
Drug Hall, for his very liberal supply of 
medicino when required by the out-door 
poor and the inmates of the Home. Your 
Committee cannot award too much praise 
to Mr. and Mrs. Campbell for their courtesy 
and assistance extended to it, and to the 
admirable management of the Home.

The special thanks of the Committee are 
due to tbe following parties (as per an­
nexed list) for their generous donations.

In conclusion, your Committee desire to 
express their thanks to the rest of the 
office-bearers of the Society for their 
hearty eo-operation whenever called upon, 
and especially to Mr. A. B. Stewart, 
Treasurer, for his kind attention to our re­
quirements.

4th Batt.—This regiment, which now 
only exists on the paper list of the force, 
is, we hear, about to be re-enrolled, and 
will be added to the 6th Military District, 
which is at present short of its complement. 
The scarlet uniform will be issued instead 
of rifle green.

5th Royal Fusiliers.—The beautiful 
and interesting ceremony of Trooping the 
Colours has been again commenced by the 
Royals. The week before last the regi­
ment paraded, 306 strong, and went 
through the trooping in a manner that 
called forth high praise from some old 
regular oflficers who were present and wit­
nessed the parade. This regiment is the 
only one in the active force of the Domi­
nion that so far has attempted this most 
diificult and pleasing parade.

The reading and recreation rooms of the 
regiment will be opened this evening. 
Lieut.-Colonel Crawford and the officers of 
the corps are to be congratulated upon 
their efiorts to keep up the high standing 
of the Fusiliers, both in a moral and mili- 
tary point of view.

—The fine band of the regiment has not 
yet received the annual grant it is entitled 
to from the Government. The grant is 
now many months due the men, and the 
Government, knowing the difficulties 
volunteer Colonels have in keeping toge­
ther a band, should at least be prompt °in 
the payment of the money granted by the 
country for volunteer bands. There is 
also about $500 still owing the Fusiliers 
by the Government, as compensation for 
the extra cost of their uniforms, which the 
Government promised should be granted 
them, but up to this day has not been 
paid. This is not the kind of way to treat 
men who give their time for the purpose 
of perfecting themselves in drill for the 
protection of the country.

Paid Adjutants.—This subject is now 
agitating the force to no small extent. 
There can be no question of doubt that 
such officers to corps in Canada would be 
of much advantage, but they must also be 
properly trained and qualified for the 
position. Now, how many adjutants with 
volunteer corps to-day can be said to be 
qualified ? All that the majority of them 
know is how to take up a parade state 
and dress a line; but, as regards man— 
œuvering a regiment or knowing their 
place while the regiment is being put 
through battalion drill, it would be hard 
indeed to find more than one per cent, of 
the lot capable of performing those essen­
tial duties correctly.. The cost of paid 
adjutants would be some $16,000 to $20,- 
0Ü6 per annum, but this sum could be 
readily forthcoming by the Government 
concentrating the work of the several dis­
trict stafis. The Deputy-Adjutant Gene­
ral and Brigade Major is quite sufficient 
for eachjProvince. The pay of half a dozen 
of these D.A.G.’s and B.M.’s would pro­
vide the means for paid adjutants, who 
would be of more advantage in every way 
to the discipline of the Militia. The 
Britiith volunteer force, numbering nearly 
300,000, has only a general officer in com 
mand, an assistant adjutant-general, and 
two aides de-camp, yet the number of ef. 
ficients reported last year was 280,000; 
but they have paid adjutants to each
