We have bisen favourced with the following letter frow on board
the ship Factor, to Mr. Kirchen—

Sir.—As the late disturbances in Portugal may not have reach-
ed vou vet, 1 beg vou to sceopt of a sketeh of thein as far us 1 have
been able to collect.

Portugal had remained tranquil, for some time without appre.
heusion of disturbances, antil about the 28th of May, when a-
bout 10.000 troops under Gen. Sepalveda, revolted, and decia-
red in favour of the king—Gen, Sepalveds had been ene of the |
first leadors fur the constitution, and had the perfect confidence of
the Cortes; he had brought the revolution toits height, in the
most secrelmanner, i not being even suspected until the troops
resolted.

He ceffected it chiefly by bribing the soldiers and commissioned
officers.  Ilis object was (o gain favor with the King. Afier i
had completed it, he waited on the King. but he would not sce
him, and scoffed him as ataitor.  He afterwards was attacked by
hits soldiers and severely buaten, so that his life was despaired of.
On the 30th of May. theintelligence reached St Ubes.  There
was there one regunent,

They immediately joined the canse ofthe King, forced the in-
hatitanis to illuminate and the frinrs 1o ring the bells, in which
they readily joined.  On the fulowing day they foreed their ol
ficers to march with them, under the command of a corporal, to
meet the King, as he was expected in Lisbon on the 4ih,

I'here was a general depression of busine s, and thse who had
been violent in promoting and assisting in the Constitution, were
afraid of their lives, asthe King's party were altogether the rab-
ble. who were led by the priests and  the soldiers, who did as they
pleased, their officers having no command of them. But there
had been no disturbance, as the people all gaietl y submitted, hav-
ing no means of defence.

Un tise troops leaving Lisbon, to join the king, the differcnt
prisons were left unguarded, and even the doors open.  There were
in the different prisons about 3,000 convicts.  In one of the pri-
sons i particular, St. George's Castle, the prisuners, to the num-
ber of 500 had by some means, suppused by the assistance of the
soidiers, got into the prison about 3000 ball cartridges, with arms,
and had a regular laid plan to burn Lisbon, and all the merchants
and banks, but fortunately the city guards discovered it, in time
to seenre them,

On the 3d of June, one regiment marched into Lisbon with the
young Prince at their head, on whom they had conferred the ho-
notary title of Commander in Chief. ‘I'ie town of Lisbon was
quict § few respectable pe ple to be seen, and only the rabble and
soldiers shouting Viesa el Rey. The Cories had adjourned on the
2d, and an embargo had been laid on ail vessels at Lisbon.

On the 6th, the King, sccompanied by the Queen, who touk an’
active part in his 1estoration, entered Lisbon, and was received
with all the honour that could be expecied,

. When forced, the King issued a proclamation to the people,
mfur_u_amg them, that they shold agimin have a Constitution, but
maordified. “The revolution is very unpopular with 1he higher and
middle classes of the people, and man ¥ will leave the country as
soon as practicable I'hey fear and say, that it is only the begin-
ningof the revolution ; that a number of the provinces will npot
submit. The former are ail for the Constitution, and where it
will end, no one knows,—There was very little said atout Spain,
and it wasreported, thm the revolution in Portugal would injure
the Soanish canse.
