KHIVA ROBBERS IN RUSSIA.
The fnvalide Russe, organ of the Russian
War Office, announces in its nomber of the
2ard ult., that o detachment, consisting of
two companies of infantry, n sotnia of Cos-
sacks, and two guns, has been sent to the
left bank of the Syr-Daria, # in order to
prevent any incarvsions from Khiva, and to
protect the Khirgiz tribes from plunder)”
It explaing this significant announcement
by stating that for the last six months
Khiva has been sinding robber-bands ‘into
Russia for the purpose of plundering her
Khirgiz subjeets, and that Kbiva and Kash-
gar are now the only states in Central Asia
which refuse “fo be at peace with the Rus-
sians.” A despateh, it adds, has been sent
fo the Khan of Khiva “calling upon bim
to restrain his bands from entering Russian
territory, and not expose himself to dangers
which might produce unpleasant circnm-
stances. * * The Sovereign of Kashgar,
Yakoub Bey, also maintains a hostile atti-
tude towards us, and pre vents the establish-
ment of peaceful commercial relations with
liis country.” The Znvalide adds that, '*ac-
cording to the latest news, the Khivans had
assembled at a place called Daukara, 100
versts from the southern shore of the Sea of
Aral, and 300 versts from the Syr-Daria,
and the well-known robber Sadyk intends
to mgke an incursion in to the district of
the Lower Syr-Daria.” This Tooks very
much lige a revival of the old Russian pol-
icy of the wolf and the lamb, which FLas
proved so guccessful in Poland and else-
where.

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FivaNoian REMINIBCENCES.—Some
years ago, when the Ilon. George
Brown was loudly proclaiming the
financial injuries which Upper Cana-
da suffered from the union with Low-
er Canada, it became the duty of all
the Ministerial or Conservative or-
gans, even in Upper Canada, to de-
velope and to demonstrate a con-
trary thesis, and to establish -that
Upper Canada had obtained a great
deal more than her just share of the
public expenditure. At this mo-
ment, when the division of the total
liabilities of the old united Province
between the two Provinces is becom-
ing one of the questions of the day,
we find one of our French contem-
poraries at Quebec not unnaturally
reverting to these facts and figures,
if facts they were. The Cunadien
accordingly quotes the Zegder of
November, 1859, and shows that
that journal proved that Upper Ca-
nada had profited by the sums dis-
buised for public works to an amount
more than double that of Lower Ca-
nada, and that a surplus of more
than $1,200,000- in the shape of
annual interest, was paid for
the debt incurred for Upper Ca-
nada above that which had
been incurred for Lower Cana-
da.

Tie Law Respeerine LorteriEs.—The Con-
solidated Statutes containavery stringent
Act against lotteries for the disposal of pro-
perty, either real or personal, by chance.
The person who causes an advertisement or
notice to be published, the publishers, any
one who disposes of tickets or helps to
dispose of them, the purchaser, orin fact
any one concerned “in any scheme or plan
for advancing, lending, giving, selling or
in any way disposing ot any - property,
either - real or —personal, by lots, cards,
tickets, &c.,’ shall be fined $20 for each
offence with costs, and the goods so disposed
of shall be forfeited to the informant. These
provisions would seem to cover every con-
ceivable case in which this mode of gambling
can be employed, and the penalties ap-
ply not only to those engaged in such acts
within the Dominion of Canada, buf also to
those whichare oviginated and intended tobe
carried out abroad. By an Act passed
however, in 1860 (23 Vict.

At this juncs
tnre, when the men were listening to the
surf beating on the shore, and hLaving done
all that brave men could doywere-prepared
to moet the last extremity, a tremendous
sen swept the deck, carrying two of the
crew from the forward hatch to the wheel
house; here some coils of rope offered a
chance, which: the poor fellows clung to
with a despalring grasp. It was now im-
possible to keep on deck, every. sen sweep-
ing it from stem to stern.. The sailors took
the rigging, and with garments wet through
and through, every minute stiffening with
frost, they for two long agonizing hours
watched 83 it were for the approach of
death. Soon asuccession of humps, shale-
ing every timber of the craft, announced
that the schooner had run on the rocks.
and in o fow minutes the vessel, lifting
herself on the crest of the waves, came
down with g crash that started every bolt
and plank, and heaved her decks into the
shape of a bow. What appeared to be the
greatest peril proved thesafety of the five
souls on board. The vessel had become so
closely wedged on the rocks that the storm
failed to dislodge her. The men, upon
