Many 
fatal cases are rtported.

Dublin, July 11—Intelligence has reached 
Imre of a horrible affair at Ballyneale*. A 
man called John Hurt, living at that place, 
murdered his mother and then chopped her 
body to pieces. When the crime was dis­
covered, Hart was found lying beside the re­
mains, er.ting a portion of them.

BK.Rl.nt, July l1—Hermann Wèber, Presi­
dent of the German-Amcrican Riflemen now 
here, has received a letter from Emperor 
William thanking the riflemen for the resolu­
tions adopted by them at their banquet in 
Berlin, July 4, congratulating His Majesty.

Prince Bismarck, in an interview published 
by the Frankfort Journal, says he would not 
have signed the Anglo-German agreement in 
its present form. Tho cx-Chancellor holds 
that Heligoland, which tho Emperor wished 
to secure to Germany, might nave been oh 
tained at less cost. Unless the Island is 
strongly fortified, he says, it might prove a 
danger to Germany in the event of war.

The National Gazette says that Chancellor 
Von Caprivi is preparing a complete explana­
tion of the various clauses of the Anglo-Ger­
man Convention. The southern boundary of 
the German sphere in Africa, it says, has 
been shifted a degree further north, Germany 
abandoning Rurkuru on the advice of Baron 
Wiesmann in order to preserve tribal unity.

While the fleet accompanying Emperor 
William was entering Christiania, a gun on 
hoard the “ Friedrich l)er G"ose,” exploded 
prematurely, terribly injuring five of the 
crew.

IfAMBrno, July 11—The HamhnrtjerXach- 
richten denies that Prince Bismarck intends 
to request Emperor William not to erect the 
Bismarck memorial during ids (Bismarck’s) 
life.

Constantinoplk, July 11—Advices re­
ceived here say a number of Armenian pea­
sants at Alakilcs, who failed to pay their 
taxes, were burned alive by Turkish Seap- 
tichs. The authorities of Trcbizoud sent 
26,000 cases of purafiuc to Dcçpun for the pur­
pose of firing an extensive and dense forest 
which is likely to serve as a refuge for Arme­
nians if pursued by Turkish troops. The 
school of Erzerouin, w hich was the scene of 
the recent disorders, has been removed to 
Kliarpont. It has been a polilicnl hotbed.

St.John’s, NHJ., July 11—Sir Baldwin 
Walker, captain of the British warship 

Emerald,” speaking in reference to closing 
Baird’s lobster factories, said to a reporter :

I have my instructions to carry out on the 
French shore and have no alternative left but 
to do so when glaring breaches of the hiw arc 
pointed out to me by the French commander.
To all intents I ignore the existence of past 
treaties on the French shore question. This 
year I am carrying out the modus vivendi and 
shall do my duty regardless of consequences.” 
Regarding the chances for a final settlement 
of tiie French shore question, Sir Baldwin 
said that the whole story has been exaggerat­
ed ; the loss said on the French shore matter 
pending negotiations the letter for the New- 
rotmdlnndcrs and the more likely to restore 
to them the sole control of their own coast.

AMERICAN.
Nkw York, July 11—The Bank of Mon­

treal lias ordered $.500,000 gold for shipment 
to Europe to-morrow.

The Tribune says that Congress has acted 
w isely in calling upon the President for the 
State documents bearing upon the Behring 
Sea controversy. It is evident that Mr. 
Blaine and Lord Salisbury are st ill a long 
way apart in their views. It is evident too 
that the British Premier is advancing some 
most absurd contentions and that he is on 
dca\oring to make obstinacy do the work of 
fact and logic. There is some reason to l>e- 
licve that a certain nuantity of menace has 
been imparted to his later tones. His Gov­
ernment appears to lie engaged in an attempt 
to apply here the European doctrine that 
peace is best assured by offensive demon­
strations. If she desires this display to l>c 
interpreted by the United States as a menace, 
she ia engaged in a foolish amL regret able 
business. It is not agreeable to a spirited 
people to feel that an effort is being made to 
awe them into submission by a display of the 
engines of force. That sort of thing may lie 
dl right enough in Europe where the people 
are used to it ami where their opinions and 
feelings arc of less account than in America, 
but w e cun imagine no proceeding on Eng­
land's part more likely to convince the Ame 
riciui people that Behring Sea is a mart elan 
mivl than the presence of British gunboats ii 
the neighborhood of our Pribilolf Islands ; we 
can fancy no demonstration ..lore admirably 
calculated to unite this country in the reso­
lute determination to persist in its extreme 
demand, then the sight of British cruisers 
hovering around our Atlantic coasts. It is 
desirable that Great Britain should appre­
ciate this point. Americans cannot sup­
pose that this ui usual congress of warships 
is an expression of genuine American senti­
ment. But whatever it means, it serves no 
good purpose ami the British Government 
will do itself a favor by ordering its cruisers 
away.

