More than 1.8 million tonnes of fuel oil and
other chemical products are carried each year
between Montreal and Lake Ontario on' the
Seaway, which has a channel 185 meters
wide and nine meters deep.

The narrowness of the waterway is a
potential hazard which could lead to acci-
dents, and not only cargoes but also the fuel
used to operate the ships themselves could
be spilled into the river.

Any such spill ould threaten municipal
water sources and riverside flora and fauna as
well as the acal St Lavrence waters, said
Francine Poupard of Crivert. The March 29
session at the Club N.mnqm 401 Victoria St.

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Judge suspends
trial of couple for
letting baby die

The trial of a Hinchinbrooke couple char-
ged with criminal negligence in the 1996
death by starvation of their two-month-old
baby was halted last Friday in Valleyfield,

Judge Michel Mercier said oo much time
elapsed before charges were laid, and too
much vital evidence was missing to endure a
fair trial for Davignon Park residents Daniel
Krafft and Deanna Richard.

Their daughter Francine died in November
1996 at the age of two months. The autopsy
indicated: the child had starved to death, but
vital evidence including post-mortem blood
samples was lost. The judge also said the
Crown and the Sareté du Québec had been
negligent in preparing the case and laying
charges against the parents, who were known
to be heavy drinkers. The couple were
charged 18 months after the baby's death.

District coroner Dr. Gordon Thompson told
the judge during the two weeks of testimony
that the child-protection system had failed
Francine. Other medical expents testified that
the parents should have noticed the infant's
gradual withering away. Richard had can-
celled a scheduled doctor's appointment after
the baby’s birth, saying that she had no
means of transportation, and a CLSC nurse
who called the home when Francine was one
month old was told everything was fine.

The couple have five other children, and
each also has children from previous rela-
tionships. They live on welfare, and Krafft
does odd jobs in the neighborhood.

The prosecution has 30 days to decide
whether or not it will appeal the stay of pro-
ceedings.

Now that Village and Parish have been
one for over a year in St-Chrysostome, the
municipality is sorting out a tangle of street
names in order to help everyone, including
emergency vehicles, find their way around.

Within the next few months, about 10
streets and rural roads will be affected by
the changes, and some 400 homes, offices
and businesses will see changes to their
civic numbers,

Before amalgamation, there were sever-
al cases in which the same road bore one
name within the confines of the Village,
and another when it entered the Parish.

The move to “rationalize” the naming of
streets and roads within a singie municipality
is one aspect of municipal fusion which never
really atracted our atention until this week's
item on St-Chrysostome, where this task is
now being tackled.

It's obviously a sensible project, to elimi-
nate extra names for some road segments,
and to organize street numbers to make
everything more logical and easy of access for
emergency services, mail delivery, and any-
one who's scanning mailboxes and house
numbers to find an unfamiliar location.

But like so many other things, what you
gain in some ways, you lose in others.

Inevitably, as the amalgamation process
continues across the province, bits of history
will be lost as some old names are dropped
in favor of consistent and efficient toponymy

There are many names in the Chateauguay
Valley which carry their own stories. In some

cases these refer back o early settlers— either
where they came from, in the case of
Howick's Scotch and Irish Concessions and
Godmanchester's New Frin Road, among
many others — or perhaps where they origi-
nally intended to go, which we believe was
the case with the Australia Concession. And
the Tullochgorum is a nice idiosyncratic name
you're not likely to find in too many other
places.

We suspect that such name changes, when
they come, will see many historic English-lan-
guage designations disappear in accordance
with our revered provincial government's
francization policy.

All this to say that perhaps a worthy project
for local students or older history buffs might
be to catalogue the origins of our tradtional
road names before they are wiped off the
map.

