—Satiors Who Havo Always

Lived on Land—Great

-Incrense in Crime,

It fs many years since the harbor of Mont-
retl has been so denuded of shipping and so
many ucemployed have been geen hanging
around the wharves unable to obtalu em-
ployment. As & natural consequence, crime

more prevalent now than for years past.
In the gaol a very large proportion of the
inmates are, according to Mr. Payette, men 
who generally earn 8 livellbood on the
wharves, and who, through hara times and
the general depression in the shipping trade,
have fallen from grace got
run in. From information obtained
from  stevedores, it appears that
there i8 no comparison with last vear's busi-
ness, and It is bard work to get freight
enough to fill the ships, and consequently
they do not need as many men, Wages are,
however, about the same as last season.
There is said to be no trouble in securing
men, but a great many of those one sees
idling about are of the class who would not
work untli actually driven to it by want. At
the office of one ine, it as said that men
were plenty, such as they were, but the
majorlyÿ of“thomwoul worlt onlyuntil

à few dollars, when thoy
woulduitFr not show -themselves
‘again until they were {in absolute
need of money with which to purchase the
necessaries of life. Montreal, of course, like
all other prt has always had its quota of
lazy, worthless men loungingabout the river,
Dut now that class has buen largely increased

the influx of worthless characters trom
T verpool and Glasgow, who have been com-
ing berein large numbers since the recent
strike among sailors aud firemen at those

rts. ‘fhe steamship companies are obliged
ogo to sea with what material they can
pic up, and that is often composed of men
who have never been out of sight of land,and
who will not work at home, but think Money|
‘18more éagtiÿobtainedDAinerles, whére”
there is less work and more pay. The result
of this is that many of the hands on the
steamers ship onlywith an idea.to got to
this country, and as soon as they ar-
rive desert their ships, leaving tho
captain to do the best he can. Once here,
thoy only work enough to keep body and

together, and thus the number of idle
"men is Increased.

‘I'he water police are almost daily notified
to look up ‘some of these deserters, and
when caught, some of them say they only
shipped lo- eome to this country. Allof
them are not reported, as
captains say they would not take the trouble
to look them up, because they are no use
when they are secured. As an instance,
.steamer that has but recently sailed Tost
no less than seventean men by desertion, of
whom the police received no oificial notifica-
too,the captain saying he aid not want

these worthless characters, who are of no
use to any country or to-thewmselves.
Another reason why there are so many un-

employed Is, the nuinber of sailing vessels
arriving at this port has decreased very
materially, being unable. to compete
with the steamships. Besides his,
business encrally is in a very
demoralized condition, and many of the
steainers are unable to get & cargo to bring
out here, but come with coal, as ballast,
which Is frequently sold ava loss. A gentle-
man connected with one of the lines, stated
that last year every vessel salling from this
port took & smali Juantity of deals, while
this season that kind of treight otten formed
a large portion of the cargo, and very tle
 graid or breadstuffs ore exported. Wag
range from 15 to 20 cents per hour.Àthe
former figure being for inexperienced hands,
or as a stevedore expressed it, for those
‘* who are here to-day and gone to-morrow.”
A grocer, who supplies the wants of many of
the men, and who isobll ed to let them have
eredit thro the Winter, taking his
chances of ugh paid in the Spring, stated
that many of them were not making fuil
time this year. What the result will be,it
is difficult’to predict, but the-Tact remains,
that the numberof men who live by their
wits is increasing, and judging from the ap-
pearance of some of them, their stock of wit
is well nigh exbausted.
