BROWN'S LAST SHOT.
(County Prize, for the Western Iistri
B. C)H

The following story is one of many that
could be told of fronticr life and the early
days of the gold mines, At that time there
were few familiesin the conntry and no schools,
There are not many of the scholars in our
school who were born and brought up here
and who know nothing of the outside world,
who never saw many of the things seen by
everybody at the sea-coast or near civilized

laces, such as ships or steamers, railways or
ocomotives, electric lighta, phonographs, even
cornfielda oz orchards,

This story is about Jack L.——, one of Cana-
da's sons who was, twenty three years ago, o
constable at Kootenay, A man came into
the camp at Wild Horse Creek who bore a
bad name. He had got out of gaol by acting
as Liangman at the execution of some Indians
at Lillooet and, having got his liberty, pro
ceeded to the Ameriean side ; but in passing
through the Colville Valley stole the horses
of some Dutehmen, rode one and packed the
others into the mines. The Dutchmen fol
lowed him, but were afraid to stop him, and
came after him 400 miles to \Wild Horse
Creek before they had an opportunity to take
legal measures to recover their property.
They acquainted the Commissioner of the
cause of their visit, and Jack L—— was
nuthorized to arrest the calprit,

So Jack got one of Portugee Joe's mules,
the government horses being at the ranch
several miles ont of camp. The Hecorder
cautioned Jack against going out alone, for
Brown, as we will call him,wasknown to be a
hard case.

They
arrived just in time to soe two large deer dash
away into the nnderbrush, but it was so thick
that they could not get a shot at them., Fi
nally they wounded one which they followed
and lost, and killed the other.

It was now nearly eleven o'clock, Dark
clouds had been gathering up from the west,
and when about half way back to camp, a se
vere thunderstorm came on, They were now
obliged to seek for a shelter of some sort. At
last Charlie espied a small opening on the op-
posite bank, and wading through the water,
which was not very deep at this part, they
soon reached it, and crawling throngh the
aperture ‘.hta‘] proceeded to examine the inte
rior, This they did by rolling up some damp
powder in paper, and then lighting it

TARIFFS AND TRUSITS.

Trusts and combioations are very far from
being popular institutions. They seem to be
the real Ishmaclites of political and commer
cial life. Their hand is certainly against every
man except those who compose them, and the
hand of every man, with the same exceptions,
is against them. Politiciavs of every shade
of opinion, as well as business men who are
themselves clear of them, have nothing but
hard words and abuse for trusts which are so
ashamed of themselves, by the way, that they
keep changing their name as scoundrels do as
often as possible, Protectionists, as well as
Free Traders, though perhaps, not so unani
mously or vigoroualy, or so persistently, assail
these commercial pariahs whenever they cross
their paths. The protectionists appear to
be couvinced that the popular feeling is so
strong aguainst truste that if the latter be
found to have their origin in customs duties,
or to be strengthened by them, public
opinion, already rising against the protective
tariff, will suddenly swell to a flood and
sweep restrictive trade laws clean away.
The instinct of the protectionist politicians
in this matter is, we think, a true one, but
the danger is, we believe, beyond their power
to avert. That trusts are strengtheoed and
exist largely by means of the protective tarifl
can hardly be doubted, and that some of
the trusts are the offspring of * re-
venue laws” is asserted by some of
the strongest protectionists, For a long
time Protectionista would not allow that
trusts strengthened by protection laws exist
ed, though it was natural to suppose that
manufacturers who had obtained laws prohi-
biting them from foreign competition should,
when their profita were cat down by home
competition, seek protection from that by the
obvious means of agreeing and combining to
curtail production, and advance and maintain
prices, When President Cleveland, in his
message to Congress over a year ago, spoke of
the trusts which were the outcome of the
tarifl laws, Mr. John Sherman, a leading

