Brussels Correspondence of the Montreal 
Herald.

Brussels, Sept, 4th, 1883.
Mr. Editor,—Francis 1st used to say : Women 

are often fickle ; very foolish is he who puts trust 
in them. Souvent femme varie,bien fol est qui 
s'y fie. It is no doubt because diplomacy \_la 
Diplomatie] is a substantive of the feminine 
gender, that it believes itself forced to be so ver­
satile. But it should remember that iu writing 
this elegant though melancholy distich, the King 
who patronized literature had in view only those' 
female intriguers of high birth who frequented! 
his Court, and that he did not mean to apeak of 
honest women ; of the gentry, of the citizens or of 
the people at large. One must, however, be a&- 
quaiuted with the vices of the time, and in the 
same way that the Dame Aux Camélias has. be­
come in our habits a personage important enough 
to make people speak of her, and busy them,* 
selves tyito her doings,jand, in a certain measure, 
to let her keep the haut du jiauQ, ao Diplomacy 
has gained among us the right of citzenship, and 
the task of recording from day to day the inci­
dents which chequer th® life cf the people is almost 
writing the history of Diplomacy. Let us then 
sacrifice gtacefulness to the golden calf, and re­
late too truly scandalous history of the caprices of 
that very lofty and puissant dame—Diplomacy, 

In my last letter I told you of the Congress of 
Frankfort ; of the Kfo|j of Prussia meditating; 
some good return, for the cunning nf his belov­
ed Cousin, the Emperor of Austria. At that 
time tbg. reply of Russia to the notes of the 
Gifqat Powers was expected, a d the Franco-- 
Anglo-Austrian altiance had never been more- 
solid, according to the official sheets. Yieddingr 
to my good nature, which refuses to se* any­
thing but credulous or intriguing people every­
where, I also contradicted a certain ;apon whichi 
attributed to M. Drouyn de Lipo/Ui the impertin­
ent idea of protesting ag,aVMt tbe deliberations 
of the Congress of Sovereigns at Frankfort. Il 
was too hasty, you will see, Mr. Editor. 11 
shall cerlafojy'end by becoming more misanthro­
pical than Alcestis, if my alhv&ms are to be 
often swept away in this msmner.

King'William whosqtranquil air all the batih- 
thers at Baden Ijvâht admire, did not remain in­
active d’ariag the Congress of Sovereigns. In. 
the (fst place, he extorted from Russia the pro­
mise of a reform for P-dand which in libera.Vism 
far exceeded all that had been demanded oy the- 
Powers. Then he dispatched to the Camp at. 
Chalons Prince Hohenzollern Sigmaifogen, who 
it seems, made a very appropria^ appeal’in fa­
vor of Prussia, insisting on ib'4 fact that tne Ca­
binet of Berlin had, aloixe, been able to obtain 
trom that of Si. Petersburg, concessions refused 
to all the envoys of the nego dating powers. He 
further pointed out that England had never- 
shown herself more favorably disposed to Aus­
tria, and France might be exposed to serious 
danger between Russia and Prussia on 
one side, and Austria and England on 
the other. It is very evident that 
these reasons have been stiongly appreciated in 
high places, for after a scries of what polite peo­
ple call political evolutions, and what I say is. 
juggling, we have returned to a system of alli­
ance which I believe I announced to you a long 
time ago, namely, France, Russia,and Prussia on. 
one side, and England and Austria on tbe other. 
As for Poland, you will understand, Mr. Editor, 
that she must declare herself satisfied, and it you 
wish to read her funeral oration, I recommend, 
you to the articles of the French official jou nais, 
if your courage is great enough and If the recan­
tation does not disgust you too strongly. a.s to. 
the concessions extorted f om Russia by Prus­
sia, their nature is as follows. My infoimation 
in this respect is precise ami confirmed oy the 
intelligence received by the Morning Post which 
you are aware, has the ear of the English Cabi­
net. Russia would renounce entirely the king­
dom of Poland. Poland on her si-.e would bind 
herself to pay a part of the Russian d bt, which 
by her frequent revolutions she has contributed 
sensibly to increase. Finally, Europe would gua­
rantee to Russia the Lithuanian and Uthynian 
provinces. In this case, as the Post wittily re­
marks, the Poles would thus be in the same po­
sition as the Italians were the day after the Peace 
of Villafranca, and after having conquered the 
kingdom of Poland, which is their Lombardy, 
they would be forced to leave Lithuania in the 
hands of Russia, as the Italians had, provisional­
ly at least, to renounce Venetia.
You understand, Mr. Editor, that I do not guar­
antee this buffoonery, any more than the conse­
quences which it might have ; but I cannot re­
sist the pleasure of putting before your eyes an 
extract from the Cays, which, in respect to 
foreign politics, receives its communications from 
the Secretary himself, M. Drouyn de Lhuys. 
Certain powers, says the same official journal, 
should, on account of their situation, pay atten­
tion to the interview at Frankfort, and Franco 
is too close to the German territory to be absolu­
tely disinterested in a modification of the pact 
of the Germanic Confedratiou. A sort of under­
standing has consequently been spontaneously 
established been Prussia, Russia and France— 
an understanding of which the extent will be 
known only when the resolutions adopted by the 
Congress of Sovereigns shall be published That, 
time has not yet come unfortunately, and it does 
not seem that we shall soon know what passed 
between all the crowned heads. It was on the 
1st September, after a session of four hours, that 
the formal closing of the Conference of the So­
vereigns took place. The Emperor of Austria 
made a speech on this occasion somewhat more 
forcible than that by which he opened the Ses­
sions. Then before returning to Vienna, he 
went to pay a visit to the Queen of England at 
the Chateau de Rosenau. The Austrian scheme 
was adopted by the great majority of the princes. 
The Grand Dukes of Baden and Weimar, from 
liberalism ;and the Duke ofMecklemburg-Sehwe- 
rin, and Prince of Wolank, from a spirit of reac­
tion, alone refused to give their consent. 
Article 8 of the project of4refoim which was car­
ried has a graviiy which cannot be mistaken, 
and which has already given occasion for an 
energetic protest on the part of the Italian Cabi­
net. The following are in effect the terms of 
this article: “ Decisions for peace or war shall 
be carried by three-quarters of the votes.” If 
this article had been in force in 1859, all the 
Princes who are ranged under the banner of 
Austria would have forced Prussia to declare 
war against France. Moreover the wording of 
this article, charged with more evils than Pan­
dora’s box, is very vague and somewhat threaten­
ing in tact to those nations which do not form, 
part of the Germanic Confederation,

