Industrial Leaders Are Beginning
to Realize that a Nation Can-
not Prosper Unless People
Living on Farms Prosper.

NEW YORK, Oct. 17.—Canadian
farmers and business men may well
study the results of the Minnesota
plan, which raised farm income in

by $700,000,000 in eight years, an
average of $1,679 per farm; accord-
ing to Frederick E. Murphy, news-
paper publisher, sponsor of the plan,
now directing an educational effort
from New York to interest the busi-
ness leaders of the country in agri-
culture.

“Canadian prosperity”, said Mr.
Murphy, “is as vital to us as our own
because of her great volume of trade
with us. In the United States, in-
dustrial leaders are beginning to
realize that the nation cannot pros-
per unless the people living on our
farms prosper.

“Our particular cure in the north-
west was in getting away from de-
pendence upon cash grain, and into
dairying, live stock and general
farming, Obviously, this cannot be
the solution in all regions, but the
gist of the Minnesota plan can be
applied to Canada, as well as the
several states where similar plans
have recently been launched.

“We started in 1921 by studying
the methods used on the two hun-
dred most successful farms in each
region. n we urged the spread
f these methods to the rest of the
tarms, Because the farmers were
unable to get money, we organized
a $10,000,000 loan fund, and the gov-
ernment promised $100,000,000 extra

NO INCREASE IN BUTTER
PRICES IN NEW ZEALAND

Sir Thomas Wilford Declares New
Zealand Not Taking Advan-
tage of British Situation.

LONDON, Oct. 17,—S8ir Thomas
Wilford, High Commissioner for
New Zealand, took the occasion of
the arrival of another great cargo
of butter from New Zealand today
to refute charges that the south-
ern Dominion would take advant-
age of the present economic situa-
tion to raise prices to the British
producer,

Sir Thomas spoke at a luncheon
on board the steamship Tainun, at
the Royal Albert docks. The Tain-
un brought 4,000 boxes.

The retail price of New Zealand
butter is now at exactly the same
figure as the same time last year,
Sir Thomas said.

“Whenever the suggestlon is
made that New Zealand is deliber-
ately exploiting the present econo-
mic situation to raise the price to
the British publie,” he continued,
“I invite you to look for the cloven
hoof of foreign interests and help
in nailing that lie to the counter.

“We are well on the way to the
time when home and Empire farm-
€rs can with the proper encourage-
ment supply the butter require-
ments of the home market. If the
Empire supplied, as it could, all our
butter requirements we should put
intc Empire circulation the vast
sum of $145,000,000 which would
enormously inerease the capacity
