Toronto, June 15.

AN ACT TO EXCLUDE PERSONS FROM OFFICES WHO
HAVE BEEN CONCERNED IN CREATIN'» THEM.

Sir A. McNab.
No members of either House, or of the Execu* 

live Council to accept any office, during the 
period of his holding his seat in either house, or 
in the Executive Council nor for twelve months 
after he shall have ceased to do so, unless it be 
such office, as is compatible with the holding of a 
seat in Parliament.
AN ACT TO AMEND AND TO CONTINUE THE LAWS 

REGULATING THE INSPECTION OF FLOUR AND 
MEAL.

Mr. Holmes.
The bill repeals the following words in the pre­

sent law, 4ih & 5th Vic., c. 29 :—
“And in all cases where the quality of the Flour 

or Meal inspected may appear to be inferior to 
the brand or other mark of the manufacturer, and 
not to be properly designated by the brand or 
mark, it shall be the duty of the Inspector or As. 
sistant Inspector, and he is hereby authorized and 
required, to erase and correct the same.

“ Provided always, that no Flour or Meal which 
shall have been so branded, marked or inspected 
in one momh or year, and re inspected and ex­
amined in another, shall bear any other brand or 
mark of the year and month, than that originally 
affixed to it.” Shall be and is hereby repealed.

And be it enacted, that the fourteenth section 
of the said Act shall be construed as if the words 
“ branded or marked otherwise than is required 
by this Act” were inserted at the end of said sec­
tion, instead of the words “ not branded or un- 
spected, and marked otherwise than is required 
by this Act.”

It also repeals the twenty-first section of the 
said Act, and the fifth and sixth sections of the 
Act.

The different qualities of Flour are to be desig­
nated as follows :—A very superior quality by the 
words Extr* Superfine ; second quality, by the 
words Superfine ; third quality, by the words Su. 
perfine No. 2 ; fourth quality, by the word Fine ; 
fifth quality, by the word Middlings ; sixth qual­
ity, by the word Pollards) and the quality called 
Farine Entière, by the letters E. N. Tby which 
shall be understood the whole produce ofthe wheat 
when ground, excepting the coarse bran and pol­
lards. All Flour so marked shall be equal in qual­
ity to Flour inspected at the City of New York 
bearing the like mark ; and it shall be the duty of 
each Inspector to procure samples of the several 
qualities of Flour, certified as being the correct 
standard by the head Inspector of Flour in New 
York, and to guide himself by such samples ; and 
in the event of any change in the qualities of Flour 
being adopted in New. York, it shall be the duty of 
the Inspectors in this Province to conform to such 
change ; and in marking the different qualities of 
Rye Flour, Indian Meal and Oatmeal, the words 
Rye Meal% Indian Meal or Oatmeal, shall be 
plainly marked on each barrel to designate the 
grain from which the same is nnde, and the 
qualities shall be designated as follows :—Very 
superior quality by the word “ First'*, 
next inferior quality by the word “ Se. 
cond”t next inferior quality by the word 
“ Third", and lower quality by the word “ Un' 
hr and able" and when the grain had been kiln 
dried, the same shall be marked by the word and 
letters “ Kiln D".

The twenty second and twenty third sections 
of the act first above cited repealed.

Every half barrel of flour or rye flour shall con­
tain 98 lbs net, and every barrel 196 lbs net; 
every half barrel Indian meal shall contain 84 
lbs or 98 lbs net, and every barrel 168 or 196 
lbs net ; every half barrel of oatmeal shall con- 
tain 112 lbs net, and every barrel 224 lbs net; 
packer or manufacturer to mark his Christian and 
surname, and the name of his mill or place of 
packing, the quality and weight of the flour or 
Meal therein contained, and the tare of the cask 
on the end of each barrel or half barrel packed 
for sale, in a plain manner, Under a penalty of 
two shillings for each barrel.

That nothing in this act to alter existing con­
tracts based on the standard of inspection hereto­
fore established.
ACT TO PROVIDE FOR BUILDING COURT HOUSES AND

jails in Lower canada.

Mr. LaFontaine.
The preamble recites act of last session con­

stituting judiciary circuits, and enacts that in 
each circuit constituted or hereafter to be con­
stituted a Court House and Jail or either may be 
erected, in the following manner :—

The Registrar in the Council, or if there be 
more than one, either of them, on letter to that 
effect from the Secretary of the Province, is to 
call a meeting of householders within the circuit, 
at which he is to preside by himself or a deputy 
thereto appointed. The meeting must not con­
sist of less than twenty-five landed proprietors, 
and they arc to choose three Syndics. Should 
the meeting fail twice, the Registrar is to name 
the three Syndics. In either case he is to be a 
Syndic ex officio—to preside at their subsequent 
meetings—and have a casting vote. The Syndics 
at their subsequent meeting shall deliberate on 
the necessity of constructing a Court House and 
Jail or either of them; the probable cost;
which shall not exceed--------the site ; and
terms of payment, which shall be made 
annually or semi-annually. The procès-verbal 
of their proceedings is to be transmitted 
to the Governor General, and when ap­
proved by him shall be binding. The mode to 
modify the determination of the Syndics must not
fix the cost of erection at a sum exceeding----- .
The Syndics are to value the property throughout 
the Circuit, and levy such an assessment as shall 
provide the whole amount required. Commis- 
eioners are to be appointed to superintend the 
erection of the buildings, two by Syndics; one 
by Registrar, and who may be retnoved by Regis­
trar or Syndics ; and a Treasurer and Secretary 
—or they may require the Clerk of the Circuit 
Court to act as Secretary. Buildings to be con­
structed according to plan, provided by Public 
Works. Tenders to be advertised for during two 
months ; but no contract to be made without the 
approbation of the Governor General. The as 
sessment for Court Houses, &c., is to be levied by 
insialrnents. A commission is to be granted to 
the Syndics for collecting it.

