Tar Nuws.—We omit our usual editorial
this morning in order to make room for the
able speech of Mr. Gladstone on Reform. The
report we give is a condensed one, but it will
amply repay perusgal. The sermon of the Rey,
Canon White before the St. George's Socicty
yesterday, will also be found in other columns.
Trm Boarp or Heavrn—The reports of the
Medical Health officers have been laid before
the Board of Health. Being only preliminary,
they are necessarily of a very general natore,
and the course recommended by these gentle-
men to the anthorities is one that*has been
urged  repeatedly from  various quarters,
The suggestions are noy, however, pre-
sented in an official form, and brought together
in practical shape, so that if precautions are
neglected it will not be from ignorance of what
is required.  Among other improvements the
Medical gentlemen recommend properly paved
water courses, properly trapped and ventilated
drains, the dizcontinnance of wooden drains, all
drainage to be carried fo a point below the city,
and none allowed to empty opposite the
whafs ; the filth deposited in all building lots
to be removed ; all privies to be empticd before
the hot weather, and all cess-pools deodorized.
It is further recommended that all meat shonld
be inspected, and that the sale of new bomn or
dropped ecalves sheuld L strictly prohibited.
The sale of old clothes in the open market is
recommended to be stopped.  All back preme-
ises should, in the opinion of the Health offi-
cers, be line washed two or three times in the
course of the year. The difficulty of dealing
with soap and candle works and tanneries is
acknowledged, but it is recommended that they
be got rid of at the earliest possible moment ;
that public slanghter houses be established ont-
side of the city limits, and that all tallow,
grease and offal used in the manufacture of
soap or candles be rendered there, and not al-
lowed to be brought within the city. Atten-
tion is called to the use of the soft black stone
for the streets, which is ground down into dust
and is most prejudicial to health. The use of
bane rouge is wdvocated in its place. The City
Suryeyor has recommended the same thing
year after year, but without effect. The danc
rouge costs a little more nominally, although
really the cheapest, and so the black lime stone
continues to be taken, There is one sugges:
tion which we woula add to that of the Health
officers. A very little expense would connect
our drainage system with the Canal at two
poiats, and by allowing the water from the
Canal to pour through the drains every Sunday
when the water is otherwise rusning to waste,
the sewers would be effectually cleansd out

turning on the water, Of course the Govern-
ment would have to be asked to grant the use
of the water, but it is not the least likely any
hesitation would be felt about giving it. The
Lydrants should in the meantime be allowed to
run down the water courses for an hour daily,
This would be of great benefit to the eleanli-
ness and health of the city.

These words, if regarded in their typical

meaning, as exhorting us to pray for the peace

of the universal Church of Christ, cannot fail

to have a powerful eficct upon our hearts, For,
who, that loves his Redeemer, can refrain frome
seeking the prosperity of the heayenly Jerusa-
lem, the promotioa of her glory, and the hap-
piness of her childven ?  Who will not pray for
her in the words of the Royal Psalmist,—“Peace
be within thy walls, and prosperity within thy

palaces ?"  1f, however, we view the Psalm
merely in its typical light, we do not derive from
it all the instiuction which it is calculated to
give, and which our circumstances require.
We must look to its origin.  Its suthor wasa
Jow, a Jewish king, who hal the glory and
welfare of his country at heart. The Jerusalem
here gpoken of, is the earthly Jerusalem ; the
Jerusalem whither the tribes of [sracl went up,
for which David prayed, and over which Jesus
wept. To a Jew the holy city, the place of the
tabernacle of the Most High, was the joy of the
whole earth ; the land of Judah, “the glory of
all lands.” In proportion then to his sense of
itg greatness must have been his desire for its
prosperity.

The Psalm was written subsequently to the
bringing up of the ark of God to Jerusalem,
when David’s heart was full of gladness on
geeing all the tribes of Israel come up to wor-
ship the God of their fathers, The Ark, the
Symbol of Divine Presence, rested on Mount
Zion; and glad he was, that the fect of the wor-
ghippers of Jehovah could at length ¢ gtand
within the gates of Jerusalem” The city of
David looked lovely In his eyes. With the
feelings of a pious Jew he surveyed it, rejoicing
in it ag beautiful for situation, as the city of
the great Kiug of Heayen, whose eye of mercy
rested upon it day and night. And beholding
its apparent strength as well as lovliness, and
the orderly arrangement of its buildings, he
called up before his mind visions of prosperi-
ty and unity, such as, he trusted, would al-
ways gladden the people of Isracl.

