HALIFAX, Dec. 22.—The schooners Eliza-

beth, Capt. Harris aud Edward Everett both
from Boston for Margaretville put into

Digby last night for shelter. The Elizabeth

set sail this morning but got becalmed in

Digby Gut and was driven on the breakers

becoming & total wreck immediately. The

crw barely escaped with their lives and

effects. The vessel’s cargo consisted of 400

busrels of flour. The hull Hoated atthe next

high tide and was anchored by Granville par-

ties. It is completely snbmerged. The bottom

being gone the cargo floated out and was

partly secured. The Elizaveth was 106 tons

and owned by John Roy, Margaretville.

Advices from St. Johns, Nild., contain fur-

ther details of the vast destruction of ship-

ping by the recent storms. A Codroy cor
respondent gives the following particulars
of the trilling escape from death of the crew
of the Norwegian bark Borghilde :—On Mon-
day, Dec,1, a terrible storm came on, blowing
from thesouth, accompanied with rain. At
nightiall the wind veered to the northwest
and blew & hurricane with intense cold, On
Tuesday morning very early the alarm was
given tbat a ship was stranded oft Clay Point,
& short distance from Codroy Harbor. The
distance trom the ship to the nearest point
proved to be 250 ya:ds. Constable March
and & great number of men ap
peared on the scene to render assistance.
1hcre Was à strong wind and à heavy ses on,
s0 that it wes impossible to board her. The
only thing that could be done was to get a
line fastened to the land from the ship, and
by this means those on land secured the line,
but were not successful in getting the tow
lines. and night closed in, so that nothing
could be done, Fortunately there seemed to be
nc danger of the men’s lives. The next morn-
ing the ship was tound to Le iu the same
sition, Constable March, with the assistance
of six men, manned a boat and managed to
row off, but failed to board her,owing to wind
and sea, A flag afterwards appeared in the
rigging. About 2 p.m. à steel cable was fast-
ened, on which was a running chair with
tow lines each way. One was success-
fully landed, but as the second
was half way across the gear
aboard the ship would mot k There was
great excitement on shore to See the poor fel-
w half way suspended with the sea raging

beneath him. Be was fortunate, however, in
having a knife with which he cat the op-
posite Low line, and he was 800a landed amid
cheers by us. Nothing more couid be done,
the running ropes being eut and wight closing
in. The work had to be givem up. On Thurs-
day & huiricane of wind blew from the south
and hourly increased. Heavy seas were on
and the crew now seemed to realize their po-
sition and hoisted à flag to attruct atteatien.
Every exertion was made to land them. One
of the ships crew volunteered to climb across

ashore in à short time. Owing to e high
wind and heavy sea the strain ea the steel

2he cable now baving been
broken,it was impossible to do anything
more and the work had to beavandonel. The
siorm still increased until it wus & risk to
return near the edge of the bank
for fear of being blown over.

age from the sto:m. At Belleram five schoon-
ers drove ashore in & northeast gale but re-
ceived no damage, In a southwest gale the
schooner Estella drove out of the
harbor and fetched up on Chapel
island, where she became a total
wreck. The Breastwork was all torn
up by the sea. An American vessel swung
ashore at Pines’ Point but when the wind
slackened got oft easy. Three schiooners were
driven ashore at Fox Cove. One of them was
ready to commence the herring fisnery but
now she will have to be hauled up and re-
paired. One schooner ashore at Stone's Cove
got her keel knocked out and several schoon-
ers are ashore at St. Jacques,some of which
are badly injured. A schoner belonging to
Mose Ambrose broke adrift trom her moor-
ings, having only & young lad on board. She
drove across to the south sde of the bay and
became a wreck. When the schooner
stiuck the boy managed to get up on
ber bottom and held to her keel
for sometimes he afterward got ashore with-
out receiving any injury. At King’s Cave
the storms caused much destruction on
shipping and demolishing stages, wharves
and nearly all oid standing land marks on
the sea side. The Cosuelo, an English schoon-
er after a cargo of fish for the market, was
driven on the rocks, where she now lies in a
shateered condition and likely to become a
total wreck. No lives were lost.

Mr. Curtis yesterday was asked what

action the board had taken on his mo-

tions. Mr. Curtis Said thatthe com-

mittee appointed by the union would

confer with the League of American

Wheelmen Committee at the Lawyers’

Club on Jan. 3, when the expenss ques-

tion would be fully discussed, and if the

L.A.W. showed a spirit of vindictiveness

the union would surely land on the

wheelmen with both feet. .

