National Immunization Week Aims
At Bettering Childhood Health

Canada’s fifth annual “National Immunization Week” is being

sponsored next week by the Health League of Canada, in co-operation
with health departments and other authorities across the country.

This campaign is part of the public health programme, and it is

designed to impress on everyone the importance of taking protective

measures against two diseases which threaten the children of Canada.

These two killers of children are diphtheria and whooping cough.

These diseases have taken a terrible toll of life in the past. They

can do 30 again, unless we establish and maintain our defences against

them.

Immunization Is The Answer

The most

against the ravages of these two
killers—and other diseases, e.g.

smallpox—is immunization. The
means to wipe them out exists.

All that is needed is the co-op-

eration of the public. Parents
and guardians throughout the na-
tion should realize that diph-

theria and whooping cough are
preventable—and that their pub-

lic health officers and their fam-
ily physicians have the means to
protect them and their. children

“from the menace of these twin

scourges.
Disease prevention measures in

the past have accomplished so
much that the present geheration,
generally speaking, is not suffi-
ciently aware of the unceasing
need for disease prevention if we

are to keep killing epidemics from

raising their ugly heads among
our population. \
For example, there were over

7,000 deaths in Montreal from

smallpox in 1885—and that with
a much smaller population than
our metropolis has today. Since
that time, vaccination against

smallpox has been made obliga-
tory by law, with the result that
this disease has disappeared from
the province.

Since smallpox has disappeared,
why bother with vaccination?

The answer is that-we must main-
tain our protection against the
disease by vaccination to prevent
a recurrence of this scourge.
Seattle, Washington found out the
hard way. Two years ago, small-

pox was introduced, and spread
throughout the city like wildfire,
attacking hundreds, and killing

How About Diphtheria?

In 1927, when toxoid for diph-

theria was first introduced, Can-

ada became one of the leading

countries in widespread use of

this immunizing agent. The re-

sult is that the number of deaths
causgd by this killer of children
is now but a fraction of what it
was before toxoid was developed,

and where immunization has been
complete, elimination of the dis-
ease has been complete. The very
scarcity of the disease, due to the
benefits from immunization, make
us prone to forget the dangers,
and to put off having our chil-
dren

theria. The inevitable result is
that deaths from diphtheria have
been increasing in the last few
years.

Incidentally, for complete pro-
teétion against diphtheria, the

Whooping Cough Killer

Whooping cough is “one of the
deadliest killers among the com-
municable diseases of childhood,”
declares Dr. J. R. Wilson, Re-
search Associate, Connaught Med-
ical Research Laboratories, To-
ronto, and Associate in Hygiene
and Preventive Medicine, Univers-
ity of Toronto. Dr. Wilson states
that for years whooping cough in

Canada caused more deaths in
children under two years of age
than diphtheria, scarlet fever and
measles combined, and that
among children who contracted
whooping cough, but who did not
die, many suffered serious com-

plications.

Despite the fact that children
can be successfully immunized
against whooping cough, it still

Mr. Wren is a noted bigamist.
Before the children of his early-
summer wife are old enough to
fend for themselves he starts a
new home with a second spouse.
The number of wives he manages
to attract in his lifetime must
be pretty large. On the other
hand the Red-shouldered Hawk
certainly keeps one wife for a
year and probably forever. Some
species, as Ospreys, are known to

occupy the identical site year af-
ter year; and we can guess that
the pair often return together.

In Birdland Screech Owls and
Canada Geese are the best ex-
amples of constancy. This can

be proved at a banding station,
and the Jack Miner Bird Sanc-
tuary offers this opportunity.

History Ancient

The history of India. reaches
pack to antiquity. Some 5,000
years B.C., Aryans invaded India

from Central Asia, he said, bring-

ing their religious Vedas, the an-

tient religious scriptures of the

Hindus which are the oldest

wriptures on earth. Since then,
tey have been the basis of the
‘mjor religion of India, since

| mme three quarters of the popu-
tion i3 of the Hindu faith. The

speaker recited a hymn from one
of the Vedas, which, he pointed

ot, compares well with certain
hymns of the Christian faith.
The notorious caste system be-

gan shortly after the Aryans in-
nded India, he said. They found
two peoples living in the coun-

try—one with a relatively well-
developed and powerful society,
md the other more primitive. So

the outcasts. This system was
quite satisfactory for some cen-
turies, but in the course of time,

the castes became very rigid, and
the outcasts suffered.
To improve the situation, cer-

tain measures have been taken in
recent years. For example, by the
new constitution, recently adapt-
ed, the caste system is declared
illegal. Moreover, the progress of

modern education is changing
things. ;

Education Poor
Mr. Chand stated that educa-

tion, by our standards, is very
poor in India, only about 25 per
cent of the population being lit-
erate. In his opinion, the chief

_ cause is that roughly 90 per cent
of a population. of some 400,000,-
000 lives in outlying districts.
Progress in education is being
made, however, he said, and the

populace is being educated in
three ways, at present: i, schools
have been set up for parents and
er adults; ii, members of po-
lice forces are receiving educa-

- tion, with promotion as a stimu-
lus; iii, prisoners are being edu-
cated, with time off their sent-

ences in proportion to their prog-
ress as a stimulus.

