Barrie Memorial rates good mark
from national accreditation body

With the option of giving anywhere from
one to four vears of cenification, the
Canadian Council on Health Services
Accreditation has rewarded the Barrie
Memorial Hospital with its seal of approval
for the next three years.

“Receiving a three years’ certificate is
pretty good — the process is kind of like
an audit, with inspectors visiting last
November to check out every aspect of a
hospital’s operations,” said one Barrie
administrator last week.

The Council is a non-governmental and
non-profit organization which inspects
health institutions nation-wide on a by-
invitation basis. This three-year extension
is the latest in a series of accreditations the
Ormstown hospital has received over the

years.
The Council’s report on the local hospi-
tal cited well-developed outpatient services
and ambulatory care, and the institution’s
flexibility in adapting to new ways of dis-
tributing medical services. It also gave spe-
cial mention to the current pilot project on
capitation and developing an integrated
network of health services in the region
while increasing co-operation between the
hospital and other health-care facilities.
Users satisfied

The work of the hospital’s Foundation
and dedicated volunteers and high user
satisfaction were other positive points
mentioned in the report.

Stiff penalties await drivers
passing stopped school bus

Safety around school busses is not an
issue to be taken lightly. For example, dri-
vers failing to stop when the red warning
lights are flashing can be fined a whopping
$600 and may lose nine points on their dri-
vers' licenses.

This reminder is part of the message
from Quebec’s school bus operators, cur-
rently in the middle of a two-week
province-wide safety campaign.

It's not only drivers who must learn and
abide by the rules of safe bus use: students
too need instruction and reminders of how
to act when travelling to and from school
by bus each day, bus operators say.

Theme for this year's campaign, which
runs until February 9, is “Careful, not by
accident” (Prudent, pas par accident”)

and the bus contractors providing service
to the New Frontiers and Vallée des
Tisserands school boards are among com-
panies across the province offering special
programs during the safety campaign.
These include school visits, and a request
to the local police detachment in the Haut-
St-Laurent to undertake extra patrols in the
area of Valley schools during the morning
and afternoon arrival and departure hours.

Across Quebec, pupils in some 25,000
kindergarten and primary classes have
received theme posters, and the Quebec
school bus association has distributed an
educational game on bus safety to 650,000
students.

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Local groups
get short end
of funding stick

Representatives of several community-
service organizations in the Haut-St-
Laurent are feeling very much left out of
Quebec’s funding programs, after only one
of seven local groups applying for grants
received any money.

Marianne Roy, who heads the Haut-St-
:Laurent Community Development Centre,
last week expressed “profound indignation
at the indifference” shown by Quebec’s
Community Action Secretariat (SACA)
toward community groups in the Haut-St-
Laurent.

Of a total of $1,543,000 in funding
awarded to a total of 76 Montérégie com-
munity groups, only $24,000 came to the
Haut-St-Laurent, in the shape of a single
grant  to  Huntingdon's  Community
Learning Centre, she said.

Six other groups were turned down flat,
and now face big problems in paying staff
and continuing their programs, Roy said.
They are the Sans Pareil Youth Centre in
St-Chrysostome; the Une Affaiof funding
stickz  Nous projects;  Ormstown's
Residence Elle women's shelter, the
S.A.B.E.C. transportation volunteers, and
the Haut-St-Laurent Family Resource
Centre, located in Huntingdon. Each of
them had applied for $24,000.

The Community Development Centre
itself, which operates out of the Haut-St-
Laurent Local Development centre in
Ormstown, also asked the SACA for
$41,000, to help set up two forums on
issues of importance in the Haut-St-
Laurent: transportation problems and
using local human resources.

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Second child from Belarus adopts a new family in Valley

The Grade 6 class at Huntingdon's St.
Joseph School now includes not one, but
two youngsters from faraway Belarus,
both come to Canada to stay.

Just before Christmas, 12-year-old
Katya stepped off the plane from Europe
with her newly-adopted parents Brenda
and Herb Larocque of the Athelstan
Ridge Road. Behind her lay a difficult
early childhood, culminating in five

That visit was organized through the
Canadian Relief Fund for Chernobyl
Victims in Belarus, the same group still
helping  several  other  Chateauguay
Valley families to offer children healthy
summer vacatons .

