THE HON. A. T. GALT ON CANADIAN AF­
FAIRS.

On Thursd4y morning the Hon. A T. Galt; 
late Finance Minister of Canada, gave an address 
in the Townhall, Manchester; to the members of 
the Chamber of Commerce. A requisitionj sign­
ed by the principal Manchester merchants and 
manufactures, had been previously addressed to 
to the chamber requesting them to invite Mr. 
Galt to afford them information respecting Cana 
da and its government. The Chamber of Com­
merce acceded to the request; aud this meeting 
was the result. The Mayor of Manchester (Mr. 
T. Goadsby) presidedfand Mr. Galt was introduc­
ed by Mr. H. Ashworta, the President of the 
Chamber of Commerce.'

The Hon. Mr. Galt, after a few prefatory re­
marks, spoke of the progress of Canada in the 
Government in which he had had the honour for 
several years to hold a place. It was the largest 
and most important ot the British colonies, having 
a population of 2,6000;000, most of whom had 
proceeded from this country to find a home. It 
was desirable that m such a colony there should 
not be any misrepresentation entertained as to 
the sympathies, intentions, and acts, of the 
mother country. Taking the last census it was 
found that the population ot Canada West had 
increased from 952,000 to 1,396,000, being an 
increase of 40 per cent. ; the lands held had in­
creased from 9,825,915 acres in 1802, to 13,354|: 
907 in 1861 The acres under cultivation in 
1853 amounted to ;3,702,788, and in 1861 to 
6 051,619, being an increase of 63j percent. 
The wheat products had increased from 12,082,- 
550 bushels in 1852, to 24,640,425 in 1861, being 
an inc ease of 103| per cent, Canada was now 
producing results which in a few years must 
gr avly enhance the importance she bore towards 
Great Britan, and which rendered the connexion 
of the colony with the mother country ail the 
more important. This was a further reason 
why no mistakes should occur between them. 
Those points where difficulties occurred should 
be brought into harmony. The points upon 
which objections had been taken in England 
might; he thought, he summed up into three— 
namely, that the tariff'legislation--the fiscal leg­
islation—-w'as not consistant with the present 
views of political economists here, and that it 
had not been advantageous either to Canada or 
this country ; secondly, that the cost of m .intain- 
ing the colonies by this country had been large, 
while the result had been small ; and, lastly, that 
even assuming that the tariff question was satis­
factory, and that the question of cost was satis­
factorily explained, there were gentlemen in 
England who said that both England and the 
colonies would be better off if they were separ­
ate. The first point had excited the greatest at­
tention in England and the northern District— 
he referred to the fiscal legislation adopted by 
Canada. It would, however, be well to refer to 
the causes which had necessitated the imposition 
of Customs duties at all, because it was now 
generally admitted that, where it was possible 
direct taxation might be the cheapest and best 
mode of providing for the wants of a estate. 
In England the largest part of the revenue was 
raised by indirect taxation, but they had not these 
advantages in Canada. The incomes of the people 
residing there were so smalt that it was scarcety 
possible to impose an income tax that would yield 
any large amount, and the fact that the country 
generally was settled upon by poor and in many 
respects uneducated persons, was a reason why 
it was more difficult to make them acquiesce 
directly in the visits of the tax-gatherer. He did 
not consider it possible to raise for the ordinary 
purposes of the Government any considerable 
part of the revenue by direct taxation. A sys­
tem had been introduced—a municipal system— 
for local wants, providing for education, and 
other objects. Up to this time it had been felt 
that it v. ss not possible with advantage to the 
country to attempt to raise the revtnueby direct 
taxation. Consequently they had bad to look to 
indirect sources of revenue, and amongst them 
the customs duties had naturally been the prin­
cipal. Revenue was derived from the the postal 
service, the sale of lands, the public works, ana 
other itema. But the revenue derived from pub­
lic lands had been wholly devoted to the settle­
ment of those lands, it being necessary to survey 
the forest, to lay it out into lots, to open roads, 
and to take steps which were absolutely neces­
sary for the benefit of the thousands who were 
tn in., i.ul.it nf up.ekimr their shores. The public 
works had not yielded the revenue which was 
expected from them, although the amount was 
something considerable. Policy had compiled 
the Government to forego a large portion of the 
tolls, but the prospects for the future in this res­
pect were better. They were therefore brought 
to the necessity of considering the means of 
raising revenue by duties imposed upon the im­
ports of the country. It was plain that the first 
question to suggest itself would be, whether the 
expenditure of Canada had been judicious— 
whether, in fact, in incurring a large expenditure 
for public works and other objects it had been 
for what should have been undertaken. The 
public debt in Canada was about twelve millions 
sterling. Of that four millions had been expend­
ed in canals, for the purpose of rendering the 
navigation of the St. Lawrence complete ; about 
fourmillions had been advanced in aid of the 
railway system; and the remaining four millions 
had been expended partly in the construction of 
lighthouses, in the formation of provincial roads, 
and in a variety of minor charges. The two 
great items were those of canals and railway's, 
making two-thirds of the public debt of Canada 
The position in which Canada stood originally 
was that of a country possessing no roads what­
ever, having her principal water communications 
interrupted by rapids which completely barred 
the navigation, having no lighthouses in the 
lower part of the gulf, and the trade conse­
quently been subjected to very heavy insurances. 
When the goods arrived in Montreal they were 
handed over to forwarder, who had to pass them 
through a variety of communication from carts 
to boats, and from boats to carts again, so that 
the rate of charges to the consumer was very 
great indeed, he paying the whole cost up to the 
time the goods reached him. In Canada, then, 
whilst the cost of the goods was largely aug­
mented by the insufficient means of communica­
tion, the produce which ought to be sent from 
this country for the purpose of paying for those 
goods and upon that produce had been largely 
decreased. Instead of being, as in many cases, 
augmented 100 per cent., they we e now taken 
to the most distant parts of Canada at a minimum 
cost. The navigation of the St. Lawrence was 
the finest in the world ; and the railway system, 
especially the Grand Trunk and the Great West­
ern line had greatly facilitated communication. 
The policy of Canada in undertaking those pub­
lic works had therefore not only been beneficial 
to the country itself, but it had placed it in a bet­
ter position to carry on the business with Eng­
land. (Hear, hear) A very important question 
might arise as to whether the policy which had 
been adopted with regard *o the imposition of 
the customs duties had been governed by 
sound principles, or an approximation 
to sound principles, even supposing the duties 
themselves were necessary.—(Hear, hear) It 
must he perfectly clear that with a long frontier 
like that between Canada and (he United States, 
in a comparatively unsettled country, large fac 
ilities would exist for the carrying on of an illicit 
trade. It was therefore plain that if Canada 
imposed duties upon articles which were import­
ed free into the United States, from America the 
supply would come, and the Treasury would not 
receive the duties. The same result would ap­
ply if the duties iu Canada were high and those 
in America low. The articles which formed the 
bulk of the direct revenue of England had been 
until the American war broke out, free from duty 
iu the United States. There had been no excise 
duty on spirits ; there bad been no duty on tea 
except when imported in foreign ships ; and 
there had been no duty upon sugar and tobacco. 
These, whence the bulk of our revenue came, 
were admitted to be fair articles of taxation, and 
the only limit that could be put upon them was 
that regulated by consumption. In Canada, al­
though some advocated it, they did not adopt 
the American principle ; duties had always been 
imposed on tea, sugar, aud tobacco, and limited 
excise duties on spirits. These duties had al­
ways formed an important part of their revenue, 
but they had never been so high as absolutely to 
encourage smuggling from the United States. 
Having got as much from these articles as they 
could get they had to supply the deficiency from 
the other articles imported into the country. 
The principle adopted in Canada had been that 
of admitting all raw materials free. The next 
class of articles were those which had received 
a certain amount of manufacture, but which 
could not be used till they had received a certain 
amount of re-manufacture, and upon them at 10 
per cent, duty was imposed, and upon articles 
fully manufactured the duty was 20 per cent. 
The main bulk of the custom revenue was un­
doubtedly derived from the 20 per cent. 
Had they imposed a lower duty, they 
would still not have been sufficiently low to 
have produced a demand from the United States. 
The object of the Government was to obtain the 
means of keeping up the credit ot the country, 
and it was not intended, as had been stated, to 
introduce a protective system. He confessed 
there were some articles, not of very great im- 
portance, that bore that character. The best 
evidence that could be offered against the impli­
cation was that the effect of the tariff had not 
been to produce manufactures. The manufac­
tures iu Canada were those which might be ex­
pected in a new country—nails, steam engines, 
and coarse woollens. There was not at this mo­
menta single cotton mill in Canada, nor a silk 
manufactory. The impoits of earthenware and 
glass, hardware and iron, and woollen cloths, 
had gone on steadily increasing every year from 
the year 185.9 to the present time. It was pro­

