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ADN deposits petitions opposing

Two petitions opposing
the installation of the inci-
nerators in Valleyfield
were officially deposited at
the Valleyfield council
meeting September 25.

At the meeting, Wilfrid
Laurendeau, aged 62,
member of the Action
Defence Nature group, had
been invited to give to the
one of the two petitions to
the council members, after
which he suffered a col-
lapse. Efforts were made
by Doctor Jean-Marie
Latreille, who was present
at the meeting, to revive
him. Municipal police tried
to increase the circulation
of air in the room which
was filled with 150 people.
Ambulances were imme-
diately dispatched to the
scene. Mr. Laurendeau was
driven to Valleyfield Hos-
pital where his death was
pronounced.

Mr. Laurendeau has suc-
cumbed to a heart attack. It
was noted that he had given
alot of his time in the recent
weeks to circulate the
petition.

The mayor of Valleyfield
underlined that Mr, Wilfrid
Laurendeau was a ‘*hono-
rable man who believed in
his cause.™’

Petitioners present at the
meeting found the incident
were tragic. Some strongly
critisized the council. Some

strongly criticized the
municipal officials’ policies
which were placing the citi-
zens in a very stressful
position, for they want to
protect their fundemental
right to a safe environment.

A reading of minus
2 C. at ground level might
have nipped some leaves.

Rainfall  was  light.
Actually 50 per cent of the
67.1 mm or 2.64 inches fell
in the last 48 hours of Sep-

tember. Last year 83.6 mm
or 3.3 inches fell.

Since it cool,
cloudy month, farmers
trying to make 2 nd and 3
rd cut hay had difficulty
with drying and curing.
And, the below normal
temperature hindered the
maturation of corn. The
few warm days towards the
end of September surely
were appreciated.

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Eye-witness account -
the Kanestake-Oka Mohawk

stand-off ending

On Wednesday, September 26th, I
went to Kanesatake-Oka to observe the
situation there. Since the end of August
an ecumenical church *‘monitoring
group’’ has tried to maintain a rotating
24-hour presence at Kanesatake. I arri-
ved at noon and spent the afternoon with
a Mennonite lay-worker, speaking with
Mohawks at the food bank and also with
soldiers who were stationed along Cen-
tre Road. The soldiers were beginning
to pack up their supplies into trucks and
personnel carriers to move out.

Rumours had been flying around all
day about a disengagement at the treat-
ment centre. It was thought that those
still at the “*T.C."" would come out
Thursday at noon. Around 6 p.m. it was

learned that negotiations taking place at
Pointe Claire had arranged an imminent
release at about 7 p.m. Upon hearing
this at the food bank, Mohawks and
observers such as myself piled into cars
to travel into the town of Oka. We arri-
ved at the police tapes at the bottom of
the hill where the main Mohawk barri-
cade had been in the summer, and
which had become so well-known
through television images. Minutes
later we saw some women and children
coming down the hill. A Warrior came
running down holding an eagle feather.
The crowd of Mohawks surged forward
to greet relatives and friends. They
were cheering and many were crying.
Then there was chaos. Soldiers and
police surrounded and grabbed the

Warrior who, it turned out, was the
outspoken militant known as ‘‘Lasa-
gna'’. Mohawks tried to pull soldiers
and police away but they were pushed
or butted with rifles. Clergy who were
present, as well as some of the Mohawk
negotiators, tried to put themselves bet-
ween Mohawks and the soldiers and
police to curtail unnecessary violence.
Everyone was confused, shocked and
scared. In the skirmish I saw terror in
the eyes of Mohawks, police and sol-
diers alike. I was terrified, afraid espe-
cially that one of the rifles might dis-
charge accidentally. The Warrior
known as **Lasagna’’ was wrestled to
the pavement by about six police and
soldiers and his head was pinned down
with a soldier’s boot. As he was put into
a police car I tried to restrain and con-
sole a native woman who pounded on
the hood of the police car before it sped
away.

