The Water-Rates. — We have studied tbe 
tariff of taxation proposed by the Water Com­
mittee of the City Council with considerable 
attention, in order, if possible, to discover upon 
what principle it has been framed ; but we con­
fess we have been obliged to give up the re­
search in despair. We can understand two 
principles upon which charges can be equitably 
made for services rendered. The first is where 
the price is increased according to the quan­
tity of the service. This is the ordinary rule 
of every day life, and when it can be applied 
to public burdens it is plainly the most equi­
table and most satisfactory. There 'are, how­
ever, cases to which it does not very obviously 
apply. For instance, a letter, in England, is 
carried from the Land's End to John O’Groats 
for the same price as from one street to the 
next. The apparent quantity of work done is 
here not the measure of price. The truth is 
that the mail conveyance is but a very small 
item of the whole charges. The sorting, de­
livery, &c., are the services which are really 
costly, and these are the same on all letters, no 
matter how near or far their destination. There 
are many public improvements, however, the 
charges for which can not in any way be regu­
lated according to quantity, because they are 
of such a nature that, while the poorest man 
enjoys them in as great measure as the rich, no 
assessment levied equally, at the rate the poorer 
classes could afford to pay, would suffice to 
procure them. The more wealthy classes must, 
therefore, go without such improvements, or 
they must consent to another principle of 
charge for their enjoyment. They must, in 
short, consent to enjoy, in common with their 
neighbors, but to pay not according to the 
measure of their enjoyment, but according to 
the measure of their means. This is an equi­
table, because a necessary principle, and it i3 
the necessity which has led to its adoption in 
all cases of public assessment, without perhaps 
much philosophizing or enquiry into the rea­
sons of it. In the affair of the Water Works, 
either principle of taxation might be adopted ; 
but it is easy to see the reasons for choosing 
the last. These reasons are that it really 
makes no appreciable difference in the cost of 
supplying a house, whether the quantity of 
water consumed is large or small. The pump­
ing is done without expenditure of fuel, and the 
only difference in the expense of the depart­
ment caused by a great, instead of a less con­
sumption, must consist in the wear and tear of 
the machinery. The service for which 
the city has a right to charge, there­
fore, is the laying down of the pipes 
aud so forth, which are just as much required to 
supply a couple of gallons as to supply twenty 
gallons. Excepting some extreme cases, 
such perhaps as hotels and large stables, 
the service rendered to the small consumer is 
identical with that afforded to the large. Yet 
an uniform tax on each consumer would not en­
able the citizens to have the convenience of wa­
ter at all ; for if the rate were uniform, it must 
be such as the poorest could pay, and that 
would not suffice for the purpose. We have, 
therefore, always contended that it was neces­
sary and right that every one should be com­
pelled to take the water, and that—perhaps 
within certain limits—the charge should be ac­
cording to the means of each consumer mea­
sured roughly by the style of dwelling in which 
he resides. The proposed tariff is on correct 
principles so far ; but that being so, why does 
it again fall back on the idea of charge by 
quantity, by laying additional rates for baths, 
water-closets and hoses ? A man whose 
rent is sixty pounds per annum will, on 
his assessment, pay for his water three 
times as much as the man whose rent is 
but £20, and probably he will not even, mea­
sured in gallons, receive any greater service, 
while he will certainly receive no more, upon 
the theory—no doubt the correct one—that the 
service which is really to be paid for is to be 
measured by the cost of setting up the machin­
ery and laying down the pipes, and not by the 
quantity of water consumed. But the proposers 
of the tariff are not contented with making one 
man pay £3 for that which costs the other but 
£1. If either uses the thing he pays for in a 
particular manner, he is to be fined an additional 
£1, £2, or £3. This is what we do not compre- 
hena. If quantity is to be the rule, put up me­
ters in each house, and let the man who uses a 
gallon of water pay for it no matter how he ap­
plies it. If the assessment plan is to be adopt­
ed on the contrary, charge a man in proportion 
to his means ; but don’t tell him that he is to 
be fined if he uses what he has paid for in a par­
ticular way. Choose your principle and stick 
to it, but don’t apply two adverse principles in 
order to cut a particular class in two direc­
tions. "We have never been afraid of advoca­
ting a mode of taxation which shall impose 
public burdens fairly according to an ascertain­
ed rule in proportion to the means of the rate­
payer ; out we want to see a rule, and one pro­
ceeding on clear grounds, not mere arbitrary 
selections.

Qhissc A3b MosTRÉAti.—Tlte Grand Trunk 
report, published some time ago, indicates very 
plainly a settled intention on the part of the 
Grand Trunk Company, to regard Quebec 
as the only seaport of Canada, and so far as in 
them lies, to make it what they virtually say 
that it is. This is a matter of very much 
greater consequence than the trumpery consi­
deration whether the two or three officers em­
ployed in the Secretary’s Office shall reside in 
Montreal or Toronto. Some remarks have been 
elicited on this latter subject, which appears to 
us to have imparted to it a degree of import­
ance altogether beyond its merits. Of course 
nothing could be moved from hence except just 
the Book-keeping department. The officers 
connected with the traffic, and the local engi­
neering must remain here, and even if it were 
proposed to take all these officers away, we 
think the people of Montreal might regard the 
change with perfect equanimity. The whole 
affair would be quite unworthy of a serious 
thought. Not so, the other subject, which we 
have alluded to at the commencement of this 
article. If Quebec is to be made the stopping 
place of the Steamers from Europe, a great and, 
perhaps, incalculable blow will be aimed at 
the prosperity of this city. But the action 

Which the giant Company will take upon this 
matter will depend upon considerations far dif­
ferent from those which will determine them as 
to the seat of their Secretary’s Office. Every 
mile of distance Eastward to which they can 
push the chief port of the country, is a large 
weekly gain to their enterprize, which will have 
i chance to convey over so much greater dis­
tance the goods which would otherwise come 
on by water in the original embarkation. It is| 
well for the citizens of Montreal to look this! 

