WILLIAM J, BRYAN

Returns to New York From
His Year's Trip .
 Abroad.

New York, Aug. 20—Under - gray
ekios, in exuberapt spirits and bronz-
ed by the sun of many climes during a
year of travel around the world, Wm.
J. Bryan, of Nebraska, steamed up
New York bay this afternoon on the
steamer Prinzess Irene and received an
ovation from large welcoming parties
which went dol:r 10 quarantine to
meet and cheer the incoming vessel and
its distinguished . Mr. Br
did not enjoy his usual health dur-
ing the voyage, but he was much bet-
ter to-day, and said that he lelt sure
he would*be able to carry out
plans which have been made for him
during the next few days. He was
fatigued when he boarded the steamer
ond durigg the entire voyage suffered
from indigestion and severe headache.
His illness was not serious enough to
interferc with his work, however, and
he devoted a large portion of the nine
days at sea in preparing his speeches
and in keeping up his eorrespondence.
Mr. Bryan will not land in New York
city proper until to-morrow after-
noon, when, he will be received at the
Battery by delegations of prominent
Democratics from all parts of the
country and escorted to the hotel,
whera he will make his headquarters,
He was taken off the Prinzess Irene
by special permission of President
Roosevelt shortly after the vessel had
anchored in quarantine. First he went
aboard two tugs which had been char-
tered by “Bryan's Nebraska home-
folk,” where he was exultantly greet.
ed and hailed as the next President.
He then went aboard the yacht Hlini
and was taken to the landing of the
Ocean Yacht Claub at Stapleton, S.I.,
where he landed and was whirled away
in an automobile to the home of Mr,
Lewis Nixon, “Ben Braw,” on the
heights of Tompkinsville, where he

accompanied hy his wife and deugh-
ter, Miss Grace Bryan. Mrs. Pryan
went with him on the Ilini to Mr.
Nixon's home. Miss Bryan continued
on the steamer and spent the night
with friends in the city. Mr. Bryan
could not be drawninto a discussion
of political questions to-day.

SPELLING BY UKASE.

President Roosevelt has fallen juto
the hands of the epelling reformors,
headed by the Toronto World and Mr,
Andrew Carnogie, and has adoptl the
samo strenuous.methods with which ba
handled the trusts, the Chicago park-
ers,» and the Senate of the United
States, but ‘bhe scems to have under-
teken a task iUhnt is too great, even
for him, and the comments on his de-
cree ealablishing an American official
version of the British langunge are not
entiroly flattering to him. It is true
that, like all great reformers, he has
contented himself with & mere instal
ment, and a tolerably modernte one,
of vevised spelling, but it has been
more than sufficient to bring, a wasp's
nest about bis ears, and now that the
press of Great Britain and the United
States teem with protests against the
liberties which the learned statesman
of the White House has taken with the
English language it is probable that
the same doubt occurs to him which
was felt by the small boy after he had
mastored the alphabet, as to whether
it was worth while to go through so
much to get so little. The President
has forgotten that a language is like
the poet; it is born, not made to ord-
er: it changes from time to time, and
from year to year; and the spelling of
to-day is not that of a century ago,
nor that the same as the spelling a
couple of centurles ago, nor that again
the spelling of Chancer, but the chang-
a2 come about separately not en
masse, and spontancously, .ot by offi-
cial mandate.

Some alarm is expressed in England
lest this last aet of President Roose-
velt should break up the English
spenking nation, and divide them into
American-Fnglish, nand British Eng-
lish. The Baltimore Sun has not the
game foar. It protests against the as-
sumption that the President of the
United States can -change the English
language by proclamation, that all he
has to do is to sigh an order direct-
ing Americans to #pell certain words
and they will tremble

Perhaps if he were not under
the spell of that erudite philanthropist,
[ Mr. Andrew Carnegie, he would have
acted less hastily and imperiously. But
Mr. Carnegie is apparently of the opin-
ion that languages can be mada to
| order as quickly as pig iron. His im-
'.pniimrr- may have impelled the Presi-
| dent to proclaim that the English lan-
| guage would be modified at once to
|conform to the notions of the reform-
| ors, of whom Mr. Carnegie is chiof. If
lth-_- Prosident thinks it desirable, the
spelling reform proclamation may be
incorporated in the national platform
of the Republican party in 1908.
