During the whole seven-month 

wrangle it proved impossible to 
patch up a tariff-lowering agree­
ment between the United States 
and Britain.

Although it is known the Amer­
icans came here ready to make 
substantial concessions, the price 
they asked in return from Britain 
and other Commonwealth countries 
in terms of reduced imperial pré­
férences was not acceptable.

Instead of the hoped-for 400 
bilateral tariff agreements, only 
147 have been completed. Two of 
the most Important parties, Brit­
ain and the United States, failed 
to reach any agreement.

And, as any concession received 
by one country is enjoyed by all 
others under terms of the générai 
agreement on tariffs and trade, 
failure of the two largest trading 
powers to agree affected everyone 
else.

Details of the tariff reductions 
agreed on will not be made public 
for three weeks. Until then, busi­
ness men will have to wait for the 
news that may mean greatly in­
creased exports of their goods.

The secrecy that has surrounded 
the “silent conference" since it 
opened Sept. 28 will then be lifted 
and schedules setting out the new 
rates of duty will be published.

Observers believe the main value 
of the conference lies in the entry 
into international tariff bargain­
ing for the first time of western 
Germany, Austria, Turkey, the 
Philippines, Peru and Uruguay.

_ These countries introduced new 
fields for tariff concessions on im­
portant goods and commodities. 
West Germany, in particular, is be­
lieved to have concluded many 
valuable agreements with older 
G.A.T.T. members.

_ Talks on general trade matters, 
side by side with the actual bilater­
al tariff negotiations, are believed 
to have strengthened the G.A.T.T.’s 
influence and position as logical 
successor to the illfated interna­
tional trade charter.

This was accepted by the Havana 
conference in 1947 ' but probably 
won’t be ratified by the majority of 
governments that took part.

Herbert Evatt Has Tough 
Opposition In Australia

Sydney, Australia, Ajpril 21. 

— ((P)— pr, Herbert Vere Evatt, 
deputy leader of the Australian 
Labor party and former president 
of the United Nations General 
Assemibly, is fighting hard to hold 
his parliamentary seat.

He is opposed in the April 28 
Australian general election by 
Mrs. Nancy Wake, a heroine of 
the second world war who tackled 
the doughty Evatt in the 1949 
election and whittled his 1946 
majority of 11,000 to a mere 
2,644. This time the fight is tough­
er because Dr. Evatt must con­
tend with the communist isspe. 

Last year Dr. Evatt opposed the

apparently safe anti-Labor seat 
of Barton. He won the riding and 
in 194.1, when the Fadden govern­
ment was overthrown, became 
Attorney-General and Minister 
for external affairs in the first 
Curtin government.

While a minister, he worked 
hard and made his staff work 
hard. It was said of him that 
wherever he went he left a trail 
of ulcers, heart attacks and nerv­
ous breakdowns.

He fought hard at the San 
Francisco conference in 1945 for 
the rights of small powers in the 
projected United Nations and 
against the veto power which was 
given to the big five,

He was elected president of the
coalition government’s bill to dis- u. N. General Assemibly for 1948-

The communist party, and sev­
eral unions challenged the act in 
the high court and Dr, Evatt ac­
cepted a brief to appear for some 
of the unions.

For this Dr. Evatt was bitterly 
attacked both inside and outside 
the Labor party.

Greensboro a 10,000-ton tanker 
loaded with 140,000 barrels of oil. 
Survivors related stories of hor­
rible, flaming death aboard the 
floating inferno.

The 26,000-ton super - tanker, 
Esso Suez, the other ship in the 
collision, was gashed for 20 feet 
in the bow 10 feet above the water 
line. She had no cargo, but an 
avalanche of blazing oil from the 
other ship set her forepeak afire. 
The first mate was killed and four 
of her crew of 44 were burned.

Three bodies were recovered. 
Four survivors, including two from 
the Esso Greensboro, were flown 
to hospital at Corpus Christi, Tex.

Men from the tanker Virginia, 
one of a dozen ships that went to 
the scene, boarded the Greensboro 
late last night. The Coast Guard 
reported they put out the flames 
and took the ship in tow.

The Coast Guard received the 
first SOS from the Suez at 5:29 
A.M. EST Friday. The message 
read; “Struck tanker and appar­
ently all hands are lost.’’

The Esso Burlington, another 
ship at the scene, picked up three 
charred bodies. Additional bodies 
were seen in the water, but dark­
ness prevented further recoveries. 
Planes joined in a search of the 
area early today.

