Another Word of Warning.

Yesterday we emphasized, at least by draw-
ing attention to them, the sound views of the
business condition enunciated by Mr. Smithers
at the annual meeting of the Bank of Montreal.
We wish to-day to speak of a feature of our
financial system, a reference to which was im-
Plicd in the remarks of Mr. Buchanan, the
General Manager of the Bank. He stated that
the number of shares of Bank of Montreal stock
standing in the names of brokers was 5,087, a
year ago it was 999 more, but his opinion is
that a greater number of shares gre held ¢ on
the street ™" that is for speculative purposes than
at the same time last year. The import of this
condition of things may easily be undervalued.
Let us say, in order to be safe in our calcula-
tion, that 6,000 shares in the Bank are held
by brokers on account of principals who do not
cwn the shares, but have advanced a
margin of five or tem per cent. of
their market value to secure the broker
against loss. 1f the market price of the stoek
declines, they increase their margin, or lose by
the broker selling the stock to protect himself.
If the market price advances they can sell out
and make something by the transaction. Tt
seems a simple operation, but it has proved
fatal to many a speculator, who, not content to
give a dollar's worth in §oods or work for every
dollar he receives, falls into this one of the
thousand pitfalls which beset all short cuts to
riches, '

The market value of these six thousand
shares held on margin is over tiro and one-half
millions of dollars. This is an enormous
sum when one thinks of it in connection with
the amount of speculation in the shares of
other banks; an
sary to estimate

amount it is wununeces-
for argument has
sufficient Dbasis in these actual figures.
Speculation anything is a source of
weakness and danger to the community. In
times of depression, in financial crises the
business community looks to its banks for
assistance, and regards their soundness as a
guarantee of ultimate recovery. And yet, at
such times, the price of Lank stocks decline
almost before other indications of disaster.,
This decline is a precursor of the storm
instead of one of its after effects, as wonld be
the case in a healthier state. The stock of the
Bank of Montreal has sold within a compara-
tively short time at 150. If there is a good
harvest and other things favor us, it may sell
for 250 before the annual meeting of next
year. But these excessive fluctuations in price,
representing no adequate change in the earn-
ing power of the Bauk, or its stability, are a
source of evil deplored by all who understand
their significance, by none more deeply, we are
sure, than those who manage its affairs with so
much ability and prudence.

When determined
to better themselves men ought, rather than
strike, to work on at what they hold to be un-
fair wages for a time, add to their savings, and
bide their opportunity to meet unjust em.
ployers effectually and permanently.
