Fire leads to vast police operation

Franklin Elementary held their official opening ceremonies for this year's Olympiad on Thursday,
February 4, after having been visited by 2010 torch-bearer Gordon Denison on January 29. This
week's event included a parade of nations, with a team of students of all ages representing Greece,
Finland, Sweden, Italy, Great Britain and the United States; the “lighting” of a crepe paper “torch”
by principal David Brisebois, and the singing of the Canadian national anthem. In the coming weeks,
students at the school will be taking part in Olympic events, both sporting and academic. English
teacher Gordon Bown, who organised the activities, said that the hope was that they would encour-
age the students to watch more of the Olympics, and would also create an awareness of what goes
on in Vancouver, including the personal and ethical issues which come with the event. He explained
that the older students “took ownership” of the events, having chosen the country their team would
represent and being in charge of keeping their teammates organised. Like the team shown here, which
will be representing Sweden, the entire student body will be showing a lot of teamwork in the coming
weeks, and they will surely represent the best of Olympic spirit. (photo CH)

Les Aciers Huntingdon ceases operations

Barely five years after setting up shop in the Roskies Industrial Complex, Les Aciers
Huntingdon has shut down. The business, which specialised in the steel structures for the indus-
trial sector, promptly closed its doors on January 18, resulting in the loss of some 30 jobs.

The president of the Corporation for economic development for the town of Huntingdon and
mayor of the municipality, Stéphane Gendron, announced the end of operations of the compa-
ny at the municipality’s monthly council meeting in February. An article which appeared in the
Journal de Montreal on February 8 also announced the decline of the company, which counts the
multinational aluminum company Alcoa and Le Cirque du Soleil among its clients.

The daily newspaper reported that Desjardins’ financial
centre for businesses (CFE) for Grandes- Seigneuries/Vallée-
des-Tisserands decided just before Christmas to close the
company’s line of credit. This measure left no choice but to
close down the production plant.

A fire in a private residence led to
a two-day police operation which
led to the arrest of a 27-year-old
man early last week in Ormstown

Just before 7:40 pm on February

I, a house on Route 201 in
Ormstown caught fire. The town's
fire department was called to the
scene and went into the house,
which was empty at the time. Steve
Knox, Ormstown's fire chief, said
that the firefighters established that
the fire was suspicious, and called
in officers from the Haut Saint-
Laurent of the Streté du Québec
(SQ) to investigate the incident.
While waiting for the police, the
firemen discovered some twenty
eight-inch cannabis plants in the
basement of the house. Know said
that the fire was started on the
front porch of the house, and that
most of the damage from the fire
was on that wall and on the roof,
but that the firemen had to cut a
hole in the roof to fight the flames.
He noted that inside the house,
there was mainly water-damage,
and that in total the damage was
valued at approximately $20 000.

Once the police had arrived, one
of the occupants of the house, a 26-
year-old man, arrived on the scene
and was arrested by the officers.
When he was questioned, he stated
that he did not know how the fire
could have started in his home, and
said that he had left the house to
take his daughter to the Barrie
Memorial Hospital because her
hands were hurting. The officers
noted that the young lady had
burns on her hands “but did not
make the connection,” stated
Officer Ronald Mclnnis, spokesper-
son for the 5Q.

When officers from the regional
investigation division of the SQ,
which is based in Vaudreuil-Dorion,
arrived in Ormstown, a car belong-
ing to the occupant of the burned
house was found. The trunk of the
car had a bullet-mark on it
from a twelve-gauge firearm,
which the car’s owner was
not aware of, said Officer
Mclnnis. The car had been
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left in the parking lot of a bar in the
dred

A witness said that they had
heard a shot being fired and seen a
vehicle leaving the parking lot at
speed. A car and a pickup are
thought to have left the area. “We
thought we had found the individ-
ual at his home,” stated Officer
Mclnnis. The investigation carried
out by the team overnight led them
to believe that a 27-year-old man
from Ormstown could be responsi-
ble for the fire.

The following day. a pickup with
two people on board passed in front
of the scene of the incident, in view
of the police vehicles which were
parked there. A pursuit ensued,
which ended when the truck was
intercepted near the CIBC bank in
the middle of town at the beginning
of the afternoon. The two occu-
pants were arrested and taken to
the police station in Ormstown for
questioning. The man who was the
passenger in the vehicle is facing
criminal charges.

