Free education
is a must

Sir, — As one of the students

who participated in the march
on Quebec for free education,

April 9, 1 would like to reply
to statements made by Milli-
cent Hickmore in her column

“Tea Time Topics.’ She im-
plies that students are mis-

taken to apply for free educa-

tion while they are sick and
unemployed.

If she had read the demands
of the students before making

a statement she would have
seen that they called for a

redistribution of funds in favor
of all of these things. It does
not make make sense to talk

of the bankruptcy of the gov-

the present situation.

Mrs. Hickmore suggest that
