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PREFACE.

PREREEE

Ir was noi without some misgivings as to a new
adition of the City Di y being ive, that
its preparation, this year, was undertaken; but a3 &
«considerable number of the regular supporters of the
work expressed a desire for its appearance, the Editor
was. induced to comply with their wishee, and the
Tesult is that the present volume (being the seventh
annual one of the work) is now submitted to the public.

As many statements, which he believed to be exng-
gerated, of the alarming d -of the population of
the City, had been current for several months previous
to his commencing to collect the information for this
volume, the Editor resolved, as far as practicable, to
‘agcertain the number of tenements which were unoc-
.cupied in the City in the month of May, with a view
to. place the matter fairly before the public.

After carefully noting the houses in each street
which had a ¢ Let” upon, them, he found that the
number (including stores and parts of houses) was
about.950. Now if we assume, which will be about
the fact, that each of the unoccupied tenementa repre-
sents a d of six p in population, we find
that the whole number is 5,700; to this, however, may
be fairly added from four to five. hundred more, consist»
ing chiefly of mechanica and others who have left the
City.for Upper Canada and the United States in search
of employment, while thejr. families stilk remain here.

This statement, which it is. confidently believed, is
very near the actual facts of the case, shews a decrease
.of at most 6,200 in our population; while some al
lhave gone so far as to staté that from 15,000 to 18,000
people, that is, fully one-third of the whole population
in our most prosperovs times, had emigrated from the
City within the last eighteen months,
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‘When preparing the matter contained in the present
volume for press, it was found that a number of per-
sons of respectability, whose names have generally
appeared in former editions of the Directory, were not
noted as residing in the City,—although every house
within the City limits was visited in collecting the
information. Inall such cases, circulars were addressed
to the parties, requestm to know where' they resided;
and in every instance in which a reply was received, the
name appears in its-place in the ALPEABETIOAL DiREC-
TORY, oL | in the Addenda, which see.

In several instances, and thosé at houses oocupned by
persons of some bility, all i
was flatly refused; the pnmes 60 refusing having
doubtless as good reasons for domg 80, as others have
for seeking them.

Noththstandmg these, and _some mnor difficulties
in ot the req it is believed
that the present Directory is even more full and com-
plete than any former edition; and to add to its value,
a list of the subscribers to the QuUEBEC DIRECTORY,
comprising most of the respectable PROFR8sIONAL and
Business Mex of that City, arranged’ under their
respective heads, is given e an appendix. When
preparmg the next edition of his “Quebec Directory,” .
it is the Editor's intention to.give in it & similar list of
the supporters of his « Mon¢real Directory;” so that the
Directory of each City respectively will be in a con-
siderable degree an advertisement for his frieads and
supporters in the other.

Trusting, in conclusion, that the purchasers of the
Dlrectory will find the work to be well worth its cost,
48 saving both time and labor; and requesting that they
will, under no mrcumstances, lend it to their neigh-
bours carrying on business, who can afford to purchass
the work, but don’t do so;
