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Th* dd<*tr un the Addrew wm of no extreme partisan 
character, and, M soch, not on a level with the important 
questions at issue. Bot it waa relieved, nevertheless, by the 
*pct*i Les of several independent men, who boldly pursued that 
course in words which we have endeavoured to follow in 
writing They studied the evidence of the Royal Commis­
sion carefully and impartially, and they came to the conclu­
sion that while the main charge was not proven, sufficient 
was elicited to lay the üovernment open to blame and cen­
sure. Having formed this opinion, these geutlemt u did not 
conceal it. neither did they shirk the responsibility of expres­
ing it. We hail such conduct as a good omen. It is an example 
which will produce bent âcial results. The present crisis is 
the most seasonable opportunity to burst asunder the fetters 
of party, and assert one a political independence. The Oppo­
sition have conducted the cam(>aign, during the whole sum- 
nur. in such an ignominious manner, that they really present 
no better record than their adversaries. Both parties are 
h«avily charged with questionable acts, whnh weigh them 
down as so many iniubi. Prominent men on either side, es­
pecially t Lose who have been in public life a number of years, 
have rendered themselves obnoxious and forfeited a large 
share of popular confidence. The tim. s point to younger men 
and new leaders. The two parties—Conservative and Liberal 
—muid survive, transe they repreS' nt two necessary phases 
of national policy But they must be remodelled Thu <fi« te 
is-ues o: debate, the ancient rancours, the personal complica­
tions of past years, must be thrown aside. A fresh start 
should be made, with a clear, well-defined and purely patriotic 
programme. There has already been question of a union of 
moderate men, such ft' we suggested, weeks ago, and spite ot 
the derision of strict party organs, we are ot opinion that it 
will yet be formed The indications are that the ntw and 
miner provinces of the Dominion will claim a fu’l share in 
shaping the future policy of the country Nova Scotia and 
N» w Bruuswn k are strangers to the petty stiife- which have 
agitated l", p< r and Lower Canada so long and they will insist 
that these contentions shall no longer be made the enterions of 
party allegiance a» they have been up to date Manitoba, 
Briti.'h Columbia, and Prince L iw^rd Island are likewise en- 
titled to figure in our councils. They hold the balance of 
pe w, rin their hands Let them exert that pc-wtr r wards 
this much needed consummation. The press, thr ughout a!! 
the provinces, should also exert its potential inluence. In- 
drp- ndent j 'Urnali'iu is destines! to do a work in Canada, and 
that work will also be found profitable The example of 
the I'mted Mates press is there to point an em ouragemeiit.
I he very best pipers of the chief cities, sick unto d ath, of 
party warfare. Lave boldiy run up the ensign of independence 
and in each case, they have been liberally rewarded for the 
venture. We need only instance the N. Y. Taiavand Oa.ly 
(jr y vie, Chicago Tribune, Cincinnati C m nercul, Sr. Louis 
Rryu /ie«n, Louisville C uritr-Jowndl, Boston Globe, and 
Springfield Republi-an. These papers rank as the most author- 
itative in the United States and ttr y are the best paid. It 
will certainly take time to get out of our routine and to lose our 
narrow atb.ctiun for mere parish politics, but as the country 
grow* its ideas ma*t expand, an! the very necessities of its 
national existence will force a healthful change.

'1 h situation in France has undergone an abrupt change, 
At the last moment, when all the plans of fusion were per­
fected and the way to a Monarchical r sturation seemed clear 
the Count de Cbarnbord issued a manifest in which he dis­
tinctly states that he must adhere to the white fisg and main­
tain, without shallow of compromise, all the principles of pure, 
undi filed legitimism. His adherents on learning his deter- 
initiation, tried every means to alter his resolution, but he was 
inexorable and the consequence is that, for the present, all 
hopes of bringing Henry V. to the throne of France, have 
been abandoned. The Right, in order to make the most of the 
altered circumstaui < s have agreed to vote, at the next m et- 
log of the Assembly, for a prolongation of .Marshal Mac Mahon s 
term of office and for the indefinite sitting ot the Assembly 
itself. This is virtually retaining the present provisional 
system so distasteful t • the m.ijority of the people of France, 
with the view of gain ng time and maturing other arrange, 
meats. That the Republicans hav- thus gained a most 
material point is unquestionable They too have no objection 
to the prolongation of Marshal Mar Mahon’s term, but they 
will strive to have the present National Ass> rubly dissolved 
on <be plea that it does not represent the state of feeling in 
France, and they will insist on haviug the pres nt Parliament­
ary vacancies filled. There will therefore be no crisis in 
France, at the next meeting of the Ass* mbly on the 13th, and 
this is a matter for congratulation inasmuch as it will give 
farther time for popular opinion to manifest aad declare It­
self

