CHRISTMAS THOUGHTS

(By Rev. A, T. Love
St. Stephen’s Church

The season of Advent begins on
the fourth Sunday before Christ-
mas. And it is meant to serve two
purposes. First — A Reminder Of
The Second Coming Of Christ, It
is stated thus in the Creed, “From
thence he shall come to judge the
quick and the dead.” As he came
once to be the Saviour of the
world, he will ceme again to be its
Judge. The judgment of God is a
constant process, but it will be
only fully reavealed later. This
gives a note of solemnity to Ad-
vent, and the Church presents it

in her services hoth through .the
eye and the ear. Hence an Advent
Collect pleads — “That in tne
last day when he shall come again
in his glorious majesty, to _]udoe
hoth the quick and the deagd,
may rise to the life immortal.”

The other feature of Advent is,
“Preparation For The Celebration
Of Christ’'s First Coming, which
is observed at Christmas. The na-
ture of this celebration depends on
its interpretation. Generally speak-
ing there are two ways of view-
ing it. One is the expression of
Holy Scripture, namely, “The
Word was made flesh, and dwelt
among us’. This is known as the
Incarnation, and it means the Di-
vine assumption of human nature
in the person of Jesus Christ, In
other words He was perfect God
and perfect man. The other view
is that while Jesus Christ is re-
cognized as a prophet, and the
world's grandest character, he was
not completely Divine.

This difference of interpretation
accounts for the various ways of

" PARRIES CHALLENGE

Tenant Delegates
Get No Promises

In Rent Interview

The Hon. D. C. Abbott, Finance Minister, and member for St.

Antoine Westmount in the Federal House at Ottawa, turned aside a
challenge that he resign his seat as he had “lost the confidence of the
majority of his electors by his attitude on the rental increase.”

The demand for his resignation was made to the Minister by a
delegation representing the St. Andrew’s Ward Tenants which called
on him at his offices in the old post office building on Friday.

Unlike the knights of old Mr. Abbott did not accept the chal-
lenge when the gauntlet was thrown at him. The demand was bi-
passed without comment on the part of-the Minister.

Commenting further, our infor-%

mer  states that Mr. Abbott ap-
peared to be in excellent gpirits.
He was extremely polite to the
delegation, but seldom allowed a
speaker to finish his remarks
without breaking in with some
statistics to counter the argu-
ments advanced.

Mr. Abbott did stir up some
resentment when he made the
statement that with the consump-
tion of beer going up in Quebec
and ~ elsewhere he believed the
tenants could afford to pay high-
er rents. If they can buy beer
in increasing quantities they can

pay more in the way of rents, he

is reported as having said.

Mr. Abbott also made the state-
ment that the average percentage
of wages or salary going towards
paying rent is only 12 per cent.

The delegation left without any
assurance from the Finance Min-
ister that he would take any ac-
tion on their request to have the
rent hike order rescinded.

In the meantime Vic Obeck
and Lew Hayman may be able to
evolve some new plays by watch-
ing the bhall passing game being
played between Ottawa and Que-
beec, in which the tenants are
taking a bad beating.

The Hon. D. C. Abbott, Canada’s Finance Minister spoke in a
very optimistic vein in addressing the annual meeting of the West-
mount Young Liberal Association in the Reform Club on Tuesday

evening.

Mr. Abbott stated that he did not see any sign of a recession
in the immediate future and advised his listeners to pay no attention
to the prophets of gloom who have been prediction economic dlf-

ficulties for Canada.

The present fall in the price of eggs he stated should not give
cause for any disturbance in our economy. ‘True it is more difficult

for us to dispose of some of ourk

surplus production than in the

past” he said “but we are living

in a great country.”
Urges Econom,

The Minister of Finance warned
that Government expenditure was
high, and must be paid for by the
taxpayer. He said that he was
heartily in accord that moneys
should be spent wisely and well, but
if the people insist on having more
governmental services those must
be paid for.

The Dominion Government is
spending $600,000 annually on so-
cial service benefits and another
$400,000 to service the mnational
debt he stated. These expenditures
are of a fixed and inflexible na-
ture ‘and would be hard to reduce.

Escoffier Gives
French Accent
ToXmas Turkey

The Christmas holidays mean
turkey. As his Christmas greeting
to readers of this column, Teq
Saucier, gourmet and Waldorf-
Astoria Boswell, gives for the first
time the recipe for cooking turkey
given him by the late Auguste
Escoffier, famous chef.