A Washington despatch to tho Tribune 
says that the diplomatic correspondence 
between the Government of the United 
States and the Government of Great Britain, 
touching the subjects in dispute in the 
Behring Sea, called for on resolution of the 
House, will probably be ready for trans­
mission in a day or two. Those who expect 
to find in the documents referred to any 
evidence of the strained relations which are 
said to exist between the Governments of the 
two countries will seek it in vain. Those on 
tiie other hand who have looked for a firm 
and dignified insistence upon the rights of 
the United States in the premises, by those 
charged with so important a trust, will not 
be disappointed. Of the official documents 
in the case called for by the House, little 
need lie said. The fact that Mr. Hitt, 
Chairman of tiie Foreign Affairs Committee 
of the House, received an intimation that a 
call for Cue documents would promptly bo 
honored by the Slate Department, is 
sufficient guarantee for raying tliev contain 
nothing in any way sensational. The House 
and the country are in possession of all the 
correspondence touching upon tiie sub­
ject of tiie Behring Sea dispute 
down to March 4, 1889. Since then
few notea have been exchanged by 
Mr. Blaine and Sir Julian 1’auncefote in tins 
matter. Tho negotiations have already been 
carried on verbally, what is on record . in 
writing is an able presentation of the position 
occupied by the United States, which is said 
to hoar all the marks of Mr. Blaines indi­
viduality ; a proposition by Sir Julian for 
a modus riirndt and tiie outlines of a plan for 
regulating Pelogic sealing upon an interna­
tional basis, and a refus'd on the part of the 
Secretary of State to accept such a proposi­
tion, upon grounds which are forcibly ami 
with great clearness set forth in a note of 
sonic length. These three documents are prob­
ably tho most important of the batch which 
Mr. Hill’s resolution will have called out. 
There is one feature of the resolution to which 
attention may profitably bo drawn perhaps, 
since it is likely that the official documents 
w ill not disclose it. This i« a proposition on 
the part of Sir Julian, made alsnit six or 
eight months ago, to submit certain ques­
tions involved in the dispute to arbitration. 
Mr. Blaine was not unwilling to accede to 
this proposition, but be wished to define 
clearly beforehand the Dots w hich should Ihj 
submitted to the arbitrator. Upon this

point the two negotiators were unable to 
agree. It is believed that Sir «luliah desired 
tiie power conferred upon the arbitrator to 
decide what were “facta” and what were 
tioti In other words, lie wanted tiie arbitra­
tor to hai’fi an opportunity to go as it were 

behind the return!?.But this Mr. Blaine, 
it is thought, would not ligiSe to» and the 
whole proposal fell through. As to Who the 
arbitrator was to bo, that w’as a question tioi 
readied. It is prolsihle that the chief of a 
non-maritime power, Switzerland for in­
stance, would have l>cen chosen. The failure 
to adopt in the foregoing instance the prin­
cipal of arbitration, docs not exclude the 
possibility of its being employed ultimately 
after all, Oft tho contrary, it is Ixdieved by 
those in a position to know, that the present 
drift of negotiations is still in that direction 
and that arbitration will be found a practical 
ami honorable solution of existing difficulties 
tonching the seal fisheries of tiie Behring Sea.

Sa ft Francisco, Cala., July 11—A fetter 
just received in this city from Victoria.slatcs 
that the general opinion prevails there that 
two fleet-sailing craft hare )*ccn fitted out 
armed and equipped and sent to Behring Sea 
to aid British Scaling vessels to resist cap­
ture by American revenne cutters. The 

Corwin” is at Victoria awaiting sailing or- 
lers, and information has been received here 
that the cutter “Oliver Wolcott,” whicli has 
been undergoing repairs at Seattle, lias l>een 
ordered to make ready at once and proceed 
to Behring Sea.

Chicago, July 11—A big fight is going on 
among the brewers here. The battle is be­
tween the English syndicate which has 
bought up several of tiie larger breweries, 
and a number of smaller breweries which 
have not been taken into the combination or 
have refused to become parties to it. The 
result of the fight up to yesterday was a drop 
in the wholesale price of beer from $6 a 
barrel to $5. Yesterday, the west side 
brewery which is outside of the combination, 
reduced the price to $4.50 a barrel. It is be­
lieved thè war will go on until beer is sold 
less than $2 a barrel.

New Orlkans, July 11—The Legislature 
adjourned sine die last night. No action can 
be taken in the lottery matter until the Su­
premo Court gives its decision thereon.

TERRIBLE ACCIDENT AT 
DARTMOUTH.

HUNDREDS OF PEOPLE THROWN 
INTO THE WATER.

CANADIAN REPORTS.
A PECULIAR CASE IN MONTREAL.