Trusteeship would be preferable
to current situation in Township

The letter from Robin Saunders Daigneault
which appeared in the March 7 Gleaner
seems 10 be condemning the Canadian
democratic system based on anendance at
one meeting of the Hemmingford Township
Council. This from an American, whose
country has recently seen the election deba-
cle in Florida and the US Supreme Court's
handling of it

I wondered while reading her leter if we
had attended the same council meeting, That
February 27 meeting was clearly an aberra-
tion, but to suggest the proximity to violence
requires a leap of the imagination. The
mayor closing the session after rushing
through several agenda items which needed
to be discussed, and denying any input by
rate-payers, can hardly be construed as
“responding with dignity and political polite-
ness”. That was not democracy at work,

Since this was her first meeting, perhaps
she hasn't tracked the myrniad of issues
which have been fumbled and bungled by
this dysfunctional council. Perhaps she does-
n't realize that the Mavor is engaged in the
cultivation of cash crops and is also engaged
as a contractor for the installation of tile
drainage on agricultural land. At the same
time, he is the main authority on how, when
and where drainage work proceeds in the
Township. And, from what we understood at
this meeting, he is the sole authority on how
the cost of this work will be charged to rate-

payers.

What transpired at the meeting was the
expression of frustraton and anger by many
citizens, resulting from a complete lack of
faith and confidence in their elected officials
Mistrust runs high because of constant sub
standard performances. Suspicion exists to
the point where cach decision is questioned,
scrutinized and challenged.

Perhaps Ms. Saunders-Daigneault's curious
spin on local politics is somehow related 10
the fact that she accompanied the mayor's
wife at the meeting, and is the employer of
the mayor's daughter.

Many people here believe that, notwith:
standing the diftficulties and unpleasantness
associated with trusteeship, it would be bet
ter than the status quo. The decks need o
be swept clean and sterilized. Meanwhile, a
disturbing question is, who will come for-
wiard to run for this council in the upcoming
by-elections? Rate-payers do not expect cor-
porate presidents or university deans to
serve, but surely they are entitled to Fair-
minded candidates, devoid of conflict of
interest, acting in good faith and with the
best interests of the community at heart,

Only with a clean slate and a fresh stan
will people of competence and quality vol-
unteer 1o serve.

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Local UPA syndicate defends equal-opportunity board seats

Members of the Chateauguay Valley syndli-
cate of the UPA farmers’ union say all seats
on their board of directors are equal, and can
be occupied by a man, a woman, or a young
farmer who meets the criteria of an agricul-
tural producer.

A unanimous vote at the syndicate’s Fe-
bruary 22 annual meeting supported that prin-
ciple. when members rejected a new policy
from UPA headquarters, urging that a special
seat be created on each board for a woman,
agricultural producer or not, who would have
full voting privileges. The prevailing view was
that the syndicate does not want to create any
kind of a gender- or age-specific seats.

As far as the existing directors were con-
cerned, four (John Lukassen, Willi Melcher,
Peter Bienz and Neil Mackay) had their man-
dates renewed, and a new director, John
Cosgrove of Howick, was welcomed.

A special presentation marked Penny An-
derson’s 20 years as secretary to the local syn-
dicate.

Guest speakers

Guest speaker was agricultural technician
Pierre Filion who focussed on the hot topic of
heat units for corn. He handed out statistical
information sheets, showing changes from re-

med talk was well-received by the approxi-
mately 30 people in Ormstown’s MacDougall
Hall.

Representing the UPA's regional office in St-

farmers. The ministry hopes to have the new
system in place by April 1; study committees
have been set up and the UPA and MNAs are
in agreement but the MAPAQ is not.

Vincent said the Agriculture ministry should
be complaining loud and long on farmers’
behalf, o have the program applied fairly,
and to stop tampering with budgets.

There was some good news for farmers
who handed in their CN deeds a few years
ago: the deeds are now in the hands of the
UPA and will be sent out to their owners over
the next month.

Syndicate reports

Representatives of the specialized syndica-
tes within the Chateauguay Valley UPA  gave
brief updates on their respective areas of pro-
duction.

Hugh Sutherland
of the Sheep and
Lamb syndicate stat-
ed that the sheep bu-
siness is quiet at this
time, but the classifi-
cation of carcasses is
now in effect. Produ-
cers are concerned
with improving mar-
keting structures and
the new Financicre
Agricole, which will
affect all farmers.