tepublican statesman and firm protectionist,
declared in the Senate: **When such com
* binations to prevent a reduction of price by
* fair competition exist, ] agree that they
“may and ought to be met by a reduc.
* tion of duties. I hope the President will
*““be able to specify them, I know of none
“ guch.” Inorder to prove that there were
no such trusts io evistence, Senator Sherman
had a committee appointed to investigate
combinations, and, as a result, this eminent
protectionist seems to have been convinced
not only that trustsexisted,a thing which none
but he doubted, but that the tariff had some-
thing to do with some of them at least, In
August last year Mr, Sherman, addressing
the Senate, hinted that the revenue laws, by
which is meant the tarifl laws, would have to
be amended so as to prevent the formation of
trusts of manufacturers, He said : ** When
! theae combinations grow out of revenue
¢ laws, as the Sugar Trust, which is one of
‘' the most dangerous and wrongful trusts
* gver organized in this country, the trust
“ can certainly be reached by the operation
“of our revenue laws, * * As a matter
* of course, legislation npon the subject of
** trustaand combinations will naturally grow
“ outofourrevenuclaws.,” Mr, Shermanseoms
to have been at that time thoroughly con.

The magoificent growth of McGill Univer-
sity in one of the noblest evidences of our
city's development not only in size but in cul
ture snd civilization, The number of sta
dents found in its halls this year is greater
than ever before, each of the faculties
showing an increase, The total number
including those of the Veterinay College
ia 562, or wadding the students in the
Normal School, 647. Two maguificent
steps in  advance are chronlcled in
the reports of the quarterly meeting of
the Corporation of the University., One
of these is the establishment of a new
Faculty, that of Veterinary Science and

Although Chili is both in area and in popula-
tion one of the smallest of the South American
Republics, it s, in a military sense, the most
powerful of them all, and politically, socially
and commercislly, it is far in advance of any
other of Spanish American countries, In
1585, the population only numbered 2,527,
420 noules, and abont fifty thousand unsub.
dued and uncivilized Indians, and in 1587
the foreign trade of this little community
amounted to £108,175,817., The revenue of
the Republic for the same year was
845,858,053, and the expenditure was £37,.
113,408, leaving a surplus of £8,775,545. The
debt of this singularly prosperous little coun-
try, including twenty-four million of =
paper ciroulation, which is t."v¢ redeemed
at par at the rate of eighteen hundred thou
wand dollars a year, was 888,834,577, of whioh
only 840,447,000 was foreign, and to oflset
this debt there was in the treasary 21,277,
710 in money, and the republic owns thirteen

LIBELS,
Mr, Justice Davidson in his instructions to
the jury on the Mesgher case took a stand

w hich to the ordinary mindeeems the simplest
common righteousness but which
gains very great importance trom the fact
that it differs from the views heretofore
enunciated by some other judges. 1t has been
hitherto a sort of maxim that a man’s pri-
vate business was so completely exempt from
public eriticism that under no circumstances
could a newspaper be excused for making
accusations touching such matters. The
Meagher case, though it might seem the
reductio ad abswrdvin of this doctrine, was,
we know, no exception to it in the minds of
moré judges than ope, According to it the
injured parties have full redress through the
courts, and can seek it nowhere else. How
would this work in a case like this? A
widow who lets a room is defrauded of five
dollars for & month's rent, She learns that
the person who has injured her has made a con-
tinuoos practice of doing so, simply shifting
his quarters when pecessary. She might seek
redress through courts and pay, say, ten
doliars to get judgment for five, which she
could not collect, but she might not take steps
other than the most private to warn others
against the trap into which she had fallen, or to
hinder the continuance of such practicea on the
publie,  Would not this be simply fortiddiag
her to do what was her evident moral duty to
her neighbors, knownandunknown? As forthe
newspaper which, to protect citizens agaiost
parasites, took the trouble to assure itself
of the facts and give the public the necessary
warning, it would be, according to this view,
not only liable to all the harassmont
and expenses of a lawsuit, taking busy
men away from work which they should
not leave, but no matter how correct the
information it had given, it would be also
lisble to damages, set by the plaintifl in
this case at five thousand dollars, Judge
Davideon held distinetly that where a person
wes habitually defrauding a large class of the
community it was not only within the right
but might be the clear moral duty of a news-
paper to give such pablicity to the facts as
would protect the public, though the Judge
observed that the further the question under
discussion was removed from national or gen-
eral concern and the nearer it approached to
private affairs the more critical did the law
become in examining the alleged public bene-
fit to be derived from the publication, Un.
der this change any systematic imposition
upon a class of the community may be exposed
by the press if done lona fide for the
protection of that class, The judges set
forth and interpret the law which the jury In
such cases appli¢s, and it is satisfactory to find
that one interpretation of the law, at least, is
in accor with the application, which
any jury ol reasonable citizens anxious to do