In this embroglio, I conclude that kings are- 
unfit for securing by any method whatever the 
welfare of the nation, and that the best of mon­
archies is not worth much Has not the Emperor 
Francis Joseph iu fact used his liberalism as a 
mirror. Does it not serve him to dazzle the 
friends of Poland, who altogether occupied in 
watching the operations of Fudesque Parliaments 
do not observe what is passing in Poland ?

In 1770, Catherine II, , fRussia said to Prince 
Henry of Prussia : -‘Make it your business to buy 
Austria that she may lull Europe to sleep.” Peo­
ple remember that frightful butchery called the 
massacre delà Galerie in 1849. “ We shall have 
three hours work, and fifty years rest,” said the 
Austrian Minister They did work .in truth, 
and so well that more 3,000 persons were 
slaughtered in five days. In recalling these 
events, and in showing that -whilst blood is 
flowing at Warsaw, Austria h- s long since been 
bleeding in her Galliciaa possessions which she 
l aves without highways, without railways, and 
without schools, I wish to put this question— 
Does Austria wish once more to put liberal 
Europe to sleep 1 Her rising popularity, and 
actual preponderance in Germany, eustaia owes 
to the recent acceptance of the Constitutional 
system, and to her apparent sympathetic attitude 
towards Poland ; but public opinion may soon 
cease to take this view of it and may reduce to 
their true value manifestations in .lie name of 
liberty, which serve as a mask f r odious u ran- 
ny. Thus, whilst at Or cow and Vienua all toe. 
agents ofth- insurrection are expeileu, foe Rus­
sian spies are allowed to circulate freely, and. 
tbe Austrian police has already often lent iis 
aid to the Muscovite bloodhounds to discover thç
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National Committee. But I see that my space 
will soon be filled, and I hare many more inter­
esting things to tell you. I therefore leave Ger­
many where it is, and pass on to a new circular 
of Mr. Seward to the diplomatic agents of the 
United States in Europe. You are doubtless 
already acquainted with this circular. It sets 
forth ihe recent events of the war as assuring 
the speedy triumph of the North over the South, 
and it requests the Consuls to use every exertion 
'0 prevent Prance or England from granting 
help to the insurgents. This circular, framed 
with great moderation, proves that the rumors 
ot recognition of the South have reached Wash­
ington, and that we would not be 
caluminating the French government were 
we to accuse it of sympathy with the slave­
holders. Mr. Seward, they say, is to follow up 
this rose water circular, if it fails to produce the 
expected effect, with an energetic note which 
will insist on the Munroe doctrine. But, ac­
cording to the on ditb, the Government of Lin­
coln would not declare war either against France 
or England, but would limit itself to despateh- 
ing to Mexico, without incurring any open re­
sponsibility, a force of volunteers, and money, 
either to expel the French, or to prevent the re­
gular and peaceable establishment of a monar­
chy,—an establishment that is already become 
very doubtful, for it seems that Maximilian has 
decidedly refused ihe thione offered to him. So 
the deputadon of nobles charged with the dutj of 
presenting to the Archduke the wishes of the 
Mexican nation will be useless and will get noth­
ing for its trouble And how should it be other­
wise ? The Moniteur has something to the fol­
lowing effect : “ The city of Yera Cruz has 
given >ts adhesion to ihe empire with eclat, by 
9.19 votes to 43, including the opposition and 
abstaining party. Now unless ihe number of ci­
tizens having a right to vote decreases in pro­
portion as the population increases, we do not 
understand how Vera Cruz which counts 
more than 16,000 inhabitants contains only 
962 electors. The study of the manner in 
which uriversal suffrage is managed, must give 
the Archduke much food for reflection, for he 
cannot hide from himself the danger there would 
toe in having only 919 partizans out of a popula- 
tion of 16,000 So they are already speaking of 
his eventually being replaced by Prince Murat 
Î for my part have a candidate. I propose M. de 
Per.3igny, hoping for my confreres sake that this 
statesiman whose devotion to the Empire is we 1 
known would not disdain to exchange the port­
folio of a Minister for the Crown of a Monarch, 
and that du.l'l)»£r this time the French press will 
be freed from il! sfsrn censor, who, Minister or 
not, exerts so territn? influence over the des­
tinies of the intellectua! ejajapc.pation of the 
country. Thus, since my laît letter, a new pa­
per, La France Centrale, has been suspended for 
months. Why do they not suppress at one 
stroke all the papers and ail the printing estab­
lishments This summary proceeding, it is true, 
would at least have the merit of frankness, and 
would be truly worthy of a strong government.