FURTHER EXTRACTS 
From papers received by the Steamship

“CANADA.”
Sunday Mails.—In the House of Commons, on 

the 30th ult., the motion of Lord Ashley for an 
address to the Queen, to take measures to stop 
throughout the United Kingdom, the collection 
and delivery of letters on Sunday, was passed by 
a vote of 93 to 63.

Arrivals Extraordinary.—The last remark­
able event in London is the arrival there of a 
magnificent ambassodor from the Indian King­
dom of Nepaul, at the foot of the Himalaya 
mountains. The Prince Jung Bahadooris indeed 
a splendid piece of Eastern majesty, carrying on 
his person, it is said, clothes worth .£150,000 ster­
ling, includ.ng the pearls and diamonds which 
adorn his turban. When he and his twenty.four 
attendant nobles landed at Southampton, ex 
Ripon steamer from Alexandria,—when they 
mounted on horseback and rode through the 
town, brilliant in the sunshine, the spectacle 
was dazzling,—to be looked at with shaded eyes 
and some degree of admiring wonder. These 
Hindoo gentlemen, wherever they go, win res- 
pect by their dignified and modest behavior, 
though their habits are, as Buddhists, rather pe­
culiar ; they will not go to a hotel, because 
Christians must not cook their food ; the cooked 
for themselves their poultry, kid’s flesh, rice, 
and vegetables, while on board ship. The mis­
sion of Jung Bahadoor (who, by the way, is 
Prime Minister and Commander of the Forces at 
Nepaul) is to bring gifts to Queen Victoria, 
worth, some say, a quarter of a million of 
money.

Other illustrious strangers have come in the 
Ripon. A live young hippopotamus, the first 
ever brought to England. The great beast is 
only ten months old, and is a mere baby, weighs 
live hundred weight already ; and as they do not 
stop growing till about the same age at which 
the human beings cease to grow, there is no 
knowing what he may come to, suppose he lives. 
He is imported by the Hon C. Murray, for the 
Zoological Gardens ; and with him, as with the 
other oriental potentate, accompanies a suite of 
smaller creatures, a lion, an ibex, civet cats, 
catamountains, gazelles, pellicans, lizards and 
serpants, attended by Arab servants.

Dinner to Lord Gough.—On Thursday even­
ing, the 30th ult., the Right Hon the Lord Mayor 
of London gave a sumptuous entertainment to 
Lord Gough. The preparations were upon the 
grandest scale. Covers were laid for 300. 
Among the speeches delivered was one by the 
Hon. "Abbott Lawrence, American Minister, in 
returning thanks for the toast of the “ Foreign 
Ministers.”

Mr Lawrence said—He did not believe there 
was a man in the city of London who did not do 
honor to the guest of the evening. For himself, 
they had already laid him under great obligations 
in having so frequently been honored to partake 
of the magnificent hospitality ofthe City of Lon­
don; but he especially thanked them lor having 
invited him on the present occasion to pay his res. 
pects to a great military hero ; for they knew 
that millitary hero ; for they knew that military 
heroes had at all times commanded the admira* 
tihn of mankind. (Cheers.) He was there to 
offer his respects to Lord Gough, not alone for 
his military prowess, but for his milder vir- 
tues ; for his religious and moral, as well as for 
his military character, which were sure to com- 
tnand the respect of the people of England ; for he

knew that the people of England, while they ad­
mired the hero, respected the man. It was not 
for him to enter on this occasion, on a history of 
the proceedings of the battles fought by Lord 
Gough ; but he could not do less than assure him 
as a citizen ol a country of the same blood as the 
race which he was now addressing—(hear, hear) 
—that his character and conduct commanded the 
respect and admiration of the world. (Cheers.) 
He came there not as the mere diplomatic agent 
of a great country, but he came there as a 
man of peace—(loud cheers)—and he came 
to say, as one of the Anglo Saxon 
race, that the country which he represent­
ed sympathized with everything that was 
good in Great Britain as well as elsewhere. 
He thought this was the most brilliant exhibition 
he had ever witnessed in h'.s life ; and it seemed 
to him to be right that it should be brilliant. It 
was right that the homage of a great nation should 
be paid to a man who was an honor to his coun­
try. It was right that a nation should reward 
its military and naval heroes, as well as those 
who distinguished themselves in its civil service! 
and he must say that he knew no nation which 
expressed, and substantially too, its gratitude for 
distinguished military, naval, or civil services, 
more than England. (Cheers.) Even if he did 
not agree with this company in everything, yet 
the history of this country from early times—what 
it had done, and what it was doing—must com 
mand universal respect and admiration. (Cheers.) 