For my brethren and
companions’ sakes, I will desite her peace, but
specially will I seek her good for the sake of
the honour of Ged, who has been pleased to
manifestgHis Presence within her. -

The motives which led David to wish
for and to further the welfare of his
country, ought to be equally power-
ful withus, One of them is of universal
obligation in all countries, and in all times;
the other, happily, exists in its full force in the
pious mind of the grateful English Christian.
A regard toour brethren and companions, in
other words to our families and friends, and
through them to the temporal blessings which

wa anigv. must urge us all, asmen. ta -s<«on of
Wwhose laws we Lold these somforts in posses-

sion. The love of our country, from this mo-
tive, is so natural that it tnight seem unneces-
sary to insist upon it, In itssafety is compris-
ed the safety of all we hold dear. Upon its
well being depends our own happiness, and
that of the various objects of our affection, the
security of our property, and of those things
which help to smooth our path through life. And,
therefore; men should seek its welfare as read-
ily and as cheerfully as they seek their own,
And if there were more forethought, and a
more careful consideration of the ultimate con-
sequences of our actions; if a regard to the
strict prineiples of honor and uprightness were
more general, this would be the case. Weare
not merely men; we are Christians; and the
love of our country when viewed in areligions
aspect, and regarded as a religious daty, is a
different thing from that which is often in the
mouths of men, and which may often excite
their feelings : for it is only when the love of
country rises above the instinctive feelings of
our nature, that it can be properly denominated
patriotism' It should thevefore, bé the aim of
every one who loyes his country, of every true
Christian patriot, while he prays that peace
may be within her wallg, and prosperity with-
in her palaces, to endeavour that the motive
which regulates his conduet may correspond
with the language of his lips ; and his practice be
marked by that self-denying generosity which
diffuses huppiness over the sphere of private life,
and which, when it pervades all classes of the
people, is the source of natural strength, the
well-spring of national peace. If our love for our
conntry were thus evinced, it would be twice
blessed, cheering ourselves and benefitting the
community ; and the comnion bond which links
us together, would be owned as one of no or-
dinary sanctity, Pray then, brethren, for the
beace and prosperity of our country ; for our
brethiren and companions’sakes let us wish for,
and labor to promote her good.

It would be a
good thing if our Society could be the first to
find out the emigrant, and not wait for him or
her to seek its aid: if some servant of the
Society should watch for their arrival, and saye
them, before they asked it, from the neces-
sities and sorrows of their carly sojourn among
us. Thus would the cheering voice of sym-
pathy afford comfort and help, and counsel, to
a brother ; thus would he lears ta love his new
home as a land where the law of christian
kindnesg binds together the hearts of different
orders of men.

WHO IS COLONEL WHEELER,

Having published a letter on this subject,
signed “Southerner,” we feel bound to print
the following reply :—

o the Fditor of the MoxtrEAL HenAip,
Mox rrean, April 23, 1866.

Sir,—I noticed in your issue of the 20th
inst,, @ Curd signed “Southerner,” in which
the writer accuses me of representing myselt
a8 beinga General in the late Southern army ,
stating moreover that he was ignorant of the
existence of any officer by my name, except
Major - Gleneral. Joseph Wheeler, late of the
Southern army, and Insinuating that I am
under an assumed name in ealling myself ¢,
Clay Wheeler, and this simply, becanse he Mr,
Southerner never knew me, Al of this I will
reply to by saying that if he M. Southerner had
begn in the army, (the proper place for trug
Southerners) doing his duty as faithfully and
conscientiously as I did ming, perchance ho
would have heard of me by reputation if he
had not a personal acquaintance with me—my
rank was that of Zieut. Col.of Artillery. Now,
if there were only three or four officers of the
above rank, instead of twelve or fifteen hun-
dred, he might with propriety and trathtulness
say there was no such officer in existence. I
never yepresented myself as being o General in
the €. 8, 4, and if such reports were in ciroul-
ation they emanated from My, McClennan,
Jailor of Cornwall, at which place 1 was con-
fined, inreply to the many questions put to
him by the citizens of Cornwall and repoxters
of the press. Mr. JeClennan being cogaisant of
the existence of General Wheeler of cavalry
fame, told them in s spirit of jocularity that I
was the General.. The gentleman signing him-
self 4, @, % B, i C. Carcoll Mevis, and not
C. T, Tevis, as was stated in' soveyal newspa-
pers of the Provinces. Neither is he the St
Albans Raider, but late an officer in the Federal
army. He entoved the servics ag Celonel of
the 3rd Maryland Oavalvy, and served with dis-
tinction under General Banks, at Fort Hudson
ou the Mississippi River, during the siege of
that post. I will also informy *Southerner”
that I was & prisoner of war at one time, and
succeeded in effecting my escape, and instead
of geeking protection under g neutral flag, 1
made my way South and joined my command
under Gen. Brage, in time to participate in the
battle of Chicamouga, Tenuessee, which was
fought in September, 1863, SIf Southesner
will call on me, perhaps I shall be eble to cou-
vince him that C. Clay Wheeley ia not an as-
sumed name. I can be faund any time during
the present week at tho Albion Hotel, ready
and willing t evter into any explanations de-
manded of me, and fo_ give satisfaction inany

If by democracy be meant liberty—the
exiension to each man of every privilege and
franchise that he can exercise with advantage
to himself and with safety to the State,— 1
don't see much to alarm ns in the word demo-
cracy. But if by democracy be meant the en-
throning of ignorance against knowledge, the
setting up of vice in opposition to virtue, the
disregard of rank, the forgetfulness of what
our fathers have done for us, indifference with
regard to the inheritance we enjoy, then I, for
one, am in that sense the enemy of democracy.
In sucha sense thisisnot a democratic Go-
vernment, On the confrary there isa love
for that arrangement and constitution of 8o-
ciety which we have inherited, and T don't be-
lieve i:hnt of the entire community there Is one
man in a hundred who would disturb if he
could, Thereis but one thing that can make