The resolution which is causing 80

much trouble is as follows :—

Resolved, That no athietic club a member

of the A. A. U. shall be,permitted to pay any

expense Or expenses whatever, directly or in-

directly, of a member of such ciub, except

when such member or members are actually

travelling to or from,or are in attendance as

competitors at competitions. Any athlete

who shall accept or receive consideration fer

his services under the guise of his expenses

(an excess over the actual cost of transporta-

tion to and from competitions, and hotel bill

while in attendance as competitor), shall, on

proof of same before the Board of Managers

of the A. A. U, be declared a professional,

and the club or organization implicated with

such athlete shallbo dealt with as provided

for in article 9 of the constitution. .

Although Mr. Curtis printed this rale

in his own paper he has the Arcticnerve

to tell everybody he never. heard of it.

However, his colleagues on the Board of

Managers of the A.A. U. have shown

him that his role was passed, although

it does not appear on the gecretary’s

minutes. As the union has declared the

Tule to be legal, active athletes in all the

big clubs in America as well as those in

Harvard, Princeton and Yale, will have

to be declared professionals.

New Rules for the Tug-of-War,

The Amateur Athletic Association of

Great Britain bas framed some new
rules for tug-of-war. No pull in Eng-

land will be allowel to take place oa

cleats. They are as follows :
The rope shail be of sufficient length

to allow for a “pull” of 12 feet, and for
12 feet slack at each end, together with
four feet for each competitor; it shall not
be less than four inches in circumference,
and shall be without knots or other
holdings for the hands. À centre tapa
shall be affixed to the centre of the rope.
À centre line shall be marked on ths
ground and six feet on either eids of
the centre line, two side lines
parallel thereto. At the start the
rope shall be taut, and the centre
tape shall be over the centra line,
and the competitora shall be outsid3 the
îde lines. The start shall be by word
f mouth. During no part of the pull

shall the foot of any competitor go be-
yond the centre line. The pull shail be
won when one team sball have pulled
the side tape of the opposing side over
their own side line. No competitor shall
wear boots or shoes with any projecting
nails, springs or points of any kind. No
competitor shall make any hole in the
ground with his feet, or in any other way
before the start. No competitor shall
wilfully touch the ground with any part
of his person but his feet. If the com-
petition is for teams limited in weight,
each competitor shall be weighed befors
the start. The final heat shall be won
by two pulls out of three.

foe very amusing, and at the same

time serious, information was brought
Out at the confereuce which representa-
tives of the underwriters, cattle ship-
pers and vessel owners had with Min-
isters Ca rling and Tupper at Ottawa on
Friday last.

men. But the climax was reached when
Mr. Reford enumerated the kind of fore-
men seut. They “ were often doctors,
stock brokera, clergymen, lawyers and
even members of Parliament, who
wanted a free trip to England, and once
on board, paid no attention to the men
in charge of the cattle.” Thereupon the
following interesting dialogue took
place :
Mr. Tupper—You mean English members

of Parllament, I suppose? .

Mr. Redford—No, I don't. Things are even
sometimes worse than this. The shippers do

not even take the trouble to see if they have
any men on board at all. He knew of cases

where one hundred head of cattle were on

board without a single caretaker. Some-
times the shippers put one hundred and fifty

head on beard and only feed for one hundred.
Mr, Torrance cited a case where the shipper

neglected to put any feed on board, but it was
discovered before sailing.

Mr, Carling—Did I understand yay to say

that lawyers were sent home as cattle fore-
men ?

Mr. Reford—Yes, and ministers.

Mr. Cariing—Ministers of the Gospel ? m7:

NO NEED FOR DELAY.

Wby should the meeting of the
Dominion Parliament be postponed to
the second week of March—as sug-
gested by “a prominent Conservative
politician ”—eo that the Goverament
may see what tone the Presidert’s mes-
sage takes, in order that reference may
be made to it in the Speech from the
Throne.

THE MKINLEY BILL BOOMERANG.

A pertinent illustration of the working

of the McKinley tariff bill was given in

the House of Representatives at Wash-
ington & few days ago. The illustration

came in the shape of a letter from the

Secretary of the Treasury, asking that an
appropriation of $25,000 be made to

enable the lighthouse board to pay du-
ties on imported articles used in the

building and fitting up of lighthouses,
, and on which the Government now has
to pay duty, because the McKinley bill,

whether accidentally or designedly, no

longer allows free entry of articles

‘imported for Government use. The

Becretary informed the House that

the illuminating apparatus used
in lighthonses is mot made in
the United States. “The duty on the

parts,” he adds, “which ara mostly of

glass is 60 per cent.,, and on the parts

made mostly of metal, 40 per cent. The
fourth order apparatus, which is mostly

used, costs 10,000 francs, or say $2000;

the duty on which will be half that
amount.” Those who have been se-

verely hit by the tariff in their business
need not, however, chuckle because the

Government has to pay duty on its im-
ports; the Secretary of the Treasury will

do there things better in Canada. Our

Government makes the people pay

through the nose for any goods they

venture to import; but they take care that
anything imported for their own use

shall be duty free. We can give our

neighbors pointers on a good many
things.