Early marriage in India is slow-
ly disappearing with the advance
of education, especially in thé
larger centres, he declared. In
certain instances, marriages are

arranged and formalized at a very
e@ y age, but the parties to the
.drriage do not even see one an-

other, in most instances, until

maturity. Marriages in India are
usually quite stable, he said.

Industry in his country got off
toa late start, but developed
rapidly, and is good, now, he de-

clared. The country has wide nat-
ural resources, and has built up

powerful iron and steel and tex-
tile industries, and others are

progressing. At present a schism
exists between Nehru and his fol-

lowers who are for the building
of an industrialized India, and
Gandhi, and his followers who be-
eve that industrialization is an
evil influence. However, consid-

erable modern development is
taking place, especially in trans-
portation, with the development

of canal systems, an in dams,
for irrigation, and power. What
will be perhaps the biggest dam
in the world is now under con-
struction on the Ganges river.

The political situation in India
is involved, but is ironing itself
out. Recently, said Mr. Chand,

a general uprising against the
British was feared. However, due
to thé wise counsel of Gandhi,
thé people of India came to rec-
ognize the fact that they were
much better under British rule
than that of Russia, or Japan.

Incidentally, he added, the com-

munistic faction in India is al-
most totally discredited.

He concluded by saying that the
people of India were eager for

the friendship and trade with
Canada and urged his listeners
to. take advantage of their oppor-
tunity, .

He added, incidentally, that

Rotary Clubs were active and
performing valuable service in
India.

Rotarian Walter Murray thank-
ed the speaker for his interesting
address, and extended to the peo-
ple of India the friendship and
good wishes of the Rotary Club

Throughout the whole play,
the magnificent character, of

Dangerous Rural
Mail Boxes?

 

Commenting on a protest to the
Postmaster-General that rural
mail boxes endanger motor traf-
fic and are unsightly, The Finan-
cial Post says:

“Most highway users, including
the mail box owners themselves,
must agree that this criticism

seems justified. In many cases,
boxes and their posts come un-
pleasantly close ‘to traffic and in
no case are they decorative.

“Original regulations regarding
location were based on horse de-
livery, the boxes being mounted
in such a position that mail could
be delivered or picked -up with-
out the courier dimmounting,
turning, or having to leave the
right side of his route. With
motor delivery a little extra
manoeuvring is not so important,

though even without this, as at
present, it has not always been
easy to secure applicants for the
job, and after tendering, many
rued their bargain.

X-Ray Photos
Find Fossils
A young University of Califor-

nia scientist today was in the

midst of experiments which may

develop new techniques for the
excavation of fossil remains of
early man in South Africa.

He is William B. Terry, 27,
a former Army Air Corps techni-
cal officer and professional phe-
tographer, who recently was ap-
pointed to the staff of the’ Uni-
versity’'s South African expedi-
tion by Dr. Charles Camp, direc-
tor of the Museum of Paleanto-
logy. :

In an effort to perfect methods
for working in limestone depo-
sits, Terry is conducting tests on
the effectiveness of X-Ray photo-
graphy to detect the presence of

"fossils in limestone blocks. He
plans to use radium for the same
purpose.

Dr. Camp said«that no definite
conclusion have heen reached and
cannot be until the experiments
are performed with limestone
from the South African cave be-

Air Dries Paint |
Best Says Expert

 
Practically everybody who has

ever used a paint brush knows
that plenty of fresh air is the
drying aid a new paint job can
have. Water dries better in fresh
air too, but the reasons are en-
tirely different.
Water, of course, dries by eva-

poration. Most people think —
if they bother to think about it
at all — that paint dries by eva-
poration too. Such is not exactly
the case. Paint producfs dry by
oxidation — a chemical interac-
tion between the oxygen in the
air and the oil in the paint. If
there isn't good ventilation
around the new paint job, there
isn’t sufficient oxygen to react
with the oil, and thedrying pro-
cess is slowed down.
A certain amount of heat is

helpful in the dpying of paint

products too. But the number

one requirement is plenty of oxy-

gen provided by clean fresh air.