Katva's four summers here paralleled
those spent by her classmate Pavel, who
was the first of the visitors to tind a per-
manent home in the Valley. He was
adopted last fall by Markus and Kathleen
Mucller of the Boyd Settlement, and was
already at home in the Grade 6 class-
room when Katya first came 1o school
after the Christmas holidays

New little sister

For Brenda and Herb Larocque and
daughters Genny, 20, and Kathy, 18, the
arrival of a pre-teen in the family filled a
gap just beginning to open, as the older
girls moved to Montreal to work and
study.

The Larocques’ application to adopt
Katya moved rapidly through bureau-
cratic channels after they initiated pro-
ceedings last May. The couple flew to
Belarus in early December and had to
undergo a gruelling three-hour court
hearing before the adoption received the
final go-ahead from authorities there.

“Her teachers told us that she is a real-
ly good student and pays attention well,
and we've cenainly found this to be true
since she's started school here,” said
Brenda.

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As the snow melts around us on Tuesday
and we scan the sky for freezing rain, it's per-
haps time to take a moment to look at the
rapidly-mounting death toll resulting from
snowmobile accidents this winter.

So far — knock on wood — there has
been no fatal snowmobile mishap in this part
of the province, but as of Monday, 18 people
had died across Quebec in such crashes.

Major factors cited by police in these
deaths have included excessive speed and, as
ever, alcohol.

The truth is that manufacturers are produc-
ing ever-more-powerful machines, capable in
many cases of over 150 kilometers per hour.
They are, we suppose, responding to con-
sumer demand; we have heard several afi-
cionados of the sport describe the terrific
“rush” they get from the speed. And if you
compare the demand for these super-power-

ful machines with the market for big, gas-
gobbling automobiles and sport-utes, it is
obvious that high gas prices have little
restraining effect on the former. It still does-
n't cost that much to fill up a snowmobile
tank.

“Tanked” drivers are also a factor, one
which is almost impossible for police to crack
down on, since most snowmobile drivers are
“recreating” off-road, either on special trails
or around the countryside.

Perhaps the SQ could set up breathalyzer
spot checks at places where trails cross the
road, but we suspect this wouldn't have
much impact on the overall problem.

This year's abundance of snow has led to
a real renaissance of enthusiasm for snow-
mobiling. Now it's time for safety awareness
to catch up with the 21st century.

Trend to global warming could have major impact on crops grown here

Agri-meteorologist  Philippe Rochette
says Chateauguay Valley producers may be
growing pears in 50 years, if the current
trend toward global warming continues.

His presentation, featured at the Saint-
Jean-Valleyfield UPA Federation's recent
annual meeting, was of great interest to the
delegates, as he considered the effect of
greenhouse gases emitted by agriculture,
and the spin-offs of climatic variations on
crops, specifically in the southern part of
Quebec,

Studies show, he said, that agriculture is
responsible for about 10 per cent of all
greenhouse gases; however, these figures
do not include carbon dioxide (CO,) pro-
duced by farm machinery or the heating
systems of farm buildings and greenhous-
¢s. Nor does it consider the CO, used by
growing crops, one producer s;lif\.

The Agriculture and Agri-Food Canada
agent discussed at length the effects of
methane produced by ruminants. One
milking cow alone produces in its stomach
some 600 litres of methane per day.
Though not much can be done 1o prevent
this natural phenomenon, facilities for lig-

' “ A

uid-manure storage can nonetheless be
improved, as reduced storage periods help
to control gas emissions.

Agriculture is also responsible for the
emission of another greenhouse gas: dini-
trogen monoxide (N»O). In addition to
reducing manure-storage time, improving
fertilization methods can help reduce its
emission. Agro-environmental practices
such as minimizing fertilizer doses and
band spraying are solutions that we should
pay more attention to, he said.

Warmer temperatures

If nothing is done, global warming will
soon begin to have major effects on agri-
culture, Rochette said. In the Montreal area
for jinstance, temperature should raise by
1.8 in the next 25 years, and by 3 in 50
years, “making it possible to grow pears in
south-western Quebec”.

The annual growing season could
lengthen by as much as 20 days each year
and annual vyields would increase.
However, this warming may prove detri-
mental to feed grains production, as snow-
fall could decrease by 40 per cent, and
more severe and frequent thaws could

Some skepticism

Reaction to this talk included some
skepticism from local producers, including
Ormstown  farmer-weatherman  Peter
Finlayson, whose weather statistics go
back over four decades.