posed by the late Canadian Government that 
the duties upon ihe imports of tea, sugar, tobac­
co, and spirits into Canada, should be brought 
as near as possible to the rates ,the Americans 
themselves had imposed, and they expected to 

| obtain by these means an increased revenue on 
! the articles referred to. And they proposed to 
apply the additional amount to a reduction in 

j the duties upon imported goods. It was propos- 
i ed to reduce the first class goods from 10 to 7j 
j per cent; others from 20 to 15 per cent. ; and 
! the three articles at 25 per cent, they also pro­

pose to reduce to 15 per cent. It was proposed 
to raise a considerable sum—imitating the Ame­
ricans - by means of stamp duties, with the view 
of making it a permanent source of revenue 
afterwards. But the Government resigned on 
the question of the Militia Bill. While they 
might, therefore, have made mistakes in their fis­
cal legislation, their object had been to reduce 
the charges upon trade, to increase the imports 
of the country, and thereby to augment the ex­
port trade and develop the resources of Canada, 
it was, he must say, a source of great disappoint 
ment to many of them to find that they had been 
misinterpreted with regard to their intentions. 
It was, no doubt, true that there was a strong pro­
tectionist party in Canada, but it had not been 
in the ascendant, and .he believed it never would 
be. (Hear, hear.) It must be remembered that 