Following this, soldiers and police
regrouped into a human barrier. Media
people scrambled for interviews with
Mohawk negotiators and others. I spoke
with fellow clergy and learned that an
agreement as to how the disengagement
was to take place was arrived at that
afternoon. Mohawk and army negotia-

tors had agreed that two pre-determined
clergy. authorized lawyers and some
other observers would oversee the
transfer of those in the treatment cen-
tre to army buses and transport to Farn-
ham. Quebec. When these authorized
persons arrived at the police lines they
were informed that they could not pro-
ceed further and that. in fact. the pre-
arranged agreement was off and the
army would completely oversee the
operation. Needless to say, these per-
sons, which included the Roman Catho-
lic Bishop of St. Jerome. were furious.
I spoke t0 a C.B.C. journalist who
heard on her cellular telephone that a
tellow C.B.C. reporter had been arres-
ted up the hill at the treatment centre
along with other journalists. They had
apparently tried to stop soldiers and
Mohawks from hitting each other.
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We then learned that the army buses
had left the treatment centre, travelling
on back roads out of Oka. Clergy and
observers from human rights organiza-
tions proceeded to Sureté du Québec
offices at St. Jerome and St. Eustache,
and to the Farnham army base.

Those of us who went to St. Eusta-
che were told that there were just a few
Mohawks brought there. We demanded
t0 know the names of those in custody
so that their families could be notified.
The police would not supply us with the
number or
Mohawks, nor would they reveal the
charges. A lawyer emerged to supply
us with this information. It turned out
that as many as eight Mohawks were in

names of the

Eustache 1 went to the
Suret¢ du Québec headquarters on Par-

thenais St. in downtown Montreal, but
I did not find out who was in custody
there and I decided to return home to
Huntingdon. The Mercier Bridge was
closed so i went via the south shore. It
was eerie travelling through Kahnawake
ataround 2 a.m. where, only hours ear-
lier, another ugly confrontation had
taken place. Smoke was still in the air,
bonfires still burned on roads leading
into the reserve and there was a con-
centration of police cars and armoured
personnel carriers near the bridge.

I arrived home in Elgin around 3
a.m., still shaken by the events of the
day. and wondering in my heart where
it will all go from here.

The first point concerns
the essential services to the
public, which he would like
to improve to satisfy their
needs. ‘It does nothing to
think of grand projects for
the municipality if essential
services like road mainte-
nance in the winter months,
the condition of the roads
generally, and garbage
pick-up cannot be ensured.

Another point would be
to encourage the develop-
ment of community organi-
zations that would like to
establish themselves in
St.Anicet. These groups
display the vitality and inte-
rest that volunteers can
bring to a community’s:
lifestyle. The municipality
should offer technical aid
and grants.

He would like to guaran-
tee that all citizens in the
municipality would have
equal access to all job
offers and be treated on a
equal footing. He is interes-
ted to build a very demo-
cratic administration.

The municipality must
work to valorize the agri-
cultural land and develop
the tourist industry. These
two driving forces would
insure the future of the
youth and he feels the
municipality must act now
if it wants to guarantee a
promising future. He feels
a coherent and realistic
political program must be
put into operation to esta-
blish an  economic
development.

The most important point
would be to maintain the
lowest possible level of
municipal taxation, while

still maintaining the essen-
tial services to the public.
He is interested only to put
and end to squandering and
needless expenses; some-
thing he says he has been a
witness to the past six
years. He feels that citizens
have the right to demand
efficient management.

Rejean Legault intends to
represent proudly the inte-
rests of St. Anicet.

On November 4 the
population of St.Anicet
must decide between conti-
nuance and change and this
choice is for four years. He
is convinced that the public
will opt for a change.

It's 1:40 at Arthur-
Pigeon Hight School in
Huntingdon. The keynote
speaker has only 20 minu-
tes more to complete three
of his eight classroom
workshops prior to an all-
school forum begins in the
auditorium on AIDS
prevention.