^question fairly in the face. The Grand Trunk] 
tlo. has a clear interest in making of Quebec that 
which Montreal is now, the point of tranship­
ment for the Upper Canadian trade. Nor will 

S5bjurgation or argument have any effect in pre- 
| venting this consummation. The Grand Trunk 
[Company is in no respect bound to regard the 
interests of any one or of all the cities in Can­
ada. In this world every man and every cor­
porate body fights on its own hand. Even if 
individuals to-day in charge of the Company’s 
affairs were led by personal feelings to the 
weakness of favoring Montreal at the expense of 
their own interests, the force of circumstances 
would soon compel them to take the more natu­
ral course. Fortunately for Montreal, however, 
the Grand Trunk Company has not got this af­
fair in its own hands. The London merchant 
said to the threatening monarch, at least your 
Majesty will leave us the Thames ; and while 
we have the St. Lawrence, it is our own fault if 
any one can transfer the business of this city to 
any other place whatever. When we say this 
we speak, of course, of what is called the “ long 
run,” for we do not mean to say that in certain 
circumstances the interests of different parties 
'might not be so combined as to put Montreal 
temporarily to great disadvantage. It is, in­
deed, a fact that many persons begin to fear 
some such combination at present between the 
Grand Trunk Company and the proprietors of 
the Canadian Steamship Company. The latter 
body, since the loss of one of their vessels, have 
been making three ships do the work of four. 
Of course this economy has been balanced by 
outlays in other directions ; and no one, we 
presume, has anything to say against the pro­
priety of maintaining the regularity of the arri­
vals and departure, by this expedient, during 
the time required to procure another ship. But 
it is feared that it is intended on the part of 
the Steamship Company, to make Quebec their 
stopping place. We may say the same thing of 
them as we have done of the Railway Company 
—that if that be their interest they will do so, 
and that no one will have any right to blame 
•them. It will, however, probably be easy to 
show them that it is not their interest, by a re­
solution on the part of our citizens to ascertain 
what the Company intends to do, and by another 
re solution to found a Montreal line-of steamers 
from the moment that it is made clear that the 
present line is to cease to be so. This is a life 
andj death question with the community ; but 
the means of maintaining its position are so 
completely within its reach, that we feel certain 
should the fears we have alluded to turn out 
well founded, not a moment will be lost in pre­
paring to apply it. The correspondence of the 
Council of the Board of Trade, published else­
where, will show that this body is moving on 
the subject. They are endeavoring to elicit 
from the Steamship Company a pledge for its 
future conduct in this particular such as will 
reassure those interested in the commerce of 
this city. We trust and believe that this pledge 
will be given, subject of course to proper ac­
commodation being provided here for the im­
proved class of vessels which are to be em­
ployed next year, and which, as we have already 
pointed out, are likely to require greater har­
bour conveniences than can be afforded in the 
actual state of things. We call the attention of 

’ all classes of our citizens to this subject, and 
warn them that if the Board of Trade do not ob­
tain a satisfactory assurance from the Steam­
ship Company, a joint, prompt, and effective 
stroke must be made by the citizens themselves^

The Jamaica Pupttiek, of Ëitb August, gifts 
the particulars of a fearful atrocity by the In­
dians of the South American coast. The 
schooner “ Endeavour,” of Kingston, Jamaica, 
which had sailed for Maracaibo on the 16th 
June last, came to anchor at Honda Bay on the 
8th July. Three Indians belonging to this 
coast who were on board, were landed ; and the 
next morning 15 Indians boaraed the schooner, 
killing Captain Durant, the steward, and all 
who remained on board. Seven escaped by 
leaping into the water and cutting away the 
boat. The Indians sacked the vessel, carried 
off all the stores, and finally ran her ashore:

Vessel and Crew Lost. — The schooner 
“William Wallace,” H. McCabe, commander, 
from Whitby to Toronto, with a cargo of wood 
and stone, foundered on the Lake, on Friday 
night last, about a mile from Island Point, in 
twenty-seven feet of water. The whole of the 
crew, consisting of four persons, are supposed 
to have been lost.

Robbery.—During the second day of the Pro­
vincial Exhibition, held in this city last month, 
Detective O’Leary received information from 
Mr. J. M. Ring, of Ottawa, who was in this 
city at that time, that a short time previous he 
had been robbed of a gold watch and chain, 
valued at £50, by a person named John Webb. 
Detective O’Leary has since been on the look­
out, and within a day or two ascertained that 
Webb was in this city, and bad made away with 
the watch. This forenoon he laid information 
at the Police Office, on which a warrant was is­
sued, and Webb immediately arrested and com­
mitted to gaol for examination. O’Leary has 
also got possession of the watch, which is a 
handsome English patent leaver gold hunting 
watch.

Police Court.—Yesterday morning a young 
boy, named James McCarty, was brought be­
fore this Court, charged with stealing a wheel­
barrow, the property of the Harbour Commis­
sioners. He pleaded guilty, and was sentenced 
to one month’s confinement at hard labor, in 
the common gaol. McCarthy, though young 

years, has already been several times con­
victed of theft.

At a meeting of the Governors of McGill Col­
lege, held this week. The Rev. Mr. Cornish, 

A., of London University, was appointed to 
the chair^of Classical Literature, and Mr. John­
son, a Graduate of Trinity College, Dublin, to 
the chair of Mathematic and Natural Philosophy. 
Both gentlemen produced the highest testimo­
nials. Professor Howe retains the title ofEu- 
rentius Professor of Mathematics. We believe 
Professor Markgraf has been appointed Assis­
tant Secretary and Librarian.

Hudson’s Bay Territory—Road erosi Lake 
Superior to the Red River Settlement.—We 
learn from a letter received yesterday, and 
dated at Fort Garry, (R. R.) on the 9th ultimo, 
that the Government Surveying party had 
reached that settlement. Our correspondent 
says :—“ The opinion of the Surveyors seems 
to be that a road from Lake Superior to Red 
River can be opened for about £200,000, but a 
very imperfect one. As to a commercial route 
to compete with Railway communication from 
St. Paul’s, they regard it as impossible with 
such means and resources as Canada can 
quand.” 1

We may add to these reasons against the ad­
ditions to the graduated assessments two or 
three others. First it should be remembered 
that it is now proposed to make every citizen 
pay water rate. We have always contended 
for that principle ; but it must not be concealed 
that this is a considerable annoyance to some 
persons, who have already made provision by 
wells or tanks for the use of their houses. To 
them the mere assessment is an additional bur­
den for something which they do not at all re­
quire. Ifhowever, that secured them the use 
of a tap for a bath, or a water closet, or of a 
small hose, they would be perfectly satisfied. 
It is very hard on these persons to have, first of 
all, to pay largely for what they do not want, 
and then be told that if they use it in the way 
they do want they must pay over again.