The Esso Suez’ crew put out the 
fire and she proceeded under her 
own power.

The Coast Guard listed the four 
Greensboro survivors as: Arthur 
Rolf of St, Cloud, Fla.; Leroy E. 
Fay of Baltimore; John A. Pirro 
of Leominster, Mass., and John W. 
Rohm of Mobile, Ala.

Fay and Rohm were flown to 
Corpus Christi, both badly burned.

Fay, who was lying on his bunk 
when the crash came, told of the 
tragedy through swollen lips.

“The passageways filled with 
men trying to get out. You should 
have heard all those guys scream­
ing and hollering for help. Every­
body tried to run topside. Quick 
as they did, they were burned 
alive . . .

“I opened a hatch and flames 
blew back in my face. There was 
a kid there got burned standing

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Asia Has Its Say On Mac Arthur’s Ouster

DASTARDLY WORK
How often have the people heard from 

Communist sources about some of the most 
distinguished, bravest, most cultured and 
highly educated men pleading guilty when 
charged by the Communist police with various 
offences against the state? There comes 
revelation of the most dastardly work of all 
done by the Communists in the process of 
liquidating opponents. A Polish author has 
advanced the theory that human endurance is 
broken down by protracted and persistent 
cross-examination, day after day, with the 
victim under a fierce electric light as he or she 
faces the interrogator.

The author of the book himself experi- 
sneed this ordeal, but his will-power sustained 
it. His fellow prisoners were less fortunate. But 
can such a system explain the abject self- 
abasement of highly educated and strong- 
minded men like Catholic dignitaries or well- 
known statesmen?

In medical circles there is a strong suspicion 
that the true explanation of these mental 
transformations is “frontal leucotomy," a 
comparatively simple needle-point surgical 
operation—which can be performed whilst the 
patient is under an anaesthetic—whereby a 
severed nerve weakens the mental initiative.

What a prostitution of science I What an 
abasement and degradation of human beings! 
What foul wickedness! In brief antichrist at 
work.

NATIONAL HEALTH COSTS
The British Socialist Government’s national 

health plan, which was largely the work of 
Aneurin Bevan who recently left the Health 
Ministry to take over the portfolio of Labor, 
far exceeded his estiipated cost for the first 
year. Mr. Bevan was an optimist, and predicted 
that, within a year or two the rush for free 
medical services would shake clown to a 
normal level. Undoubtedly, hundreds of thou­
sands of people went to doctors for attention 
they would not have sought if they had to pay­
ât the professional rates. And undoubtedly a 
vast number of people derived benefit. The 
service was very comprehensive. It included 
free dentistry, including sets of teeth, free eye­
glasses, free hearing aids and even free toupees. 
Many millions of sets of teeth and many 
millions of eye-glasses were supplied.

That scheme was introduced in 1946, and 
Mr. Bevan’s estimate of cost was £ I 50,000,000 
the first year. But the actual cost of services 
by doctors, dentists, optometrists and others 
was more than double that amount. Instead of 
going down it is still going up. ] he estimate for
195 1 is $35 5,040,000, which is about 
$3,500,000 more than last year.

So Mr. Gaitskill, W-hen he introduced his’
budget last week, announced that in future, 
people who wanted new teeth and eye-glasses 
would have to pay half the cost. His colleague, 
Mr. Bevan, was so angry that he threatened to 
resign, hut Mr. Attlee talked him out of it.

Any minister who sponsors legislation that 
costs more than ! 00 per cent more than he said 
it would ought to retire.

If a lot of people feel that they cannot 
afford to pay half the cost of new teeth and 
new glasses it does not seem to matter much 
because the meat ration is so small that they 
can swallow it without chewing, and so small 
it cannot be seen with the naked eye anyway.

LACK OF LOGIC DISTINGUISHES GREAT 
DEBATE OVER M.cAKTHUR

Wft»hin«ton-—(NEAI-Somc of the stuff fly- 
ing around on the Mai-Arthur firing and the great 
debate over sctuiilng troop* to Europe should rate 
prizes as cln-'ic example* of lack of logic, This ap- 
pliis to both parties. And it should leave the aver­
age citizen wondering whether either party ha* a 
dear policy. Or if It has, <lo the Individual mem- 
heis of each party understand it?