That same afternoon, a search
was carried out in the home of the
suspect, which is on Liggett Street
in Ormstown. Ammunition was
found on the premises, but no
firearms.

The accused, 27-year-old Daniel
Daudelin, appeared at the
Valleyfield courthouse on
Wednesday. He was accused of set-
ting fire to the house on Route 20|
with the help of an accomplice, and
of shooting a firearm at the victim's
car.

A love-triangle is thought to be
at the centre of the incident.
According to Officer Mcinnis, the
occupant of the burned house was
in a relationship with the accused’s
love-interest.

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Bicycle path may soon move
further into Haut Saint-Laurent

Several municipalities from the MRC du Haut
Saint-Laurent are joining together to revive the
plan to create a bicycle path which runs through
the region. At the MRC's monthly meeting on
January 13, tentative plans for a path which
would join to the bicycle path in Sainte-Martine
and pass through the municipalities of Tres-Saint-
Sacrement, Howick and Ormstown were laid. A
committee is being formed to pick up the project,
which was put aside several years ago.

Not only the building, but also the mainte-
nance of the path are to be discussed, as one of
the main concerns of people who own property
which would border on the potential path is that
“the path could become a dumping ground,” MRC
prefect Alain Castagner noted.

The path would have many benefits, the pre-
fect said, “not only to draw in tourists, it is inter-
esting for us as well,” especially for families, for
whom it is very difficult to ride bicycles on many
roadways. Ormstown’'s mayor, Jacques Lapierre,
was very enthusiastic about the project when he
was contacted following the meeting. He said
there was definitely not only support for the proj-
ect, but also demand, and remarked that he
thought this project was “extremely important.”
He brought up a conversation he had with Guy
Deschenes, director general of the health and
social services centre of the Haut Saint-Laurent,
about new medical staff coming to the area.
Lapierre said that Deschenes told him “the first
question they ask is whether there is a bicycle
path,” and noted that building this path would be
important not only for people who are already
here, but for those who have yet to arrive. The
mayor stated that this kind of attraction is need-
ed in order to make Ormstown a truly “dynamic

municipality.” and that he hopes that it will help
the town to become better-known in the South
Shore

Francois Rochefort, mayor of Tres-Saint-
Sacrement, acknowledged that the path would
certainly benefit some of his municipality’s resi-
dents, but said that he had some concerns about
the site, the maintenance of the area around it
and security for cyclists when they were on more
isolated stretches of the path. He said that he
thought the plans for the path as they stood
would benefit larger groups of cyclists the most,
rather than individuals or small groups. who
might not feel safe to pass through such a remote
area for fear of being targeted by troublemakers. In
terms of tourism, the construction would hold lit-
tle value for the municipality. according to
Rochefort, as there are very few businesses which
could benefit from more people passing through
the territory.

The mayor of Howick, Denis Loiselle, said that
although only a very small portion of the path will
actually be in his municipality, that the town is
ready to help as soon as they can with any main-
tenance on their section. He said that many resi-
dents of Howick have been asking about the proj-
ect and when it will be completed, and that he
feels that it will be a very welcome addition to the
community, as at the moment anyone who wish-
es to use a bike path has to put their bikes in the
car and drive to Sainte-Martine.

Alain Castagner remarked that his dream
would be to have a bike path going from
Huntingdon to Ormstown to Howick, and then on
to Saint-Chrysostome and Saint-Remi and with
the revival of this project, that dream comes much
closer to reality

According to what the president and owner of the company. Dan
Demers, told the newspaper, the financial institution came to make the
decision after the company decided to begin producing a new type of grill
which would be used for leveling and would revolutionise the use of
asphalt on roadways as well as the management and maintenance of
parks, green-spaces and golf courses. The technology involved in the grill
had been developed in Saint-Jean-sur-Richelieu, and its production rights
had been sold to the Dalhousie Street factory.

In order to be able to fund the production of the new product, the
business was allowed financial aid for “research and development,”
Demers said. It took eighteen months for the project to be accepted.
When the CFE saw that the project had begun production a year earlier,
they stopped everything, according to the daily.

The company's president said that $400 000 had been spent toward
the expansion, with financing being assembled “from the means avail-
able,” he said, by taking on approximately $200 000 in debt from the fed-
eral and provincial governments.