come in for a certain share of study, and with whet must he
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considered rather poor results, so Car as the matter has hither­
to gone. Certain grave and reverend seigniors forming a Royal 
Commission in the metropolis of the Empire have come to 
the conclusion that whatever the faults now chiefly prevailing 
amongst that Iron Fleet to which so many thousand poor 
emigrants commit their lives and their future, the government 
should not attempt to regulate the quality of iron or the mode 
of construction, “ b cause it would be an interference with 
the maritime commerce of the country." These maritime 
Scions, who would doubtless not like to be made chargeable 
with all the lives lost in some future “ Atlantic," have 
happened to light upon one of the crucial aid truly repre­
sentative questions of the politics of this present time, a 
question that gentle and simple alike will soon be learning to 
understand. We believe it may go hard with the government 
that appointed these gentlemen if this remarkable recom­
mendation be si lowed to prevail, even fora time. Mr 
Plimsoll and Mr. Reed, it may be hoped, will form a powerful 
alliance In the interest of the people, and also make the 
whole movement a constraetivc one, ami by no means 
content themselves witn pointing out existing defects, but 
enable us all to understand fully what the ship of the future 
«.tight to be. They have our hearty, if humble, go*Hl wishes 
whatever success may attend their efforts. I he following is 
a condensation of the fuels at present affecting this national 
and Imperial question, which we have extracted from a con­
temporary • “The Royal Commission which was appointed 
in the spring, when public indignation ran high on account 
of Mr. Plimsolls allegations respecting the unsoundness of 
British registered ships, has rendered a report. Amongst the 
witnesses called before the commissioners was Mr Reed, so 
long connected with the construction of the Koval navy. He 
declared that there is a steady degen< ration in the iron 
employed in ship building, and other competent witnesses 
state that many merchant ships are built with had iron, that 
they are ill put together, and sent to sea in a defective con­
dition. They were said, too, to l>e frequently lengthened 
without receiving additional strength, and, in consequence, 
were weak ships, yet the commissioners object to any attempt 
on the jiart of the governin' nt to regulate the quality of the 
iron, or the m-sle of coustrui ti.»n, as an interference with the 
maritime commerce of the country In fact the conclusions 
of the report are almost onammoiisly pronounced disappoint­
ing, and will not raise Royal commissions in popular

land, to dive for apples.cah h at them when stuck at one end of a 
kind of hanging beam, at the other extremity of which is fixed 
a lighted candle, and that with their mouths only having their 
hands tied behind their !«• ks. The catching at the a, ; i - 
puts one in mind of the ancient English game of the qtttniat , 
which is now almost forgotten, and of which a description 
may he found in Stow s Survey of London Strutt, in his 
‘•Sports an! Pastimes" givea a detailed account of the tilting 
or combating at the quintain, “ a military exercise of high 
antiquity and antecedent." The Quintain was placed upon a 
pivot and so contiiv d ash» move round with great fa< ility. 
At one end was pla* <d a figure of a Turk or Sara- en armed at 
all pointe, bearing a shield U|ton his left arm, and brandishing 
a club or sahre with hi* right In running at this figure it 
was necessary for the hors man todirec t h s lance with great 
adroitness, and mak- his stroke upon the forehead between 
the eyes or upon tk« nose . f<«r if he struck wide of those parts, 
especially upon the shield, the quintain turned about with 
much velocity, and, in case he was not exceedingly careful, 
would give him a severe blow on the back with the wooden 
sabre or club h‘ Id in the right hand, which was considered as 
highly disgraceful to the performer, while it ex< ited the 
laughter and derision of the people.