A few hours ahead of time, pre.
pare a broth for the dressing and
basting of the turkey. Ingredients
for broth and dressing: the neck,
liver, heart and gizzard of the tur-
‘key, 2 large onions, 2 heads of
celery, 1 quart of cold water, a
sprig of parsley, 8 ounces of but-

| ter, dry bread, 1 teaspoon of pow-

dered sage and salt and pepper to
taste. To make broth chop celery
leaves fine, cut the stalks and
hearts into 1%2-inch squares. Place
half of the celery in a pot with a
quart of cold water. (Reserve the
other half for the dressing.) Add
the gizzard, cut into 3 pieces, the
neck, liver and heart, 1 large white
onion, chopped fine, parsley chop-
ped, salt and pepper. Cover and
simmer for 3 hours.

Dressing: Strain broth through
colander. Reserve onion and cel-
ery. Pick meat from neck and
chop together with the giblets. In
a gskillet, slowly melt butter the
size of an egg (about 2 ounces),
Brown one large white onion,
chopped. Add chopped neck meat
and giblets, and brown over slow
fire. Then add ingredients strained
out of the broth, the reserved
chopped celery, dry bread broken
up, 1 teaspoon powdered sage, salt
and pepper to taste Mix
thoroughly over a slow fire, using
half of the broth for moistening.

Roasting the Turkey: Clean,
stuff and truss turkey. Rub the
entire surfac® liberally with but-
ter. Sprinkle with salt and pep-
per. After the turkey has been in
the oven at 350 degrees ¥. (mod-
erate) for about 20 minutes, baste
every 15 minutes, using the bhal-
ance of the broth with 4 ounces of
butter added. Allow 20 minutes to
the pound for roasting.

Gravy: Remove turkey and
place pan on top of the stove over
an open flame. Add the balance of
the broth, or, if no broth remains,
[ add a cup of cold water. Bring it
to a high fire. Thoroughly scrape
and mix whatever dried essence
adheres to the sides of the pan.
This will dissolve in the pan gravy.
Rectify seasoning.

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Mother Has Right To Keep
Own Children Judge Rules

The French Parallel technique

A mother, even a unmarried
mother, is entitled to see and have
contact with her children, and
grandparents have no right to
adopt them and take them away
from her against her will, Mr.
Justice Louis Loranger decided in
Superior Court today.

His Lordship noted that there
was no question as to parenthood
in the case. Both father and mo-
ther, who were unmarried, admit-
ted that the two children involved
were theirs. For a time the par-
ents and children had lived with
the father's parents but difficulty
arose and the mother was forced
to move. Then the parental grand-
parents petitioned the Superior
Court for the right to adopt them.

Request Refused
His Lordship refused the request.
He noted that, according to law,
the adoption of children caused a
complete rupture of all relations
between them and their natural
parents.

The principle of law applying to
adoption, he recalled, was that
children should be kept in com-
plete ignorance of their real father
and mother and the real parents
should; as much as possible, be
kept in ignorance of the names of
the foster parents. In such cir-
cumstances the adopted children
became strangers to their real
parents.

In this case, added His Lordship
the mother wanted to see her chil-
dren and lavish her affection on
them. ‘““That is her right,” eon-
tinued the court, “for nothing is
more natural than for a mother,
no matter what her past life may
have been, to want to see her chil-
dren. And that is often the best
way to bring her back to a better
way of life.”

“Not Adoption Case”

His Lordship expressed the view
that for the present the children
might be better cared for by their

paternal grandparents but the|
mother's right to have contact |
with them, such as she could not |
have if they were adopted, was
supreme.

He added, “I am convinced this
is not a case for adoption. Adop-
tion is based on a humanitarian
purpose and it would not be hu-
man to take these children away
from their mother.

“It is not for the grandparents
to break the natural tie that unites
mother and child and the courts |
were not created to break up fam- |
ilies. On the contrary, it is the
duty of a judge to encourage
agreement and to try to unite
and try to help them to reorganize
father and mother and children
the home for their greater hap-
iness.”

Lyon Jacobs, K.C., acting as
Public Defender and Counsel to
the mother, strenuously opposed
application and suggested it would
have been more humane for the
paternal grandfather, the appli-
cant for adoption, to have persuad-
ed his son, the father of the child-
ren, to marry their mother rather
than try to take them away from
her . forever by adoption. Mr.
Jacobs told the Court that "it
would be contrary to natural law,
the dictates of conscience and el-
ementary Justice to give these
children in adoption to their puta-
tive paternal grandparents.” And
in which opinion the Honorable Mr.
Justice Loranger concurred. dis-
missing the grandfather’s petition.

Gala ice revues, big-league
stadium games . . . started on a

January day nearly a century ago!

It was a big day for the Halifax of 1863,
The Earl of Mulgrave, Lieutenant-Gover-
nor of Nova Scotia, was to open the new
.indoor skating rink . . - the first in Canada's
history.

Atthe Public Gardens, spectators thronged
into the building. As the arena was
declared officially open a band struck up.
Onto the ice streamed 60 costumed
ladies to give om exhibition of fancy
skating.