THE ROYAL MILITARY COLLEGE.

LATEST FROM THE QUEEN CITY.

QUEBEC.
Montreal, July 11—A strange and terri­

ble accident took place this morning whereby 
a little girl, tiie seven-year-old daughter of 
Zotkiue Lafoud, lost lier life. The child, with 
her sister, was sitting on the doorstep of their 
father's house, No. 256 St. Martin street, 
amusing themselves by smoking cigarettes. 
The clothes of the yonnger one took fire and 
she was so seriously burned that she died in 
an hour.

The military camp at .Ht, Johns broke up 
this morning. The 85th Battalion arrived in 
town at noon, marched to the Drill .Shed and 
weré paid off.

In the Practice Court to-day, a petition 
was presented on the part of the Medical 
.Superintendent of Longue Pointe Asylum, 
Dr. Duquette, to force a young woman of St. 
Hyacinthe, Taraide Beauchamp, who had 
Ifcen a patient at the asylum up to the time 
of tho fire winch destroyed tho institution, 
to return to the care of the Sisters in charge. 
There was a counter petition on the part of 
Mr. Paul T. Beauchamp, the cousin of tb« 
voting woman in question» to the effect that 
its she is not insane, and as her relatives arc 
p:rfcctly capable of taking care of her, she 
should be liberated from the control of the 
asylum authorities. There is money involved 
and it is a case of a quarrel between members 
Of the family. Argument will be heard on 
Friday.

A NUMBER OF LIVES LOST.

Halifax, N.S., July 11—A terrible acci­
dent occurred in Dartmonth • to-night by 
which a number of people were drowned, but 
the exact number of victims will not be 
known till to morrow. The disaster happened 
through a chain attached to a ferry float 
slipping out of place, allowing the front of 
the bridge to sink and precipating a crow d of 
six or seven hundred men, women ami 
children into the water.

The people were crowded there waiting for 
the new ferry steamer “Annex ’ just arrived 
from New York to dock. When the steamer 
got within two feet of the landing a number 
jumped on board and at that moment the 
accident occurred. Tiie outer end of the 
bridge went down suddenly and the horror- 
stricken crowd slipped off into the harbour 
as though they were descending a slide, 
piling on top of cacli other, shrieking for 
help and scrambling for means of safety.

For some minutes there was a confused 
crowd of men, women and children struggling 
in tiie water, but the accident had hardly 
happened before a dozen brave youths and 
men leaped to the rescue without waiting to 
throw aside their clothes. The drowning 
people were rapidly passed up to men stand­
ing above on tiie wharves and tiie rapidity 
with which thu rcacucrs performed their work 
resulted in the great majority of those who 
fell in being saved from death. There were 
many able swimmers in the party and these 
worked till exhausted, helping people to land, 
until there were no more in signt on the sur­
face and these who could not be saved had 
sunk out of sight.

When tiie crowd slipped off the landing 
stage, the people around nundrered eome 
hundred ; these crowded to the sides of the 
wharf and threw sticks and boards to the 
struggling mass, while a number of life pre­
servers were thrown to them from the steamer. 
Many people were struck and injured by the 
flying boards and all the l»odies recovered 
bear cuts ami bruises.

The statements of spectators show that 
most of those who fell in were women and 
children, and the scenes immediately follow­
ing the disaster were frightful. Several men 
and their wives were thrown in ami the former 
struggled heroically to save their loved ones, 
succeeding in every instance as far ns known. 
Harry Silver was thrown in with ids wife and 
managed to get lier out safely. A man named 
Wm. Brodie saw his wife struggling in the 
dock and leaping in managed to save her life. 
A woman named Logan was thrown in with 
a young child in her arms and her efforts to 
preserve the life of the infant w'erc heartrend­
ing ; ix»tli were finally brought ashore alive. 
An elderly man named Edward-1 oster and 
his daughter fell in together. The former 
was saved in tho nick of time but was so 
frantic over tho loss of his daughter that he 
could hardly be dragged ashore. He was 
persuaded that his daughter was safe, but 
the poor girl was ft corpse when taken out.

When all those in sight had been brought 
to land, the work of grappling for the drown­
ed ones was commenced. ithin two hours 
four bodies had been recovered, but up te> 
midnight no other victims had been found. 
It is ladicvcd that at least three or four 
others were lost, but the exact number can­
not be told a*, present.

Intense excitement prevailed in Dart­
mouth and Halifax when the news of the dis­
aster spread, and thousands flocked to the 
scene, where they remained till a late hour 
watching those working in the water. Owing 
to the confusion it is impossible to tell who 
arc missing, but the number cannot be laigo. 
Divers are now searching under the water 
for further victims.

The names of those whose bodies have been 
recovered, arc : Miss Bessie Foster, daughter 
of Edward Foster ; Peter Boyle, a Crimea 
veteran ; Miss Allie Syuoit, daughter of 
Michael Synott ; John Bundy, a colored boy.