Harold Merson of
the Fruit and Vege-
table growers report-
ed on ongoing nego-
tiations with MAPAQ.
As in most business-
es, he said, the can-
nery would like to
reduce farmers’ pay-
ments on land rented

for cropping. On a parallel, the
Ontario growers are in media-
tion right now, and seemed to
be headed for litigation.

The Poultry sector is running

smoothly, according to Steve
Lalonde; production is up due
to strong demand. Increased
fuel costs are a bit of a problem,
he said., and the West is clamor-
ing for more of the quota.

Peter Ednie, also
a syrup producer, pointed out that consumers
following the story in the media, who hear the
word “pesticide” used in connection with
maple syrup, are not likely to buy the prod-
uct.

On the subject of Apple production, Peter

They date back to hail damage in 1998, when
crop insurance did not compensate farmers
The growers took the case 1o court and won,
but now the rules have been changed and a
grower must prove he couldnt sell his crop
Negotiations are still under way for a final
payment for the 1999 harvest, he said, A high-
light is that both sides have accepted a cost
of-production formula.

The one-storey building on Rte. 138 just
outside Huntingdon which used to house

the SQ police station is a much more wel-
coming location these days, as it houses
not just one but several groups and associ-
ations connected with the English-speak-
ing population, covering not only the Cha-
teauguay Valley but also all of Southwes-
tern Quebec and even the province as a
whole.

Primarily known by its new owners, the
Chateauguay Valley English-Speaking Peo-
ple’s Association (CVESPA), the building
also provides office space for the Commu-
nity Table, an umbrella group covering
eight Quebec regions with significant num-
bers of English-speakers, and also for the
Southwest Quebec Community Economic
and Employability Committee (CEDEC).

It was the last-named group which wel-
comed over 40 people from around the
Haut-St-Laurent, representing  everything
from churches to community groups to
municipalities, to a March 3 forum, desi-
gned to get people together and get them
thinking about ways to revitalize the En-
glish-speaking sector

“The CEDEC is meant to act as a catalyst
tor English-speaking people to assess the
strengths and needs of their own commu-
nities and, from there, to come up with
ideas to improve their own situation,” said
CEDEC spokesperson Christine Filion

One example of the kind of project al-
ready under way is the conversion of a dis
used church in Elgin into a multi-faceted
community centre. Last summer and fall
saw a group of volunteers organize sever-
al successful activities there, and the group
is “rarin’ to go” again come spring, Filion
said

Amorcé le 26 février dernier au palais de
justice de Valleyfield, le proces de Deanna
Richards et Daniel Krafft, tous deux
accusés négligence criminelle relativement
au déces de leur enfant agé de deux mois
en novembre 1996, a pris fin de fagon
abrupte la semaine dernicre.

Le juge Michel Mercier de la cour
supérieure a ordonné vendredi dernier I'ar-
rét des procédures judiciaires entreprises
contre le couple de Hinchinbrooke. Apres
avoir rendu sa décision, il a libéré 'homme
et la femme sur-le-champ.

La fin du processus judiciaire contre le
couple a ¢té décrété apres que 'avocate de
la Couronne, Me Anne-Andrée Charette,
et fini d'éuler les éléments de sa preuve
dans cette cause. Depuis le commence-
ment du proces, les avocats de la défense
ont tenté maintes fois de mettre fin aux
procédures judiciaires entamées contre le
couple. A au moins six occasions, Mes
Alain Brassard et Gilles Gingras ont adress¢
une requéte en ce sens au juge, estimant
que certains éléments de preuve nouvelle-
ment déposés devant le tribunal comme
des rapports et dautres documents, la
présence d'un témoin-surprise et au a des
contre-expertises et de recourir a des spé-
cialistes pour les guider les empéchaient
d'assurer a leurs clients une défense pleine
et entiere.

Un commerce de la municipalité de
Franklin a é¢ la proie des flammes tot
vendredi matin.