THE CRISIS IN JAPAN,

THE WHEAT GROWERS MOVEMENT,

Protection seens to have run natarally to
sced in the minds of the American people,
The manufacturing classes found it out hefore
the farmers did. Not many years ago the
cmployees of the manufacturers all voted pro-
tection as a matter of course. They found,
however, that in some way it had no effect in
benefiting them ; the pauper labor of Furope
could come over as freely as it liked, Being
protectionists, they sought remedy by protec.
tion and secured the anti-Chinese law, the
contract labor law, ete, Rut as all this
availed practically nothing they broke away
from the Republican party at the last elec-
tion in wvery considerable numbers, The
farmers, however, clung to the party which
since the struggle against slavery was asso.
ciated in their minds with all that was good
and true, They have, however, been finding,
like their fellow-workers in the towns, that
protection, however excellent —and they had
been brought up to look upon it as the only
pious and patriotic doctrine of commerce —is
still lacking in something as, whoever it
protects it does not seem to protect them ; as,
indeed, how tould it ? They naturally, like
the artisans, turned their thoughts and
etforts to further protection and bethought

them of forming a wheat growers' trust. A
great mecting of wheat growers has been

held, with the avowed purpose of securing
by a combine the power of fixing the
price of their product. The result of the
deliberations of this convention was, how-
ever, less the forming of a combine than the
adoption of a series of resolutions calling
upon the national Government, by the nego-
tintion of reciprocity treaties with foreign
powers, to secure the removal of foreign im-
port duties upon their wheat and the re-
moval of the j:meetiu duties on the articles
used in wheat growing, The Ameri-
can wheat growers have, in fact, taken
very much the same stand, as did the
farmers of Ontario when they begau the agi-
tation for continental free trade, and it may
well be that this sigoificant action of the
wheat growers will lead up to an agitation in
the Western States against restriction that
will materially alter the political situation in
the United States, If the farmers once begin
to agitate for the removal of trade restric-
tions, it is not likely that they will ever again
vote for a mere name against their own pros-
perity.

WHEAT GROWERS IN COUNCIL
HOW THRY HOPE TO CONTROL THE MARKET,

8r. Lovms, Mo., Oct, 24,—The whest growers
of the Missiseippi valioy assembled in conven-
tion here yesterdny., Mr. Walter M, Allen,
president of the Farmers' Federation, made a
speech. Hesaid: "It is the first menting of
the kind ever held on the continent. Realizing
our individual feeling, the great importavce of
upity of action ae & class, we have besn called
together to consider the proposition to delegate
to a power of our own creation the exclusive
right to market the products of our farms
and to take such measures as will afford
present relief and fature protection ol the
agricultural interests of the Mississippi val-
ley. The farmer is the only producer who
sends an over supply of hia wares to market to
be sold by some one else, and like the goods of
the bankrupt at some one else's prices. LI far-
mers would organize like manufacturers to con-
trol production wnd regulate the output in the
public intersst they could in common with
all producers set the price on their own pro-
ducts, irrespective of over production or the
power ol the Liverpsol markets. The un
avoidable tendency of the present trade
ayetem is to bring the i down to its
loweat limit, at which a f sapply can be pro-
duced under the most favorable conditions of
woil, season and climate, Now, in order to avert
mdinu Tuin we must reverse this orcer
tutivg n new system, fixing the price o
farm products at the cost of production on lands
that produce only thirtyfold. The power to es-
tablish the value of one bushel of American wheat
sod one barrel of mess pork can control the
markets of the world. This power is to be
found in the centralized agency of the federal
farma of the Mississippi valley, a company
legally chartered with a capital stock of 320,
000,000." Ex Governor Oharles Robinson, of
Kaoess, was made temporsry chairman, He
strongly urged the organization of the {armers
throughout the grasin-growing States.

bold 1n & procession of men who are in many in-
stances uo less able and certainly no less erudite
than themselves. Their opportunities sre groat,
but their succoees in influencing the new mave
mwent forgood willbe proportionate to the extent
to which they are prepared to izs what it
has siready become and achieved. It is very
much to be wished that someone would address
himeelf with & voice of authority to a defect in
our teaching of Foglish which both of these
geotlomen ignore—the want of atteation to the
art of composition oral and written..