Chattanooga, Sept 21, 1.30 A.M.—The battle 
on the 19th resulted well for us. We have held 
our own as established on the left and contract­
ed our forces during the day. On Sunday morn­
ing we held a handsome line, with our right on 
a riage of hills and our left protected by rude 
works of logs thrown up during the night. Our 
left rested on the east side of the Russell and 
Lafayette roads, about 4 miles south of Russell. 
In the fight of the 19th we had lost about 608 
killed and 2000 wounded, and were ahead of 3 
pieces of artillery. The men were in splendid 
spirits. The engagement was resumed at 
9 o'clock a,m, on the 20ih, by an 
attempt by the rebels to storm Thomas’ 
left and front several times. Th.-y were se­
verely repulsed, with heavy loss to them and 
very little to us.

This fight lasted an hour and a half, and was 
one of the most terrific of the war, a continuous 
fire of musketry and artillery being kept up with 
deadly effect.

During this, the right and centre were not en­
gaged, the skirmishers keeping up a halting fire 
for the tjme. The enemy finding his assaults in 
vain, manœuvred to the left with the intention 
to throw' a force on the Rossville, so as to attack 
Thomas’ flank. At this juncture Thomas order­
ed Bpannon who h»i one brigade in reserve, and 
wbo with Reyupljjs was holding the key of the 
position whioh was Thomas' fight, to move tp the 
left of the line and protect the flank. Gen Ros- 
encrenz at the same time sent Davis and Van- 
cleve from the right and centre to support Bran­
non in his effort to hold the line to Rossville and 
protect Thomas’left flank. On perceiving the 
withdrawal of skirmishers from the front of the 
divisions moving fvofjf the right and centre, the 
enemy made a "vigorous attack on that part of 
the line, piercing the centre and cutting off 
Davis and Sherman from the left'and drawing

Previous to that hour, General Rosecrans rode 
the whom length of our lines. Soon after the 
battle commenced, General Thomas, who held 
the left, began to call for reinforcements. About 
12 o’clock word came that be had been forced to 
retire. The second line of reinforcements were 
then then sent to him, and McCook’s whole corps, 
which was on the right, and as a reserve ou the 
centre, was sent to his assistance. Gen. Wood, 
of Crittenden's corps, and Gen. Vaneleve, who 
held the front of the centre, were also ordered 
to the left, where the fury of the cannonade 
showed that the enemy’s force was massed. Their 
places were filled by Davis and Sherridan, of 
General McCook’s corps ; but hardly had these 
divisions taken their places in the lim, 
when the Rebel fire, which had slackened, 
burst out in immense volleys in the centre, 
This lasted about twenty minutes ; and then 
Vancleave, on General Thomas’ right, was seen 
to give way, but in tolerable order, soon alter 
which the lires of Reynolds and Davis broke in 
disorder, borne down by the enemy’s columns, 
which are said to have consisted of Polk’s corps. 
These two divisions were the ones thrown into 
much disorder; those of Neagly and Vancleave 
were thrown into disorder, but soon rallied and 
held their places, the first on the left and the 
second on the right of Thomas' corps. Davis 
and Sheridan late in the day succeeded in rally­
ing about eight thousand of their forces, and 
joined Thomas. General Thomas, finding him­
self cut off from the right, brought his division 
into position for independent fighting, his line 
assuming the form of ahorse shoe along the ridge. 
He was soon joined by Granger frem Rossville, 
with a division of Gen. McCook and Gen. Stead­
man’s division, and with these, forces firmly 
maintained tne fight until after dark. Our 
troops were as unmovable as the rocks they 
stood upon. They enemy repeatedly hurled 
against them the dense columns which had 
routed Davis and Sherridan on the morning, 
but every onset was repulsed with dreadful 
slaughter. Falling first on one and then on the 
other point of our lines the rebels for hours 
vainly sought to break them. General 
Thomas seemed to have filled every 
soldier with his own unconquer­
able firmness and General Granger, 
his hat torn by bullets, rode like a lion where 
even the combat was the thickest. Every di­
vision commander bore himself gloriously among 
them. Generals Turcheu, Hazer and Parker 
especially distinguished themselves. General 
Thomas telegraphed on Monday forenoqn that 
the troops are in high spirits. He brought off 
all his wounded. Of the sick and wounded at 
Crawfish (Spring, incl,idi,'g our main hospital, 
nearly all had been brought away. The number 
of prisoners taken by the enemy will hardly 
surpass 2,000 besides the wounded, of 
whom not more than 1000 could have 
fallen into their hands. Of rebel prisoners 
we have sent 1300 to Nashville. Most 
of our losses in artillery were occasioned by the 
killing of all the horses. Gen. Thomas retired 
to Rossville on Sunday night, after the battle 
had closed. Gen. Rosecrans had issued orders 
for all his troops to be poncentrated with the 
forces ij4 Ohattapopga. Ip the last two assaults 
our troops fought with the bayonet, their ammu­
nition being expended. The latest information 
that has reached this city is from Ohattanocga 
last evening, and was to the effect that General 
Rosecrans would concentrate on Chattanooga 
last night. Gen. Thomas had been engaged with 
the enemy prior to 5 P.M. yesterday, and it was 
therefore questionable whether he would be able 
to reach Chattanooga last night.