IRELAND.
It is stated that a very valuable copper ore has 

just been dicovered on the property of a Mr. Har- 
rold, close to the city of Limerick.

The only English members that voted against 
the abolition of the Irish Viceroysbip are Lord 
Arundel, Mr. Frewin, and Col. Sibthorp.

The emigration from Waterford averages 600 a 
week by steam via Liverpool to America, not to 
speak of the large numbers that leeve by vessels 
direct from that port and Ross.

According to a report of Mr. Skilling, Profes­
sor of Agriculture in Queen’s College, Galway, 
there is at the least five times as much ground 
planted with potatoes this year as there was last.

Two more Orange Lodges in the county of Ar­
magh have resolved to follow the liberal exam­
ple of their nineteen predecessors, by destroying 
the badges of their hostility to their fellow-coun­
trymen who differ from them in religion.

According to the Limerick Chronicle, mortal­
ity and emigration have so thinned the ranks of 
the Roman Catholic priests in that diocese, that 
the bishop (Dr. Ryan) has not a clergyman to fill 
a vacant curacy at Bruff*.

The Bishop of Waterford having requested that 
Col. Warren, of the 55th, would not allow his 
band to play the regiment to church, replied by 
saying that he never interfered with ecclesiastical 
matters, and hoped that his lordship would not 
concern himself about military arrangements.

A Roman Catholic parish priest, connected 
with the county of Limerick, and who is good 
authority upon the subject stated in that city, yes­
terday week, that at least one^half the Roman 
Catholic population had diminished in Ireland 
within the last six years, whilst the Protestants 
have increased in number.

The Limerick Chronicle says, “ The present 
great depreciation in the Irish butter tra !e is 
caused by the very few samples of good brand to 
be had in the markets. Of 1390 firkins brought 
up at Cork weigh house on Thursday, only 17 
were found worthy of first quality mark !”

The weekly meeting of the Repeal Associa­
tion was held at Conciliation Hall on Monday, Mr 
Murphy in the chair. Mr. John O'Connel, after 
referring to a variety of topics, called upon the 
country to support the association, for if the am^ 
ount of rent continued at so low a figure as at 
present, it would be impossible, he said, to keep 
the doors of the hall open. The rent for the 
week was £5 7s 6d. -,
/fUr. Kidd in a letter to the Evening Packet; 
/gives the details of a method which has been suc- 
Icessfully adopted in Prussia for the prevention of 
[the disease in potatoes. It is founded on the 
principle of weakening the stem of the plant, for 
the purpose of strengthening the root or tubers, 
and this is done by occasionally clipping the ex. 
tremities of the branches and leaves, and taking 
off the flowers. Fortunately there seems no pros, 
pect at present, that any remedy of the kind will 
be required for the present potatoe crops in Ire* 
land.

We regret to state that there is a probability of 
the revival of the Orange disturbances in the 
north of Ireland. Sir Wm. Verner and other offi­
cials of the Grand Orange Lodge lately visited 
Londonderry, and denounced such ofthe brethren 
as burned their flags, calling them “ disloyal”, 
&.C. &c. The effect of this has been to induce 
these parties to revive their meetings. At the 
fair of Raphoe, in the county of Donegal, a party 
of Orangemen attacked their Catholic fellow 
countrymen, and beat several of them unmerciful, 
ly. A similar outrage has since taken place at 
Castlefin, in the same neighbourhood.

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Postage on Newspapers.—We observe 
that, in eontemplation of the Post Office being 
transferred from the Imperial controul to that 
of the Provincial Government, our brethren of 
the press are urging upon the government the 
wisdom and justice of relieving newspaper 
proprietors from the payment of postage on 
their exchange papers. We trust their repre­
sentations of the burden these postages im­
pose upon us, poor penny-paid laborers in the 
intellectual vineyard, will prove effectual, 
and that we, at least so far as the postal tax 
upon our labors is concerned, will, in the cant 
phrase of the day, have no longer any reason 
left to envy the condition of our brethren 
south of latitude 45 ° . It is no very great 
boon that we ask, and the public would, as 
readers of newspapers, reap a portion at least 
of the benefits it would confer upon us, by the 
increased means we should then possess of 
rendering our broad sheets a medium of con­
veying an increased amount of information 
and amusement.

Canada and the States.—The Rev. P. 
Chiniquay, the “ Canadian apostle of temper­
ance”, has just completed a tour through the 
United States. In a letter to a religious or­
der in Canada, he says : f do not exaggerate 
when I say that there are no less than 200,- 
000 Canadians in the United States, and un­
less efficacious means are taken to stop this 
frightful emigration, before ten years, two 
hundred thousand more of our compatriots 
will have carried to the American Union their 
arms, their intelligence and their hearts”.

The Fire on Saturday.—We regret to 
find that we have fallen into one or two er­
rors regarding the properties burned, in our 
statement of yesterday—errors which, we 
need scarcely say, we have great pleasure in 
correcting.

Mrs. Hall’s house, and Mr. Kimpton’s 
wood yard in Dalhousie Street, were, we are 
glad to find, erroneously classed among the 
properties destroyed—both were saved by the 
exertions of the occupants and their friends.

St. Gabriel Street Church.—The Rev. 
W. Rintoul, A.M., late Professor of Hebrew 
in Knox’s College, Toronto, has signified his 
acceptance of a unanimous call tendered to 
him by the congregation of St. Gabriel Street 
Church, in this city. His induction is ex- 
expected to take place at an early date.