HOW THEY ARE PUT OUT OF CIRe

CULATION. 4
|

Burned Before the Eyes of the Directors

=A Neat Little Furnace for This Use

Thousands of Dollars’ Worth of Paper

Destroyed.

All banks are obliged at certain in-
tervals to retire those bills in circulation
which have become badly used up in
their adventurous travels in the com-
mercial world, These are called in
gradually as fast as they can be secured
until there isa heavy stock on hand,
Then with considerable red-tapeism they
are burned in the presence of the direc-
tors, who have to make affidavits to that
effect, and also in respect to the amount
destroyed, before the Governmentallow
the issue of the new paper. It is noun-
common thing for a million dollars of
money to be consumed in this way
a8 fast as the directors can count it
out. The greatest precaution is taken
to prevent any fraud in connection
with the disposal of these old bills,
The directors must all be on hand
ag though watchful of each other. A
special place for burning them is built
in the new bank buildings of later
years, though there are a few banks in
in Toronto which have not these con-
veniences so far, but are obliged to use

those whichexist elsewhere. It is con-
sidered unsafe to kindle thebills any-
where save in a place specially fitted up
for that purpose. If thsvwn into an
ordinary furnace there is danger that

the draught will peradventure carry
some of them out of the chimney to
blow around the street until picked up
by lucky citizens. Instances have oc-
curred in Tozpnto where furnaces built
specially for the purpose were not proof
against the escape of the notes, which

were drawn out by the force of the
draught through very small aper-
tures. They blew down into the
streets and were found as good as be-
fore by citizens, but the bank was so
much the poorer. The furnace is a cosy
little one about three feet square and
perhaps the same height. Like
Nebuchadnezzar’s, when warmed for
the reception of the three headstrong
Jewish youths who would worship no
golden image, it is heated to seven times
more than the ordinary measure when

the important business is on hand.

‘When the new Bank of Commerce
building at King and Jordan streets was
being finished, a News reporter one day

 

. climbed to one of the high storys
wherein is situated the furnace for that
purpose. It connects with a flue aad
is built of brick with a stout iron door
which is locked in four places. Inside,
& heavy sieve-like iron cover is built
overhead. The smoke passes away, but

a complete bill could not be drawn out,
the apertures are so small,

‘When all is in readiness for the de-
struction of a big portion of the bank’s
well-worn paper acouple of trusted em-
ployes carry the bales from the treasury
up to the board room, where the direct-
ors lock themselves up and count and
check over the amounts of the various
denominations, Niches have been cus
like V’s in the bills, and they can be
tied in very compact bundles. When
the directors have oounted se much
as they can in one day that quantity
is burned. The iron door is unlock-
ed, the bundles tossed in on a fire

already made and it is closed up, four
locks on the outside securing the door.
Four different directors take the keys
and the door cannot be opened agaim
until all keys are produced. The pack-
ages make a very hot fire, so those who
have assisted at the business say. Bills
that have been long in circulation ga-
ther quantities of dirt and grease, w hich
it is said causes the tremendous heat of
suc® a fire.

A few weeks ago the directors of the
Bank of Commerce counted and burned
$900,000 of used-up circulation in twe
or three days.—Toronto News,

Christmas Cheer—Canvas Backs for Epi-

cures—Profusion of Goed Things.

MoxTrEar, Tuesday, Dec. 23.
The re was à rush cf business in all the

retail markets today that would have

sbown even à -stranger to the habits and

customs of the country that some great

festival was approaching. The aftend-
ance of farmers was the greatest seen
for a long time, and all day long, from

AMUSEMENTS OF THE DAY.