“The trouble is, we don't know on what
time period Rochette is basing his predic-
tions,” said Finlayson. “There’s no doubt
that the 1990s included some of the
warmest single years on record, but I've
made decade-by-decade summaries of my

data, and nothing consistent has turned up
in the way of a continuous trend to
warmer conditions. Gleaner archives, for
instance, show other periods of tempera-
ture extremes.

“I'm not alone. A retired meteorologist
named Dr. Tim Ball spoke a couple of
vears ago at the Quebec Farmers’
Association. His climate studies,  going
back more than a century, indicate no per
manent trend toward global warming has
yet been established — only normal vari
ants that one might expect.”

Organic farming methods pay off
for Ormstown’s Steven Lalonde

Lorraine and Steven Lalonde of
Ormstown’s Tullochgorum Farm made it
“two for two™ with placing as first runner-
up for the second year in a row in the
UPA’s “My Farm, a Sustainable Business”
contest in the St-Jean-Valleyfield region.

Producers of some 150,000 chickens, the
Lalondes can also pride themselves on
their many agro-environmental successes.

In addition to corn and soybean, their
crop rotation scheme includes wheat, fall
rye, and new added-value crops such as
popping-grade corn, flaxseed, and hemp.

Green manure

Buckwheat, ray-grass for corn, red
clover for other grains, and hairy vetch,
sown in July and buried, yielding 30
tons/hectare and supplying over 120 nitro-
gen units for corn, are examples of green
manure put to good use.

Dairy farm makes
use of carefully-
rationed manure

The third prize in the UPA's “My Farm, a
Sustainable Business™ contest this year
went to  Daniel Montpetit and Jane
Nieuwenhof of the Ferme 236 in St-Louis-
de-Gonzague.

This dairy operation has a Holstein herd
of 200 head, inclduing 90 milking cows;
the owners also produce 240 grain-fed
calves annually as a secondary area of
husbandry.

They have 143 hectares of land under
cultivation, and the yield is sufficient to
feed the herd and allow the owners to sell
50 metric tonnes of grain (corn, soybean,
and wheat) cach vear.

Using manure

Farm manure is extensively used at the
Ferme 236, Small doses of liquid manure
are spread in the spring before seeding,
spread again after early harvests, or
applied in meadows,

Manure composted at the farm is used
extensively, and modifying a spreader has
allowed the Lalondes to reduce applica-
tions to two tonnes per hectare.
Conservation tillage, at 10 to 15 cm,
improves the soil structure. Integrated
weeding includes many practices such as
scouting, hoeing, winter soil coverage, and
the use of rye to control quack grass.

Finally, water conservation is also a pri-

ority at Tullochgorum . In addition to low-

ering riverbanks, Steven Lalonde protects
5- to 8-meter-wide str;‘ps of land along the
riverbanks using alfalfa, even on the land
which he rents.

Variety of sustainable techniques
result in first prize for Dewarins

The Fermes Lonmgprés in Vaudreuil-
Soulanges, operated by Luc, Thomas, Loic
and Come Dewarin, placed first among 11
enfries in this year's “My Farm, a
Sustainable Business” contest, organized
by the St-Jean-Valleyfield UPA Federation.

The four partners demonstrated to the
judges that optimal farm management and
resource protection can go hand-in-hand
with profitability.

Specializing in cash-crop production, the
partners use a judicious crop rotation on
530 hectares — including corn, soybean,
and other grains — in addition to dedicat-
ing 40 hectares of land to unusual crops
such as sunflower, safflower, and hemp.
And since 1996, the Dewarins have also
been producing high-quality organic cold-
pressed oils from safflower, sunflower, and
canola.

Crop rotation renders farm management
even more efficient, as manure is spread
immediately after early harvest crops,
directly followed by green manure.

Minimum tillage

Minimum tillage is used to blend in
imported manure on the total production
surface: 85percent using ridge tillage, and
the remaining 15 per cent, chisel. The
Dewarins have designed a specialized
manure spreader adapted to ridges, which
allows spreading of lower applications of
manure — as low as 3.5 tons per hectare.

For the past nine vyears, carefully-
rationed mineral fertilizers have been used
for soybean, with no decrease in yields.
Green manure may be one reason for
these favorable results: mustard, peas,
radishes, clover and ray-grass alternate in
the fields.

The Dewarins cultivate no less than 200
hectares without any chemical or pesticide
use, and of these, 150 hectares have
earned an OCIA organic certification.

Integrated weed control includes ridge
tillage, scouting of each individual field,
rotary hoe, self-guiding cultivator, band
sprayings, and optimal doses.