.the system formerly adopted iu the colonies was 
one of protection. In referring to the 
second point he had mentioned at the outset, 
namely, the cost of the colonies, he said that in 
the old times, when the colonies were governed 
from Downing-street, they were a constant source 
of vexation and expense to this country. More 
particularly would this apply to Canada. The 
result of that old system was expensive to Eng­
land and distasteful to the colonists. When Earl 
Russell was Colonial Secretary in 1846, the final 
question of responsible or self-government was 
conceded to the important colonies, and the re­
sult had been most satisfactory. There had 
been no serious dispute between Canada and this 
country, and the same might be said of all the 
North American colonies. Except for imperial 
purposes there had not—till the American war 
broke out—beeu the necessity for maintaining a 
single soldi r in Canada Although troops were 
sent out they were never wanted for the purpose 
of preserving peace and order in the colony. 
That had been always done, and would always be 
done by the ordinary Government. In times of 
peace, therefore, there was no necessity for mili­
tary expenditure, except indeed for occupying 
the important fortresses which existed. The 
whole of the expenses of the civil Government 
were bo. ne on the Canadian budget. There 
might be, and he thought there were, one or two 
small sums still which the English Government 
bore—such as the expenses for the diffusion of 
Christian knowledge, the maintenance of one or 
two of the bishops of the country, and one or two 
Indian treaties, but the sums were yery small 
indeed, and were such as the Imperial Govern­
ment had not thought could be applied for to 
the colony. The expenses of the Governor Gen­
eral’s salary, his secretary, and the whole staff, 
were borne on the Canadian estimates. It might 
be well to state what Canada did on the break 
ing out of the American war, when in a state of 
uncertainty what Great Britain would do. No ap­
plication whatever, up to the time he left the 
Government, by the Colonial Govern­
ment for a single soldier to be sent on*, 
but they did ask the Imperial Government to 
send out, and store in Quebec, a large quantity 
of those arms which were stored iu Woolwich. 
That was three months before the Trent difficulty 
occurred ; and that was the only application 
that had been made, except it had been very re­
cently. What they desired was not to have no 
arms in the country, but to have them to be able 
to supply them to the militia for the defence of 
the colony. When the Trent difficulty arose, it 
became the duty of the Imperial Government, 
and it nobly performed that duty, not to leave 
Canada unprotected. It was impossible that 
Canada could, in such a contest as was then 
threatened, defend herself- She could not raise 
an army of 100,000 men. England herself 
would have found a difficulty in maintaining 
such an army. The difficulty therefore became 
imperial in its character, but as members of the 
empire they thought it their duty to do their 
share. They were quite willing to furnish all 
the strength of the country, and to pay as far as 
they could pay under, the circumstances, but it 
would be perfectly idle to assume that they could 
do all the work should a war break out. The 
question whether colonies were of any value at 
all was a very important question. Its import­
ance could not be exaggerated, because if a mis­
take were once made it could not be remedied. 
For200 yearsEngland had been maintaining colo 
nies in all parts of the world ; and if they were 
once to be given up it was clear that they could 
not be brought back again. In speaking of the 
colonies of British North America, it had been 
assumed that Canada could be given up with the 
most perfect good feeling on either side, and 
that everything would go on as at present, while 
responsibility on each side to the other would be 
wholly removed. Now, a very slight knowledge 
of human nature would tell the Government that 
if an important community was in this way 
turned adrift, without notice or warning, that 
was not the best way to produce good feeling. It 
was scarcely possible it could exist under such 
circumstances. There would be great irri ation; 
and in the case of Canada another result would 
follow. _ It being impossible for her to uaintain 
herself in her position to the United States, such 
a policy would be tantamount to surrendering 
her to the United States. This was plain Eng­
lish ; and certainly the West Indies would not 
long remain independent communities. The ef­
fect of grauting self-government to Canada has 
been most important ; the progress she had made 
under it was most satisfactory and encouraging 
for its further adoption. But it would neither be 
wise nor prudent for either at once tq take a 
step which could never be retraced. Many of 
the colonies ot Great Britain had adjusted their 
own tariffs and established their own fiscal sys­
tems; the consequence was, that if difficul­
ties arose with one it might be in opposition to 
the policy of the others and of the mother coun­
try. He thought then it would be desirable so 
to harmonize and federate them as to bring them 
into different groups, so that instead of fifty colo­
nies there would be five or six groups. It was 
clear that by joining the resources of all the 
strength of the whole would be increased for de­
fence, and the burthen of defending them would 
be reduced . to the mother country. As to the 
Norte American colonies, the question had been 
brought under the notice of the Imperial Govern­
ment three years ago, but no progress had been 
made. Canada, with a population of 2,600,000, 
was debarred from the ocean during the winter 
season, and even in summer she had little con­
nexion with the lower colonies. New Brunswick 
had a population of 300,000. Canda had no 
coal, New Brunswick was one natural coal-field. 
Nova Scotia had a population of 330,000. She 
possessed valuable mines of iron; coal, and even 
of gold. Newfoundland was celeb-ated for its 
fisheries. If these colonies eonjd bring together 
the resources which each possessed for the benefit 
of the whole, the strength and influence of the 
whole would be increased. Instead of five dif­
ferent systems and tariffs, there would be only 
one; instead of lines of custom houses along each 
frontier, there would be none ; and the expenses 
of collecting the duties would be reduced ; snd 
instead of maintaining halfa-dozen different 
governments, there would be only one. The ex­
penses of the administration would also be re­
duced, and the result would be productive of 
general benefit to all Even as regarded Great 
Britain, it certainly would not be considered an 
unimportant object to have available in case of 
need the sailois and fishermen of those countries, 
60,000 of whom were there employed. If a 
separation were then to take place, it could be 
effected without much risk either to this country 
or to the colonies themselves, and an independ­
ent population of 3,500,000 in a new country 
would be able to stand by themselves and give 
strength to the mother country. After 'some 
further observations to the same effect; Mr. Galt 
concluded by saying that all parties would re­
joice at the success of such a policy. He then 
sat down amidst afplause.