Clutching a briefcase fil-
led with educational mate-
rial and his favourite
demonstration props *‘con-
doms and a banana’’, he
walks swiftly through the
empty halls and then into a
room of French-speaking
students.

His arrival perks up an
otherwise solemn audience
as he is introduced as a
person-with-AIDS and his
name, Windi Earthworm.

Windi. a 40 year-old
American ex-patriot, Mon-
treal street singer, songw-
riter/poet. homosexual,
father and former intrave-
nous drug user has a no-
nonsense manner of spea-
king about his disease. His
mission: to prevent others
in the Chateauguay Valley

from “‘screwing up their
lives™.

(en)He speaks a language
that gets his serious mes-
sage across to they young
people, often using street
terms that some teachers
find offensive. But he gets
the full attention, and most
importantly. the participa-
tion of his target audience.

Windi's visit to Arthur-
Pigeon High School last
May warpped up his tour to
a long list of Valley schools
where he spoke about
AIDS. He has educated all
levels of students to the
fatal dangers, pointing out
that, just because we are a
rural area, doesn’t mean we
are isolated from the
disease.

“‘Being geographically
remote is no guarantee’,
he said.

Quebec teenagers are the
most sexually active of all
children in North America.
and our closest city, Mon-
treal, is rated second for
women acquiring the AIDS
virus; New York is first
and Los Angeles and
Toronto fall behind. He
also points out that, last
year. the city of Toronto
put more money into AIDS
education than the entire
province of Quebec.
Nearly then million Cana-
dians are believed to carry
the AIDS virus.

Because of Windi's
volunteer efforts, and the
cooperation of local clergy,
doctors, and social wor-
kers, the Chateauguay Val-
ley has become one of the
most AIDS-aware regions
of Quebec. He co- founded
SIDA/AIDS Information &
Resources which has an
office at the St. Chrysos-
tome CLSC. About 25
clients are served in this
community, AIDS patients
and their families.

SIDA/AIDS Resources
acts as a referral service for
those who have the HIV
virus, or who wish to be
tested. The office has built
a network of doctors and
dentists who are willing to
treat persons with AIDS.
And it strives to demystify
the disease through safe sex
education.

Educational programs
have been held at commu-
nity centers. hospitals and
even the Ormstown IGA
where Windi handed out
condoms and showed a
video on how to use them.

Thanks to the group’s
efforts. local pharmacies in
Huntingdon and Ormstown
now sell syringes and the
regional health department
iIs to set up a needle
exchange service which

Everybody knows it’s Windi

prevents drug users from
sharing needles and. thus
spreading the virus.

None of this existed
before Windi Earthworm
began knocking on doors
and informing those who
should have already known
about the disease. In many
instances, attitudes toward
persons with AIDS have
changed from rejection to
compassion.

When Windi was first
diagnosed as being seropo-
sitive, he found difficulty in
being treated here at home;
local doctors always refer-
red him to Montreal. He
found assistance through
Dr. Stephen Feder at the
Ormstown Medical Center
who co-founded
SIDA/Aids Resources and
spoke on the disease with
Windi.

Others who have helped
or served as directors on
the board of SIDA/AIDS
Resources include Dr.
Jeannie Rosenberg, Eliza-
beth Kater and Danielle
Moore of the CLSC, Reve-
rend Neil Wallace who is
the current President and
David Pedersen, who gives
time at the St. Chrysostome
office, Christian Depinto. a
Montreal person- with-
AIDS, was present at the
Arthur-Pigeon AIDS Day.

The group has touched
all walks of like in its pro-
grams. Windi spoke in pri-
sons throughout southern
and western Quebec and in
Ontario; he also educated
native people at Oka and
Kahanawake, despite initial
resistance at the Kateri hos-
pital.  Windi's influence
over last year resulted in an
AIDS acceptance policy at
the hospital and a young
Mohawk was permitted to
die there rather than at a
hospital, away from home.

Even Windi himself must
have felt the change of atti-
tude within his community.