Another reason, is, that these extra charges, 
after all, are likely to produce a small revenue 
in proportion to the annoyance they will occa­
sion. A copper or two in the £, of no conse­
quence to any body, will produce more than all 
that will be obtained from them, if the proposed 
assessment should not be, as however we believe 
it will be, perfectly sufficient.

Lastly, these extra taxes will serve to defeat 
one of the main objects of the improvement, 
which was to place unlimited means of cleanli­
ness, and, consequently, health, within the 
means of all without increased cost for availing 
themselves of them. These additional 20 shil­
lings will keep up the obnoxious connection be­
tween economy and dirtiness of the person and 
insufficient sewerage. For these reasons we 
trust that the Council will revise the proposed 
tariff. Let us have such an assessment as will 
raise the money acquired for the "Water Depart­
ment. But having made every one pay accord­
ing to his means, let him have as much as he 
likes of that which costs nothing, and let him 
use it as he pleases.

VAUDREUIL AGRICULTURAL SOCIETY.

The Fall Show of Agricultural Society, No. 1 
was held at Pointe-a-Cavagnol, on Thursday 
the 1st instant. The attendance was very nu­
merous, and the exhibition of animals was large 
and of abetter class generally, than we recol­
lect to have seen at any previous show at 
that place. The butter and cheese was pro­
nounced by persons in the trade present from 
Montreal, to be of the very first quality. The 
home-made cloth and flannel reflect very great 
credit upon those who take an interest in that 
part of domestic manufacture in the country. 
It is certainly very gratify to notice that the 
agricultural interests are making a move in the 
right direction in the country.

After the business of the exhibition was over, 
the party sat down to a very comfortable din­
ner provided on the occasion, by Mr. Kelso. 
The usual toasts being drank, the assembly 
broke up, perfectly satisfied with the results of 
the business of the day,

Should our correspondent be correct in h/s 
information—and we have every reason for be­
lieving that he is—there will, we take it, be 
but one opinion in Canada as to the utter ab-J 
surdity of undertaking the construction of any 
such costly and useless work. Should the Im-1 
"perial Government, or the Hudson’s Bay Com­
pany, consider it necessary or desirable, for 
political or other objects, to secure a road from 
Canada to the Red River Settlement through 
British Territory, the Canadian Government 
will, we trust, gratuitously supply either of 
them with whatever information regarding the 
country traversed by our party of Surveyors, 
we may uutam. rmu rui uauauian purposes, 
that is, for the purposes of trade, or of emigra­
tion—supposing any portion of our population 
could be deceived into the selection of such a 
country for settlement—, it is evident that for 
ages to come, the quickest, cheapest and best, 
although possibly, not tbe shortest, route be­
tween our country and the Red River Settle­
ment, will be that by St. Paul’s and Pembina. 
Canada, then, has no interest in and could de­
rive no benefit from the construction of the 
road in question ; and we trust her Legislature 
will never consent to divert in so profitless a 
direction any portion of her revenue, from the 
many profitable and legitimate objects, 
nected with, if not necessary to the develop­
ment of her own proper territory—on the Up­
per Ottawa and its tributaries, for instance, or 
the St. Maurice and on the Saguenay. When 
the vast tracts of fertile land in these well- 

\known and easily accessible localities are sett­
led, it will be time enough for any redundant 
population Canada may possess to turn their at­
tention towards the little-known and distant 
territory of the North-West. In the meantime, 
we look upon the “ cry” for the annexation of 
the Red River Settlement, or of any other por­
tion of the Hudson’s Bay Company’s territory 
to Canada, as a very foolish and selfish infrac­
tion of the tenth Commandment.

The Atlantic Cable.—The Observer says : 
It is now understood tc be determined definite­
ly not to renew the attempt to lay the Atlantic 
cable this year. The cable is to be forthwith 
unshipped from the holds of the Agamemnon 
and Niagara, and stowed away for the winter 
in the government dockyard at Keyham. There 
it is be well tarred and attended to, to prevent 
it from rusting. In the meantime, about 1,000 
miles more of cable are to be manufactured, 
which, with the quantity iu hand, will make 
3,000 miles tor the experiment next year. The 
Agamemnon and Niagara will go into winter 
quarters. The cost of the unsuccessful experi­
ment is estimated at about £30,000.

LAW INTELLIGENCE.

COURT OF QUARTER SESSIONS.

Thursday, Oct. 8, 1857.
Present—His Honor Mr Justice Bruneau.
The Grand Jury came into Court, this mor­

ning and presented the following true bills :

bailiff whilst in the execution"of his duty ; Mary 
Smith, Julie Letourneau, Catherine Clifford 
[two indictments], Mathilde Beauchamp, Fanny 
Hays, Lucie Silvain, John Drennan and Sarah 
Corfield, on indictments for keeping disorderly 
bouses ; Francois Adam, unlawfully and mali­
ciously inflicting grievous bodily harm. And 
no bills against Caroline Beaucaire, on indict­
ment for keeping a disorderly house ; Edward 
Grannon, on indictment for assaulting a consta­
ble whilst in the execution of his duty ; Louis 
Grothe, assaulting a bailiff in the execution of 
his duty.

Joseph Sheldrick, on conviction of stealing 
money. Judgment, four months’ imprisonment 
in the common jail.

Joseph Robillard, on conviction of riot 
Judgment, fined S30, and to find surety to keep 
the peace for twelve calendar months, himself 
in $400, and two others in $200 each.

Louis Lamoureux and Joseph Carron, lar­
ceny, were put on their trial and acquitted.— 
Mr. Cassidy, Counsel for prisoners.

Isaac Wilmett and Francois Clement, felo­
niously receiving stolen goods, were put on 
their trial and acquitted. Mr. E. Carter, Coun­
sel for prisoners.

Jean Baptiste Loiselle, larceny, was put on 
his trial and found guilty. Judgment, eight 
days’ imprisonment at hard labor.