Take a few typical examples:
When the troops for Europe debate was on, 

one of the principal arguments against it was that 
building up North Atlantic defense force* in west­
ern Europe would provoke Soviet Russia into an 
attack.

When the MacArthur case eu in e along, however, 
the general's defenders supported him in the idea 
that he lie empowered to l)om>b Manchurian tm.-e- 
and order the Chinese National-';si'* to launch an at. 
tack on communist China. The general’s critic* 
mentioned this would certainly provoke Soviet Rus­
sia into direct purlicipation in the Korean mess, and 
thus start Wodd Wat III.

Thiis contradiction poses a question: If it’a 
wron,g to provoke a shooting war in Europe, why 

1 is it all right to provoke one in Asia? Or state it 
j the other way: If it’s all right to run the risk of 
! all-out war in Asia, why isn’t it all right to take 
1 ills' same gamble in Europe?

BRING 'EM HOME—NO, SEND 'EM TO CHINA
Here’s another:
Four or five months ago, when UN troops were 

j being pushed hack in Korea, tl -erc was considerable 
! agitation in Congress for the United Slates to putt 

out. Victory was con si dared impossible. Why should 
American troops die in Korea? Bring the hoys 
home.

Meanwhile, the Truman administration kept in­
sisting that the U. S. and UN must stay in Korea 
and fight. Then came the MacArthur crisis. Genetal 
MacArthur wanted to wage more aggressive war.

When Prcsiident Truman relieved the general of 
command, the cry went up that he should have been 
supported. By jerking the rug, it was claimed that 
the President was trying to appease the communists 
ami lose the Korean war.

Which position is right? If the Truman admin­
istration could he accused of pushing the war too 
aggressively before, how can it be accused of not 
pushing the same war now? On the other hand, if 
the President’s opponents—both Democratic and 
Republican—thought the U. S. should pull out of 
the Korean war before, why should they change 
and insist it is proper to become more deeply in­
volved now?

Take a third illustration:
Part of the congressional opposition to uni­

versal military training has been that the United 
States did not. want to set up a military caste. It. 
was feared that UM'T might lend to military control 
of the government. It was even feared that send­
ing General Eisenhower to Europe as supreme com­
mander for the North Atlantic Treaty Organiza­
tion would put him in position to become a mili- 
tary dictator.

MILITARY OR CIVILIAN CONTROL?
When General MacArthur in effect defied the 

civilian head of government, however, many of the 
same people who had expressed concern over mili­
tary control of government leaped to the general’s 
support.

Question: If it is wrong to put General Eisen­
hower in a position that would make him a man on 
horseback over the civilian government, why is it 
all right to have. General MacArthur in a similar 
position on the other side of the world?

Or look at a fourth case, or series of cases:
The Truman administration has time and time 

again denied active and all-out support to the Na­
tionalist government of China, now on Formosa. 
Reasons given are that Ohiang Kai-shek’s govern­
ment is weak, corrupt, ineffective, unreliable.

Even if you grant all these charges as true, it 
must be admitted that support has also been giver 
to other foreign governments of which the same 
things could be said in varying degrees on each 
count. Greece, for example. The Philippines. The 
Argentine. Even South Korea.

Now if it is all right to support some of these 
weak and struggling governments, to help them 
attain stability, why is it wrong to deny such aid 
to others? Spain? Yugoslavia? India?

On the other hand, much of the opposition to 
more, aid for western Europe has been that it was 
useless to try to defend it against communist ag­
gression, if the Russians ever decided to move in 
and take over.

So the question here is: If it is wrong to try 
to support western Europe against possible com­
munist aggression, why would it be all right to 
support Nationalist China against such aggression?

St. Catharines Standard 

J, M. Macdonnell, Conservative Member To­
ronto-Greenwood, recently moved in the House 
that the increase of 2'5 per cent, in the sales tax, 
making the total tax 10 per cent, be wiped out in 
the budget of Mr. Abbott. Of course, if the House 
voted in favor of the motion, the government 
would have to resign and ask the Governor-General 
for an appeal to the country. There isn’t a chance 
of that happening, of course. The submission of 
the motion, which is one of want of confidence, by 
Mr. Macdonnell, financial critic of the Opposition, 
does focus the eyes of the country on the budget 
weakness. The increased sales tax has been gen­
erally condemned across the country.