The firm had an agreement with the two governments to reimburse
the funds owing. It had already paid back approximately $80 000, leav-
ing $116 000 to be paid. When they were informed of this, the CFE
Desjardins of Salaberry-de-Valleyfield decided to close the company's line
of credit, according to the available information. "At the CFE, it was with-
in their rights to react as they did. As for us, we had a verbal under-
standing to settle everything. We had done eight months, and there
were twelve left to fulfill our engagement,” said Demers in a telephone
interview with The Gleaner/La Source.

When contacted by telephone at his office in Salaberry-de-Valleyfield,
a representative of the CFE, Eric Faubert refused to comment on the case
of Les Aciers Huntingdon, saying that “we cannot give details in terms
of numbers.” He referred The Gleaner/La Source to the director of com-
munications for the South Shore for the Fedération des caisses
Desjardins, Yvan Larocque. Larocque also declined to comment, saying
that it was a "business decision between us and [Les Aciers
Huntingdon]” and that the details of the case were confidential.

For Demers, the end of operations for the company is even more
painful because it was profitable. The factory, which was valued at
approximately $4.8 million, had approximately $1.8 million in sales con-
tracted. “We had to give the contracts to other businesses in the region,
in Longueuil, and elsewhere,” he remarked, adding that the company’s
equipment and other assets “are in the hands of the CFE."

Les Aciers Huntingdon was the first business to set itself up in the
building, which used to house Huntingdon Mills, in 2005.

Another side of
February 14

With Valentine's Day just around the corner, the stores are filled with red and pink
merchandise, heart-shapes, lace and chocolate galore. In this day and age. those have
become part of the very definition of the day, along with the loving sentiments which
are theoretically at the centre of the tradition

In ancient Rome, however, the days around February 14 were host to a somewhat
different celebration: Lupercalia. In the Roman calendar, February was a bit later in
the year, and this celebration was a spring festival which was centred around purifi-
cation and fertility. The festival was originally a religious rite devoted to agriculture,
or a purging of all troubles before the growing season. According to the website of
the Edmonton Lupercalia festival, “Lupercalia prayers originally asked for abundant
crops and many healthy new born animals, and that wolves leave the herds alone.’
Celebrations maintained some of their agricultural origins later on, as part of the tra-
dition had to do with sacred cakes made from the first grains of the previous year's
harvest

So, let Saint Valentine's Day remain a celebration of love, but as a sidebar to that
aspect of the holiday, we can also remember that in the Pagan tradition. the day
marked the approach of spring and hopes for a good harvest to come. The thought of
warm spring breezes and plenty of fresh produce is just another thing to delight in
on Sunday, along with the romance, the cards and the chocolate

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120 years ago
February 13, 1890

FRANKLIN CENTRE

The winter of 1890 will be indelibly engraven upon the minds of thousands all over
the world, as rhe “bearer” of an epidemic. which although not the most fatal, has, by
its omnipresence, left desolate homes, in almost every locality. Many hearts which
beat high with glowing expectations at the beginning of the year, have had all their
hopes shattered, and prospects changed, by the loss of loved ones. Judging from
reports, east and west of this vicinity, it can be safely said that Franklin has had more
sickness of a serious nature than ever fell to its lot. Many and varied are the incidents,
in connection with the siege. One family consisting of a mother and son (who lived
rather isolated) lay prostrate for two days, without either fire or food. Fortunately one
of the neighbours happened to notice that there was no smoke from the chimney
and thus relief was obtained. The poor cattle were almost famished. having had noth-
ing to eat or drink during that time

February 8, 1950

PAT MACCALLUM AND SON OPERATE THRIVING BUSINESS

One of the most active and busiest places in this locality is a saw-mill owned
by Mr. Patrick McCallum and his son situated a short distance from the No. 4
highway on the Elgin sideroad. Mr. McCallum and son are engaged in an enter-
prise which is closely tied up with Canadian culture and the Canadian winter
They make hockey sticks

A visitor to the scene would immediately take note of the orderly piles of
planks outside. and venturing into the mill, he would see five-foot logs and lum-
ber of various sizes all neatly stacked ready for each stage of the process. The
hum of the saw, which rarely lets up during the day testifies to unceasing effort
necessary to meet the demands of Canada’s national sport