There is a peculiar -nut custom on this night which is 
beautifully described by Gay in his “Spell ”

Mr. Pennant tells us in hia “ Tour in S< ot laud," that the 
young women there determine the figure and siae of th< ir 
husbands by drawing cablNtges blindfold on All-Hallow.Even, 
and like the English fiing nuts in the fir*.

The Rev. Mr Shaw, in his history of Moray, seems to con­
sider the festivity of the night *« a kind of harvest haine re. 
joiriug “ A solemnity wu* kept," say* he, on the eve of 
the first of November as a thanksgiving for the safe ingather­
ing of the produce of the field*. This I am told, hut have not 
seen it, i* observed in Buchan, and other countries, by having 
Hallow.Eve fires kiudh d on some rising ground.” In en ap­
pendix to his work he further say* ; •• On Hallow-even, they
have several superstitious customs."

I 
may err in ray estimate, of course, hut such as it is, 1 will pen 
it boldly and freely. K

Much was expected of the debate on the address. All of 
us thought that it would rise to the height of the momentous 
issues at stake. I believe I am only echoing the general im­
pression when I affirm that it has fallen far below It. The 
discussion was purely partisan, not based on broad views of 
statesmanship.

Mr. Mt Ki'hzie opened the fire. The member for Lambton 
is not an orator, in the conventional sense of the word. His 
voice is harsh, bis articulation occasionally indistinct, bis 
gesture abrupt and angular and hfs attitude unim|K>sing. 
Hut he is a < oriKiimmat« debater. He has the secret of turn­
ing every argument in bis favour, and there is an appearance 
of rugged sincerity in bis face which makes one go with him 
instinctively, even when not convinced by his lin** of r.'&sun- 
Ing Monday before last, the best characteristic* of Mr, 
McKenzie were not displayed. Whether it was that he was 
pbysii ally unwell—his health is quite delicate—or that he felt 
that he wa. going over a twice told tale, he seemed incapable 
of rousing himself beyon I a dry. and hesitating didacth man­
ner The consequence was that his speech fell rather flit 
Upon the House.

The contrast presented by Dr. Tapper, who followed him, 
was amusingly striking The Minister of Customs always 
reminds rue of a Cuirassier. Cis<*d in heavy harness, swing­
ing a cavalry sabre and mount ’d on a mettlesome steed, he 
rides down with the débité, at a pas dt chirjt. He has been 
com pared to D'Arcy McGee. I see no resemblance. McGee 
was an orator first and above all: a politician afterwards. 
Dr I upper is a politician first and a'i orator only aftet wards 
There was a tinge of poetic tenderness in every speech of 
McGee's, whit b softened its asperities. Tupper is guilty of 
no gentleness H*« is terribly militant. His last speet h 
proved this. It was a scathing yu«ii/«ro from beginning 
to end No doubt there was power in it. He was thoroughly 
jusUfli'd in “showing up" the Opposition and meeting abuse 
by mIhi*'- but whether th'< effet t produced wax good is quite 
atiothi-r thing i had a notion all along that a spirit of ma ily 
com iliati n was the bi*st policy under the circumstances.

I liked Mr Huntington's speech. It was pointed, straight­
forward and gentlemanly He introduced some fun in it, too, 
which is a great • ret of sn< **ss in arresting the attention of 
an audience and securing its good will. The member for 
Mid! »rd has also been likened to poor McGee, but he is only 
a Uint i i ho of the voice that is dead. He has neither the 
abundance, the variety nor the .esthetic depth of the born 
orator, but his equanimity of temper, tine voice and facility 
of diction place him in the front rank of speakers. If Mr 
Huntington would allow the liberty, I would suggest that hi- 
swaggering of the body and habit of continua! empbasy detr&t t 
very lonsidi i iblv from the beauty of bis declamation