Bravery at Inkerman.
Many brave acts were done at Inkerman 

which have never been recorded in any 
gazette or received any special recognition 
In the dim light of that foggy November 
morning deeds were done that were never 
surpassed even by the Romans of old the 
Coldstream Guards themselves (mustering 
only four hundred strong, with sixteen officers) 
emulating the fame of Horatius by holding a 
two-gun battery (minus the guns), the key of 
tiie English position, without assistance, for 
several hours against the whole Russian 
army, some seventy thousand strong. Every 
man of that little hand—and every boy too, 
for there were drummer-boys under sixteen 
Years of age pi esent—was a hero in the truest 
sense of the word.

The officers were cut down nearly to a 
man, onlv three o.it of the sixteen being 
enabled to leave the field without being car 
ried from it. In one case—that of Captain 
Ramsden, who was well l>eloved by the men 
of his company—several men formed a ram 
part around him, when he was suddenly sur 
rounded and attacked by a whole horde of 
the enemy. Many of them fell dead at Ids 
feet, and amongst tbase who u ere severely 
wounded was a little* drnmmerdmy, who, 
with the rather toy-looking sword which had 
often decorated Ins person at tiie guard- 
mountings at St. James’ Palace, had defend­
ed his captain with such energy that Ids 
sword was found broken at his side. Un­
fortunately, however, the bravery thus ex­
hibited by these heroes did not save their 
captain from being struck down and bayonet­
ed.

A bugler, Alexander Price, having, when 
the ammunition began to fail, been ordered 
to sound tl’C ‘Cease tiling !’ obeyed the 
order, and while doing so observed a Russian 
soldier presenting bis loaded musket within 
a few inches of the head of the sergeant- 
major. Without waiting to finish the bugle 
call, he took tiie. instrument from his mouth 
and dashed it right in the teeth of the Rus­
sian in question, who pulled tiie trigger at 
the same moment, but missed his aim. I he 
bugler, later on, was wounded, but event­
ually recovered, and lived for many years 
afterwards with a ball in ids left side, which 
at the time of his death hail worked down to 
his thigh, and from which, had he lived a 
little longer, it would no doubt have been 
extracted.

ONTARIO.
Ottawa, July 11—The Chinese revenue at 

the port of Vancouver last month was $3,- 
569.50, against $3,269 in June, 1889.

Thus far the number of licenses under the 
modus rivendi issued by the Fisheries Depart­
ment to American fishermen, is largely in 
excess of the-figures for last year.

Mr. H. J. Beemer arrived in the city yes­
terday and leaves to-day for a trip over the 
Gatineau Valley Railway, tho work on which 
is progressing very satisfactorily/ The con­
struction gang is now operating on the 20th 
mile of the road. The section of the line be­
tween Hull and Chelsea is now, however, all 
ready for the rails and a commencement will 
he made of laying these before tiie end of tho 
present month.

The Citizen to-day contains an editorial 
warmly defending Sir Adolphe Caron from 
recent attacks. \

At the Police Court to-day, the following 
penalties were imposed on mcmljers of the 
Ottawa Field Battery :—David Macdonald, 
for refusing to obey orders and using insult­
ing language on Dominion Day, Michael 
Kicrnan, same offence, $5 ; Armory Sergeant 
Kincaid, $5 for refusing to go to camp.

At noon to-day al*out 50 members of the 
North Lanark Agricultural Society arrived 
in town for the purpose of visiting the experi- 
mcutul farm. Their object is to inspect the 
woik now going on at the farm. At 1.30 the 
visitors started for the farm, where they were 
received by Hon. Mr. Carling and shown over 
the grounds.

Mayor Erratt this afternoon received 
cablegram from the Mayor of Bermuda, cou- 
gratulatmg the Mayor of the Capitol of the 
Dominion on the laying and completion of the 
cable between Canada and Bermuda. Mayor 
Erratt replied in terms of happy acquies­
cence.

About three o’clock this afternoon a body 
was found floating in the stream of water 
which runs down from Hurdmau s mill into 
tiie Ottawa, just below the Chaudière Falls. 
Upon examination by the mill hands, it was 
identified as the remains of young Charron, 
who mysteriously disappeared one afternoon 
about two months ago while at work in 
Hurd man’s saw mill on the Hull side.

Comte De Turenne, Consul-General of 
France, arrived in the Capitol yestenlay 
He goes west to-d^y, hut on the ^return 
journey will stay some time at the ( apital, 
arranging for the removal of the Consulate 
headquarters, to the city.

The new pumps at the w^ter-works are 
running most smoothly. It is very interest­
ing to watch them, and see tiie regulator 
record another thousand gallons every 
eighteen seconds, or at the rate of 4,800,(HU) 
gallons per 24 hours, with apparently the 
greatest case. They fully bear out their 
promise of being the finest pumps on the 
continent.