L'incendic a caus¢ des dommages con-
sidérables au  dépanneur Accomodation
Franklin Centre, situ¢ en bordure de la
route 202. Le feu s'est attaqué au sous-sol
servant d'unit¢ de rangement et a une
bonne parie de l'édifice avant que les
pompiers de I'Entraide mutuelle ne parvi-
ennent a |'éteindre.

“Lorsqu’on nous appelle au sujet d'un
gros ¢difice comme un commerce, cela
représente toujours  quelque chose d'in-
quiétant”, a indiqué le chef des pompiers
de Franklin, Peter Ednie, qui a immédiate-
ment eu recours i l'aide des confréres de
Hinchinbrooke, Ormstown, Huntingdon et
Howick quand il a recu un bref appel peu
aprés cing heures du matin d'un voisin de
l'autre ¢ote de la rue.

Le feu a pris naissance dans la boite
¢lectrique du sous-sol de I'établissement et
s'est répandu a travers le plancher méme
jusqu'a l'extérieur de I'immeuble, lequel se
trouve en face du bureau de poste local.
Les autres immeubles n'ont pas €ét¢é men-
aces par les flammes.

Quant aux dégits dans le commerce, ils
ont été causés par l'eau et la fumée. “Il 'y a
probablement bien des dommages sur les
solives mais I'édifice n'est pas une perte
totale”, a souligner le chef des pompiers
de Franklin.

La Sareté du Québec du détachement du
Haut-Saint-Laurent a éé appelé sur les
lieux de lincendie et c'est le constable
qui a procédé aux constatations d'usage.

Mais 4 chaque fois, le magistrat a
repoussé les demandes de Mes Gingras et
Brassard du revers de la main, en exigeant
que le proceés devail se continuer malgré
tout. Bien qu'il ait avisé la procureure de la
poursuite de s'en tenir 4 I'obligation d'é-
tayer a ses collegues de la défense ses élé-
ments de preuve, le magistrat a fini par se
convaincre d’accepter la requete des
défenseurs et de mettre un terme au
déroulement des procédures judiciaires. Au
nombre des éléments de preuve dont Me
Charette avait 'obligation de soumettre en
cour se trouvaient, entre autres, le sang
congelé du bébé et des documents impor-
tants.

Selon le juge Mercier, toute la prépara-
tion de cette cause ne manque pas de sus-
citer des doutes. 1l s'est intérrogé sur le
long délai de treize mois entre la mort de
la petite Francine et larrestation par la
Streté¢ du Québec des parents et leur inter-
rogatoire au quartier général. La Couronne
établit que Deanne Richards a accouché
d'un autre enfant en octobre 1997 et
quelle éait enceinte au moment detre
apprchendé, de meme que son conjoint,
par la police. La dame mettra au monde un
troisicme poupon en décembre 1999.

Le magistrat s'est demandé pour quelle
raison la SQ a émis un mandat d'arrestation
a I'endroit de Mme Richards et I'a envoyée
derriere les barreaux au lieu d'une simple
citation a comparaitre devant la justice. Le
couple fut mis en accusation dix-huit mois
apres la mort de I'enfant.

Le juge n'a pas manqué de souligner le

dossier visiblement imcomplet de la
Couronne puisque, aprés une enquéte de
dix-huit mois, aucune accusation n'avait
encore €té portée.

A la suite de la décision du juge Mercier,
Deanna Richards et Daniel Kraft ont quité
la salle daudience en exprimant son
soulagement, lui qui venait de traverser
cinq années fort difficiles. Entouré d'une
meute de journalistes, de caméramen et de
photographes, ils ont dit en peu de mots
que le jugement les satisfaisaient.

Présents en cour, les grands-parents du
défunt bébé étaient tristes en apprenant
I'arrét des procédures judiciaires contre le
couple. Alex Richard, le pére de Deanna,
s'en est pris vivement a la décision du
magistrat et a réclamé haut et fort de la
procureure de la Couronne qu'elle con-
teste le jugement. Sa fille Lorie, la soeur de
Deanna, a aussi exprimé sa déception con-
cernant le verdict. Selon eux, les accusés
ont fait preuve de néglience grave en lais-
sant leur enfant mourir de faim.