The art of composition is receiving less and leas,
rather than more and more attention in our
schools. Exaniination questions about structure
have largely taken the pisce of actual creation of
strocture as & test of capacity on the part of
candidates. We mus«t make s new departure,
but when and how is it to begin? The colleges
are silent. Porhapa the sehools, as so often be.

But we pwe Iarge clasa with woom
immediate work shall ba a slight and sacondary
object, who shall give their steepgth during
their first yoars to the acquoisition of the Ja-
panese langusge, #o as to enable them to use
that lapgusge 1n the main work of ther lives ;
that is, 1n the preaching of salvation throngh

* It may be said bere, however, that such a
reinforcement s not needad, becsusc we ought
to comunit this work to our Japanese Clristisos,
To this we reply that we are doing this to a
greater extent perhaps than any other mission
on enrth, and we proposs to do it still more,
But we caonod sbift this whole burden oo to
them ; and it is a fact that pone are more de-
sirous of seeing an increass of workers from
abroad than are our most zealoua snd etlicient
pastere and evapgelwte, As we canoot maguily
the importance of this second class of workers,
w0 we would not mipimize the ditbouities to
be encountered. The Japanese is » very diffi
cult laugusge.  Our pative fellow workers, with
whom we wre of nocessity compared, show re-
markable ability as prescocrs. And the Japs
pese nre o very crinngdsl peopie  Hence, while
there is here o tield for every degree of ab lity,
men sbd women of fiest-class talents aod
thorongh scholasship are not only calded for
rut will find w!l their pesources fully taxed.

A CHEAP ELECTRIC BATTERY.

An eleetri¢ battery, strong enongh to rana
small electrie bell or a toy electric railway,
can be casily constrocted as follows :

Tuke four common drinking tumblers, and
fill them three-quarters full with water, Into
each rnt a tubilespoonful
of sulphuric acid ; then
cut four picces of wood
about half auinch square,
and long eaough to rest
upon the edges of the
tumblers, Get four strips
of sheet copper and zine,
and eut them just large
enongh to stand vertically
in the tumblers nearly
touching the rides,

Tack the zincs to one
icce of wood, snd the coppers to
In doing this take care that

side of each
the other side.
the points of the tacks do not pass entirely
through the wood, and touch the metal on the

opposite side, [f this were to happen, the
cell would be what is technically termed
“ short cirenited,” and & very small amount
of electricity counld be obtained from it.

Pry up a corver of each of the metals, and
erowd between it and the wood an end, from
which the insulation has been carefally
scraped, of a small copper wire, The wire
should be in good contact with the metals,
and a better way would be to solder them to
gether, Twist ‘the outer ends of the wires
from #ine in No. 1 and copper No, 2 together,
D)o the same with zine No. 2 and copper No.
4, and wo on, The wires from copper No, 1
and zine No, 4 are connected with the bell or
other piece of apparatus.  Alter being used,
the metals should he removed from the salt
water, washed and dried,

One article, whish is not always easily ol-
tained by boys in the country, and which is
essential in nearly all electrical experimentas is

INSULATED COMPER WIRE,

It is very inexpensive, and may be procured
in any city. But if common copper wire isat
band, and sny boy does not wish to pay for
insulated wire, he may insulate it well enough
for many purposes in the following manner :

Draw the bare wire slowly through a dish
filled with a thick solution of shellac in alco-
hol. This can best be done out of doors, af-
fixing one end of the wire to a building.
After it has passed through the solution, it
can then be held in suspension until dry.
I'he time required will not be more than half
an hour,