There were indications that the enemy was 
contemplating a demonstration on another part 
of our line last evening.

ThVLa’tk 0. Freer, Esq. — The above la­
mented gentlemen, who died on Friday last after 
a short illness qt l)i^ late residence at Point 
Levi, was the second son of Noah Freer, Esq., 
of this city, and for many years cashier of the 
Quebec Bank. He was bom in Quebec on the 
31st of October, 1831, and would have been 
therefore next month but thirty-two years of 
age. He was a student of the Upper Canada 
0 allege, Toronto, where he gained high honors, 
taking a first exhibition at an earlier age (under 
thirteen years), and with a greater numbsr of 
marks, than had syer fieep knowp. He com­
peted succeesfally for the Wellington Scholar­
ship at that institution, as also for one in mathe­
matics at the Toronto University, where. he af­
terwards graduated, receiving the degree of 
B. A. He was a great favorite both with pro­
fessors and fellow-scholars. The degree of 
M. A. was conferred on him, subsequently, at a 
convocation of Bishops’ College at Lennoxville- 
At first it was .intended that he should adopt the 
legal profession, haying matriçulated at Osgoode 
Hall, Toronto j bpf bis talents and genius being 
more of a mathegiq.tfcal and architectural turn, 
his choice was that of a pivil epginger. He 
articled himself in 1852 to C. S. Growski, Esq., 
then Chief Engineer of the St. Lawrence and 
Atlantic Railroad, and was actively employed 
in a portion of the construction of that road,' 
aud afterwards as one of the Division Engineers. 
On ,the completion of that road, and its transfer 
to the Gyand Trunk Railway Company, he was 
continued as one of the engineers, and has been 
connected with this company almost ever since ; 
as contrapto?, ip .partnership wjth Mr. H. Abbott, 
for a portion of the “ Maintepapc.e of Wqy,” 
and lessees of tbs River du Loup Dis­
trict, and lately as Superintendent of the 
Eastern District, between Montreal, Quebec and 
Riviere du Loup. He married, in 1856, the 
eldest daughter of the Hon. Justice Sicotte, and 
leaves a daughter and two sons.

He was always active epergetic, thorough­
ly upright aud honest, high principled and cour­
teous to all, warm in his attachments, making 
frj.ends wherever he went, charitable to a degree 
without apy ^stentat‘011 or pride. He was an 
exemplary son and a kfnd ^pd- affectionate hus­
band, and we sincerely sympathize y/ith the 
parents, the widow, apd ajl his relations in their, 
sad and sudden bereavement. His end was. 
peaceful and resigned, and though apparently 
ppnscious himself that he was soon to leave this 
world, .he did pot )?ish those of his family around 
him to think 90 op .fie grieyeÿ. For some days 
before he died his sufferings were intense, though 
much concealed, and though of an iron constitu­
tion, the inward malady worked quick.

His remains were brought here by train on 
Mouday, aegompanied by a large mlffiker °f 
friends, and interred in pty Mount Royal Ceme­
tery, tbe funeral service having been petfprjned 
in the English Cathedral by His Lordship the 
Bishop, the Rev. Canon White and the Rev. Mr. 
Bond, W« noticed in the funeral procession some 
companies of Vo)unfeprs from Point Levi, one of 
which he raised at .the .time 01 the Trent affair 
among the Grand Trunk employees, aqd only 
last Wednesday fortnight commanded them at 
the review at Quebec.

country, as to precipitate another Ministerial cri­
sis by which those who had been so long tried 
and so often found wanting, should be lifted into 
place once more. And so the struggle has now 
gone for more than a month, the whole ingenuity 
and energy of the Opposition leaders and their 
party being directed to the overthrow of the ex­
isting Ministry. Never was the selfishness of 
partizanship more transparent than in the course 
of the Opposition since the opening of the Ses­
sion .

Kirkpatrick 
ot the Militia Artillery, Private Finnemore, Pri­
vate Lumley, No. 3 Company and Private Allen, 
Company No. 1. These next fired off the “ties.” 
Mr. Finnemore missed, and was rirled out, and 
the tourth, fifth aud sixth prizes respectively 
fell to Lieut Kirkpatrick, Private Lumley, and 
Private Allen.

A Steamer Aoround in the Canal.—About 
two o’clock yesterday afternoon the freight boat 
“ Colonist” grounded forward on the south bank 
of the Canal, a short distance above the Welling­
ton Bridge. Her stern swinging pound came in 
cintact with the opposite side of the Canal, where 
she stuck fast for some time. She was held in 
this embarrassing position by the current, and 
the pressure of water on the upper side of the 
steamer. She dammed the Canal so effectually 
from her position that the water above her 
was nearly a foot higher than below her. The 
water rushed around her stem and stern and un­
der her keel with great rapidity, producing an 
effect similar to the opening of the lock gates. 
The boat was ultimately got out of her position 
without damage.

Pierre 
Decelle, a farmer from Point-aux-Tremble, was 
brought up for furious driving, aud was fined $3. 
Several vagrant females were committed to gaol 
fora month. One poor wretch sought shelter 
from the chilly winds that prevail now in the 
cemfortabla embrace of the common gaol, being 
committed at her own request.