Nightingale Serenaders.—This Ethio­
pian Band will give their last concert at the 
Theatre Royal to-night. For particulars of 
amusement, see small hills and advertise­
ments.

Desertion or Foreign Seamen.—We ob­
serve by the proceedings in Parliament, 
published in our last issue, that, in reply to a 
question by Mr. Chauveau, Mr. Hincks stated 
that it was the intention ofthe Provincial Go­
vernment to introduce a measure, during the 
present session, to prevent the desertion from 
their ships of foreign seamen arriving at 
Quebec. The following case, which we find 
reported in the Quebec Gazette of Friday last, 
would show that such a measure is urgently 
required :—

Before Mr. Justice Duval,
“ “ Meredith.

The Queen, 
rs.

W. K. McCord, Esq., Justice of the Peace.

This was an application for a peremptory man. 
damns on the part of William Schmidt, master of 
the Prussian ship Frederika Maria, to obtain the 
assistance and warrant of W. K. McCord, Esq., 
Justice of the Peace, to arrest two of his seamen, 
articled to his ship, and bound in writing to pro­
ceed on her return voyage to Prussia, who had 
deserted from his service.

Alleyn, for Applicant, argued—
First. That, by the maritime law, a master has 

a right to arrest and seize a deserter, wherever 
he may find him,—that he lias authority to detain 
him on board the ship, and place him there* in 
imprisonment—that, for the proper use of this 
power, he is responsible,—and that, when the 
voyage is terminated, the seamen may have the 
master’s conduct inquired into, and the captain 
wi 11, tf he acted improperly, be punished,—that 
here the master was desirous of exercising that 
right,—that he only required the support of the 
authorities of this port as ancillary to his power, 
—and that he merely required to secure the en­
forcement of that discretionary controul over his 
seamen, for which, if improperly used, he might 
be made responsible hereafter,—that the books 
were full of cases of imprisonment in foreign ports, 
which was at the expense of the ship, as the 
wages of the men could not be deducted,—and 
that he was only anxious to do that in gaol, 
which the law allowed him to do on board his 
own ship, viz., to imprison his men.

Secondly. That if a specific authority were 
necessary io empower a Justice to act, the Act 
47, Geo. III., chap. 1, was passed for the mer­
chant service ; that it was a remedial statute, 
and construed largely, so as to meet the evil, and 
ought to be considered to apply to merchant 
seamen of all counities in our port.

Thirdly. That desertion was an offence ; and 
that all crimes and offences are taken cognizance 
oi by the country within the local limiis of which 
they have been committed, according to the mu­
nicipal institutions ol that country. And as ihe 
said offences took place in Quebec, the offenders 
are obnoxious to the laws oi the land.

Several authorities were cited in support of these 
grounds. The Applicant had to express his obli­
gation to the magistrates who iacilitated the final 
decision, by waving all delay in the hearing o( this 
cause, the result ot which was of great impor­
tance.

JUDGMENT.

Duval, J.—The powers and duties of the Jus­
tices of Ihe Peace depend on their commission, 
and the several statutes which have greatly in­
creased the objects of their jurisdiction. In this 
instance if the magistrate has the power to act, 
that power must be found in the Prov. Statute 47 
Geo. III., Cap. 9, which was passed to prevent 
and punish desertion in the sea service. I am 
clearly of opinion that this statute does not extend 
to seamen on board of foreign ships. All its en­
actments shew it was passed with the view of 
making more efficient regulations than those ex­
isting at the time for the apprehension of desert» 
ers from her Majesty’s ships and from the British 
merchant service. At the time this statute was 
passed, foreign ships were not admitted : it could 
not therefore, be the inlention of the Legislature 
to legislate for a class of men who were not re­
ceived in our ports. In England, the practice is 
not to entertain jurisdiclion without the consent 
of the representative of the foreign government to 
which the parties belong. In the United States, 
the two acts passed by the Congress, (the one 2nd 
March 1829, the other 20th July 1846) declare 
what is to be done on the application ot a consul 
ol a foreign government, having a treaty with the 
United States, stipulating for the restoration ol 
seamen who have deserted, and what the consul 
of the United is to do in the case of seamen des­
erting from American ships in foreign porls— 
where the voyage has not terminated or the sea­
men have bound themselves to abide the deci- 
sions of iheir own tribunals, they are remitted to 
their own ferom. Curns Rights and dudes of 
merchant seamen, 356 359 ; 2nd Brown’s Admi­
ralty Law, 119: 1 W. Robinson’s Reports, 37 : 
Wheaton’s International Law, 167. Reference has 
been made to the principles laid down in the case 
of the See Reuter, I. Dodson 22 : I. Valin p. 106 
and p. 235: Art,270 of the Code du Commerce. Re­
ferring to the powersgiven by our statue, what could 
the magistrate do on the complaint of the master? 
If he entertained jurisdiction, he must decide that 
the articles are still binding on the seamen, with, 
out which he would not be justified in committing 
the men to gaol. He must investigate the numer­
ous questions daily submitted to Admiralty Courts, 
in order to determine if the seamen were justified 
in leaving the vessel. (Here the case of a devia- 
tion from the voyage, and other cases were men­
tioned.) Considering that in cases in which the 
jurisdiction rightfully attaches, it must be exer­
cised conformably with the law of nations, or the 
lex loci contractus, as the case may require, can 
we say that the magistrate, tied down in the ex­
ercise of his authority by the enactments of our 
provincial statute above referred to, has it in his 
power to do justice to both the master and the 
seamen? If not, it would be monstrous to ac­
knowledge the right of a magistrate to deprive 
men of their liberty, and incarcerate them in our 
common gaol, at the same time that we pronounce 
an opinion that the limited powers conferred on 
the magistrate are not sufficient, to enable him 
fully to decide on all the grounds which the sea. 
men allege to justify their leaving the ship. More­
over, the provincial statute makes it imperative 
on the master to take his sailor on board previous 
to the ship’s sailing. How could this be enforced 
against a foreign ship ? Lastly, the magistrate is 
to commit to prison for twenty days. What say 
the writers on this subject ? The master may 
justify imprisonment on board of the vessel, but 
the practice of imprisoning seamen in foreign 
jails has been held of doubtful legality, and to be 
justified only in cases of strong necessity, as 
where the man is dangerous to the peace and. 
safety of ihe ship or crew ; which is not the case 
here. Should the master require the assistance 
of the local authorities for the protection of his 
own person or of the property of his owners, dur­
ing his stay here, he is entitled to it and will ob­
tain it : but I am of opinion the magistrate exer­
cising the powers conferred by the statute above 
referred to, has no right to interfere in this in­
stance—which has been represented to be an of­
fence, which consists in the breach of a contract 
entered into between foreigners in their own 
country for the performance of a voyage at sea 
not yet terminated. I omitted to refer to the Im­
perial statute 788 Gui. IV., cap. 112, sec. 46 and 
56, prescribing the duties of British consuls in 
foreign countries.