First Concert of the Season by the Philhar-
monic Society,

The season of Christmas is worthily
celebrated by all sorts and conditions of
the human racs in a more or less appro-
priate fashion. The æsthetic significance
of the festival pervades the atmosphere,
infusing everybody with a desire to cele-
brate it in the moat befitting manner con-
sistent with their various and varied
tastes, abilities and tendencies. 8o it is
shat to the musician the season is
tingularly adapted for the expression of
he analogy between the immateriality
of the art of music with the supernatural
halo of tradition and sentiment sur-
rounding Christmas, apart from the
realities of the ene and the ethical sig-
nificancee of the other—and there is no
work which is better adapted to portray
that analogy than Haudels Messiah.
The work is surprising in many
ways, There is no other ora-
torio which has ever been written
in which auch a grandeur of result has
been attained with suchsimple means
at the disposal of the composer. It has
been established beyond a doubt that
Handel composed the oratorio in 23
days. It was, of course, originally scored
for an orchestra of the rudest descrip-
tion, consisting of very little more than
strings, a trumpet, and a clav chord, and
the orchestral adaptation of the score at
present used was done by Mozart.
The work, although nowfamiliar to

almcest every English-speaking person,
presents new beauties and new sources
of surprise at the completeness of the
various requisites it contains to a great
and lasting work.

lt is deeply religious in form, and the
variety of style necessary to tollow ap-
propriately the text is marked with an
almost dramatic realism.
The vocal passages for both soloists

and chorus, aithough exceedingly florid,
are neither impossible nor even dietress-
ing to & voice of reasonable capacity and
endurance. -
The symphonies preceding each chorus

and the accompaniments all through are
neither dominant nor subserviated to
the vocal parts, and there is in the en—
semble a grandeur of effect an appropri-
ateness of adaptation, and a truly artistic
grasp of conception which makes it
unique and colossal. Of course the pro-
duction of such a work would not be
possible at the present era of musical
development, but that fact only empha-
sizes another and that is, the gigantic
scope which music now bas with the ad-
juncts of tone coloring, modern
orchestration and the development and
blending of schools, each high though
widely diverse, exponent of the ari. The
representation of the Messiah by the
Montreal Philharmonic Society is neces-
sarily looked to be an ideal one and con-
sequently an immense audience filled the
Windsor Hall last evening. There were
many poids of interest in the perform-
ance, notably the chorus, which has sel-
dom sung better. although reinforced by
pearly 75 members previously un-
familiar with the work, ‘They sang with
great brilliancy and sonority, and with
correctness, precision and vigor. “Glory
to God” was one of their best efforts,
and “Surely, All We Like -Sheep” and
“His Yoke 18 Easy” were all weil done.
The “Hallelujah” chorus was given with
splendid dash, and an excellent rander-
ing also of tha difficult fugue in the
“Amen” chorus. “For Unto Us
& Child” was rather disappointing
tbe chorus being & little shaky. The
orchestra was composed of local talent,
and among its number were Messrs,
Prume, Lavegue, Boucher, Anderson,
Luckhuret, Rhoet, Amato, end Hardy.There was certainly no lack of executive
ability but owing to insufficient rehear-
ging the ensembie was often ragged and
the attacks uncertain, Once ataried
however they did excellently, Thetrumpet’ solo to “The trampet shallsound” by Mr. Lafricain was a little dis-
&ppointing, he had to use an unfamiliar

 

key to avoid modulation to thenext chorus which made him alittle timid. Hig soft passageshowever, wers telling and the goneraleffect good. He received a great ova-tion,
The soprano soloist, Mrs. Hascall, was

charming in every sense of the word.

Feeding Cattle For Beef,
Mr. D. W. McPherson, of Lancaater,

Ont., well known in connection with the
cheese making industry of this country,
delivered an address in the lecture hall
of the McGill Comparitive Medicine
Faculty, Union-avenue, last night, on
tne subject of “Feeding cattle for beef in
connection with dairy and farming,”
Mr. W.H. Trenholme occupied the chair.
Thelecturer took the ground that feed-
ing beef cattle on hay, grain and some
roots does not pay; that raising such
crops continuously exhausts the fertility
of the soil; that this fertility must in
some way or other be returned to the
Soil 80 as to ensure the growth of strong
and healthy plants in abundance. He
entered into a lengthy discussion of the
chemical phase of the question, and
pointed out the relative value of the dif-
ferent classes of food for fattening cattle.
The cheapest foods to grow are corn,
clover and grass, and the cheapest to
buy are cotton-seed meal, linseed meal.
bran, shorts, peas and oats; barley and
wheat being the dearest. He contended
that it would pay to feed well and gave

8 to prove his statements. The
system of milking cows ten to eleven
months in the year and feeding addition-
al cattle for making beef in the winter
months he believed to be the key to suc-
cessful farming, The paper was an ine
teresting and instructive one.