Their soil management is also based on
other sustainable practices such as main-
taining winter coverage on the entire sur-
face, controlling soil compaction, and

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Le ras-le-bol des
organismes communautaires

Les organismes communautaires de la
MRC Le Haut-Saint-Laurent en ont plus
qu'assez de voir le gouvernement du
Québec faire la sourde oreille i leurs
revendications en matiére de financement
de base de leurs activités.

1l fallait étre présent a la conférence de
presse tenue jeudi matin pour constater
jusqu’a quel point les représentants de la
corporation de développement commu-
nautaire du Haut-Saint-Laurent et de
plusieurs mouvements en ont ras-le-bol de
l'inertie de Québec a leur endroit. Ces
intervenants ont voulu démontrer que les
groupes éprouvent des difficultés sur le
plan financier et qu'ils continuent tant
bien que mal de fonctionner. Et ce dont ils
déplorent le plus, c'est que ce sérieux
probléme ne semble pas en voie de se
résorber, les autorités politiques provin-
ciales donnant l'impression d'étre com-
pléetement indifférents face a leur situation.

Ces organismes dispensent des services
et des activités a l'intention de plusieurs
types de clientéles qu'ils desservent: méres
célibataires, personnes malades, jeunes,
personnes dgées, ainés en pene dau-
tonomie, femmes victimes de violence
conjugale, enfants laissés a4 eux-mémes.
Pour fonctionner le mieux possible, ils
peuvent compter sur des fonds provenant
de la Régie régionale de la santé et des
services sociaux de la Montérégie ou de la
genérosite de la population via des cam-
pagne de financement ou des activités-
bénéfices.

Sioces organismes restent fonctionnels
malgré tout, c'est qu'il faut rendre hom-
mage aux employés et aux bénévoles qui
font des gros cfforts de tous les instants
pour sassurer que  les activites  se
déroulent le mieux possible. Mais i force
de vouloir trop en faire, ces personnes
finissent par se surtaxer et voient leur
charge de travail s’alourdir 4 vue d'oeil. Ce
sont des choses que les dirigeants de mou-
vements et d'associations voudraient bien
pouvoir éviter mais comme ils ne dis-
posent que dune mince marge de
manoeuvre, ils n'ont pas dautres choix
que de demander a ces gens de tenir le
coup du mieux qu'ils le peuvent en atten-
dant que des jours meilleurs pointent a
I'horizon.

Statistiques 4 l'appui, la CDC a voulu
temoigner que les besoins sont grands
dans la MRC Le Haut-Saint-Laurent au
niveau social et communautaire.

La
MRC Le Haut-Saint-Laurent vient au
troisiéme rang des 15 dans la Montérégie
pour les familles pauvres. Cette MRC
compte 189% de personnes a faible

revenu contre 15,3% en Montérégie. 59,2%
de la population du Haut-Saint-Laurent a
un revenu d'emploi contre 65,9% pour la
Montérégie et ces revenus d'emploi sont
inférieurs de 14% a ceux de la Montérégie,
le revenu moyen n'étant, en 1995, que de
21 230%. Enfin, 39% des citoyens de la
MRC ont 45% et plus par rapport a 33%
pour la Montérégie et 24% de la popula-
tion du Haut-Saint-Laurent a moins d’'une
neuviéme année, comparativement a 16%
pour la région montérégienne.

Pourtant. cest ¢ce meme gouvernement
qui vient de deposer sa nouvelle politique
de reconnaissance et de soutien de action
communautaire, laquelle  précise  son
approche vis-i-vis I'action bénévole et le
soutien  financier des organismes.

The poor lost souls in the Parti
Québécois who thought the best way to
renew their party and bring back lost
members was to actually have a leader-
ship race have slouched back into the
corner. They have been summarily dis-
missed.

Party leaders, including Bernard
Landry, have decided there should not
be one. Petrified at the thought of a
leadership race that could provoke a
debate about sovereignty alternatives, or
ethnic versus civic nationalism, or about
social democracy versus neo-liberalist
tendencies, they worked ruthlessly to
isolate any real pretenders to the job.

Naive Education Minister Francois
Legault, unaccustomed to the dirtiness of
power politics, must have sincerely
thought the party would welcome new
ideas from a bright young man.

“A tremendous learning experience,”
he said, regaining consciousness after
being politically kayoed.

Health Minister Pauline Marois, relax-
ing on a beach when Lucien Bouchard
started telling his closest aides of his res-
ignation, never stood a chance.