Mr. H. Ashworth said there was a great deal 
ot misapprehension with regard to the advan­
tages of colonies, and especially with regard to 
ir.6. of duties imposed by the colonies.
Ibis part of the country had been very restive 
lately under the Indian duties of 5 per cent., 
and it was a still more anomalous circumstance 
wat Canada should impose much higher duties. 
We had some 50 colonies upon our hands, which 
appeared very different judged by the standard 
ot imperial requirements to what they did when 
weigned in the balance-sheet of advantages, 
buffering as the people did we ought not to 
confine ourselves to the impe ial advantages 
of having a dominion upon which the sun never 
sets We ought to consider whether or not we 
were in a condition to allow the taxes which 
were charged so heavily upon us to be ex­
pended at the rate of some four or five millions 
a year in upholding colonial Governments in 
all parts of the world, and where the people 
were much better off than the people of this 
country.—Hear.) Mr. Galt had spoken of the 
Canadians as a poor people, but previously he 
had enlarged upon the progress of the colony 
in wealth and population, remarking that while 
the governmental charge per head in Canada 
ws 5s 2-Jd., in Great Britain it was JE2 8s 9d.— 
(Hear, hear.) Was it likely, then, that we 
should be prepared to sanction a further outlay ? . 
Uur North American colonies were largely 
composed of lands which were waste, and 
which would probably remain waste to the end 
of time. The climate was such that little 
could be done on the surface of the country for 
six months of the year. The population was put

down at 2,600,000, which was rather mora than 
the population ot Lancashire. He had himself 
taken observation of a large portion of the po­
pulation of Lower Canada, and be could assure 
them that so far from their being at all to be 
Compared to the working people of this conn- 
try, they were about the most imbecile class ol 
Pe°P|e had ever seen. They were French, 
and had subdivided their lands into mere strips 
and small patches, and they had nothing to 
sell, and no money wherewith to buy. It nad 
been the policy of Canada to fix high duties, 
and their conversion to free trade principles 
was of recent date. A Newspaper published in 
that country during the present year exulted in 
the number of cotton, woollen, and other manu­
facturing establishments formed in the colony. 
Was it wise of us to sustain a policy which ex­
cluded our commerce by high tariffs, and ex­
ulted in the idea of becoming our rival ? He 
had no objection to the Canadians growing 
their own corn, spinning their own cotton and 
manufaturing their own wool, and as soon as 
convenient taking themselves to themselves 
It was admitted that taxation could le raised 
for Canadian schools, then why not for the re­
mission of the tariff upon European manufac­
tures. The tariff had been reduced to 15 per cent., 
hut that was no great advantage. If lowered 
further the Canadian labourers would be able to 
buy our goods.—(Hear.) When the French 
treaty was negotiated it was put forward as an 
unanswerable argument agaiust a less duty, than 
15 per cent, that our colonies charged 20 pei 
cent.—(Hear, hear.) Mr. Galt told them thaï 
the Canadians paid for their own bishops.— 
(Mr. Mason—“ No.”) The Duke of Newcastle, 
Colonial Secretary, had told a deputation the 
same. He (Mr. Ashworth) had gone into the 
subject, aud had found that the payment was 
not entered in the colonial, but in the miscel­
laneous estimates.

Mr. Galt.—It is a mistake.
Mr. Ashworth could refer him to the Trea­

sury book containing the suras. There was a 
point beyond which human nature could not bear 
hard dealing, and the time had come for plainer 
language to be used towards Canada. Mr. Ash­
worth quoted the following, as the sentiment of 
Canada, “ It is the duty of the present Gov­
ernment to affim the right of the Canadian 
Legislature to adjust the taxation of the people 
in the way they deem best, even if it should 
happen to meet the disapproval of the Imperial 
Ministry. ’ This was not very becoming lan­
guage from a country which was so largely 
under obligation to ourselves. Mr. Ashworth 
concluded by quoting the following observa­
tions by tbe pertinent writer, Professor Goldwin 
Smith “ We are keeping the colonies in a 
perpetual state of political infanc>-, and pre­
venting the gristle of their frames from being 
matured aud hardened into bone. We are 
making them extravagantly democratic. There 
is but one way to make Canada impregnable, 
and that is to fence her round with tlie majesty 
of an independent nation.” (Applause.)

Mr. Hugh Mason said that no one in this 
country wished abruptly to snap the ties which 
bound Canada and this country together ; but, 
at the same time, he believed that there was a 
growi'g feeling in favour of oar colonies, and 
especially Canada, assuming at no distant day 
the power, dignity, and responsibility of inde­
pendent nations. If there was any country in 
the world which ought to do with a low amount 
of taxation it was Canada. The International 
Exhibition showed that Canada possessed the 
richest mines of undeveloped wealth of almost 
any country. Both the mother country and the 
colony had special grievances Mr. Galt said 
they paid the salary of their Governor General, 
but they were not allowed to engage or dis­
miss him ; the mother country, without paying 
the cost, demanded the patronage. On the 
other hand, he. understood that the salaries of 
a brace of bishops were saddled upon the 
mother country. These were two special 
grievances. The corn of Canada was admitted 
into England duty free, but duties were im­
posed upon our manufactured goods which were 
almost prohibitory.—(Hear.) These were not 
the kind of relations that ought to exist be­
tween a parent and a child. He thought the 
fear of dismemberment was visionary, for in the 
ca-e of Ireland the sale of estates had been the 
greatest blessing to that country. If the lion, 
gentleman's mission was in the slightest de­
gree to put Canadian hands into th i pockets of 
British taxpayers, he hoped Mr. Galt would 
leave Manchester, at all events, with an un­
mistakable impression that this was not the 
rime for Canada to ask the Lancashire opera­
tives and millownersfor aportion oftheir taxes. 
[Mr. Galt—Certainly not.) Canada was like 
a son who wished to start li e where his father 
stopped. If Canada wanted a p rfect svstem 
of railroads she must go through the eariy stage 
of road-making which we went through'in this 
country. We ought not to be expected to give 
any of our money for Canadian railways. He 
cordially endorsed the opinion of Mr. Ashworth, 
and sincerely hoped, for the sake of Canada and 
England, that the time was not far distant 
when the former would be an independent na­
tion. In a time of peace it did not matter 
what government a country had, because every­
body was flourishing, but Canada perhaps saw 
that some day she might have difficulties to 
encounter from the neighbouring States, and 
then what would Canada be to us? He should 
most decidedly object, to the retention of Cana­
da as a battle-fidd between this and any 
other country.—(Hear.) If we must fight he 
hoped it would be upon the sea.