Jean Baptiste Gibeau, obtaining goods by 
false pretences, was put on his trial and found 
guilty. Judgment, one months’ imprisonment 
in the House of Correction.

Owen Hainey, larceny, was put on his trial 
and acquitted.

Francois Adams, on indictment for unlaw­
fully and maliciously inflicting grievous bodily 
harm, pleaded guilty.

Tho Inquest on the Late Mt. Sadler-

The investigation touching the death of the 
late Mr. Sadler, was resumed yesterday after­
noon. The following witnesses were examin­
ed :—

Dr. Scott.—I have attended Sadler’s family 
for nine or ten years, and I do not remember 
having been consulted by the deceased. In 
my former deposition, I gave three reasons why 
he did not appear to suffer from disease 
of the lungs and heart. The first was, that 
he was not under medical treatment ; the se­
cond, that he was able to work the day pre­
viously to his having received the injuries ; and 
thirdly, that he was able to go to the fire at 
Douglas’Mills on the night in question. I am of 
opinion, however, that Sadler’s lungs, previous 
to the night of the fire, were diseased, but that 
the disease was developed in consequence of the 
injuries received on that occasion ; still it is 
impossible to say with accuracy how long the 
deceased would have lived if he had not receiv­
ed those injuries,—probably he might have 
lived for two years or more. I had no reason to 
believe that the deceased was consumptive pre­
vious to his receiving the injuries complained of.
I always looked upon him as a healthy man. I 
saw him very often. It is my belief that tuber­
cules did exist in the right lung of the deceased 
before he received the injuries at ihe fire ; still 
I believe that the life of the deceased 
would have been prolonged if he had not re­
ceived those injuries. I can corroborate Dr. 
Howard’s testimony, viz. :—That there was 
evidence in the left lung of the deceased of a 
natural cure of some former tuberculous disease 
having taken place.

Dr. R. P. Howard.—From the post-mortem 
examination of the body ot the deceased, and 
the evidence of Dr. Scott his private medical 
attendant, I believe that the deceased was the 
subject of tuberculous disease in a latent con­
dition, and at an early stage. I do not think that 
he would have died from the effects 
of the injuries which he received, had he not 
been the subject of latent consumption. There 
was evidence in the left lung of a natural cure 
having taken place of some former turbercu- 
lous disease. This fact, and the circumstance 
that turbercules generally progress to a fatal is­
sue, more slowly in old persons than in young,fa­
vour the opinion that the deceased would have 
lived several years longer, and might even have 
recovered had he not received the injuries in­
flicted on him on the morning of the 14th of July 
last.

Patrick Brennan—On the 14th of July last 
I was at the fire at Douglas’ Mill, and I saw 
there the Fire Company to which George 
Snaith belonged. There was a good deal of 
disturbance among the people who were at the 
fire—some would work and some would not. 
Amongst those present I did not observe any 
with fire-arms. I saw, however, parties with 
sticks in their hands, but I did not know any 
of them. I might recognize them by sight. I 
heard the reports of shots, but I did not see any 
fired, nor can I tell who fired the shots, as there 
was too great a crowd between me and them. 
Whilst I was assisting the firemen two lads 
came to me and requested me to desist. I re­
plied by telling them to go about their business. 
They left me, and I went after them, in order to 
ascertain who they were, but I lost sight of 
them. After this the men continued working 
for some time. The Union Company is the one 
to which George Snaith belonged,and I reme.in- 
ed with that Company till it left the ground. 
Whilst the Company were leaving the ground, 
John Burns came and told me the mob were 
going to beat George Snaith. I said that any 
man who would do so should first beat me. 
After this the men of the Union continued to 
leave the ground, and I accompanied them. 
Whilst doing so, a mob came down upon me 
and the Company. The men of the Company 
fled. I did all in my power to protect them. 
Some of the crowd called out to beat me, but 
most of them said no. Stones were thrown and 
shots were fired at the Union men, but I did not 
know who the parties were. I did not see any 
assault committed with sticks by the mob on 
the Union men. The parties who commit­
ted the assault were quite near to me, 
and pushing me about here and there.
I did not know any of the parties. I remained 
with the engine some time, and then went back 
to the fire, the mob cleared off and left me alone 
with the engine. Mr. Farrell was between the 
two places in the field at that time. I think he 
was trying to protect the Union men. I did not 
know the deceased. I did not see him lying 
upon the ground when he was. beaten. I do 
not know who beat him. I told the mob for 
God’s sake not to molest the firemen of the Un­
ion Company. I did not hear any person cry 
that he knew the leaders of the mob. I do not 
think I have seen any of the mob since that I 
could recognise, nor have I had any conversa­
tion with any of those parties .since. I did not 
see any man knocked down: I did not see John 
Burns in the mob. I do not know a man of the 
name of Murphy. I do do not think that Burns 
had any bludgeon or stick in his hand on the 
night in question. I think Burns had his coat 
off when I saw him. If I knew any of the mob 

should not be intimidated to tell their names 
At the time I did not know that it was the Un- 
ion Company that I was working with. I did 
not see the faces of those composing the mob 
before or since ; nor can I give any information 
that would lead to the discovery of the party 
who composed the mob.

Francis Farrel, Lieutenant of the Hose Com­
pany.—I was at the fire at Douglas’ Mills with 
my Company. Towards the close of the fire 
there was a riot and disturbance. I did not see 
stones thrown. I heard the report of fire-arms, 
but I saw no one with fire-arms in their posses­
sion, nor did I see any one with sticks or blud­
geons that night. I saw the Union Company 
there ; they were at work at the fire. I was 
several times near the Union Company on that 
night, but I did not hear of any rumor that it 
was the intention of the mob to attack the fire­
men. I was with the Union Company when 
they left the ground. My object was to get 
them out safely. What made me suppose they 
would be attacked was the crowd that gathered 
before them ; and knowing that the company 
was composed of Protestants, I was fearful that 
they might be attacked. I remained by the en­
gine till they left it. Whilst at the engine I 
heard the first shot fired. I then told the men 
they had better clear off, and I stepped back 8 or 
10 paces on to the field. I did not see any 
stones thrown. When the engine was stuck in 
the drain the mob was closing upon us. I did 
not recognise any of them. I told the mob that 
it was a pity that when came to do their duty 
that they should be attacked. I did not see any 
of the Union men struck or injured ! knew 
the deceased. I saw him working that night. 
That was the last I saw of him. I saw Mr. 
Brennan there. I can give no information 
which could lead to the discovery of the parties 
who attacked Sadler. About 300 people were 
on the road.