Much force is lent to the condemnation by 
Mr. Maedonnell’s assurance that the Finance Min­
ister's habit of budgeting for a surplus will again 
show a surplus quite equal to all the money taken 
in higher sales taxes from over, the counter. And 
those higher taxes hit people in the lower wage 
brackets, least able to take any taxation at all.

“Please comment on the bidding 
of this hand," requests a New 
York reader. "When this hand was 
played in the Eastern States tour­
nament recently, South won the 
opening spade lead and promptly- 
led a club for a finesse of dum­
my’s ten. East won and laid down 
the ace and king of diamonds.

“West went into a deep huddle ; 
over the play to the second round 
of diamonds, but finally decided to | 
drop his jack. East thereupon ran; 
three more diamond tricks, setting 
the contract two tricks.

“Isn’t four hearts a sounder con­
tract? If so, how should it be 
bid?”

Four hearts is a-sounder con­
tract, but it should be observed 
that it depends on a successful 
club guess. If South had guessed 
the queen of clubs at no-trump, he 
would have brought home nine 
tricks without any difficulty.

However, the clubs guess is 
easier when hearts are trumps. 
Declarer can discover very early 
that East has a singleton heart. 
He then plays East for possible 
length in clubs, and the queen of 
clubs is thus easily picked up.

The game in hearts is easily 
reached if South cue-bids two 
spades instead of bidding two no- 
trump. North can then go to three 
clubs, after which South belatedly 
shows heart support by bidding 
three hearts.

At this point each member of 
the partnership has had a chance 
to show diamond strength by bid­
ding no-trump. Since each had 
ducked that responsibility it 
should be clear that the necessary 
diamond stopper simply doesn’t

DOCTOR HAS SEVERAL WAYS
TO STUDY STOMACH FOR 

ULCER
By Edwin P. Jordan, M.D.

Suppose you have had pain in 
the atomaeb region or peculiar 
stomach sensations for a few 
weeks and go to the doc tor. What 
next? The story that you tel! may 
ras-.o the suspicion of ulcer of the 
stomach. The doctor want* to 
make sure before stnrung treat­
ment.

There are many things he can 
do. One is to give a special test 
moal. withdraw the stomach con­
tents through a ruibber tube after 
a little while, and examine the ma­
terial for acid and other things. 
This is of enormous help and al­
though sometimes n person dreads 
the tube for the first time, it is 
not painful. In fact, a great many 
patients learn to do it themselves 
without difficulty. Another thing 
that is usually done is to examine 
a sample of intestinal waste for 
blood since the doctor needs to 
know whether the ulcer is bleed­
ing.

Important in any study of the 
stomach is the X-ray. For this 
the patient is given a liquid to 
driitk which contains barium. The 
barium keeps the rays from going 
through so that the stomach can 
be seen in a sort of silhouette pic­
ture.

An ulcer pocket is visible by 
this method so that its location 
and size is accurately known. It 
is possible, too, to look directly 
into the stomach by means of an 
ingenious flexible tube fitted with 
mirrors and called a gastroscope. 
Pictures can be taken of the in­
side of the stomach if desired.

All this is necessary as a pre­
liminary to treatment. But some­
thing should bo said about treat­
ment, also, because people often 
get confused about it and wonder 
why one person is treated one 
way for ulcer ami the next-door 
neighbor another.

The answer is simple. The 
treatment depends on the location 
of the ulcer, on its size, on the 
symptoms produced, on the age or 
occupation of the patient, and 
many other factors which vary 
from person to- person. 
Tretamentt

In general, medical treatment is 
aimed at avoiding irritation of the 
ulcer from acid, nervous strain, 
or anything else so that the ulcer 
will be given a chance to heal. 
Surgical treatment, of which there 
are several kinds, has a similar 
purpose unless the particular op­
eration is for removal of the ulcer 
and the stomach area around it.

Which of these various methods 
to use demands careful study and 
expert weighing of all the factors 
in each individual person.

Film Of The City

J doubt if thiW* can be any 

place quite like tjws City oi Lon­
don anywhere else in the world. 
Ravaged by fire though it was in 
World War II, this compact rrta 
of offices, banks and warehouses, 
with its vast daytime population, 
its handful of nocturnal residents, 
its medieval churches and livery 
halls, still has an atmosphere all 
its own—an atmosphere so strong 
that I for one never weary <f 
wandering through its narrow 
streets, peering down its alley­
ways, standing for minutes on end 
just looking at its venerable old 
buildings, And it has a life all its 
own, too; medieval privilege of a 
harmless kind still lives there 
side-by-side with medieval cere­
mony; the. King himself must stop 
ait Temple Bar to obtain permis­
sion from the Lord Mayor of 
London before passing this east­
ern boundary of the City. And 
the City, small though it be in 
area compared with the rest of 
London, has its own police force 
independent alike of Scotland 
Yard and of the Metropolitan Po­
lice Force throughout the rest of 
London.