The mill operated by the two McCallums is approximately 50 feet long and 24
feet wide. It contains two saws, a 48-inch circular saw run by a stationary motor
of 40 h.p. and a smaller rip saw. The raw material consists of 5-foot logs. It is
first reduced to slabs | inches thick and then cut into strips 7/8 of an inch
thick which are the rough dimensions of a hockey stick handle. A similar routine
is followed for the blades except that the cuttings are of a different size and
direction. The process requires more skill than is apparent at first glance

After sawing the handles and blades are examined for flaws. knots. etc
graded accordingly. A first class stick is straight-grained and clear whereas a sec-
ond class one may contain knots and the grain may be crooked. A third grade
stick has even more flaws. On a good day, 75 percent of the production may be

When the Hinchinbrooke Fire Department was founded in 1963, current chief
Kenny Welburn said that a lot of members of the community showed their support
by attending meeting and events, even those who did not wish to be members of
the department. The feeling in the community seems to be the same today, as
Welburn said that nearly 800 people showed up for the department’s annual
fundraising breakfast last year. The department’s members agreed that the essence
of the department hasn’t changed all that much since its founding, although
member Justin Jamieson remarked that anyone joining the fire department now has
to go through “a lot of classes” compared to the past, with about 300 hours of basic
training to be completed. Philip Smith stated that the “regulation changes over the
last 35 years have made it tougher, but it makes the fire department better and
safer.”

The department, which currently has 33 active members, was founded shortly
after a serious fire at Racine’s mill in Athelstan, in which the building could not be
saved since there was no fire department. Donald Racine, the owner of the mill;
Pete Shearer and Doug Fortune held a meeting to discuss the formation of a
department for the district, and more volunteers turned up at subsequent
meetings. Many members of the community knew firefighters from the other side
of the border, who were part of departments such as Fort Covington and Constable,
and these American firefighters guided the Hinchinbrooke department in its early
days, according Douglas Grant, who has been a member since 1975.

The challenges of being a firefighter have not stopped the department’s current

members, who range in age from 20 years old to 58, but they have been enough to
turn back some people who thought they might like to do the job. “Sometimes
you're away from home a lot,” said Welburn, who said that often people were
surprised by how big a commitment it was to join the department. Smith added
that there other considerations, such as when a firefighter has to answer a call,
somebody else has to fill in for them at their regular job. He noted that luckily, there
has only once been a call to the department on Christmas Day, and that it was for a
fairly simple grass-fire, but that a call can come at any time, day or night, and might
interrupt anything.

The department, which covers all of Hinchinbrooke and also 40 percent of Elgin,
has the same benefits and pitfalls as most other departments in small communities:
its members know the territory and the people, which is an advantage in finding the
fires and knowing a bit of the background of the people involved, but as Jamieson
remarked, they “know everybody when something goes wrong,” compared to in a
larger community where it might be easier to distance oneself from the tragedy.
Other difficulties in the department include trouble in getting quick access to
outside equipment and assistance, as the area they cover is somewhat remote and
it takes longer to reach them, which also often means that the firefighters have a
fair distance to drive to get to any given fire. Smith noted, however, that
experiences from the past have “helped a lot with improvements in the
department.”

With stations in Athelstan and Rockburn, the Hinchinbrooke Fire Department is
not entirely unique in its having two stations, as Sainte-Barbe also has two, but its
members can brag that it is the only department within the area's mutual aid
program which can carry over 7000 gallons of water at a time, thanks to the fact
that each station has both a pumper truck and a tanker truck.

The Hinchinbrooke Fire Department is one of the ten departments in the
Chateauguay Valley to benefit from mutual aid. Not only do the departments help
one another, they also get help from the mutual aid set up in Franklin and Clinton
Counties across the border. Grant remarked that “the thing that most people don’t
understand [is] that no individual town can afford all the equipment needed for a
big fire.” The veteran fireman noted that their mutual-aid system is unique in that
no money ever changes hands: he said that not only are there no problems with
running the system in that way, he thinks that their mutual aid works so well
because of the setup.

One thing which has changed somewhat in the course of the years is Women’'s
Auxiliary. While Grant said that there are still “a few die-hards” who still make
sandwiches and coffee for the firefighters, making them one of the few
departments who have carried on the practice, there are far fewer than there used
to be. He said that with fewer stay-at-home wives and everyone being much busier,
it is understandable that it is more difficult, although everyone in the firefighters’

families and the community as a whole does everything they can to support the
department.