UNITED STATES.

Duffy ho* brought suit against John Keenan, 
who lias just returned from Canada, 1° r®* 
cover $40,000, the balance of $50,000 which 
he claims was promised for his vote in favor 
of granting a charter to the Broadway Rail- 
road. Duffy has confessed that he was in the 
“combine” of aldermen bribed to vote for the 
Broadway Railway franchise arid has testified 
against several of his co-councilmen.

Chicago, July 11—A frightful explosion 
occurred to-night on the steamer “Tiop» 
one of the largest vessels on the great lanes. 
Thirty-eight people were aboard the steamer 
at the time. When the work of rescuing the 
survivors, which commence!I almost instant­
ly, was well under way, only two persoi ■ 
could be found who escaped unhnrt. To 
make matters worse fire broke out on the 
wrecked vessel and huge volumes of flame 
and smoke impeded the searchers for the 
dead and dying. The bursting of the 
steamer’s boilers was the cause of the catas­
trophe. It was in the Chicago River, at the 
foot of Washington street, that the explosion 
occurred. This locality is in the heart of the 
business section of Chicago and the terrine 
shock of the explosion brought people running 
in terror out of the toll buildings a block away. 
Most of the victims were Chicago stevedores 
who were unloading the vessel. Only three of 
the “Tioga’s” crew were reported on the list. 
Besides the three missing men who belonged 
to the crew there must have becu from 12 to 
15 other men killed and probably Haifa dozen 
additional wounded. These were laborers in 
the hold who were doing. the un’o./diug. 
Eight colored men arc positively s.ated to 
have l»een below and six or seven others weie 
at the hatches aiding their fellow-steredores. 
The explosion occurred in the held, not in the 
machinery or l>oilers as near as I could o^Ç**'* 
tain and was probably in sonic combustib.o 
freight stored there. Up to 10.30 p.m. nine 
dead bodies had been taken from the wreck 
and five or more wounded hail been conveyed 
to hospitals.

THE ELECTION IN GASPE TO-DAY 
If the astrologers are to be believed, this 

will be a very bad day for Mr. Flyhh, for 
he was bom in the fatal year 1847, and 
between the dark days from the 11th to 
the 17th of November. The date of his 
birth was November 16th. Then again 
Zadkiel, in his Voice of the Stars, des 
cribes the 12th of July this year, as “an 
uncertain day ; be very careful. All this 
is significant enough in all consciousness. 
But it is quite reasonable to hope thjit 
Mr. Flynn’s particular star is all right 
and that be will come out of the struggle 
to-night with the banner of victory in his 
hand. He deserves nothing short of that 
He has been an excellent representative 
and his name ought to he an honored one 
in his native county, where he was trained 
and partly educated. As member and as 
Minister, during the last dozen years, he 
has done much for Gaspe, never neglect 
ing her intereafcs, hqt always working with 
untiring zeal and energy, jq her behalf 
Such representatives are not picked 
every day in the year, and we shall he 
grievously disappointed, if at the last, the 
county which owes him so much, should 
throw him over. TMr. Flynn is a serious 
politician, with statesmanlike ideas. He 

not a taotician and he is not 
of a magnetic turn of n>ind. But 
he is a strong man intellectually, an orqtor 
of much force and a striking debater. Ho 
took all the hard knocks List session, and 
bore the brunt of the debate whenever 
important questions were discussed. He 
always brought to boar on the discqaqion, 
an enormous amount of knowledge of the 
subject in hand, and more than oncô ho 
sent his political adversaries to the right 
about. He was the only man on our side 
of the House whom Mr. Mercikr feared, 
and dreaded to meet. Ho met clap trap 
with arguments. Ho answered abuse with 
figures which were undeniable in their 
accuracy. To keep such a 113 this out 
of the House has been the aiiq of tlj0 
Government, for a long time. The fact 
that he h* to become the leader of the 
Opposition in Parliament, if elected, was 
the signal for redoubled efforts to defeat 
him by the'Government, and the placemen 
who surround it. We hope that to-day 
Gaspe will be true to her traditions, and 
rebuke impertinence, -by re-electing Mr. 
Flynn, for his old seat, by one of 
the largest majorities that he has ever 
gained since he first sat in 
our Legislature. It will, of course, be a 
difficult task to carry Mr. Flynn against 
the overwhelming odds which the Govern­
ment has arrayed against him. The Pre­
mier himself went down to the county 
early in the campaign. For weeks before 
nomination day, Mr. Carrier and his 
friends paraded the county and made a 
house to house canvass among the electors, 
promising them all sorts of things for t heir 
votes. Then three or four members of 
the Government took the field, and then 
another batch of stump speakers marched 
to the front. With blandishments, and 
threats, with money and promises they 
hope to carry the seat. Mr. Flynn hail at 
the most only three or four young friends 
to accompany him through the consti­
tuency. But they were tried and true 
men. As for money, it may safely be said 
that ho had not a dollar. In his case, at 
least, the charge of bribery and corruption 
cannot be raised. He is fighting to-day a 
pure election, and all right-minded men 
will hope that he may be returned to-night 
at the head of the poll. Without him to 
lead the Opposition in the House, the 
Liberal-Conservatives of this Province will 
be dished. Let us hope for the best, at all 
events.