Quant a l'avocate de la Couronne, elle
semblait secouée par la décision du tri-
bunal. Me Charette avait l'intention d'ex-
aminer le jugement en profondeur et de
prendre quelques jours pour déterminer si
elle peut porter le tout en appel. Selon la
loi, un délai de 30 jours est accordé a un
procureur pour déterminer si une décision
d'un juge de premiére instance peut étre
contestée,

Les célébrations du 175¢ anniversaire de
fondation de Huntingdon vont rester pour
toujours gravés dans la mémoire de ses ci-
toyens.

Le conseil des maires de la MRC Le Haut-
Saint-Laurent s'est adressé au ministre québé-
cois de la Sécurité publique, Serge Ménard,
pour qu'il révise le mode de financement des
services de la Sareté du Québec au niveau
régional.

Par voie de résolution adoptée a F'unanimi-
t¢, les €lus demandent au ministre de revoir le
base de calcul pour le financement des activi-
tés de la 5Q, notamment dans une région
comme le Haut-Saint-Laurent. De plus, ils esti-
ment que la contribution financiére totale
d'une MRC ne devrait pas dépasser la moitié
des cotits d'opération pour la présence poli-
ciere sur son territoire,

En ce moment, chacune des municipalités
verse une quote-pan équivalant a 0,18% par
tranche de 100$ d'évaluation fonciere pour la
protection policiére. Pour 'année 2 000, elles
versent au total 1 659 7558 a titre de contri-
bution pour I'utilisation des services de la SQ.
Mais lorsque les localités adopteront de nou-
veaux roles d'évaluation 4 compter de I'an
prochain, elles risquent de dépenser quelque

2.3 millions$ si le taux de cotisation demeure

le méme.

Clest le fondement méme du mode de cal-
cul presentement utilisé pour déterminer la
part quune MRC a a verser pour le recours i
la SQ qui est mis en cause par les maires. Ils
croient que les cotts de financement pour la
securit¢ publique ne devraient pas reposer sur
I'évaluation fonciere des municipalites. 1ls ca
culent notamment que Pévaluation fonciere
des terres agricoles a plus que doublé en trois
ans. “Les maires disent clairement que la ri-
chesse foncicre n'a absolument rien 4 voir
avec la sécurité publique. Ils veulent tout sim-
plement que le Ministére établisse une nou-
velle base de calcul pour la SQ. plus confor-
me avec la réalit¢ de la région”, estime le se-
cretaire-tresorier de la MRC,  Frangois  Lan-
dreville.

Lors de la mise en application de la réforme
des services policiers en 1998, le ministre M¢-
nard avait fix¢ a 0,188 la quote-pant des mu-
nicipalit¢és pour que celles-ci détraient 4 500%
les coiits de la protection de la SQ. Mais il
semble que la réalité soit tout autre du coté de
la MRC Le Haut-Saint-Laurent. “Si on regarde
pour notre région, la logique veut que nous
devrions payer 1 200 0008 alors que i, la
somme atteindra 2 300 000$, soit 10004 des
cotts. Les €lus trouvent la facture pour le
moins exageree”, soutient M. Landreville.

Le maire de Saint-Chrysostome, Gilles Bi-
gras, qui a appuye la résolution, a l'impres-

sion que sa municipalité paie davantage pour
les services de la SQ par rapport a ce dont elle
bénéficie. 1l a expliqué quen 1997, la paroisse
de Saint-Jean-Chrysostome et le village de
Saint-Chrysostome avait budgété 150 000%
pour la sécurité publique et que pour cette
année, la localité fusionnée prévoit débourser
162 000$. L'an prochain, ce montant devrait
atteindre 180 000$ avec la hausse du role
dAévaluation, “La formule comme telle n'est
pas équitable”, signale-t-il.