I'his sort of insulation, however, is not re-
commended, for when very hard and dry it is
liable to erack during the manipulation of the
wire. This wounld perhaps cause a short cir-
cuit between two layers in a coil, and would

| be fatal to the success of the experiment.—

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TREES BY ROADSIDES,

An agricultural paper observes that there
are two sides to the question as regards
planting ghade trees along the public highway.
They are ornamental without a doubt ; bat,
eatly in the spring they oiten shade the road
sod keep it wuddy after more open places
pave dried up. Then, they sometimes intor-
fere with peeded road improvements, More.
over, if grain and root crops are grown inad

at ficlds, the shade-trees will draw mois-
gure and plant food from so long & distanve
ghat the crop near the fence will be worth
pothing. The only formidable ohjection of
ghe three thus raised, is the last., Leally

i ronds such as we ought to have and
ultimately will have all over the country,
would wot be kept muddy by the shade of
wayside trees, because they would never be
come muddy. How trees planted aloug the
public highway should interfere with needed
I,mlmrm'rn;cuh it is difficult to perceive. Cer-
tainly they will not, if planted, as they should
be, sufficiently far from the centre of the road
to admit of ita having a proper width for teams
to pass one another,

Jut the demand made on the productive.
pess of the adjacent fields is really a sorious
objection. Still, it is not an insurmountable
ope, Land is abundant in this country and,
oven in Eogland, where it is much scarcer,
pawthorn hedges are tolerated, though they
occupy @ considerable width of ground, and
render the soil barren for some distance from
the line of fence. It only resolves itself into
the necessity for a wider road allowance than
is usually made. As & general thing, shade
trees are planted in the feuce corners, to se
cure the protection thus obtained, and to be
more out of the way, They might just as
well bo set a rod distant from the line of fence,
This, in roads of the standard wilth, four rods,
would leave ample room for tu
bed. It is generally considered that the roots
of a tree extend as far along the surface of the
ground laterally as the branches spread out
above th e ground, so that a tree must cast a
sliade thirty-three feet in dinmeter, before it
will reach the fence line if planted a rod away
from it, Of course, large trees will occupy
more space than th at, and then it becomes a
question of wider read allowance.

* That shade trees are ornamental is a strong
argunent for having them, but it is not the
strongest, by any means, It is now demon
strated beyond o doubt that trecs attract rain,
retain raoisture, and have an important intlu
ence cn theclimate, As the forests disappear
we must replant, or take the consequences of
disastrous changes in the weather and the
scasons, In an important sense, the forests
water the fields, and if we cut away the woods
we must supply their place, or suffer from
alternate floods and droughts, Room must
be found for trees somewhere and where bet
ter can we have them than along the road
side, where their beauty pleases the eye and
their shade refreshes the weary traveller, and
the still more weary beasts of burden that teil
for his pleasure and profit ! The arguments
in favor of planting trees along the public
highway, far outweigh any that can be urged
sgainst the practice.

AX ATTIC GREENHOUSE,

A resident in Camden, New Jersey, has
struck out a novel idea, which is so simple
and feasible that one wonders nobody ever
thought of it before, He has constructed a
greenhouse on the third floor of his house,

It secems a feasible enough plan, combining
economy of firnt cost with cheapness of mainte
nance, the family fire being utilized to warm
the greenhouse, Many people who cannot
afford the expense of a separate building for &
greenhouse, extra fire and attendance, might
casily enjoy this great luxury on the plan

Shrewd ruralists need
hardly be reminded of the necessity for pro-
viding against sudden changes of weather at
this season, yet a little jogging of the memory
is sometimas beneficial to people of good un-
derstanding.

Creax THE WELL—No matter how tight
the well may be, the toad will sometimes con-
trive to get in, Many wells contain toads
that die and are swallowed in the drinking
water unknowingly, under the supposition
that the well is tight and “ toad proof.”
Wells should be cleaned at least once a year,
and especially in the fall. For a distance of
ten foet around the well the surface should be
cemented, and the pump itseM should be
cleaned occasionally, Toads, flies, buga,
worms and even gnats will get into the water,
while even a few drops of a solution from a
liithy drain or sink, tinding its way into the
well, carry bacteria enough rapidly to multi-
ply and contaminate all of the water. Loota
of troes and vines also serve as drains into the
wells, as they looscn the soil, and for that
reason they aﬂnuld never be planted near the
source of drinking water,—Sanitary Neaos,

Forests DisarreanixG,—One third of a
century ago the natural forests covered more
than one-half the area of Ohio; now they
cover little more than one-fifth, Possibly,
that is enough timber for the state if it were
properly distributed and located. But it is
not, So much of the o al forest on hill-
sides has been cleared off that should mever
have been destroyed, More fertility has been
removed from the sloping lands by the wash.