PARLIAMENTARY.

(From, our Special Correspondent.')
Quebec, Sept. 19.

The debate on Mr Cockburn’s motion, respect­
ing Mr. Sicotte’s appointment, was resumed yes­
terday by Dr. Bown, who made known his inten­
tion to vote in the affirmative. He bad been 
elected, he said, as an independent member, and 
therefore felt at liberty to take an impartial view 
of questions, uns vayed by ministerial considera­
tions. Those who knew the party which elect­
ed him, and the understanding which returned 
him to Parliament, must have been astonished 
not a little t j hear such a declaration. Mr. Mc­
Kenzie, of North Oxford, was, perhaps, a little 
too severe on him when he said “it was the first 
time had ever seen a member get up in this House 
and announce his own aposlacy.” Still I con­
fess feeling pained by the course pursued by the 
representative for East Brant, whom an intimate 
personal acquaintance had taught me to respect. 
There may be periods in the life- time of a poli­
tician when a change of party alliance is (Rota­
ted by a sense of conscientious pecessity, but a 
resolution censuring the appointment of a Judge 
could hardly furnish such a pretext. East Brant 
cast its voice against the administration, but 
Missisquoi came promptly tothe rescue in the per­
son of Mr. O’Halloran, who announced his inten­
tion to give his adherence to the Ministry. He 
did not believe in continued want of confidence 
motions ; they were not conducive to the publie 
good. Thus party equality was re-estabilished ; 
the Government had lost Bown, but gained 
O’Halloran. The discussion dragged itself along 
till the evening recess at six o’clock, leaving Mr. 
Fergusson in possession of 'the floor. Mr Hill- 
yard Cameron dpoke better ban I evçr heard him 
b- fore. For once be forgot his affected style and 
hesitancy of expression, and dashed straight into 
the constitutionality of the question. Mr. Came­
ron, it gives me pleasure to say, is usually at 
home iu constitutional law, which he has made 
his study for many years. But in searching for 
precedents to the motion in the hands of the 
Speaker, he could find none attended by pre­
cisely similar circumstances. The House" of 
Commons had once or twice ventured to ques­
tion appointments made by the Crown, but had 
never gone so far as to censure them, andin 
every case tho appointed had been objected to 
either on the grounds of unfitness or criminality. 
The British Parliament never so far forgot its 
duty as to interfere with appointments, because 
of the political opinions of those appointed.

The attepjjrt was pevpp made to fix suc|i a stig­
ma on the British nhine. it remained for Canada 
to make d jirecedenf which will live in political 
rememberance. It was for a disappointed fac­
tion in our Partiament to attempt wha^ had 
never been attempted in Utigu.ud 'for the last 
two hundred yettïs. 1 ihis' tendency tiwarÜs re­
publicanism dfoprinstitu'tiops is a graye rnaUeft 
and one pt lepst worth pondering over. If tbe 
Conservative party in Canada means to forget 
its traditional adherence to precedent, it ^ be 
time for public opinion “e weight' of it/ in_
uignation to assert the majesty of the constitution. 
It is apparent to every close cffisprvpr of 
events that the Opposition if not defeated in 
their mad designs, will imperil the nobility of our 
character for law-loving and law-abiding citi­
zens and stain our glorious record of progressive 
liberty. These factious motions to embarrass the 
administration are dictated by a desire for politi­
cal change. Those in the cold shade of Opposi­
tion—politicians by profession and schemers by 
necessity—know no regard for thé teachings of 
experience. What is ij to therp if they stamp 
otir provincial manhood with republican vices 
so long as they gain power and prestge.

The Hon. Mr. Mowat re-echoed public opinion 
wflen he said, that whether his official life 
should be long or short he would be well satis­
fied, if at its close, his opponents could say no­
thing worse of him than that he was responsible 
for the judicial appointment of the Hon. Mr. Si- 
cotte. Hon Mr. Ferguson spoke evidently to 
pass away time, the chief subject of his speech 
being the correspondence between Judge Bru- 
neau and tbe Government. He found much 
fault because the Warden of Yama'ska had not 
put the official seal opposite'his' name; alleging 
that he might be mistaken for Church Warden. 
This was the best and only point he made. Mr. 
Chambers spoke an hour and a half against the 
motion and Canonto Jones replied. A powerful 
speech from Mr. Wood carried the debate to 
twelve o’clock, when the Ministerial supporters 
became anxious for a division. Thé Opposition 
were however, not ready. Mr. Knight was ab­
sent at the funeral of one of bjs relatives, but 
was expected back by the tirain diie at 1,0:'45 at 
Point Leyi. A few minutes after Jmidnigh^ the 
member ' for Slanstead cirove ’ qp" \n a 
calache at a gajlp,fling pacs and took 
big seat just as Mr Conger rose
to sjeak. The member for Peterboro’ cut it sb'rt 
and for all practical purposes might ag well b‘ave 
kept his sent. He managed to say that in exist­
ing circumstances he could not support the Min­
istry, but he had little choice, for in % apposi­
tion h6 Was surrounded by men in his opinion 
very Jjftljt better iflau thelffinisterial. The cries 
of “question,” “question,” now became leader than 
ever, and no one rising to speak, tfle Speaker 
gave orders to call in the ruember-a. "fhe most 
intense çibiteümrit prevailed on both sides, as ft 
iviis known the contest would be very keen. Mr. 
Cartier felt sure of a majority whether large or 
small, he did not seem to care. A prepqnçiey&nçe 
of one would turn oqt tfie C(overhment as well 
qs ieu, amfUartief fell; confident of mora? than 
one. His expectations eyen same up to six. Mr.