Meredith J.—The petitioner, in this case, does 
not claim the intervention of the ordinary tribunals 
of the country. The object of the application is 
to require the magistrate to whom the mandamus 
was addressed to exercise the extraordinary pow­
ers given in certain cases by the 47 Geo. Ill, c. 
9. The question, therefore, submitted by the pe­
titioner, is simply this : do the provisions of the 
last mentioned statute apply to foreign seamen in 
foreign ships ? After giving the subject much 
attention, I think they do not. In addition to the 
argument founded on the time at which the act 
was passed, it is to be observed that the seamen 
to whom the provisions of the act refer, are sea­
men in "ihe merchant service." This expres­
sion, “ the merchant service,” used in a Legisla* 
live Act of a British Colony, is, I think, equiva­
lent to the expression, the British merchant ser­
vice or the merchant service of our own country. 
In many acts of Imperial Parliament, it will be 
found that the term, “ the merchant service,” is 
36, so used, Thus, the title of the 2 Geo. II, cap. 
is as follows :—“ An act for the better regulating 
and government of seamen in the merchant ser­
vice," and the preamble of the Act commences 
thus:—“ Whereas the welfare of this Kingdom 
greatly depends upon the trade and navigation 
thereof,” &c. &c. The title of the 20 Geo. II, c. 
38, is:—“An Act for the support of maimed and 
disabled seamen, and the widows and children of 
such as shall be slain or drowned in the merchant 
service, as meaning the merchant service of our 
own country. This reading of the statutes ap. 
pears to me to be suppoited by a decision in the 
American Courts, which is referred to in Peter’s 
Digest, vol. Ill, p. 527, in these words:—“ The 
Act of 20th July, 1790, regulating seamen in “ the 
merchant service," docs not apply to foreign sea­
men on board foreign ships.” Another argument 
of this restrictive interpretation is to be found in 
the omission of those provisions, which I think the 
act would have contained, had it been intended to 
refer to foreigners. In explanation of this remark 
I would observe that underordinary circumstances, 
the master of a ship, whose seamen had deserted 
in a foreign port, would, in the firtt place, apply 
to the Consul of his own country, who, then, if 
necessary, would ask lor the assistance of the lo~ 
cal authorities—but the nature and extent of the 
astistance that can be claimed by Consuls, on such 
oecaaionsj is a matter to be determined by the 
treaties between the two countries. Wheaton 
Inter. Law, P. 167, 168 : Pardessus Droit Com­
mercial, No. 1,449. See Collection of Treaties, 2 
Vol. Chitty Comm. Law, 1 Vol. Chitty, p. 53 ; 
Acts of Congress 2d March, 1820, and 20th July, 
1840, Now, if we hold that the 48 Geo. Ill, ex.

tends to foreign seamen in foreign ships, then any 
foreigner without the aid of any treaty, and irre­
spective ol the course pursued by his own country 
towards British subjects under similar circumstan­
ces, might claim the aid of our local authorities. 
Such an interpretation of the statute, at the same 
time that it would render it very advantageous to 
foreigners, might have an injurious tendency 
towards British shipping, and, therefore, I think, 
cannot be in accordance with the intentions of 
the Legislature. Lastly, I would observe that, as 
the local authorities do not usually interfere in 
matters of this kind, between foreigners, unless 
when requested to do so by the representatives 
of the Government to which such foreigners are 
subject, if our Act had been intended to extend to 
foreigners, there would have been a provision to 
prevent the magistrate from interfering between 
foreigners, unless at the request of the Consul of 
their own country. The necessity of such a pro­
vision would have been obvious, for the interfera 
ferenoe of our local authorities between foreign­
ers, if not officially requested to do so by their own 
Consul, might lead to serious difficulties between 
the two countries. Upon the whole, bearing in 
mind the time at which tlie statute in question 
was passed : considering, also, as I do, that the 
words “the merchant service” mean the merchant 
service of our own country, and seeing that the 
statute does not contain those provisions which it 
appears to me, would have been obviously neces­
sary, had it been intended that it should extend to 
foreigners in foreign ships, I think that it cannot 
be interpreted as extending to such persons, and, 
therefore, am of opinion that the magistrate has 
acted wisely in refusing to assume jurisdiction.