Landry, aware of Bouchard’s plans,
was solidifying his leadership position
even before Marois had the chance to
shake the sand out of her shoes.

Marois is a toughened political veteran
and possesses deep reserves of self-con-
fidence. But even she was staggered by
how quickly Landry’'s team lassoed most
of the Cabinet.

Other women in Cabinet and caucus
abandoned her as quickly as anyone,
not even according her the time to seri-
ously consider her chances.

The only choice?

Is Bernard Landry really the only per-
son for the job?

Despite the veneer of unanimity, his
PQ colleagues were nowhere to be seen
or heard when Landry’'s acid tongue let
loose with his “Quebec has no intention
of selling itself on the street for little bits
of red rag”.

Just when they thought that Landry
was capable of adopting a more jovial,
arrogant public demeanor, his
uncontrollable flash-temper got the bet-
ter of him again.

]("s\

In his own way, he apologized. But
does anyone who has watched Landry
in action over the vears believe he can
stifle the instinct to insult, and to cut crit-
ics to shreds with personal insults?

Despite an undeniable intellectual bril-
liance, he is, as other commentators
have said, his own worst enemy.

Someone must have reminded him of
that because he spent three days trying
to repair the damage.

Unprovoked attack

And the damage was in Quebec, not
in the rest of Canada, as he would have
everyone believe. Landry would not
have spent so much time on damage
control if Quebecers had not reacted
with the same disgust disgust over the
‘red rag” comment, but also over his
unprovoked  attack  on  federal
Intergovernmental  Affairs  Minister
Stéphane Dion.

Dion, he said during the same inglori-
ous press scrum, “is the most detested
politician in the history of Quebec”.

Insult the flag if you must but do not
insult the people.

The damage may well be irreparable.

Opposition reaction

Liberal leader Jean Charest, presum-
ably cataloguing the comments for a
later electoral bullfight, took the high
road, chastising the Premier-in-waiting
for “a lack of judgement and maturity”.

ADQ Leader Mario Dumont said many
PQ members probably enjoyed Landry's
comments because they see him as

someone who will put party
interests ahead of the inter-
ests of Quebecers as whole.

Certainly, one measure of
Landry's true popularity will
be to see how much party
membership rises over the
next month,

Membership has slumped
since the 1995 referendum
loss and Landry’s more
aggressive tone of promot-
ing sovereignty is supposed
to re-ignite the flame,

At the party’'s national
council meeting Saturday, delegates set
the rules for the leadership. Other pre-
tenders to the premier’s office have until
February 26 to sign up enough members.
If no one appears, Landry will be
crowned March 3.

Another candidate?

But Jean Ouimet, a former péquiste,
then leader of the Green Party, now a
péquiste again, said Sunday he is “90 per
cent” sure he will try. He will announce
his decision this week.

“What I am trying to do is to raise peo-
ple’s awareness so we discuss policies
and orientations, instead of raising a red
flag to get people excited.” Social
democrats in the party, want a debate, he
insisted.

Montreal put Landry’s social record on
“trial” Saturday to see if his budgetary
policies affecting the poor merit their
support.

The event was planned well before
Bouchard’s resignation but the timing

was good, coming after
Landry declared himself a
candidate.

In his speech last week,
Landry expressed his sup-
port for “fairer distribution
of prosperity” an assertion
that raised eyebrows among
those whove lobbied the
government, without suc-
cess, to adopt the goal of
Zero poverty.

With  Bouchard, they
thought they at least still
had a chance; with Landry,
they believe he’s not even listening.

As soon as the national council meet-
ing was over Saturday, Landry flew to
Davos, Switzerland to participate in his
favorite event, the World Economic
Forum, with leading figures from the
international banking and financial
world.

Landry has a month to convince party
members they're not making a serious
mistake — not exactly an auspicious way
to become Premier.

What about budget?

And meanwhile, what's he to do about
this year’s budget? One way or another,
his fingerprints will be all over it, and
there are worrisome signs he will impose
another budgetary freeze on both the
education and health ministries.

Budgetary growth was promised for
this year in both sectors; instead, reports
indicate that amounts of $600 million in
health and $400 million in education will
have to be absorbed.

Then again, that was before Pauline

Marois and Frangois Legault “rallied” to
Landry’s side. Or maybe the cautious
Finance Minister just wants to keep aside
another rainy-day fund, in case an eco-
nomic downturn jeopardizes promised
tax cuts before an election/referendum.