Mr. Ferguson hoped it would be fully un­
derstood that Mr. Ashworth’s opinions were not 
those of tbe majority of tiie Chamber of Com­
merce.-—(Hear, hear.) Both the gentlemen 
who had spoken expressed merely the.r indivi­
dual opinions.—(Hear, hear, from Mr. Mason, i

Mr. Malcolm Ross did not go to the full ex 
tent of either Mr. Ashworth or Mr. Mason. On 
the subject of the proposed railway guarantee, 
Mr. Ross expressed a decided opinion that it 
was most impolitic to ask for such a guarantee 
while the Canadian Government were talking 
about increasing the duties upon imported 
goods. In disproof of what Mr. Galt had said, 
Mr. Ross quoted the following from an Ameri­
can paper :—“ The trade in home-manufactured 
woollens has been large aud very successful. 
There are now a great number of fi:st-rate mills 
in the province, the productions of which are 
eagerly sought for, and bear a high character. 
The production of our manufactured cloth is 
rapidly on the increase. We are rejoiced at 
this favourable indication, and hope to see 
the importation of woollen goods steadily de­
cline.” Exactly the same process was going on 
in Canada that led to the erection of cotton 
mills in Bombay. We had not the slightest 
desire to prevent their erecting mills, but it was 
scarcely fair to ask us to contribute to the sup­
port of a country that excluded our manufac­
tures by a taxation of 20 per cent. He wanted 
both countries to go hand in hand with kindly 
feelings, and asked nothing that he was not 
prepared to grant. He had no desire to turn 
Canada away without a moment’s notice, but be 
wished the two countries to act as members of 
the same family.—(Hear.) England was pre­
pared to do her duty, provided her efforts were 
appreciated by the colonists. Even if Canada 
were dismembered, he hoped that kindly feel­
ings would still prevail. If we sent soldiers to 
fight foi the Ottoman, how much stronger was 
the claim of Canada to our support?—(Hear.) 
He hoped that this meeting would show tnat 
the question of our colonies was not altogether 
a consideration of pounds, shillings, and pence

The Mayor referred to the fact that the higli 
tariff in Canada had been a bar to the reduc­
tion of the Indian duties. When the duties to 
India were 10 per cent., the deputation was 
asked, “ How can you require the Government 
to reduce the taxes upon cloths imported into 
India, when in Canada they are 20 per cent, 
remembering that India pays the cost of her 
government, and Canada does not by a consi­
derable amount?” Tne troops lately sent to 
defend the frontier of Canada certainly cost a 
million of money. How could Canada expect 
England to do that when she put a positive 
interdict upon the importation of our industry. 
—(Hear.)

Mr. Galt, in reply, said that Mr. Ashworth, 
in speaking of his personal acquaintance with 
the French inhabitants of Lower Canada, had 
done, no doubt unintentionally, the people 
very great injustice. He had called them im­
becile. That was a term that was most unjust 
to their intelligence and industry. (Hear 
hear.) He asserted, on the contrary, that they 
had made great progress, and that this fact was 
shown by statistics. The last census showed 
the progress made in Lower Canada during the 
last ten years. In 1852 the population cf Ca­
nada East was 890,000 ; in 1861 it was 1,111,- 
000, being an increase of 25 per cent. In 18d’2 
the land held by these people was 8,113,000 
acres ; in 1861 it had increased to 10,223,000, 
being an increase of 27J per cent; thus show- 
iug that the proportion of land appropriated 
had increased more than the increase of popu­
lation. The number of acres under cultivation 
was 3,605,000 in 1852, whereas it was 4,678,- 
000 in 1861, being an increase1 of 
29Î per cent. With regard to production, 
that had also increased. The bushels 
of wheat raised in 1852 were 3 073,010 
and in 1861, 2,363,001, being a decrease'of about 
16 per cent; but on this point he had to say 
that it was well known that the farmers of L- 
Canada had turned their attention to the growth 
of other grains. In other grains, for example, 
the number of bushels raised in 1852 was 12,- 
147 000, but in 1861 it had increased to 23,534,- 
000, being an in increase of no less than 93J per 
cent, or very nearly as much as was shewn by 
the whole Brirish population of Upper Canada. 
(Hear.) He felt it his duty to make these state­
ments in justice to the French Canadians, and 
to add that it should be remembered that they 
had not the advantages of the other portion of 
the Canadian community; that they had been 
settled for a very long period of time, and had 
not had the advantages ef a fresh influx by emi­
gration, and that all their advances had pro­
ceeded from themselves, He contended then

t at as they had been able to introdu e iepre - 
d 6) stems and that as there was a school in 

svery parish, where every c ild receded a freo 
-ducation, they were, or ought to be, beyond 
the reach of any stigma. (Hear.) Mr. Ash­
worth had referred to the cost o the colonies 
being £500,090 a year. This referred to the 
whole of our North American possessions, me 
.-ould only repeat that the treops kept in Can­
ada in time of peace were not kept there for 
the purpose of the colony. England kept them 
there for imperial purposes ; that was an im­
perial act iu connection with the distribution of 
he imperial forces, and he thought, too, that 