Charles E. Lloyd, blacksmith—Was a fire­
manbelonging to the Union Company. Was 
at the fire at Douglas’ Mills on the 13th and 
14th July last. On that occasion there was 
disturbance and a riot. I heard the report of se­
veral shots. A mob collected with sticks in 
their hands previous to my leaving the ground. 
Several boys came up to me and begged me, for 
God’s sake, to leave, as the Union Company 
were to be attacked by the mob. One of these 
boys is named James Gray. He did not belong
to the mob. A man named Michael----- came
up to me, having a stick in his hand. He said 
that there was going to be a row, and that they 
would commence on the Union Company, and 
that if I wanted to keep myself safe I had better 
clear. This man was one of the mob. The 
Union Company packed up, and as they were 
half way in the field I saw the mob coming up. 
I then ran across the field, and whilst doing so, 
three shots were fired at me. I heard the whiz­
zing of the balls as they passed me. I did not 
see Sadler beaten, but I saw him working. He 
was the third man from me. I did not see him 
after he was beaten. I neither saw Mr. Farrell 
nor Mr. Brennan at the fire. They might, how­
ever, have been there, without my seeing them, 

do not know the party who fired the three

Sir,—We have to acknowledge receipt of your 

letterNlated 8th inst., enquiring on behalf of the 
Council of the Board of Trade, what prospect 
there is of our being able, during the present 
season, to procure a steamer to take the place 
of the Canadian, and thereby resume the voy­
ages to this City.

In reply, we beg to say that though we have 
used every effort, we have hitherto been unable 
to get a vessel to hire of the size and speed 
required by our contract ; and we do not now 
expect to procure one during the present sea­
son.

Of the new vessels we are building, one will 
be ready by tbe 1st May next, and we might 
then resume the full service ; but the new ships 
will be considerably larger than those now run­
ning, and the difficulties of passing in and out 
of this harbor will be proportionately increased. 
Unless, therefore, some improvement is made in 
the harbor, or the importers will consent to re­
ceive their goods at tbe foot of the current, it 
is doubtful whether we can bring up the large 
ships during the summer months—-more especi­
ally as we have been notified that the Harbor 
Commissioners are about to institute an action 
against us for injury done to tbe wharves last 
year by the Anglo-Saxon and North American 
in coming into the harbor. The vessels were 
under the charge of regular branch pilots, and 
the accidents took place, not by any act or 
fault of us or of any one iu our employ, but 
from the narrow, crooked entrance to the har­
bor, the great length of the steamers, and the 
deficiency in depth of water.

Under these circumstance we think it exceed­
ingly hard that we should be called on to pay 
for damages arising from the imperfection of 
the harbor itself, aud the fear that such acci­
dents may again happen, makes it matter for 
consideration whether we can safely resume 
our trips to Montreal, though we regard it as 
the natural and most desirable terminus for the 
line.

while those steamers on the days named drew 
only 15.4j and 15.3, showing a difference be­
tween this draft and the depth of the Channel 
of aboutS feet. And by the sketches it will be 
seen there are no obstructions to the entrance 
where the pilots use the proper entrance marks 
—so that the accidents could not have been 
caused either by the crookedness of the channel 
or the shallowness of the_ water.

The dredging now in progress, will, by the 
end of the season, secure a channel of uniform 
depth, of not less than 19 feet, atjlowest summer 
level, and a breadth of 300 feet, which will no 
doubt be sufficient for the largest steamers (of 
the proposed increased size) to enter the har­
bour, and go to their berths with perfect safety.

Sib,—I beg to acknowledge the receipt of 

yours of the 29th inst. enc/osing a copy of a 
letter addressed by the Secretary of the Montreal 
Board of Trade to Messrs. Edmonstone, Allan & 
Co , Agents of tbe Montreal Steamship Co., and 
the reply of the latter gentleman in reference to 
the damage done to the wharves by the steam­
ers Anglo-Saxon in August, and North Ameri­
can in October, last year, and to the insuffi­
ciency of the entrance to the Port of Montreal.

In reply I beg to say, that from my knowledge 
of the channel at the entrance of the Harbour, 
my experience in its navigation, and having ob­
tained every information respecting the circum­
stances connected with these accidents in ques­
tion, I have no hesitation in declaring that these 
mishapt did not result from the insufficiency of 
the depth of water, or from the clookedness of 
the channel ; but that they were caused, by 
the steamers going at too great speed.

There was at the time the Anglo-Saxon en­
tered into Port, not less than 18 feet water in 
the channel, while she was drawing 15 ft. 4 in. 
And when the North American came into Port, 
there was about the same depth of water in the 
channel, while she was drawing only 15 feet 3 
inches.

The channel is in no place less than 200 feet 
in breadth, and that breadth is only for a short 
distance, the average breadth being over 250 ft. 
~ think, therefore, there can be no question that 
at the time the damage was done to the wharves, 
there was more than sufficient water for these 
Ocean Steamers, and that the channel was also 
of a breadth sufficient to enable them to pass 
with perfect ease.

I beg further to remark with respect to tbe 
new steamers of a larger size, referred to by 
Messrs. Edmonston, Allan & Co., as now being 
built by them for the weekly line, that with the 
improvements now going on in the approaches 
to the Harbour, there is no reason wbatevet 
why, with common care and prudence, steam 
vessels drawing 18 feet, at the lowest water, 
should not come into the Harbour, and occupy 
the berths appropriated for the use of Ocean 
Steamers. Although my practical experience 
prevented me from entertaining any doubt on 
this point, 1 I thought it as well to speak to one 
of the most experienced Pilots on the River, 
and was assured by him, that he would willing­
ly undertake the charge of any vessel, which 
could pass through Lake St. Peter, and bring 
her into Port and leave her moored, in perfect 
safety, at her berth, if not interfered with as 
long as he was on board.

shots at me. I saw a man of the name ofPaddy 
M'Gowan at the fire. I did not see him 
with a stick in bis hand, nor do I know if he 
was amongst the crowd. I can give no infor­
mation which could lead to the discovery of the 
persons who fired the three shots at me. About 
30 shots were fired, most of which appeared to 
be gunshots. Tbe man Michael—whom 1 have 
alluded to, works with Mr. Patterson, plough- 
maker, in "Wellington Street. I saw Michael 
coming and going towards the mob, and it is my 
impression that he was one of the mob. I re­
cognised no other person. I observed no po­
licemen on the ground. It is customary for 
them to go to fires, There were from 300 to 
400 people at the fire.