This administrative independ­
ence is but one expression of the 
City’s intense individuality, There 
is nothing quite like St. Paul’s 
Cathedra], the dome of which do­
minates the whole of London; 
there is nothing quite like the 
Lord Mayor’s Show, when the 
newly elected Lord Mayor pro­
ceeds in state through the length 
of the City; there is nothing quite 
like the hurrying crowds in the 
streets’or the long column of of­
fice workers which morning and 
evening crosses the east side of 
London Bridge, bound from the 
suburbs to the shipping offices of

Leadenhal! Street of the banks of
Lombard Street.

The businessmen who through 
the Common Council control the 
destinies of the City, love its at- 
mosphere no less than I; and as 
their contribution to the Festival 
of Britain they have decided to 
make a film about nothing else 
hut the City of I/mdon—its silent 
empty streets on Sundays, its 
bustling life on week-days; the 
rich and colourful life of the 
Guilds in the Middle Ages and 
the famous street cries of London 
heard in succeeding centuries. The 
film will show the busy fish mar­
ket of Billingsgate, the Stock Ex­
change, and the Mansion House, 
the Guildhall, the Tower, the 
Royal Exchange, with pictures of 
the Lord Mayor and the Common 
Council who together hear the 
responsibility for watching over 
the traditions of this great City. 
Museum Of Rule Life

At the same time as this step 
is being taken to record the life 
of the City of London one of our 
universities, that at Reading, has 
embarked on an enterprise of 
equal interest—the formation of a 
museum of English rural life. 
There is a growing interest in 
Britain in museums of this type. 
In the 100-acre grounds of the 
Welsh folk museum at St. Fagans 
Castle in Wales a wood turner and 
basket maker may be seen prac­
tising their traditional crafts; in 
the Isle of Man, between England 
and Ireland, a farm and cottages 
have been restored and furnished 
with typical Manx cottage furni­
ture while at York in Northern 
England a street of early 19th 
century shops has been rebuilt in 
the museum and exhibits arrang­
ed, not in display cabints, but in 
the shop windows and on side­
boards inside the shops.

But to return to Reading; the 
idea there is to bring together ob­
jects illustrating rural life from 
all over England so that the stud­
ent may compare methods and 
implements used for the same job 
in different parts of the country. 
Details of the individual exhibits 
are given in card index, with a 
description of the process, and a 
photograph of the implement in 
use; while in another index may 
be found a list of books on the 
subjects, Specimens already re­

EXTRACT OF MINISTERIAL DECREE 
of the 22nd MARCH 1951

NO. 291

REGARDING TROUT FISHING AT CRYSTAL LAKE 
AT STANSTEAD AND BALDWIN'S MILLS POND 

AT BALDWIN’S MILLS.
Be it known that Crystal Lake in the County of Stanstead 

and Baldwin's Pond at Baldwin's Mills have been restocked;
Be it known that by a decree of the Council, under date of 

the 5th May 1950, bearing No. 803, fishing was forbidden in 
these lakes until the opening of the fishing season for the 1951 
season.

By virtue of Paragraph “e” of Article 37, chapter 154 of the 
StaCites of Quebec 1941.

It is therefore ordered on the proposition of the Honorable 
Minister of Fish and Game:

THAT IN THE SAID LAKES IT IS NOT PERMISSIBLE 
TO FISH BEFORE THE 24th of May of that Year and Subse­
quent years,

THAT THE LIMIT OF THE DAILY CATCH MUST NOT 
EXCEED 15 trouts or 8 pounds;

THAT IT IS NOT PERMISSIBLE TO fish except "FLY 
FISHING" Artificial or worm bait, the use of any other bait 
being forbidden.

Quebec, April. —(Æ>)— Women 

can’t be lazy if tr.ey want to s-ave 
on their food bills, says chief 
Louis Baltera.

“Buy a little meat saw and a 
sharp knife,” is his advice to 
housewives.