Becoming a member of the fire department is clearly a family affair. Douglas
Grant’s father, Donald Grant, was one of the department's first volunteers when it
first started, and was the Fire Chief for ten years, from 1983 to 1988. Douglas Grant
would also take a turn as chief, taking the position for about ten years starting in
1998. The Grants are not alone in this heritage: before Donald Grant became chief,
Dan Tully Senior was in charge of the department from 1968 to 1982, and following
the elder Grant’s retirement from the job, Dan Tully Junior would take over the

reins from 1989 to 1997. Douglas Grant said with a laugh that “if it’s in the blood,
it's there!” and noted that his children will probably join in the years to come. A
sense of community is indisputably present within the department, as everyone
works and trains together; as Smith said, the feeling of working as a team “makes it
nice to attend meetings.” With 33 individuals working together, it is certain that
there are occasional disagreements; “We have our times,” Welburn noted.
However, he reflected that “heated arguments mean a better outcome for the fire
department as a whole,” and the important thing, according to Smith, is “knowing
you have backup” that you can count on when you are on the scene.

Huntingdon cesse ses

activites

Cing ans apres s'étre installee au complexe indus-
triel Roskies, la compagnie Les Aciers Huntingdon ne
fonctionne plus. La jeune entreprise spécialisée dans
la fabrication de structures d'acier pour le secteur
industriel a fermé brusquement ses portes le 18 jan-
vier, faisant perdre leurs emplois a une trentaine de
personnes.

Le président de la Corporation de développement
economique de la ville de Huntingdon et maire de la
localité, Stephane Gendron, avait annoncé la fin des
operations de |'entreprise lors de la séance mensuelle
du conseil municipal le ler fevrier. Un article paru
lundi dans le Journal de Montreal faisait aussi état de
I'abandon des activités de la compagnie.

Le quotidien a rapporté que le centre financier aux
entreprises Desjardins (CFE) Grandes-
Seigneuries/Vallée-des-Tisserands a décidé de fermer
peu avant Noél la marge de crédit de la firme, qui
comptait parmi ses clients la multinationale de |'alu-
minium Alcoa et le Cirque du Soleil. Cette mesure
aurait forcé la direction a mettre la clé dans les portes
de |'usine.

Selon ce qu'a déclare le président et propriétaire de
Les Aciers Huntingdon, Alain Demers, au journal,
I'institution financiére en serait venue a poser un tel
geste apres que |'entreprise ait voulu se lancer dans la
production d’'une toute nouvelle grille de nivellement
appelée a revolutionner a tout jamais les travaux d'as-
phaltage des routes et des rues et ceux d'aménage-
ment et d'entretien des parcs, des espaces verts et
méme des parcours de golf. Il s’agissait
d'un dispositif développé par un inventeur
de Saint-Jean-sur-Richelieu qui avait
vendu ses droits de fabrication a I'usine de
la rue Dalhousie.

Pour étre en mesure de financer la mise
en fabrication du nouveau produit, I'entre-
prise avait droit a une aide financiére «a la
recherche et au développement», a indiqué
M. Demers. Il a fallu dix-huit mois avant
que le projet ne soit accepté. «Quand les
fonctionnaires ont vu qu'ils étaient en
poste depuis un an, ils ont tout annulé», a-
t-il indiqué au quotidien

Le président de la compagnie dit avoir
versé 400 000% pour s'engager dans une
phase d'expansion qu'il a financé «avec les
moyens du bord», a-t-il dit, en contractant
une dette de quelque 200 000% aupres des
gouvernements féderal et provincial.

La firme s’est entendu avec les deux gou-
vernements pour rembourser ce qui leur
etait da. Elle leur avait retourné environ
80 000%, de sorte qu'il restait

116 000% a rendre. Alerte, le CFE a choisi de fermer
la marge de credit de la compagnie, selon ce qui a été
possible de savoir. «Au CFE, c'était son droit a lui
d’agir de la sorte. Nous, on avait une entente ver-
bale pour regler le tout. Nous avions fait huit mois
et il nous en restait douze pour remplir notre
engagement», a dit M. Demers en entrevue téle-
phonique avec The Gleaner/La Source.