The Cartridge Factory.
On Thursday afternoon, at two ©clock, 

there was a large number ofjihells cast at the 
Dominion Government Cartridge Factory 
here, under the management of Major Pré­
vost and Mr, VVilliam Dixon. The factory is 
a model of order, economy and enterprise 
The machinery in use for the casting of the 
shells and for making the Snider cartridges 
was imported from England in 1881 and 1882. 
It was then both old and out of order, 
but thanks to the ingenuity of Mr. Dixon has 
since been put in a good-state of repair, many 
pieces being entirely re-made. In one ma­
chine alone Mr. Dixon has replaced thirty- 
four pieces by new ones. In the department 
in which the shells for the large guns are 
manufactured, 2,000 9 pounder common
shells ; 1,600 64-poundor common shells
and 1,400 9-pounder shrapnel shells

'Were cast during the past year
The 64-pounder shrapnell shells have not 
y®t been made in Quebec, for the simple rea 
son that no orders to that effect have been re­
ceived from the Militia Department, though 
the implements in the factory would cosily 
permit such work to bo done. For the Snider 
cartridges the lead nsod for the bullets is im-

Krtcd from England in pigs weighing 120 
i. each. One of the causes of the great 
àqperjority of the Quebec cartridge over that 

imported frqn) England, is that the former are 
enveloped iq a copper case, which effectively 
prevents the rain or any humidity in the air 
from altering or decomposing the pow­
der in any manner whatever. In addition to 
this another advantage is that the copper 
shell may be recharged at least a dozen times 
without being destroyed. This was definitely 
proved before Colonel Panct, Deputy Minis­
ter of Militia, in a competition fired on the 
5th of July, 1889, between a Snider rifle 
and the Quebec cartridge and a Martini 
Henry rifle and the English cartridge, the 
former made 84 points to the latter s 83, a 
fact which effectively proves the superiority 
of our cartridge. We understand that the 
Ouebec shells >for the 9-pounder and 64 
pounder guns give great satisfaction.

OPINIONS OF THB PEOPLE.
( To the Editor of the Morning Chronicle. )
Dear Sir,—My attention is called to an 

interview which yonr reporter has hail with 
Mr. Frank Ross in connection with the action 
of the Council of the Board of Trade, re 
“Canopus” s.s. As regards his personalities 
the Couueil do not consider worth their no­
tice. The cause probably is because Mr. 
Simons did not prove pliable, as stated in his 
(Mr. Simons’) evidence.

I would suggest that Mr. Ross consult the 
Meicbauts' Shipping Act, Maritime Legisla­
tion, by Wendt, and the A. B. C. Mariners 
Guide, by Stevens, page 231. The latter 
reads:—“The Board of Trade, if they have 
reason to believe on complaint, or otherwise 
that a British ship is unsafe, may provisionally 
order the detention of the ship for the pur­
pose of being surveyed."

Shipowners must not think that the public 
have nothing to say in cases where vessels are 
not seaworthy, or where it is supposed a 
proper examination has not been made of a 
ship whicli has been ashore, and seriously in­
jured herself. Public opinion, I trust, will 
overrule such cases.

The case of the “Canopus” has proved that 
it is possible for an unseaworthy steamship 
to leave either the ports of Quebec or Mon­
treal loaded with passengers.

We have, however, the assurance of Mr. 
W. Rae, that he would on no consideration 
allow a steamship of his Line, that had re­
ceived damage, to sail without a certificate 
from the most competent authority, and sup­
ported the action of the Port Warden in the 
case of the “Canopus.”

The Council of the Board of Trade are fully 
decided to understand the position they should 
hold, not that we aspire to the position of the 
Boards of Trade of England, which protect 
lives, and prohibit unseaworthy vessels pro­
ving coffins for their living freight.

Quebec Field Buttery.
FINK INSPECTION YESTERDAY.

Yesterday morning about half-past nine 
the Quebec Field Battery passed one of the 
finest inspections that we have witnessed for 
some years past.