Le conseil des maires estime que M. Mé-
nard devrait profiter de l'introduction de sa
prochaine refonte de la cante policiere
québécoise pour changer les régles du jeu en
matiere de calcul du financement de la sécu-
rit¢ publique dans les municipalités. “Sachant
bien que le ministre est en train d'élaborer les
bases de sa réforme, les maires sont d'avis
qu'il devra tenir compte de ces €léments qui

sonL portes 4 son attention”, a-t-i f VOIT.

Le procés de Deanna Richards et Daniel
Krafft, ce couple de Hinchinbrooke accusé
de négligence criminelle ayant causé la
mort d'un de leurs enfants en novembre
1996, a été entre autres marqué par le té-
moignage d'une pathologiste qui a déclaré
que le bébé est décédé, selon des termes
médicaux qu'elle a employés, de “malnutri-
tion chronique sans cause organique.”

Devant le juge Michel Mercier qui a preé-
sidé ce proces d'une durée de huit jours, le
Dr Chantal Bernard, qui travaille a 'hopital
pour enfants de Montréal, a indiqué qu'elle
avait examing¢ les conclusions de l'autopsie
pratiquée sur la petite Francine Kraft
'hopital Sainte-Justine en novembre 1996
et qu'elle a pu prendre connaissance de la
fiche médicale du bébé. Elle s'est assurée
que lautopsie avait ¢t¢ mence de manicre
meticuleuse.

Dapres le Dr Bernard, l'enfant est mon
de malnutrition. Elle a soutenu avoir releve
des accumulations anormales de fer dans
l'organisme du nourrisson parce que son
foie était sous-utilise. 1l n'est pas question
pour Francine de parler de mort subite
parce que, a son avis, celle-ci n'a pas eu un
developpement normal.

Le témoignage du Dr Bernard, fut suivi
de celui du Dr Pierre Brochu, qui a prati-
qué l'autopsie sur le corps du bébe de dix
semaines en novembre 1996, 11 a ¢&¢ for-
mel: Penfant est mort d'une “dénutrition ex-
tréme chronique, ce qui signifie qu'il est
mort de faim et de soif durant quelques
semaines

Selon lui, les organes du beébé étaient
atrophiés et la peau de celui-ci était seche,
fissurée, mince et exempt de tissu grais-
seux, méme pas au visage. Quant au poids
de la petite, il était moindre que celui qu'el-

mort

le affichait lorsqu'elle est vu le jour le 14
septembre 1996. Elle pesait 6,12 livres 4 sa
naissance et 4, 9 livres a son déces.

Les avocats du couple ont plaidé depuis
le début du proceés que 'enfant sur lequel
une l'autopsie fut pratiquée n'était pas celui
du couple de Hinchinbrooke mais un autre
poupon. Ils ont cependant fait marche
arriere aprés avoir entendu la version du Dr
Gordon Thompson, un médecin a la
retraite de I'hopital Barrie Mémorial.

Appelé a son tour a la barre, le Dr
Thompson, qui agit comme coroner, a sig-
nalé que I'érat physique du bébé lui faisait
penser a celui des détenus des camps de
concentration nazis de la Deuxieme Guerre
mondiale. Selon ses observations, 'enfant
avait une peau mince et dépourvue de
gras, presque transparente, selon ses dires.

Dans son rapport final datant du 14 jud-
let 1997, le coroner évite de conclure a un
syndrome de la mort subite pour expliquer
le déces de enfant. Mais selon lui, le bébé
ne recevait pas un apport nutritionnel en
lait maternel suffisant.

Appelée egalement 4 €emoigner, la pe-
diatre Lisa Archambault a soutenu que le
bébé était petit mais qu’il était normal au
moment de naitre. De plus, 'enfant n’af-
fichait aucun symptome relié au fait que la
maman consommait de l'alcool et que si
celle-ci en buvait en allaitant le poupon, ce
dernier n‘aurait pu en mourir.