THE GRAND TRUNK BONDS DETAINED
BY THE GOVERNMENT.

(From the Quebec Mercury.
Tbe published correspondence and papers 

“ relative to certain bonds of the Grand Trunk 
“ Railway Company detaind by government,” do 
not bring out clearly the points of differencejbe- 
tween the government and the Company. The 
material is there, but not exactly in the form of 
a connected narrative.

In 1860 Mr. Gait, then Minister of Finance, of 
his own motion advanced a certain sum to the 
Grand Trunk Company to be repaid out of money 
earned for postal service and to be secured col­
laterally by a deposit of second preference deben­
tures. The advance was subsequently sanction­
ed by an order in council, and the amount loan­
ed was increased from Jtl35,513 3s. to £50,513 3s 
sterling. The terms of the order apply the con­
ditions as to security which Mr. Galt obtained 
in the first instance to the whole advance ; and 
payments since made by the Post Office Depart­
ment for mail service have been credited to the 
account. As it stands in the books of the Finan­
ce Department tho account shows credits amount­
ing to £40,122 7s. 8d. leaving a balance due by 
the company of £4,390 15s 4d, exclusive of in­
terest on 31st December last.

The Grand Trunk books appear to take note 
only of the first portion of tne advance—£35,- 
513 3s ; and by making this the amount of debt, 
Mr. Watkin was enabled to present to the Fi­
nance Department a memorandum showing not 
only that the indebtedness bad been discharged, 
but that a balance of £17,091 had accrued in 
the company’s favor. The truth, as we have 
stated, was somewhat different, the balance, at 
the date of the account, instead of being on the 
side of the company, being in reality £21,368- 
41s against it. Were tho account brought down 
to the present time, however, or even to the date 
of Mr. Watkin’s memoraudum, the sum earned 
by the mail service in the current year would 
suffice to wipe out the whole debt. On the sup­
position that this had already occurred, Mr. Wat- 
kin applied to the Government for a surrender 
of the bonds held as collateral security ; and 
Mr. Holton, acting upon a report of Mr. Laugton, 
the Auditor, as to the facts of the case, decided 
to comply with the application At this stage 
of the affair, however, an unexpected obstacle 
presented itself. Whilst Mr. Watkin had been 
negotiating with the Finance Minister for the 
releiso of the bonds on the ground that 
the postal subsidy had liquidate^ the advance, 
Mr. Brydges had been contending with tbe 
Postmaster General tbqt under the operation 
of the Arrangements’ Act of 1862 the posial 
earnings were not applicable to tbe discharge of 
the debt, Tbe moneys which Mr. Watkin plac­
ed to the credit of the company, in account with 
the government, Mr. Brydges claimed as due by 
tbe government to the company. One claim is 
fatal to the other ; and it is not surprising that 
with both before him, the Fieance Minister he­
sitated to relinquish security for the debt until 
the demand preferred by Mr. Brydges be form­
ally abandoned. For if that demand be tenable 
the indebtedness of the company on account of 
this particular advance remains, and the right 
to retain the bonds as security is undiminisb.ed. 
Common sense required that the prçsideqt aud 
the manager of the company should adjust the 
difference between themselves, before further 
urging the application upon the government.

But Mr. Watkin is an irascible gentleman, in­
disposed by temper and ffitbit to brook delay. 
To Mr. riolton’s reasonable message, that “ until 
all points are adjusted” the original request 
could not be acted upon, Mr. Watkin, professed­
ly on behalf of the Board, protested “ against the 
wrongful detention of the property of the com­
pany.” Five days afterwards he seems to have 
repented of his haste, and to have penned a civil 
Istter. Mr. Holton rejoined courteously. Net­
tled by a very mild rebuke, Mr. Watkin resumed 
his anger; aud Mr. Holton declined to hold fur­
ther intercourse with one who forgot the pro­
prieties of ordinary correspondence.

So the matter stands. The couflictiqg preten­
sions as to the postal subsidy being slill unset­
tled, the bonds remain in the hands of the gov- 
jernpaent, with a prospec1 of being made the aub- 
'■ect of litig&tion. Mr. Watkin, meanwhile, has 
‘eft the country in high dudgeon, grumbling des­
perately concerning things Canadian, and espe­
cially concerning ministers who refuse implicitly 
to obey his behests.

CANADIAN POLITICS.

(From the London Times, Sept. 4.)
A Governor General who has to, adapt his ad­

ministration to the varying caprices of a Colo­
nial Legislature mqst have a hard time of it. 
The unbalanced and unsettled state of affairs in 
a rising colony reflects itself on the Legislature 
in a wearisome series of Ministerial changes. 
There is generally, too, an absence in a colony of 
all the influences and interests which steady the 
course of political affairs in a country like Eng­
land. There are none of those old traditions 
which bind down an English party to q pon^is- 
ient course of action, and parties, haye, not ’ had 
time to find their true level and settle down into 
a well understooçt «ffitual relation. Colonial 
Parliaments àud Ministers ara something like 
steam-engines started on a railway without suffi­
cient weight behind to steady them. They use 
the same force and the same machinery as would 
give steady motion to a heavy train, but having 
nothing behind them and pulling along (ittlç else 
be sides themselves they are nerppffiffitf running 
off the line. There js just the' same puffiing and 
shrieking as irfa engifié dragging à heavy goodg 
or passenger train, but the noise and steqia and 
smoke answer no purpose btÿ (q disturb the quiet 
inhabitants of the çoqtriry. ; and tlje unfortunate 
engineer ^9 fias to contré) the too lively loco- 
mOUye'raay think himself portunate if ho escapes 
with a whole skin.