The following passages from the introduc­
tion to Captain Warburton’s lately published 
history of the Conquest of Canada will, we 
think, be found interesting to our readers : —

In the great social colonies of the West, the 
very essence of vitality is their close resemblance 
to the parent state. Many of the coarser inherit­
ed elements of strength have been increased. In­
dustry and adventure have been stimulated to an 
unexampled extent by the natural advantages of 
the country, and free institutions have been de­
veloped almost to license by general prosperity 
and the absence of external danger. Their sta­
bility, in some one form or another, is undoubted : 
it rests on the broadest possible basis—on the uni­
versal will of the nation. Our vast empire in 
India rests only on ihe narrow basis of the supe­
riority of a handful of Englishmen ; should any 
untoward fate shake the Atlas strength that bears 
the burden, the superincumbent mass must fall in 
ruins to the earth. With far better cause may/ 
England glory in the land of her revolted children 
than that of her patient slaves : the prosperous 
cities and busy sea-ports of America are prouder 
memorials of her race than the servile splendor of 
Calcutta or the ruined ramparts of Seringapatam. 
In the earlier periods the British colonies were 
only the reflection of Britain ; in latter days their 
light has served to illumine the political darkness 
of the European Continent. The a tractive ex-1 
ample of American democracy proved the mosil 
important cause that has acted upon European so-| 
ciety since the Reformation.
*#** * -** * #

As a military event, the conquest of Canada was 
a matter of little or no permanent importance ; it 
can only rank as one among the numerous scenes 
of blood that give an intense but morbid interest 
to our national annals. Th surrender of Niagara 
and Quebec were but the acknowledgment or 
final symbol of the victory of English over French 
colonization. For three years the admirable skill 
of Montcalm and the valor of his troops deferred 
the enevitable catastrophe of the colony : then 
the destiny was accomplished. France had for 
that time played out her part in the history of the 
New World ; during one hundred and fifty years 
her threatening power had served to retain the 
English colonies in interested loyalty to protect­
ing England. Notwithstanding the immense ma­
terial superiority of the British Americans, the 
fleets and armies of the mother country were in­
dispensable to break the barrier raised up against 
them by the union, skill and courage of the 
French.
'^‘Montcalm’s far-sighted wisdom suggested con. 
solation even in his defeat and death. In a re- 
markable and almost prophetic letter which he ad 
dressed to M. de Berryer during the siege of Que­
bec, he foretells that the British power in America 
shall be broken by success, and that when the 
dread of France ceases to exist, the colonists will 
no longer submit to European control. One gen­
eration had not passed away when his prediction 
was fully accomplished. England, by the con- 
quest of Canada, breathed the breath of life into 
the huge Frankenstein of the American repub 
fie,__

The rough scholding of French hostility was 
necessary for the development of those qualities 
among the British colonists which enabled them 
finally to break the bonds of pupilage and stand 
alone. Some degree of united action had been ef. 
fected among the several and widely-different 
states ; the local governments had learned how to 
raise and support armies, and to consider military 
movements. On many occasions the provincial 
militia had borne themselves with distinguished 
bravery in the field ; several of their officers had 
gained honourable repute ; already the name of 
Washington called a flush of pride upon each Ame­
rican cheek. The stirring events of the contest 
with Canada had brought men of ability and pa­
triotism into the strong light of active life, and the 
eyes of their countrymen sought their guidance 
in trusting confidence. Through the instrumen­
tality of such men as these the American Revolu­
tion was shaped into the dignity of a national 
movement, and preserved from thethreatning evils 
of an insane democracy.

r
The consequences of the Canadian war furnish­
ed the cause of quarrel which led to the separa- 
ration of the great colonies from the mother coun­
try. England had incurred enormous deb: in the 
contest; her people groaned under taxation, and 
the wealthy Americans had contributed in but 
very small proportion to the cost of victories by 
which they were the principal gainers. The British 

Parliament devised an unhappy expedient to re­
medy this evil : it assumed the right of taxing the 
unrepresented colonies, and taxed them accorcL 
ingly. Vain was the prophetic eloquence of Lord 
Chatham; vain were the just and earnest remon 
strances of the best and wisest among the colo 
nists : the time was come. Then followed years 
of stubborn and unyielding strife ; the blood of the 
same race gave sterner determination to the quar­
rel. The balance of success hung equally. Cnee 
again France appeared upon the stage in the 
Western world, and La Fayette revenged the fall 
of Montcalm.