thehon. gentleman was mistaken as 10 the pro­
portion of charge due to Canada. With regard 
to the clergy reserves, tbe hon gent emanmust 
have been under some misapprehension. He 
(Mr. Galt) would cut go mto me msiory of this 
luestiou, out there could not possibly be mure 
than two bishops connected with this charge, 
and the whole salaries were £1,000 each. As 
to the correspondence with the Duke of New­
castle, in reference to the proposed law concern­
ing snipping, that law was certainly not 
designed for the purpose supposed by Mr. Ash- 
wortn. Great Bntaiu had always been desirous 
that the. coasting trade of America should be 
thrown open, as hers was, and Canada was a'so 
desirous ot it, but the Americans were not dis­
posed to make the concession. The idea then oc­
curred to the Canadian Legislature that the im­
position of a small duty on vessels receiving a 
british register would be a fair charge, but ih) 
Canadian Government resisted it, and when it 
was brought before the Imperial Government it 
was at once quashed. As to ths Staffjrd mem­
orial, that involved the principle of self-taxa­
tion, for which the Canadian hud always con­
tended, and which they would uphold. Mr. 
Ross and Mr. Mason had referred to some pos- 
dble mission which he (Mr. Galt) might have 
to this country in reference to a guarantee for 
colonial works. He could only assure the chair 
that his mission was purely private. He was 
glad to have had the opportunity of visiting 
Manchester, but he neither professed, nor did 
be in fact hold, any official connexion iu refer­
ence to this visit. He came only to afford an 
pportuniiyof making some explanations. Cer­

tainly he had no mission to tue imperial Go­
vernment about railways or anything else, aud 
he should be satisfied if any good resulted from 
the removal of the mistake or misapprehension 
hat, whilst some gentlemen were in England 

seeking a guarantee to some public works, tbe 
Canadian Government were at that time dis­
cussing me question of increasing the import 
duties. He could assure the chamber as a fact 
that during the last four years, since the tariff 
of 1859, there had been not only no such dis­
cussion but no such intention—(Hear, hear ) On 
the contrary, the late Government, as already 
stated, took the first opportunity of proposing 
a reduction of the import duties.—(Hear, hear ) 
With regard to the proposed guarantee to the 
international railway fr.m Haliiax and Nova 
Scotia to Canada, he was strongly in favour of 
hat railway, believiug that it would be of great 

advantage to imperial interests. But the pro­
posal of the Duke of Newcastle was that the 
colonies themselves should pay the whole cost. 
His grace certainly proposed that the guaran­
tee of the Imperial Government should be given 
to a certain amount of the cost, but the colon­
ies themselves were expected to pay the whole 
cost. As to Canada he might here mention 
that the Imperial Government g ve a guaran­
tee of 1,50 i,0001. sterling for Canada sixteen 

seventeen years ago, for the purpose 
of embling her to complete her [canals. 
From that day to this there has never 
been sixpence advanc d or paid by the Im­
perial Exchequer. Tne whole amount had been 
raised by Canada three years ago, and it was 
now in the hands ot the British Government to 
be paid as the bonds fell due. This was the 
way Canada met her obligations ; and if it was 
the interest of Canada to undertake farther 
responsibilities they would be met in an equally 
honoiable aud straightforward way. Canada, 
however, thought that her interests might have 
been better protected in tbe matter of t e sub­
sidies to the ocean steamers. Upwards of 180,- 
000 a-year was paid to the Canard line. The 
effect was to reduce the cost of goods sent by 
that route to that extent, thus taking Canadian 
trade away, and enabling tbe Americans to 
build their railways and improve their com­
munications. The necessity of having direct 
communication between the St. Lawrence and 
England compelled Canada to pay 80,000 a-year 
for the purpose of maintaining her intercourse 
with this country, when she need not have 
paid anything if Canadian interests had been 
properly consulted at home. Under these cir­
cumstances he hoped gentlemen wo Id believe 
that he tad visited Manchester from a 
sincere desire to remove misapprehensions as 
to the feeling and the policy of Canada ; 
and though he was sorry at the tone 
of Mr. Ashworth’s remarks, lie must say 
that it was much better that Mr. Ashworth 
should have made his statements there, where 
he (Mr. Galt) had an opportunity in his pre­
sence of answering them, than that they should 
have been made where they co id not be an­
swered.—(Hear.) What was wanted was frank 
and free discussion, and, with Mr Ross, he be­
lieved the result would be the removal of these 
differences which were often so injurious to har­
mony.—(Hear) All he would add was, “Let 
tbe experiment of seif-goverumeut in Canada 
be worked out lo its legitimate conclusion. If 
that conclusion was that it would be butter to 
separate, so be it.” They could then separate 
without any danger of heart-burnings or ani­
mosity. But if the conclusion favored those 
who believed in the importa ce of colonies to 
the empire, then they could go on with the cer­
tainty of the strength and prosperity of the em­
pire being increased and not diminished by the 
connexion.—(Cheers.)

A vote of thanks to the Mayor brought the 
proceedings to a close.

He might as well have 
remembered that he owed something to the 
dignity of the people whose servant he had been, 
and who—let them do rightly or wrongly in 
their own affairs — owe no account to any, least 
of all an account which descends to the degra­
dation of falsehood. The truth is, that the Cham­
ber evidently saw right through Mr. G alfa cajol­
ery, down to another railway plot which lay be­
low it—a scheme, hy the way, which it is 
remarkable that Mr. Galt and our present Minis­
try, formerly opposed to one another, should by 
some common symyathy, though at opposite sides 
of the Atlantic, be alike seeking to push forward.

—REVIEW OF THE VOLUNTEERS.