Samuel Hibbord May, Captaia of the Union 
Fire Company—Was acquainted with Mr. Sad­
ler. He belonged to the Union Fire Company. 
Our roll-book shows that Sadler has been one 
of the most regular of our men at fires. From 
this I conclude that the deceased did not labor 
under any disease. I saw Mr. Patrick Brennan 
a few days after the fire, and asked him what 
was the cause of the bad reeling against the 
Union Company that they should be maltreated 
insucha way. Brennan replied that he did 
not know that they bad done anything wrong 
—that they bad certainly rendered him good 
service. He also said that he had done all in 
his power to prevent the Union Company from 
being attacked. I said to him, “ You must 
know some of these parties who attacked the 
company ;” and asked him if it would not be 
doing a good service to have an example made 
of some of them. He replied by stating that 
he would not dare to do so ; if he did, he would 
very likely have his property destroyed and 
himself ill treated ; and my impression was, at 
the time, that he must have known some of the 
parties.

The room was then cleared, and after deli­
berating for some time, the investigation was 
further adjourned till 4 o’clock this afternoon

into this port with safety.
I am instructed by the Commissioners to 

state, for the information of ehe Council of tbe 
Board of Trade, that from the earliest period 
when the question of establishing a line of 
steamers between Montreal and Liverpool, was 
entertained, they earnestly sought by every 
means in their power, to advance and facilitate 
an enterprise, which they felt to be so intimate­
ly connected with tbe prosperity of this Pro­
vince, and more especially with the interests of 
this City.

In this spirit, tbe Commissioners entered into 
communication with tbe present agents, Messrs 
Edmonstone. Allan, & Co., and upon their posi­
tive assurance that the only impediment to 
bringing the steamers to this port, was the 
probable want of ample accommodation in prox­
imity to the existing, wharves. It was resolv­
ed to construct a wharf of large dimensions, at 
Hochelaga, having a frontage of upwards of 300 
feet, and a clear depth of more than 20 feet of 
water at the lowest summer level.

This wharf was built mainly to suit the re­
quirements of such steamers as Messrs. Edmon 
stone, Allan & Co., wereuthen building, and its 
site was fixed in accordance with tbe represen 
tarions of that firm. Its dimensions were also 
increased from those originally laid down in 
the plan, as they stated that a greater height 
of wharf was absolutely necessary to make 
the berthing of their vessels ample and com 
plete.

You are no doubt aware that this wharf has 
been constructed for more than a twelve month, 
but up to the present day, though there has 
never been a question as to the safety of ap­
proach to that locality, Messrs. Edmonstone, 
Allan & Co., have not found it conveient to oc­
cupy it in one solitary instance. Instead of 
this, they have brought their steamers directly 
into port, and have occupied berths in the har­
bor, where the Commissioners have afforded 
them every aid, by securing to them tbe prior­
ity of right to certain berths, and by erecting, 
at their request, a shed on the wharf for the 
purpose of storing goods, and thus enabling 
their vessels to discharge and load their cargoes 
with dispatch.

In face of these facts, the allegations of 
Messrs. Edmonstone, Allan & Co., about tbe 
imperfections in the approach to the harbor, 
and the crookedness of the channel are best re­
plied to by the Reports of Mr. Forsyth, the 
Harbor Engineer, and Captain Charles L. Arm­
strong, Superintendant of Lake and River im­
provements, together with the opinion of Cap­
tain P. H. Morin, Harbor-master, all of which 
documents I transmit herewith, and to which 
tbe Commissioners would direct the particular 
attention of tbe Council of tbe Board of Trade.

Tbe damage sustained by the wharves, by the 
steamers Anglo-Saxon and North American, for 
the recovery of which, the Commissioners are 
obliged to take legal steps as the agents refuse to 
recognize the claim, ougbt certainly to bo made 
good by the respective steamers, as from evi­
dence adduced at the time of tbe accidènts, the 
collision ought not to have occurred bad the 
same caution and prudence been exercised, 
which brought other steamers of that Hue into 
Port without difficulty.

The Commissioners having the public pro­
perty in charge, can make no invidious distinc­
tion, and feel it to be their duty to make the 
same rule apply to all parties without distinc-

Sir,—In answer to your letter of the 2nd 

instant, calling my attention to certain remarks 
of Messrs. Edmonstone, Allan & Co., Agents of 
the line of ocean steamers, respecting the al­
leged imperfect state of the channel of naviga­
tion, and the damage occasioned to the wharves 
by two of their steamers coming in contact with 
them, I beg to state that I am perfectly satisfied 
that no such obstructions existed ia the channel 
of navigation to the Port of Montreal during the 
months of August and October, 1856, which 
could in any way impede or prevent the steam­
ers Anglo-Saxon and North American from en­
tering this harbor with ordinary care and pru­
dence.

Numerous sailing vessels of greater draft of 
water than these steamers were drawing, entered 
and left the port about the same period, with­
out any difficulty whatever.

Iu my opinion, the cause of these steamers 
coming in contact with the wharf was a lack of 
judgment on the part of the pilots, by keeping 
too far to the south of the channel, and coming 
too close upon the buoy ; consequently, to re-
gain, tlao olxannol, thoy had. to etoor to the north,
when the strong current took their larboard 
bow, tbe steamers lost steerage way, and could 
not recover their course iu time to clear the 
Island Wharf.

This fact is particularly worthy of your no­
tice as the two accidents are perfectly similar, 
both having been caused through tbe same er­
ror in management.

I positively state that larger steam vessels 
than those of the present line with an increased 
draft of water, even to 18 feet, will have every 
facility to enter the Harbour with perfect safety 
next year under proper pilotage, especially, in 
view of tbe improvements now going on in the 
Harbour.