“Then when you go to the but­

cher shop, buy your meat in 
chunks and don't pay for the 
butcher's labor. You can buy a 
half-loin of pork and cut the 
chops yourself for much less than 
you can buy the same number of 
pork chops already cut.

“A leg of veal can supply cut­
lets, stew meat and bones for 
soup. A loin of Deef will furnish 
many steaks, much cheaper than 
butcher cuts. Leftovers of any 
meat can be ground at home for 
hamburgers, croquettes and meat 
pies.”

Housewives concentrate too 
much on buying choice cuts of 
meat, Baltera says. Much can be 
done with other inexpensive cuts 
if the time and trouble are taken

to evolve good recipes. It takes a 
little «more effort perhaps, than 
broiling a porterhouse steak, but 
Baltera says its worth it.

Tasty Recipes—

Here are a couple of his sug­
gestions for inexpensive main dish 
recipes that housewives will find 
a. real treat:

Canadian pork pie:—Put two 
pounds of lean pork from the 
shoulder, two small onions, one 
pound fresh back fat, one ounce 
of salt, a little pepper, nutmeg 
and all-spice through the meat 
chopper, (medium grind). Put in 
a saucepan with one cup of water 
and cook half an hour on a mod­
erate fire, stirring often to pre­
vent it from sticking to the pan. 
Remove from the fire and add 
three cups of white bread crumbs, 
mixing well and letting cool. Fill 
like an ordinary pie and serve 
either hot or cold.

Beefsteak and kidney pie:—Cut 
a pound of rump in big cubes and 
flatten with the cleaver. Slice 
about the same quantity of beef 
kidneys one-quarter inch thick. 
Fry these separately over a quick 
fire and drain in a colander, Put 
in a pot together with some chop­
ped onions, salt and pepper and 
moisten with brown stock (or 
beef consomme). When nearly 
done, thicken with some brown 
sauce and a little tomato paste. 
Five minutes before removing 
from the fire add a small bunch 
of parsley with one bay leaf, 
chopped. Put in an individual dish 
or large pan. Cover with pie paste 
and bake until the crust is done. 
Serves four.

To Sport Fishing By Minister; 
Rod And Line Only To Be Used

Permission to the public to 
fish, with rod and line only, in the 
North River in the counties of 
Argenteuil, Two Mountains and 
Terrebonne, and the Salmon River 
in the county of Huntingdon is 
given in a public notice issued by 
the Department of Game and 
Fisheries for Quebec.

Charles Fremont, K.C., General 
Superintendent of Game and Fish­
eries, said that these rivers and 
the waters within one-half mile on 
either side of the mouth of each, 
had been set apart for the natural 
propagation of fish, under the 
Quebec Fisheries Act, 1932. Art­
icle 62 of this Act prohibits fish-

Ing in such waters except under 
written permit. This regulation 
was not generally known and 
these rivers have been fished by 
residents of Montreal and other 
parts of the province, witnout in­
terference by wardens, until the Î 
regulation appeared in the 1951 
summary of fishing laws.

Mr. Fremont said that his Min­
ister and department wished to 
make it possible for such fishing 
to continue as there seemed no 
good reason for thèse rivers to 
be closed to angling. However, a 
written permit is necessary, and 
it would be impossible to issue 
such a permit to the great num­
ber of individuals interested. The 
Minister of Game and Fisheries, 
Hon. C. E. Pouliot, M.U., there­
fore authorized the following pub- 
lice notice which will be accepted 
by wardens as written permission 
under the Quebec Fisheries Act:

Notice is hereby given in accord­
ance with Article 62 of The Fish- 
eriés Act 1932, that the public is 
permitted to fish, with rod and 
line only, in the waters of the 
North River in the counties of 
Argenteuil, Two Mountains and 
Terrebonne, and in the Salmon 
River in the county of Huntingdon 
and also within one-half mile on 
each side of the mouth of each of 
these rivers. This permit is sub­
ject to the General Fishing Regu­
lations in regard to the open sea­
son, legal length and catch limit 
for each species of fish.

Cincinnati Reds Behave Like Long 
Downtrodden Gang That Has Just 
Spotted Bluebird For First Time

— (NEA) —Maybe the

Cincinnati 
Reds ought 
examined.