Rejoint par teléphone a son bureau de
Salaberry-de-Valleyfield, un représentant du CFE,
Eric Faubert s’est refusé a commenter le cas de Les
Aciers Huntingdon, disant que «l'on ne peut don-
ner des détails au niveau chiffres.» Il a référé The
Gleaner/La Source au directeur des communica-
tions a la vice-presidence pour la Rive-Sud de la
Federation des caisses Desjardins, Yvan Larocque,
qui n'a pas voulu en dire plus long sur la mesure
prise par l'institution. «C’'est une decision d’af-
faires dont le motif et le contenu sont strictement
confidentiels, en ce qui nous concerne. Il n'y a
aucun autre commentaire», a-t-il indique lundi
apres-midi.

Pour M. Demers, la fin des opérations de I'en-
treprise fait d'autant plus mal qu’elle était
rentable. L'usine, qui disposait d'un chiffre d'af-
faires de 4,8 millions$, misait sur une carnet de
commandes bien garnie, estime a 1.8 million$.

«On a di donner les contrats a d'autres entrepris-
es de la région, a Longueuil et ailleurs», a-t-il con
fié, ajoutant que les equipements et les autre act-
ifs «sont entre les mains du CFE.»

Les Aciers Huntingdon eétaient la toute pre-
miere firme a s'installer dans le batiment ayant
abrite Huntingdon Mills, en 2005.
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La coordonnatrice du plan de gestion des matieres residuelles de
la MRC du Haut Saint-Laurent, Iliana Hristova. a fait savoir en
conference de presse mercredi apres-midi que la MRC offrira une
subvention de | 000S pour chaque ensemble de couches de coton

achete par les couples de nouveaux-nes. Le maire de
Hinchinbrooke, Normand Créte, a assiste a cette annonce, indi-
quant qu'il s'agissait d'une «belle initiative» pour la MRC.» Des
pamphlets sur les grandes lignes de ce programme seront dis-
tribues a travers la région dans les prochaines semaines. Mme
Hristova a indique en outre que dans les communautes ayant un
taux de natalité similaire a celui du Haut Saint-Laurent, environ
huit pour cent des jeunes familles ont adhere a cette formule
d'aide financiere. (photo C.H.)

Une piste cyclable pourrait bientot
traverser le Haut Saint-Laurent

Plusieurs municipalités du Haut Saint-
Laurent s'unissent ensemble pour raviver le
projet de creation d'une piste cyclable tra-
versant la région. A la réeunion mensuelle
du conseil des maires de la MRC du I3 jan-
vier, il est question de produire un corridor
qui relierait la piste cyclable de Sainte-
Martine, logeant les municipalités de Tres-
Saint-Sacrement, Howick et Ormstown.
Un comité a ete forme pour prendre charge
du projet, mis de cote il y a une bonne
dizaine d'annees

Non seulement la construction mais
aussi I'entretien de la future piste font |'ob-
jet de discussions concernant les citoyens
propriétaires de terrains longeant un
eventuel chemin cyclable qui craignent que
«la piste pourrait devenir un deépotoir de
déchets», a indiqué le prefet de la MRC,
Alain Castagner. La nouvelle piste cyclable
offrirait beaucoup d'avantages, selon le
prefet. «Non seulement pour attirer les
touristes, il est intéressant aussi pour nous
aussi» surtout pour les familles, pour
lesquels il s'avere tres difficile d'utiliser
leurs velos sur beaucoup de routes pavees,
a-t-il dit.

Le maire d’Ormstown, Jacques Lapierre,
était trés enthousiaste face au projet quand
il a eté rejoint par télephone a la suite de la
reunion. Selon lui, il ne faisant aucun doute
que le projet bénéficie d'un énorme soutien
dans la région parce que considéré comme
etant «extremement important». Le pre-
mier magistrat dit avoir eu une conversa-
tion avec Guy Deschenes, le directeur
general du centre de santé et de services
sociaux du Haut Saint-Laurent, concernant
la venue de nouveaux meédecins dans la

region. M. Lapierre a dit que Deschenes lui
a confie «que la premiere question qu'ils
posent est de savoir s'il y a une piste
cyclable» et a note que la construction
d'une telle voie pour les velos serait impor-
tant non seulement pour les résidant du
territoire mais aussi pour ceux qui ont
envie de s'y installer. Le maire a déclare que
ce type d'infrastruction est nécessaire pour
faire Ormstown une municipalité «vrai-
ment dynamique» et espére qu'il va aider la
localite a étre mieux connue sur la Rive-
Sud. Francois Rochefort, le maire de Tres-
Saint-Sacrement. a reconnu que la piste