Colonel Mcutizambert was received with the 
general salute and rode round the guns, cri 
tically inspecting the horses, saddlery and 
guns, as well as the uniforms ami accoutre 
menta of the men. The first movement was 
the march past in close order, in single file 
by sections and at the trot. These were per 
formed to perfection, and the wheels could 
not have been bettter. The steadiness 
the horses was the more remarkable when it 
is remembered that a number of the horses are 
fresh to the work and the drivers deserv 
great praise. A number of field movements 
were remarkably well done and the way the 
guns were brought into action was the subject 
of general admiration. The sword exercise 
by the officers and mounted non-coms was 
done steadily and in very good time as was 
also the pursuing practice. The Gzowski 
shift W’os very successful, the time being 
exceedingly good and the number of errors 
very small. We are unable to print the time 
of the various (guns as the extra time added 
by the errors is not yet decided. Ip the 
afternoon the kits of the men wore inspected 
and found in a very satisfactory condition 
This was followed by the standing g'm drill 
in which the gnuners have attained a hi, 
degree of proficiency. Taken all in all t 
men and particularly the oflicers of the 
Battery have ample cause to feel highly 
gratified at the high order of the inspection

IMPERIAL PARLIAMENT
HOUSE OF COMMONS.

London, July 11—Mr. Vincent asked in 
the House of Commons to-day whether, 
view of the free market accorded to Ameri 
can imports in Great Britain, while the heavy 
duties imposed on British goods in the United 
States have nearly extinguished the national 
debt of that country, the British Govern 
ment would invite the United States Govern 
ment to refrain from passing the prohibitory 
Tariff Bill now before Congress, and instead 
adopt a measure giving fair Commercial 
Reciprocity ?

Sir James Fergusson replied that no such 
representations wore likely to l>e successful

Mr. Vincent—‘‘Then does the Government 
know what action Germany proposes to take 
in respose to the appeals of German traders 
regarding the effect of the new American 
tariff ; could not advantage be taken of the 
present friendly relations to develop free 
trade between England and Germany, as 
well as between Great Britain and the colo­
nies, as a set off against the hostile tariff in 
America ?”

Sir James Fergusson replied that he had 
reason to believe that the German Govern­
ment did not intend to take action at pre­
sent. He said it would be inconsistent with 
the fiscal policy of England to take the joint 
measures which Mr. \ incent suggested.

Mr. Parnell, in the House of Commons this 
evening, male the closing speech in the 
debate on the vote for Mr. Baliour’s salary as 
Chief Secretary for Ireland. Ho made sug­
gestions which, ho said, would aid Mr. 
Balfour in settling the land problem in 
Ireland. He thought Mr. Balfour relied too 
implicity upon the advice of eft’ete and 
rotten Castle officials. He said he spoke in 
the interests of peace and justice.

Mr. Balfour thanked Mr. Parnell for the 
moderation of hi* speech and promised to 
consider the matter.

CITY COUNCIL.

LAST NIGHTS MEETING.

There was a meeting of the City Council 
last night, hub nothing of irpportauce ayas 
transacted.

Several letters were read ami referred to 
various Committees, and reports were pre­
sented from the Health Committee by Coun­
cillor Jolicœur, recommending the appoint­
ment of a clerk to the Secretary of the Board, 
of all the physicians of the city as public vac­
cinators, ami that vaocipc he supplied by the 
city.

On motion to bring up these reports us an 
order of the day, Alderman Hearn objected 
and raised the point of order.

Councillor Joliccour was ready to accept 
the services of a policeman to aid the Health 
Otiiccr, and said he would not assume the re- 
sponsibilityof delay in appointing vaccinators, 
with small pox at Grosse Isle.

It was pointed out that the regular vac­
cinators were still cinploye«l by the city, ami 
Alderman Hearn said nearly every bo«ly in 
town was vaccinated five years ago, and 
moreover that the cost of appointing every 
doctor a public vaccinator would be enor­
mous.

Alderman Rhcaume also expressed the 
opinion that the city should not pay for the 
vaccination of those who could well afford to 
pay it themselves.

This report was finally decided out of 
or«lcr by the Mayor, after Alderman Hearn 
had spoken very strongly upon parties having 
dealings with the Corporation ami sitting on 
the floor of the Council chamber lobbying 
while the meeting was in progress.

Alderman Kobitnille replied to the last 
speaker, claiming the right to speak to ipiy- 
body he desired to notwithstanding that be 
occupied a scat as a member of the Council 

On motion of Alderman Rbeaume, Rev, 
Curé Belanger was re-appointed Roman 
Catholic Hrhool Commissioner.

Alderman Kirouac moved that Rev. Father 
Grenier, of St. Sauveur, be appointed a Roman 
Catholic School Commissioner to replace Rev, 
Father Hayden, C.SH. R., who had left the 
city.

Councillor MoGroovy, Councillor Foley ami 
Alderman Hearn all rose simultaneously to 
demand an explanation, and the latter said 
he would like to know why the present 
Rector of St. Patrick's Church was to lie 
ignored in this matter, ami the Irish Catho­
lics of Quebec thus excluded from representa­
tion on the School Board.