Lavocate de la poursuite a présenté son
dernier témoin, le neuro-pathologiste Jean
Michaud qui n'a pas €1¢ soumis aux ques-
tions des procureurs de la défense.

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Le dernier mot du juge

Le proces de Deanna Richard et Daniel
Kraft de Hinchinbrooke s'est terminé de fa-
con subite vendredi dernier au palais de jus-
tice de Valleyfield. C'est que le juge Michel
Mercier a décidé de décréter la fin des pro-
cédures judiciaires contre les deux conjoints,
accusés de négligence criminelle ayant cau-
s€ la mort d'un de leurs enfants en novem-
bre 1996.

A force de suivre attentivement le dérou-
lement du proces, il se dégageait comme
une impression que lissue €tait prévisible 4
la longue. Depuis le commencement, les
avocats de deux accusés se sont adressés a
plus d’une reprise au président du tribunal
pour lui demander de faire cesser les démar-
ches entreprises contre le couple. Les deux
procureurs ont martelé les arguments pour
tenter de convaincre le magistrat de donner
suite 4 la demande qu'ils ont formulée main-
tes fois. Selon Mes Alain Brassard et Gilles
Gingras, certains éléments de preuve soumis
par la Couronne les empéchaient d’assurer a
leurs clients une défense pleine et entiére,

Le juge a repoussé du revers de la main
les demandes de Mes Gingras et Brassard
pour permettre au proces de se poursuivre.
Sauf qua un moment donné, il a di rappel-
er a l'ordre la procureure de la poursuite, Me
Anne-Andrée Charette, de se plier a I'obliga-
tion de dévoiler a ses collégues de la défen-
se ses eléments de preuve. Mais les avocats
du couple n'ont jamais liché le morceau
pour autant et sont constamment revenus i
la charge, obtenant finalement du magistrat
qu’il mette un terme au proces,

Pourtant, la Couronne avait monté sa
preuve en faisant assigner a la barre des té-
moins une batterie d'experts. Leurs témoi-
gnages avaient de quoi donner des frissons,
avec des détails précis sur ce qui a pu se
passer pour expliquer la mort de I'enfant. 1a
poursuite avait quelque chose de solide
pour espérer gagner sa cause. Devant la
prestation de la poursuite, les avocats des ac-
cuses ont répliqué a plus d'une reprise qu'ils
n'¢taient pas en mesure d'assumer adéquate-
ment la défense de leurs clients.

Le juge Mercier a choisi le dixieme jour du
proces pour décider de la fin des procédu-
res judiciaires entamees contre le couple. Se-
lon lui, le long délai de treize mois entre la

mort de la petite et l'arrestation par la Sareté
du Québec des parents et leur interrogatoire
au poste de police, l'envoi d'un mandat dar-
restation a la mere Richards et son incarcéra-
tion au lieu d'une simple citation a compa-
raitre devant la justice et les accusations por-
tées contre le couple dix-huit mois apres la
mort de I'enfant sont des points que le ma-
gistrat a tenu compte pour rendre son juge-
ment.

Ce serait trop simple ici d’adresser des re-
proches a la procureure de la Couronne
chargée de cette affaire. Elle a prépar¢ cetie
cause avec le plus de professionnalisme et
de soin possible. Apres tout, le juge na-t-il
pas admis que si elle a manqué a l'obligation
de remettre a la défense les éléments de
preuve lui permettant de pouvoir les con-
tester devant un tribunal, elle ne I'a pas fait
de mauvaise foi. Mais du méme coup, le ju-
ge devait se montrer catégorique pour sas-
surer que la poursuite respecte les régles du
jeu en cour.

En décrétant la fin des procédures judiciai-
res contre Deanna Richard et Daniel Kraft et
en les libérant sur-le-<champ, le magistrat
s'est montré on ne peut plus clair. 11 I'a fait
savoir 4 Me Charette en annoncant sa déci-
sion. Il ne faut pas oublier que dans une sal-
le d'audience d'un palais de justice, le juge
est le patron, le maitre et qu'il a le dernier
mot.