The history of the circumstances which have 
preceded the election of tb- new Legislatiye As­
sembly winch b's just met ;Q Canada, is a curi- 
oaa'..lustration of the unmanageable nature of 
these imitation Parliaments. Lord Monck has 
had to endure a nerpefuq] state of Ministerial 
crisis S’noe he went out iu 1801. There are two 
principal parties in the Canadian Legislature, 
who are divided on a question of reform in the 
representation. Canada was formerly divided 
into Upper and Lower Canada, each Province 
having a separate Administration and a separate 
Legislature, but the two were united in 1841, 
The united Parliament tyas composed of an equal 
number of representatives from each Province. 
Sinçe that time, however, Upper or Western Ca­
nada has increased in population and 'wealth in 
a far larger proportion than Lower Canada, and 
now demands a revision of the representation to 
suit the altered relations of the Provinces. This 
is, of course, strongly opposed in Lower Canada 
and this question constitutes the great line of 
division between the two parties in the Legisla­
ture- When Lord Monck arrived in 1861 he 
found a Ministry in power, headed by Mr. Car- 
tier, which, though it had a re3pq(,tablq number 
of adherents iu Upper Canada, derived its prin­
cipal support from the" French element in 
Lower Canada. the same party unflçr dif­
ferent heads had been prècticaUy iu power 
since 1854.’ They had been beaten in the 
Hotise in 1858, and had resigned, and the 
leader of the Opposition party had formed Jan 
Administration. But on the first appearance of 
the New Ministry in the House a vote or want of 
confidence was carried, and the Prime Minutes, 
Mr. Brown, asked for a dissol'^Uoq oijthe As­
sembly. The reemeat, which'was perfectly rea­
sonable, tyas refuse^ and a good deal of exas­
peration whs created at the time in Upfler Çqna- 
da,1 to which the supporters q? the pew’ Ministry 
mostly belohgeij. '(ïo'tv'eyçr, (he oW Adminis­
tration rejuffièd thsir places, and held until 
Lori) Monck’s arrival m lEU’

His troubles ^“gan with the first meeting of 
the Oa^'aqjBn Parliament, which took place in 
march, 1862. Mr. Cartier’s Ministry, though 
strong at first, lost the confidence of the House 
by their general administration, and before the. 
end of May they were defeated upon tbe Militia 
Bill. Upon this they resigned, and a new Min­
istry was formed, embodying pretty much the 
same elements as bad constituted the stillborn 
Government of 1858, depending therefore, main­
ly upon the support of Upper Canada. This 
new Administration, under Mr. Sanfieid Mac­
donald, got rid as quickly aa it could of its 
troublesome master^ wound up the business of 
the se^sjou, and prorogued Parliament about the 
beginning of June, 1862, without opposition, 
Parliament met again in February of tl\i.s yew», 
and, after wasting the usual aqtoqnt of time in 
mere talk, proceeded to çofisume still more in 
fresh party atrqgglqs. When eight or ten weeks, 
qr\d UUio éisç, had passed, a leading member of 
Mr. C.artier’s Government, proposed a direct 
vote of want of confidence in the Ministry. Mr, 
Cartier supported the motion himself aad i,\ 
was carried by a majority of five. As this 
was less than a year after the House had ex­
pressed a similar want of çonfidence in Mr. Car- 
tier’s own Government, it could only be suppos­
ed that the House had no confidence in either

party, and our readers will, probably, think 
that the sooner such a dissatisfied Assembly was 
got rid of the better. At all events, Mr. Mac­
donald requested tbe Govsrnor General to dis- 
sol.e the House, and his request was acceded 
to at once. We do uot see how any oilier 
course could very well have been adopted Be­
sides the necessity for getting rid’of an Assem­
bly which seemed good for nothing but to pro­
duce Mimisterial crises, Mr. Sanfield Macdonald 
had every constitutional right to be allowed an 
appeal to tbe country. He had come to power 
m a House elected under the auspices of his op­
ponents, anc his party had never had the advan­
tage of a dissolution. In addition to this, it wss 
the same party whicb had been refused a dissolu­
tion in 1858 under very similar circumstances ; 
and if the refusal had been repeated, it would 
have greatly aggravated the soreness produced at 
that time iu Upper Canada,