However we may regret the cause and conduct 
of the Revolutionary war, we can hardly regret 
its result. The catastrophe was inevitable ; the 
folly or wisdom of British statesmen could only 
haveaccelerated or deferred it. Thechild had out­
lived the years of pupilage ; the interests ol the old 
and the young required a separate household. 
But we must ever mourn the mode of separation : 
a bitterness was left that three-quarters of a cen­
tury has hardly yet removed ; and a dark page re­
mains in our annals, that tells of a contest begun 
in injustice, conducted with mingled weakness 
land severity, and ended in defeat. The cause of 
human freedom, perhaps for ages, depended upon 
|the issue of the quarrel. Even the patriot minis, 
ter merged the appaient interests of England in 
the interests of mankind. By the light of Lord 
Chatham’s wisdom we may read the disastrous 
history of that fatal war, with a resigned and tem 
pered sorrow for the glorious inheritance rent 
away from us forever.

Catholic Church will soon be 
in Griffintown. The cross was 

planted on the site of the future Church on 
Sunday, by the Bishop of Montreal, in the 
presence of at least, we are informed3 7,000 
persons. It will be situated at about mid­
way from Wellington Street Bridge and Wil­
liam Street, on an elevated spot; and on ac­
count of the calamitous fire in Griffintown, on 
Saturday, and the great numbers thereby 
thrown out of employ, it is intended that the 
building of the Church should commence im­
mediately, in order to afford work to those 
who have suffered by the late conflagration.

The late Emperor of China.—This prince 
reigned 30 years. The only momentoes of his 
career mentioned by the journals are, his murder, 
in 1828, of a Mahommedan Tartar prince, by 
name Jehangie, who had surrendered himself on 
the faith ofthe royal promise ; in 1832, his killing 
of his eltfest son by a hasty blow; later still, 
when he became involved in hostilities with Eng­
land, his f'»ggf«tion of crippling the power of the 
EngîisfFV , •:vaing off' their tea, and thus destroy­
ing them \by tonstipation !

It appears tolerably certain that he has found in 
his son and successor, Yih Chu, a mourner no whit 
less fantastical and extravagant. With a zeal wor­
thy of his father’s son, this pious prince has pro­
claimed to hia subjects how he “ tears the ground” 
in the fury of hia grief. His tears “ are as of 
blood.” Me “ beats his breast—can he yet bear 
U speak of it?” In order to insure the due sym­
pathy of his officers, they are imperatively required 
to assist at a solemn Banquet of the Dead. Meats 
were to be offered, and tea to be served, to the 
defunct sovereign ; and, in anticipation, it may be, 
of these dainty offerings being declined by their 
august object, the ministers and officers of the 
court were to beat their heads against the ground 
periodically during the ceremony, and to howl 
and groan in chorus. These deadly-lively festivi­
ties were to last three days. For a hundred more, 
the Flowery People were commanded to walk in 
the white garments of grief, their caps undeco 
rated by tassel or button, their beards unshorn, 
their tails unlriinmod, their eyebrows growing 
wild in barbarous immunity from tweezers. As 
a climax to the whole, and to “ satisfy, m some 
degree, his babe-like affection,” the Emperor 
was pleased to extend the mourning appointed 
for his subjects, by his predecessor, from twenty- 
seven days to three years! “Who knows 
after all, whether there may not be a grain of 
sly meaning in all these monstrous mummeries ? 
It is certain that by their means our celestial 
neighbors are enabled to secure a spirit of loyalty 
within their borders, which is quite irrespective of 
the reigning Prince. His decease is rendered so 
formidable by the rites with which it iscelebrated, 
that, be his rule what it may, its continuance 
cannot fail of being regarded by his subjects as 
a minor nuisance compared with its close.”

LAPRAIRI.O AND ST. JOHNS RAILROAD.

To the Editor of the Montreal Herald.
Sir,—The arrangements of this company ap­

pear to me faulty, and it is right the Directors 
should be made aware of the great dissatisfaction 
expressed by travellers between the States and 
Canada with their management.

The Lake Champlain Boats arrive at St. Johns 
at about two p.rn. (as often before two as after), 
if they were at once sent on to Montreal, two 
hours of the day would be left lor the transaction 
of business ; and this, in many instances, would 
be of quito the value of a full day to a mercantile 
man : the train from St. Johns is, however, not
Hlt-ried until 4.30. L.nprairic (uaualiy) a fur­
ther detention of twenty minutes is experienced, 
and, passengers are not landed in Montreal, until 
half-past six.

Passengers for Quebec and all places below 
Montreal, find themselves “just in time to be 
too late” for the Quebec boat ; and have to put 
up with a further loss of 23£ hours time, making 
in all about 27 very needlessly lost between New 
York and Quebec.

I would call the attention of the citizens of 
Montreal and Quebec to this matter—the evil 
occasionally the cause of much annoyance and 
even positive loss—it requires very little exertion 
to remedy it.

QUEBEC CORRESPONDENCE OF THE 
MONTREAL HERALD.

Monday, June 17.
I have nothing new to send to-day. The wea. 

ther is warm and beautiful, with a light westerly 
breeze.

Two brigs in ballast, arrived this forenoon, and 
a pilot who came up from below reports a bark 
and a brig at Patrick’s Hole, bound up.