The great feature on Saturday was the review 
of tbe Volunteers on Logan’s Farm. Tbe major­
ity of the stores were closed at noon, in order 
thqt all might have an opportunity of taking 
part in the proceedings, and shortly afterwards 
our gallant citizen soldiers assembled at the Ar­
mouries and Squares, to prepare for the grand 
turn out. Great excitement prevailed, each Bat­
talion endea-ouring to muster as many men as 
possible. Strange'to say tbs weather was fa­
vourable. The heavy rain on Friday night cool­
ed the atmosphere, and on Saturday morning the 
sun shoue out brilliantly, annihilating the clouds 
which atiompttid for a time to obscure the genial 
rays.

Ttis HuunLfe Petition of the undersigned the 
Commandant, Heads of Departments and 
Officers comfeamlmg tiie Various' corps of i 
Volunteer Militia bf and in the City of Mon­
treal,

Humbly Sïieweth,—
That whereas your Petitioners being well 

aware of the interest taken by jour Excellency' 
in the welfare of llie Volunteer force of the 
country, respectfully approach your Excellency 
with a view of entreating yous ‘. Excellency's 
consideration for the facts, and application for 
assistance, set forth ih this the prayer of their 
petilion.

Which farther showeth that at a time of ap­
prehended danger to the country, your petition­
ers used their utmost exertion? in some oases to 
recruit those corps of Volunteers then already 
existing, and in others,' with your Excellency’s 
sanction, to raise and organize other regiments.

That, with very partial exceptions, the regi­
ments then existing, and the new corps since 
formed, have boen raised, oiothed, and organ- 
zed, either at the expense of the officers of of 
the men themselves of the various battalions, 
without further aid from Government than the 
loan of arms and accoutrements.

That, buoyed up with the hope of assistance 
from your Excellency’s Government, and fully 
impressed with a sense of the absolute necessity 
- f the maintenance of a sufficient and effective 
force for purposes of national self-defence, ymr 
petitioners, tVith the officers and men under 
their several commands, ’have in no wise re­
laxed from their exertions to enhance the num­
bers and efficiency of their various commands.

OBTAINING GOODS BY FALSE PRETENCES. 
Richard Stethem was charged before a mixed 

jury, with having, on the Utn Nov., 1851, obtain­
ed goods to the amount of £267 Ils, from And­
rew McFarlane & Co., by false pretences.

Mr. Kerr, who conducted tiie case for the pri­
vate prosecution, now addressed the jury, and call­
ed up the following witnesses :

Ancrew McFarlane, examined —Knew Richard 
Stethem, who was one of my customers in 185.1.
1 am a wholesale dry goods merchant in Mon- 
treal ; at that time was carrying on business 
under the name of Andrew McFarlane & Co., at 
ilontreal; on the 7th or 8th November, 1851, 
defendant called at my store wishing to pur­
chase more goods ; his account then was 
as large as I wished, unless I should get secu­
rity for what he already owed, and ftir whatever 
purchases he might make hereafter ; he then 
stated he had a considable quantity of real estate 
in Bytown, which he offered to give mo as secu­
rity ; I replied I would accept the security, and 
told him to go through the warehouse, and" make 
his selections, which he then did. The goods 
were next entered and the invoice was made out. 
This paper in ray hand is tiie invoice which was 
made out on the 8th November, 1851; on the 11th 
of that month defendant completed a mortgage 
and gave it-to me as security when the goods 
he had purchased were shipped to Bytown— 
(identifies the identure of mortgage ) The pro­
perties herein described are those which defend ’ 
ant represented to be his, and on which he gave 
me a mortgage ; the signatures of the witnesses 
were affixed in my presence. The value of tiie 
new purchase (madejat the time of the mortgage) 
was £26” 11s id ; in the fall of 1852 had occa­
sion to go to Bytown ; but previous, between 
11th November, 1851 and 1852, the defendant 
had been in Montreal and had made other pur­
chases ; in the Fall of 1852 saw defendant in By- 
town ; be then showed me all his different pro­
perties on which he had given me a mortage ; i 
was perfectly satisfied the properties were of much 
more value than the amount he owed me, which 
w is the cause of my allowing this debt to lie 
over so long ; and as i was to receive six per 
cent interest for any amount past due ; ( have 
not yet been paid ; there” qre between £500 and 
£600 atjUduo; I handed tiie case over to John 
Sandfield Macdonald; he sued defendant at Corn­
wall, and obtained judgment against him, three 
or four years ago ; after judgment the property 
was seized and advertised ; there was no sale— 
this was against my will.

A document was produced show­
ing a balance on the 5 th Nov , in witness’ favor,

£2 interest. The witness stated that the credit 
of £100 in said document might be on account of 
other notes. He was then asked how he cathb to 
credit it open %,t {iocumeittf a'h3 his attention 
was’ edited to his own handwriting thereon, 
specifying the payment to be 011 account of 11 
charge in the said account, also in hi; ôwa hand­
writing, .

His Honor suggested that this cross-examina- 
tion might tend 1° confuse the jury, àpd'the 
learned counsel for the defence urged he was en­
titled to this testimony aa going to discredit the 
witness.

Some qiWtions of the learned counsel for the 
defence were overruled as irrelevant by the 
Court.

Other witnesses were examined, whose evidence 
were unimportant.

I i; Honor stated that evidently a case had not 
been made out by the prosecution, and thereupon 
the jury rendered a verdict of “ net guilty.''

Thp Oo.iirt then adjourned'until'Tuesday next, 
at 12 o’clock-, at which time the sentences will 
be pronounced.