As to the number of berths available for these 
large steamers there are but two iu tbe Queen’s 
Basin, which have answered up to this time ; but 
steamers of larger dimensions than those now 
frequenting the Port, will be obliged partially 
to overlay one another, in consequence of their 
increased length ; and it may be a question for 
those interested, whether, such a contingency 
be not worthy of consideration.

Such was tbe condition of the country as to 

crops and specie balances in 1837. Then, by 
tbe natural course of trade, specie was going 
abroad ; going abroad, to settle balances occa­
sioned by commercial transactions; to pay for 
tbe flood of wheat that was pouring in upon us. 
The suspension took place in May.

Now look at tbe state of things to-day ; here 
in October, be ore the crops have come to mar­
ket. These crops are numerous ; they will soon 
be available ; they must go forward ; and they 
are what the foreigner cannot do without. We 
can stop foreign importations at any moment, 
and the indications are that they are pretty ef­
fectually stopped for the present ; but the for­
eigner cannot stop buying of us. Cotton must 
go forward ; and this article at this moment— 
croakers to the contrary notwithstanding—is 
just as good if not better than so much specie. 
The grand surplus at the east is waiting to pay 
eastern indebtedness ; and this will set the 
wheels of trade in motion.

Here are recuperative elements, all soon to be 
available, which bear no analogy whatever with 
their condition in 1837 ; and which, too, are 
beyond the reach of the furious bulls and bears 
of the stock board ; and even the Railroads, 
which have been a main cause of the present 
panic, are to be a most powerful instrumentality 
to aid in the work of recuperation ; for along 
these highways are our varied products des­
tined to flow to their natural markets with a 
celebrity unknown before. Whatever brings 
these crops from the granaries of the West to 
the markets of the East, will do a public ser­
vice ; and when here, they will come in aid of 
the struggling mercantile community,

These are tbe cheering things in tbe business 
horizon. They may not quite yet justify the 
cry of Land Ho ! They are enough, however, 
to warrant the conclusion, that if the ship can 
be kept afloat a little longer, she will reach a 
safe harbor.

the Harbour Engineer’s report, will show con­
clusively that there existed no impediment 
whatever in the channel of navigation to the 
Anglo-Saxon and North American entering the 
Harbour with safety on the 12th August and 
the 25th October of last year, and that there 
was ample depth of water and sufficient room 
for vessels of their size and depth.

In respect to the larger class of steam ships 
intended for the weekly line, the Commissioners 
are now engaged in rendering the channel 
thoroughly fit for vessels of a tonnage 'fully 
equal to those alluded to, and should the 
agents see fit to stop their vessels at Quebec, 
instead of coming to Montreal, they will be un­
able to show that they have been constrained 
to adopt such a course from deficiency of water 
in the channel, or inability to enter this port, 
with ordinary care.

Sir,—I beg to acknowledge receipt of your 
communication of the 29th instant, enclosing 
copy of a letter from Messrs. Edmonstone, 
Allan & Co. to the Secretary of the Board of 
Trade, dated the loth instant, and referring to 
the damage done to the “ Island Wharf,” by 
the Steamers of the Montreal Ocean Steamship 
Company, and also to the depth and breadth of 
the Channel entering the Harbour.

In reply, I beg to say, that in order that the 
matter may be more clearly understood, I en­
close sketches (No. 1 and 2) of the Harbour, 
shewing the Channel as it was on the 12th of 
August, 1857, by which you will perceive that 
the Channel at its narrowest point is 200 feet 
wide, and on an average from the “ Island 
Wharf” to the shoal opposite the “ Victoria 
Pier” it has a breadth of 250 feet.

Gentlemen,—I am directed to acknowledge 
the receipt of your letter of the 10th nit. As 
reference was made in that letter to the state of 
the Harbour, and to the action of the Commis­
sioners with regard to damage alleged to 
have been done to the wharves by two of the 
Steamers of your Line, last year, the Council 
deemed it to be their duty to transmit to the 
Harbour Commissioners a copy of tbe Corres­
pondence. and to invite any explanations they 
might have to offer ; and I have now the honor 
to enclose a copy of their reply, together with 
copies of the reports of Mr. Forsyth, Habour 
Engineer, Capt. Armstrong, Superintendent of 
Docks, and Capt. Morin, Harbour Master. It 
will be seen by these documents that no difficul 
ty need be apprehended in bringing into this 
Harbor, Steamships of tbe size of those which 
you are now building for the Weekly Line, and 
as much interest is felt on the subject by the 
merchauts of this city, the Council venture to 
hope that you will enable them to assure the 
public of your intention to resume and continue 
the voyages of your steamers to this port next 
session.

Sir,—In reply to your letter of this date, we 

beg to say that notwithstanding the reports of 
Mr Forsyth, Captain Armstrong, and Captain 
Morin, we are still convinced, from experience, 
that the Harbour of Montreal, in its present 
state, is not fit to accommodate steamers such 
as compose the Montreal Ocean Company’s ex­
isting line, much less the larger ones we are 
now building.

Neither do we believe that with the water at 
its lowest summer level, these steamers could 
come to Montreal drawing 18 feet water, unless 
the bottom of the river is further excavated at 
several places.

At the same time we have no hesitation in 
saying that if the necessary improvements are 
made in the river and harbour, to admit of our 
doing so, the mail steamers will always come
up to Montreal, unless prevented by the loss of 
a vessel, as in the case of the .Canadian, since 
which three vessels have had to do the work of 
four-

But we will not hold ourselves responsible 
for damage done to the wharves by our steam 
ers entering the harbour while in the charge of 
branch pilots, whom we are obliged to take, but 
ever whose efficiency we have no control, and 
if the Harbor Commissioners persist in an oppo­
site view, it will be a matter for consideration 
whether we will run the risk of bringing the 
large steamers up.

It must be borne in mind that no large vessel 
will steer well if her keel is within a few inches 
of the ground, and even with the best possible 
management, in a channel not broader than 
two-thirds of her length, she always will be lia­
ble to take a sheer and get ashore on one side 
or the other.