For a club that finished a soggy 
sixth last year, their silver-lined 
thoughts this spring seem mon­
strous. With becoming modesty, 
the Cincinnati players have for­
borne to talk pennant. But they’re 
thinking it. It shows in their 
smirking, swashbuckling manner, 
in a new esprit de corps. They 
are behaving like a long down­
trodden gang that has just spot­
ted the bluebird.

It must be submitted that this 
is not altogether illusion. There’s 
solid basis for a degree of opti. 
mism. Perhaps it’s not the bed­
rock kind on which pennant 
dreams stand up, but the Reds’ air 
castles are not being built exactly 
on quicksand.

They are rooted on the good 
right arm of Ewell Blackwell, the 
southpaw wing of Ken Raffens- 
berger and the lethal bat of Ted 
Kluszewski.

They lean most heavily on the 
Blackwell flipper. In spring train­
ing, this fragile pitching appen­
dage has shown irrefutable evi­
dence that it is mended again, and 
apparently, as good as new.

You can remember how won­
drous it was at the Outset, for 
that was not so long ago and, be­
sides, it was the sort of thing not 
easily forgotten.

Blackwell came blazing across 
the horizon in 1947, his sopho­
more year in the majors, looking 
like a right-handed reincarnation 
of Carl Hubbell. He won 22 for 
a rather nondescript team, lost 
but eight. The stringbean six- 
foot-fiver ■ practically paralyzed 
batters *s he led the league in 
strikeouts and victories. He fash­
ioned a no-hit no-run game against 
the Braves, strung together a 
modern mark of 16 in a row.

Then, at this pinnacle of a tow­
ering career, he came a cropper. 
Arm trouole was his first seizure. 
This was sufficiently serious to 
clip his victory string to a meager 
seven in 1948. But this was mere­
ly the beginning of his misfor­
tune, Kidney trouble necessitated 
a post-season operation. A shoul­
der muscle, which shook its moor­

ings, spoiled his summer of ’49. 
He won only five that year, and 
a tragic ending seemed ordained 
for a career which had begun so 
spectacularly.

But Blackwell wouldn’t quit, 
and last year his gallant perse­
verance was rewarded. Despite 
a mid-summer battle with an in­

flamed appendix, he managed to 
finish with a 17-15 mark, and a 
confidence completely restored.

Now they say nothing ails him. 
He looks like the Blackwell of 
old.

His performances stir wary 
Luke Sewell to an unwary state­
ment.

“He’s a cinch,’’ says the pilot, 
“to win 20.” This, some observers 
feel, is a masterpiece of under­
statement. The way Ewell looks 
he might win 30, a feat which no 
pitcher has turned since Dizzy 
Dean did it in ’34,

Now that Raffensberger has 
shown that he, too, is back on the 
beam, the Reds feel they have a 
one-two pitching punch.

And with Kluszewski’s homers, 
a batting punch to go with it.

A guy can dream, can’t he?

Canadiens Can Have Richard But 
Toronto Fans Will Take Kennedy, 
Mainstay During Present Playoff

Toronto, April 21, —- (CP) — 
Montreal Canadiens can have Rock­
et Richard and his goal-scoring 
wizardry. Toronto hockey follow­
ers will settle for tenacious Ted 
Kennedy whose dogged centre-ice 
play has brought the Maple Leafs 
to within one game of their fourth 
Stanley Cup championship in five 
seasons.

Although Toronto fans look for 
their club to wind up things by 
carrying off the fifth game, there 
is sound reason for Montreal vic­
tory hopes. All four games so far 
have been settled by one-goal mar­
gins in sudden-death overtime. Sid 
Smith, Kennedy and Harry Watson 
have pulled the overtime trigger 
for the Leafs. Richard got the

home-run goal for the Canadiens.
Until Watson and Howie Meek- 

ed got the range for a goal apiece 
at Montreal Thursday' the 25-year- 
old Kennedy’s line had scored all 
Toronto’s goals in the series. He 
was the main factor in standing off 
the challenge from Boston Bruins 
in the semi-final series. Kennedy 
isn’t the leading scorer — he has 
four goals and four assists in 10 
games — but he’s been No. 1 Leaf 
all the way.

It’s been the same way over the 
years. The Leafs went out in the 
semi-final round of Cup play in 
1944, Kennedy’s rookie year. In 
1945 his seven goals topped the 
individual scoring records as the 
Leafs won the Cup.

From 1931 to .1940 Irvin was 
coach of Toronto Leafs, winning 
the Stanley Cup in the 1931-32 
campaign. He moved to Canadiens