Donald Racine, Pete Shearer et Doug Fortune ont convogqué une réunion pour
discuter de la formation d’une équipe de sapeurs dans le secteur. Plusieurs
personnes ont assisté aux assemblées suivantes. Plusieurs citoyens de la
collectivité connaissaient bon nombre de sapeurs de I'autre cété de la
frontiére, qui oeuvrant au sein de brigades comme ceux de Fort Covington et
de Constable dans I’Etat de New York. Ces sapeurs américains ont guide le
corps de prévention des incendies de Hinchinbrooke dés les tout premiers
jours, selon Douglas Grant, lui-méme pompier dans la municipalité depuis
1975.

Le corps de pompiers de Hinchinbrooke, qui couvre toute la superficie de la
localité et aussi 40 pour cent de celle d'Elgin, présente a la fois les mémes
avantages et les mémes pieges que la plupart des autres brigades se trouvant
dans les petites communautés: ses membres connaissent le territoire et les
citoyens, ce qui représente un avantage pour localiser les incendies. Mais
comme le fait remarquer M. Jamieson, ils «connaissent les gens lorsque
quelque chose de serieux se produit», comparativement a une plus grande
communauté ou il pourrait étre plus facile pour toute personnes de prendre
ses distances distancier d’'une tragédie.

Randy Duncan spent his formative
years at CVR doodling cartoons of his
teachers, but little did he know that the
practice he got in high school would even-
tually lead to a published book of hockey
caricatures.

The book is called “He shoots, he skew-
ers” and features players and other famous
figures in hockey from the i{960s up to
present day. In his drawings, Duncan pulls
no punches, poking fun at players from all
over the NHL, although one player, Bobby
Orr, who the artist says “always was and
always will be” his favourite player, is

mostly spared the ribbing and is honoured
repeatedly through the work.

Duncan, a native of Ormstown, graduat-
ed from CVR in 1980 and then studied fine
arts and graphic design at Concordia
University. He has done some occasional
freelance editorial cartoons for newspapers
such as The Gazette and Le Devoir, but it
was clear that sports were his passion. His
take on the situation is that he “got [his]
foot in the door, but could never keep it
there!” His current day job is renovating
and painting houses, but he has carried on
doing cartoons of the sport he truly loves:
hockey.

He played hockey growing up, and was
then backup goaltender for the Concordia
Stingers team while he was there. Still play-
ing casually today, Duncan essentially has
had a lifetime of playing and watching
hockey to inspire his art. The artist
remarked that he has been thinking about
doing a book like this for some time, but
said that in hindsight, the timing actually
worked well in terms of the hockey news at
the time he was finishing it: some of the
last caricatures in the book feature Sidney
Crosby and Alexander Ovechkin, which he
says rounded off the time period he had
covered and “finished it up nicely.”

“He shoots, he skewers” features not
only intricate and instantly recognisable
drawings, it also has a short but sharp
explanation for each, many of which
include quotes from players and coaches.
“Goalies have the best quotes.” Duncan
noted, for example the quote he included in
the book from Gump Worsely: “The only
job worse [than goaltender] is a javelin
catcher at a track & field meet.” Duncan
added that there were explanations includ-
ed along with the quotes, which were writ-
ten by him and his nephew, Michael
Somma.

Difficulty in finding a publisher meant
that Duncan decided take on the process of
publication himself. This in turn has made
it more difficult to get the book onto book-
store shelves. So far, in Quebec it is only
available at Clio Bookstore in Pointe-Claire
and at Le Coin du Jouet in Carrefour
Angrignon in Lasalle. The author said that
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he hopes to get it into more stores soon,
and that he would like to somehow make it
available in the Chateauguay Valley as well.
He is also considering relaunching the book
next year in time for Christmas, to take
advantage of the book's great Christmas-
gift potential.

Plans are afoot for a calendar featuring
his work in 201 1, and he would also like to
begin doing larger artwork which might be
suitable for a gallery. Another book, similar
to this one, is also planned for two years
from now.