Alderman Kirouac said St. Sauveur should 
have representatiou on the Board.

Alderman Hearn was of the opinion that it 
already had a representative and that if it 
had not, advantage should not be taken of 
the Irish Catholics, who numbered at a 
census taken some years ago, not less than 
13,000 souls in Quebec, Such a proposition bad 
never been mode in the Council before ami 
he felt sure it would not pass. He hoped it 
would lie withdrawn. Ottiorwise an amend- 
meut would be proposed.

TheMayor said he had written the name 
of Father Grenier in the motion on being 
assured that the matter was desired ami 
well understood by the members of thcSchool 
Board, one of whom had called upom him for 
that purpose. Alderman Kirouac was not 
to blame in the matter.

Councillor Gagnon complained of the large 
increase in school rates and thought that the 
appointment of mure Lay Commissioners was 
desirable. He also objected to the princip e 
of the Boards nominating their own members 
through the Council.

Councillor Chambers also objccleil to 
.School Boards dictating to the Council the 
names of those to be appointed Commission­
ers, thus electing each other ami perpetuating 
their own terms of office, while the City 
Council, which was supposed to make the ap-

iH)tiii.inents as representing the ratepayers, 
fourni that they were simply ratifying 
re-elections made by the Boards themselves, 
and actually prepared iu resolutions cut and 
dried by them beforehand, that were simply 
slipped into the luiiids of members of the 
Council to move. He bad l»een blamed for 
moving the re-election of a Protestant School 
Commissioner the other day, ami had since 
been told that the mass of the ratepayers d«- 
sire«l a change, but was perfectly well aware 
that the gentleman in «piestion made a most 
useful member of the Board. He admitted, 
however, that the mutter had Wen cut and 
dried beforehand by meintars of the Board, 
who had secured the preparation of the mo 
tion and had it placed in Ids hands. Kate 
payers were themselves to blame if they per 
mitted the Boards to nominate their memoers 
continually for re-election and never express­
ed any desire for a change until after ap­
pointments had been made. Probably there 
would be less reason for complaint about the 
school rates if the Council oftener followed 
the example of the Montreal Corporation and 
appointed some of its own members on the 
School Board to superintend the expenditure 
of the rates they levied.

Alderman Hearn said that the clerical 
members of the Boards were not as a rule 
men who knew as much about the difficulty 
of earning money and the necessity of laying 
it out carefully as non-clerical members did.

Alderman Kirouac withdrew his motion at 
Alderman Hearn's request and the latter 
moved the appointment instead of Rev. 
Father Oates, C.SS.R., which was adopted, 
Alderman Kobitaille remarking that the 
motion of Alderman Kirouac had simply 
arisen from a misunderstanding.

A motion by Councillor Chamlrers for a 
month's adjournment was strongly opposed 
by the members from St. Sauveur, an.l finally 
an adjournment for a fortnight was carried

'In Boston, also, physical 
culture is becoming almost a “craze,” a large 
society having l>een organized in its interests, 
under the leadership of the profession of 
physical training in Yale College. In Eng­
land, one of the favorite modes of out-door 
exercise is horse-hack riding. Nor do they 
make use of the old-fashioned long, full rid­
ing-habits, which were always a great source 
of danger to life and limb. The English 
ladies now wear jackets and trousers of heavy 
cloth, the latter strapped down over the 
boots, and when riding in public, put above 
the trousers a short, scant riding-skirt, which 
when the wearer is seated in the saddle, docs 
not extend below the body of the horse. In 
riding schools they dispense with the skirt 
altogether, it being considered safer for the 
equestrian beginner. As in other foreign 
countries, too, society leaders there are 
setting the fashion of riding a la Duchess de 
Bcrri, as the men ride,—a leg on each side. 
The position is one of greater safety, and 
more satisfactory to the horse as well as to 

.the rider, perfect equilibrium thus being 
secured for both.

Jeanne D’Arc Jn Opera.
(From the London Daily News, June 25.)

The fnll-drcss rehearsal of “Jeanne d’Arc,” 
a spectacular equestrian opera, was peformed 
yesterday at the Hippodrome in Paris. Our 
correspondent informs us that 970 persons 
took part in it, anil M. Widor, the composer 
of the score, on horseback, led the choruses, 
a mounted hand, and a number of harpists in 
a gallery close to the roof. The latter accom­
panied the singing of the saints, the Ar­
changel Michael and subordinate angels, 
some of whom Hy down in the final scene to 
console the martyr-maiden. The heroine is 
an Italian, who displays great skill in the 
pantomimic art. Her gestures are most ex 
pressive, and, notwithstanding that they 
keep time to the music, appear natural.