All this though troublesome enough, was no­
thing beyond the ordinary irregularity of colonial 
politics. Bat more ccnfu ion was to come- The 
adverse vote had been taken on a Friday morn­
ing, and the House had adjourn-d until the Mon­
day following. Mr. Macdonald proposed to fol­
low the same course as usually pursued in similar 
cases in this country—to pass the private business 
and any unopposed legislationwhich might be con 
sidered desirable, to get a limited vute of credit, 
and then dissolve. Before the House met, how­
ever, rumors had got abroad of probable changes 
iu the Government, aud when Mr. Macdonald met 
the House on Monday he was questioned oe the 
subject by Mr. Cartier, and though he declared 
that no resignations had taken place, an adjourn 
ment was proposed and carried to the following 
day. Upon this Mr. Macdonald requested an im­
mediate dissolution, and Lord Monck very natur­
ally determiued ta permit him to dismiss at om® 
this troublesome Assembly, and Parliament was 
prorogued on Tuesday with a view of its imme­
diate dissolution. On the same day, however 
seven members of the Ministry sent in their re­
signations, and the dissolution, which otherwise 
would probably hove passed without much cri­
ticism, was very much complained of in connec­
tion with strange move. Certainly, under ordin­
ary circumstances, if the Governor General had 
known that the greater number of the Ministry 
were about to resign in consequence of the ad­
verse vote which had been passed, t would have 
beeu somewhat unreasonable to disolve the 
House for the sake of the remaining two or three 
Ministers. Yet in this particular case even such 
a dissolution might have been justified ; for the 
state of political parties in the Assembly was ex­
tremely unsatisfactory, and if a dissolution had 
been refused to the party represented by the 
Ministry on any technical grounds the greatest 
exasperation would have beeu produced through 
the whole of Upper Canada.

The new Parliament has just met and so far 
as its proceedings have gone at present there is 
we are glad to find some hope that the Ministry 
may hold their own ; but they are not strong 
and another Ministerial crisis is not at all im­
possible. We trust, however that Lord Monck 
will be able in some way to mediate between 
the contending parties, and put a stop to this in­
cessant series of Ministerial transformations. AU 
parties appear to admit that they have no cause 
to complain of the manner in which the disso.u- 
tion has been used and Lord Monck may be the 
stronger for having had the resolution to take 
matters out of the hands of so irresolute and 
quarrelsome an Assembly. Tiie Canadians have 
matters of quite sufficient importance to attend 
to without wasting their time in pernetual party 
warfare. Tfiey would be wise to drop the amuse­
ment of these endless crisis and address teem- 
selves in earnest to the task of putting them­
selves in a fit state of defence against their threat­
ening and intemperate neighbour.

TRADE AM OOMT'/iKRnF.
Montreal, Sept 22nd, 1863.

The weatnîr continues fine but cold. Some 
days since we gave the particulars of the damaee 
done by the frost to the crops in the States. The 
Commissioner of Agriculture in his report of the 
condition of the crops for August, dated “Wash­
ington Sep, 19th,” says that despite the local ini. 
juries to the fall crops from drought, corn, to[ 
bqcoo, sorghum, and buckwheat would have 
been excellent had not tne frost of August 30th 
occurred, The accounts present a general aver 
age injury of about one-third or 33 per cent • 
hut, it is believed that this is a great overesti­
mate. Although so general a frost is ordinarily 
very destructive, yet there is a great difference 
between frosts occasioned by tbe fall of cold 
rains when the ground ha-i been cooled, and 
those produced by a storm bringing the cold of 
the arctic regions over heated soil, and into a 
warm atmosphere.

Thq state of the crops iu Europe, es­
pecially in En gland, continues favorable.

More activity was observable on change to day 
and several thousand barrels of flour were sold 
Holders of Superiine are asking higher rates, the 
demand continuing good. Sales are reported at 
$4,30, and $4,25 for uninspected. In some in­
stances $4,10 was taken, and a lower price for 
inferior qualities. Sales of Superfine from West­
ern Wheat took place at $4,05, to $4,15 and $4- 
20. Of Western Statt s flour sales were made at 
$4,02], $4,07] and $4,10 The Inferior Grades 
were dull,—nothing doing in Pollards or Mid­
dlings, and but few transactions in Fine or No. 2 
Super.—Fancy and Superior Extra nominal ; a 
parcel of Extra brought inside rate. Nothing re­
ported in Bag Flour.

The quotation for Wheat remains the same as 
yesterday, and no transactions are reported in 
Corn.

The report of the Toronto markets for the 19th 
is as follows :—There was a good market to-day. 
Barley is considerably easier, being sold to-day 
at from 8:00 to 85c. Oats obtained a better price. 
Fjouç tresh ground for city use, very active at $4 
to $4,10 per barrel ; iu bags it readily brings $L, 
96 to $2 per bag. There is little enquiry for 
shipping brands, except No 1 Superfine. Fall 
wheat, 80c to 95c a bushel. Spring wheat, 75c 
to 85c a bushel. Barley, 75c to 81c per bushel. 
Oats, 30c to 36c per bushel. Hay, $10 50 a ton 
Straw, $8 a ton. Potatoes, 35q to 40c. retail; 25c 
to 35c wholesale. Butter, fresh per single pound 
13c to 17c a lb ; wholesale, He to 13c per lb. 
Provisions unchanged.

The “.Monroe Democrat” in its report of the 
Sfjate show of New York recently held 'at Roches­
ter gives the following item, which speaks well 
for Canada wheat : —

Best 20 bushels white (blue stem) winter 
wheat. The committee were unable to decide, 
and accordingly divided the first premium be­
tween I H Anderson, of Hamilton, C.W., and E 
S Heyward, of Brighton, Monroe Co., N.Y., 
$75 each. ' b 1 ’ "

Mr. I H Anderson also took the first prize for 
the best two bushels of wheat.