The total number of vessels arrived from sea 
(not including schooners from the Lower Ports) 
up to this day, is 405, and the total number of 
square-rigged cleared for Great Britain and Ire­
land to-day inclusive, is 140.

I aai informed that Mr. Tachereau will enter 
upon the duties of his office to-morrow, at the 
Custom House here, as landing waiter and search­
er, in the room of Mr. Fletcher, retired.

Colonial Reciprocity.—His Excellency 
Sir John Harvey, has issued a proclamation, 
pursuant to an Act of the last session of the 
Legislature, allowing the importation, free of 
duty, into Nova Scotia, the undermentioned 
articles, being of the growth, production or 
manufacture of either Canada, New Bruns­
wick, Ptince Edward Island, or Newfound­
land, viz :—Grain and Breadstuff's of all kinds, 
Vegetables, Fruit, Seeds, Hay and Straw', 
Hi ps, Animals, Salted and Fresh meats, But­
ter, Cheese, Chocolate, and other preparations 
of Cocoa, Lard, Tallow, Hides, Horns, Wool, 
undressed Skins and Furs of all kinds, Earth, 
Coals, kime, Ochres, Gypsum, ground or un­
ground, Rock Salt, Wood, Bark, Timber and 
Lumber of all kinds. Firewood, Ashes, Fish, 
Fish Oil, viz. : Train Oi), Spermaceti Oil, 
Head Matter and Blubber, Fins and Skins, 
the produce of Fish or creatures living in the 
Sea.

Respecting the question of reciprocity with 
the United States, we learn from the St. 
John Courier, that letters have been received 
there from Washington, in which it is stated 
that the Senators and Representatives from 
Maine are decidedly opposed to reciprocity 
with New Brenswick and the lower Colonies, 
unless wood and lumher of all kinds” are 
excluded ; and they contend for this exclusion 
on the ground that the small stampage duties 
on provincial timber w’ould render it impossi­
ble for Maine to compete with them in the 
American lumber market. It will be ob­
served, says the Courier, that in the reciproci­
ty bill with Canada, the products of the fisher­
ies are not included. If the products of the 
forests and fisheries are excluded, we see no 
occasion for any further commercial negotia­
tion with the United States—especially as it is 
modestly asked, that New Brunswick should 
concede the free navigation of the Si. John : 
the abolition of so much of the fishery con­
vent ion of 1818 as excludes American vessels 
from fishing within three mils of the land ; a 
repeal of the export duty of one shilling per 
ton on American timber floated down the St 
John; and a repeal of the laws which pre­
vent aliens holding real estate in the Province. 
— Quebec Gazette

Mackerel Fishery.—It affords us infinite 

gratification to learn that on all parts of the 
coasts of the province, the run of spring mac­
kerel has set in in unusual quantity,'’and of 
very superior quality. The most cheerino- 
accounts have been received from the EasN 
ern coast, and the Yarmouth papers mention 
that at Pubnico and vicinity the mackerel 
fishery was being prosecuted with great suc­
cess. A gentleman from Margaret’s Bay in­
forms us that the fishery there presents the 
same cheering prospects.

T/ie Growing Crops.—Private advices from the 
Middle and Western States, represent a glowing 
prospect for an abundant harvest of breadstuff's. 
Wheat is generally in excellent condition. Fruit 
with tew exceptions, is also in a promising state. 
— Washington (Del.) Journal.

The Wheat Crop.—The Marietta (Ga.) Advo» 
cate says the wheat harvest, which will begin in 
this section of the State in a few days, is looked 
forward to with much interest. If the present fa 
vorable weather should continue, the general 
yield will probably be about an average crop.

Hundred Mile match—The trotting match 
against time, of one hundred miles within ten 
hours, in harness, for a purse of 81,000, came off 
yestereay ot the Centerville Course. At 20 min­
utes past 8 o’clock the start was made, the gen- 
leman who made the match, (Mr. John Purdy,) 
himself driving, and the feat was accomplished in 
nine hours and forty.nine and three quarter min- 
utee—or ten and a quarter minutes within the 
stipulated time. This is the greatest performance 
in the t.otiing line, that has ever taken place in 
this country. The nag, after emerging from this 
tremendous ordeal, exhibited no symptoms of ex* 
cessive fatigue. The driver of the mare is the 
son of Mr. Purdy, who rode Eclipse the second 
and third heats of his great race with Sir Henry, 
iu 1824.-17*. Y. Tribune.

Singular Amalgamation.—A friend left at our 
office, a few days since, what may be considered, 
so tar as our knowledge extends, a production pe­
culiar to Minnesota, It was a grub worm, appar­
ently of the ordinary species, irom the head of 
which had sprouted a plant, some three inches in 
length. Both animal and vegetable life had be­
come extinct, when we first saw it, though vital- 
ity clearly existed in each when taken out of the 
ground. Wo understand this species of produc­
tion is not uncommon in the vicinity of Point 
Douglass, where this was found. The weeds 
springing from the head of the worm grow to the 
height ot 2 or 3 feet, the legs of the insect mean­
time distending themselves into the earth in the 
shape of roots. Animal life remains apparent 
until the vegetable shoot above ground is killed 
by a change of season ; but whether a crop of 
grubs is produced in the way of seeds, we are not 
advised. What can’t we raise in Minnesota ?— 
St. Paul (Min.) Chronicle.