Respecting the amount of grain sent from this 
side to England, we quote from the same au­
thority, and also respecting the crops :—

From a return it appears that the total quan- 
ti'.y of wheat and flour sent to the United King­
dom from America in the twelve months ending 
Sept. 1 was equal to 5,000,500 quarters or about 
2 per cent in excess of the previously unparallel­
ed total of the year ending Sept. 1, ISei. This 
amount is nearly three times as high as the 
highest attained during any of the previous four­
teen years, the total even in the memorable sea­
son of 1846 and 1847 having been only 2,604,000 
quarters. The average of the sixteen commer­
cial years ending the 1st instant was 1,676,500 
quarters. The shipments to the Continent this 
year have amounted to 1,367,782 quarte s, against 
925,000 quarters in 1861. The continental ac­
counts extend over only eight years, and the 
average for that space has been 470,000 quarters 
per annum. Of Indian corn the shipments to 
the United Kingdom for the present year have 
teen 1,568,000 quarters, which 13 also higher 
than on any former occasion with the exception 
of the famine year of 1846-7, when Ireland was 
chiefly supplied with that grain, and the total 
was 2,145,000 quarters. The average of Indian 
corn shipped to the United Kingdom during six­
teen years has been 784,000 quarters. The quan­
tities of this grain sent to ihe Continent have 
been unimportant.

With the exception of the most northern coun­
ties, the whole of the graia crops in England 
have been secured. Tbe accounts respecting po­
tatoes are very favourable.

Advices from the Continent are to the effect 
that produce, almost generally, has ruled lower 
in price.

In Ireland the harvest is progressing rapidly ; 
but in Scotland the bulk of the crops still re­
remain in the fields.

We give the latest report of the London 
grocery market : —

Sugar—The market has teen dull throughout 
the week, but quotations generally are un­
changed. The total decrease in the deliveries at 
this port since the beginning of the year is 6500 
tons, contrasted with 1861. 6650 tons were 
landed last week, and 4310 tons delivered, 
leaving the stock at the close 89,220 tons, against 
90,000 tons in the previous season, when it was 
unusually large.

Molasses—A moderate inquiry has prevailed 
for West India, a few parcels selling at Me 6d/S 
15s per owl. for St. Y’incents, St. Kitts, &c.

Coffee—The stock in importers’ hands is ex­
hausted, and the week has passed without public 
sales.

Tea—There has not been any change in the 
market to notice this week, and business is 
rather inactive. 2804 packages, by auction, 
went off without material change in prices, ex- 
cep for greens, which ruled dearer.

Rice—Cargo Bengal sorts are readily saleable, 
particularly the lower qualities. In these trans­
actions to a moderate extent have taken place at 
8s 4ld®8s Gd.

Oil—Olive has further advanced ; Gallipoli 611 
10s to 621 per ton. Fish oils are firm. Brown 
rape oil has declined to 49s. Linseed firm at 43s 
/0>43s iid.

At night the rebels retreated towards Harrods- 
burg, but were hemmed in. General Kirby 
Smith’s detachment has been separated from the 
other rebel detachments on Dick River. On 
Thursday we occupied advantageous situations 
on all sides of the enemy. Our troops are in 
high spirits and confident of victory. Our 
loss in killed and wounded on Wednesday 
was 1509. The loss of the enemy was consider­
ed much larger.

The reports of a severe battle near Perrysville 
on Thursday are incorrect- 

The reports were from 4 persons who left 
Perrysville at 7 o’c ock on that day, when skir­
mishing had commenced, with slight cannonad­
ing.

Others who left the battle-field on Thursday at 3 
p.m., say firing ceased before 8 a.m., and the re­
mainder of the rebels were making their way 
towards Harrisburg, pursued by the Federate. 
The 10 th Ohio Regiment lost 382 killed and 
wounded on Wednesday. Company B, mostly 
from Louisville of Col. Pope's Regiment, lost in 
killed and wounded all except 12.

Gen. Rousseau's and Col. Pope's wounds are 
very slight.

There are confite icg stories about the death 
of Gen Lytbe. Some report him wounded and 
a prisoner.

The remains of Gen. Jackson, Gen. Terrell, 
and Gen. Webster have arrived here.

The Sanitary ommittee have made every 
preparation for the relief of the wounded.

Gov. Mouton of Indiana is en route hither with 
a Urge number of surgeons and nurses.

Philadelphia, Oct. 11.
A despatch from Gov. Cur.in to Mayor Henry 

states that no troops are needed from ihis point. 
The rebels are already |reported as falling back.

Kansas City, Oct. 10.
About 3 pm. yesterday a skirmish ensued be­

tween a company of 80 men of the 5th Mo. Cav­
alry, under Capt. David and a guerilla band of 
180 men under Quantrell and Childs, near Sibley 
Landing, resulting in the defeat of the guerillas, 
uur loss is 1 killed and 1 dangerously wounded. 
Tiie renel loss is unknown. We captured the 
rebel Ool. Childs, who is seriously wounded.

Capt, David ia still in pursuit of the gueril­
las.

Kansas City, Oct. 10.
Last night a detachment of Gen. Jim Jones’ 

negro brigade attempted 10 cross the river from 
Wyandott, Kansas. It is thought he made a raid 
upon the citizens of Clay Co., Mobile, when they 
were met on the Mobile bank by a company of 
tie Mobile State militia, and driven back. 
Several shots were fired, but little damage was 
done to either party.

New York, Oct 11.
New Orleans papers of Oct. 1st have been 

received. The city continued in remarkably 
good health. Brig -General Arnold, by order of 
General Butler, had assumed command of all the 
military forces at New Orleans and Aigeivs.

The Picayune of the 28th says :—Rumours of 
an unpleasant character reach us from the 
negroes on the plantations below the city. The 
steamboat Iberville had teen fired into while 
passing a plantation three miles below Bayou- 
gotila from a battery of four rilled cannon. Some- 
fifty shots were fired, killing a man and horse oa 
board.