The wharf at Hochelaga is every thing that 
could be desired, and the largest class of steam­
ers could approach and leave it at all times 
without danger. We would, therefore, gladly 
use it, and will be ready to do so as soon as the 
commercial community give their assent to it.

The Money Crisis in the United States.—
There are several marked phenomena attend­
ing the present crisis in money affairs, says the 
New Y. Times which neve have been witnessed in 
any previous commercial revulsion, and one of 
the most remarkable of them is that the revul­
sion has come when the entire country is in 
condition of unwonted prosperity, when the 
great staples of the country are more abundant 
than they were ever before, and when the 
whole nation has been literally flooded with 
gold. The great panic of 1837, which extended 
over nearly five years, could easily have been 
foreseen, or at least acccounted for by the merest 
tyro in political economy ; the breaking up of a 
long-established banking system, and specula­
tions in fictitious land projects, the “ great fire,” 
and a succession of short crops, produced the 
great mercantile disaster of that period. Since 
then we have enjoyed a succession of prosper­
ous years, and the only disturbing causes have 
been the discovery of the California gold mines 
and the growth of our railroad system. But 
these are the elements of prosperity, and not of 
ruin. Our railroads have cost us something 
more than $700,000,000 which has been expend­
ed during the past fifteen years, and q consider­
able portion of which has been contributed from 
abroad, and not been repaid. It is about the 
amount that England spent in two years 
in her Crimean war, for which she receiv­
ed not a shilling in return, while our
Railroads have more than paid for calling at

themselves by developing the resources J30R0URG, PORT HOPE, and other NORTH 
of the country. Monetary panics have hereto- f SHORE PORTS.
fore been universal in their influence, but wo, '_
now find certain classes of merchants who do^ 
not appear to have been touched by the panic.

In the list of reported failures, we do not find 
the name of any grocers ; yet they form a most 
important class of our business men, and their 
transactions are to very heavy amounts. One 
of the assigned causes of the superior stability 
of the grocers is that they give shorter credits 
than other jobbers, but the real cause probably 
is that the commerce in articles which come 
under the head of groceries is limited to the 
actual wants of customers, while in dry goods 
and other articles ofluxury there is no limit to 
consumption.

The present panic is mainly the result of a timi­
dity of feeling which would long since have worn 
itself away, and given place to a more confident 
tone in the stability of our commercial institu- 
tutions, but for the two accidents of tbe failure 
of the Ohio Life and Trust Company and the loss 
of the Central America. But the ill effects of 
these untoward events are beginning to dis­
appear, and it cannot be long before a healthy 
tone will be restored to the public mind, and 
the wheels of commerce will begin to revolve 
again with their accustomed regularity of move­
ment.

MONEY PANIC IN THE UNITED STATES— 
1837 AND 1857.

(From the Boston Post.)
Our monetary article will give the financial 

aspects on Saturday in our city. Onr merchants 
armed themselves excellently for the difficulty, 
and met their payments on this hardest of days 
in a manner most honorable to our community. 
The liberal line of discount by tbe banks and 
the disposition evinced by all to aid each other, 
produced this gratifying result ; and the feeling 
on Saturday evening was more cheerful than it 
has been for many days. Let this policy be 
firmly continued only for a short time, and 
such are the recuperative elements surely at 
work, that the crisis will be passed in a way that 
will make every business mau feel proud of our 
city.

Deeply is it to be regretted that, at such a 
time, a man like Amasa Walker should stand 
up in a public meeting and advocate a suspen­
sion of specie payments. Tbe soundest of our 
commercial men view such a measure as perfect­
ly suicidal. Necessarily it must have the ten­
dency to cripple the means of the banks to take 
care of their customers, and increase the pressure-, 
and most seriously to damage the business of 
Boston—to say nothing of the immeasurable 
calamity of dishonor. As an instance of the 
practical effect of such a condition, in other 
quarters, take the following from the Press of 
Philadelphia :—r

“Waiving the immorality of taking advantage 
of what is said to be our misfortunes, and of 
making others pay for it, the fact is that suspen­
sion will work to our disadvantage, and drive 
trade away from Philadelphia- instead of bring­
ing it to it. An instance has jnst been suggest­
ed to us by a western man ; In Pittsburg, Ohio 
money is preferred to Pennsylvania money, be 
cause Philadelphia does not pay specie and Ohio 
does. An Ohio merchant owing to Philadelphia 
cannot even if he has a draft on Philadelphia, 
get specie forit; but if he has a draft on New 
York, he can sell it at two per cent., or if he 
goes to New York, he can sell his draft there, 
and return to Philadelphia with his gold and 
got four per cent, premium for that. How much 
then, is Philadelphia substantially advanced by 
suspension.”

Such is the character of the evils which a sus­
pension would inflict on the business interests 
of this city ; and all who have these interests 
at heart should strive every way to avoid 
it.

Some still go back to the suspension of 1837, 
and say that’the cases are, at bottom, analogous, 
and that what then was unavoidable is necessary 
now. We have remarked at some length on the 
facts that prove them not to be. Take an illus­
tration that comes home to our present condi­
tion as to specie : one drawn from the state of 
the exchanges. Nearly a fortnight ago we re 
marked that in the place of the millions of 
foreign indebtedness, and of the ruinous drain 
of specie out of the country of 1837, the rate is 
such in 1857 that it must bring specie from 
abroad. Look at exchange to-day! It is at 
such a rate as to allow a margin of profit to im­
port specie from Europe of between eight and 
nine per cent ; the trade is such that specie 
■must come ; and it is safe to predict that heavy 
imports can begin within thirty days, while our 
own product is pouring in constantly from 
California. Need we point to the difference 
between such a state of.things and the state 
that existed at the date of the 1837 suspension ? 
Then our exchanges were against us as to specie, 
and it was flowing out of the banks and out of 
the country

But look at this alleged analogy in a point of 
view in which we have not considered it. The 
suspension of 1837 took place'at a time when 
our crops were all in—had been Jail used up. 
Indeed all through the south the planters had 
evenrpledged the crops not yet soivn—those of 
1838—/or means to meet their engagements Let 
us recal a fact or two. Here is a citation from 
a New Orleans paper of 1837—just before the 
suspension :—“ New Orleans, April 5, 1837. 
Three hundred bales of good quality cotton
