Losdon, April 23—A letter written by 
Mr. Lestef IV illiam Tallack, of the Howard 
Association, has been pnblished here and lias 
excited much interest among those connected 
officially and unofficially with English pri­
sons. The newspapers print lengthy com 
ments on the letter. Mr. Tallack says that 
after a careful study of prisons in Italy and 
America, where a system has been adopted 
of giving prisoners of a hardened type free 
intercourse with the other prisoners ami pm 
viding them with comforts and luxuries, ho 
has found that the results are deplorable 
The prisons of Massachusetts, he declares, 
are schools of crime and have terrible effects 
on the community. Crime in England, where 
the prisoners are separated has, according to 
Mr. Tallack, greatly decreased, while in 
America it is rapidly increasing.

A despatch that has been received here from 
the United States, stating that England had 
intimated her readiness to join a conference 
to bring about an enlarged use of silver, has 
caused much surprise in city circles. No be­
lief is put in that part of the report 
which states that the basis of a conference 
was formulated here. Many telegrams of 
inejuiry have been received by the London 
Timtu, which to day says it is not easy to see 
what “enlarged use” can mean. The Time» 
adds : “A decided majority of those compe­
tent to judge regard the issue of notes based 
on silver with great disfavor. A certain 
amount of silver could be employed to 
increase the intrinsic value of our 
token currency, which at the present 
price of metal is over valued to an extent con­
siderably greater than is necessary or de­
sirable, but the general sense of the commu­
nity is steadfastly oppoccd to anything like 
an attempt to rehabilitate silver. The result 
of the employment of the American Treasury 
os a big silver wan ant storehouse, has not 
been sosatisfactory as to encourage imitation. ” 
The Daily Nticb thinks such a conference 
would not be likely to attain practical re­
sults. "The English delegates,” it says, 
“would have to go into it with their hands 
tied.” It further says that Mr. Goschen, 
the Chancellor of the Exchequer, cannot go 
well beyond the plan already proposed to 
increase the proportion of silver held by the 
Bank of England against notes.

The Easter holidays did not infuse anv un­
usual agitation in the Shakespeare memorial 
productions at Stratford-on-Avon. Mr, Ben 
son’s memorial performances were well at 
tended. During the week there were a few 
extra visitors who took occasion, while at 
Stratford, to visit Anne Hathaway’s cottage, 
but otherwise the usual somnolence of the 
village was undisturbed. To-day, however, 
there was a great change. This is the 328th 
anniversary of the poet’s birth, and the day 
was fittingly observed. Stratford was deco­
rated with Hags and bunting and the old vil­
lage was fully alive to the honor of having 
been the home of Shakespeare. The church 
hells rang merrily and erstwhile sleepy streets 
and lanes were filled with hundreds of visitors 
from all parts of the country. Many Ameri­
cans were present. Among the visitors weie 
a large number of Shakespearean scholars.

The Manchester Courier says that the be­
trothal of Prince George, only son of the 
Prince of Wales and Princess Mary Victoria, 
daughter cf the Duke and Duchess of Teck, 
has been definitely decided upon and that it 
will shortly be announced. No surprise is 
occasioned by the statement. It is said that 
the Queen, who is very fond of Princess 
Mary, is heartily in favor of the betrothal 
and that iu fact it was her influence that 
brought it about. The marriage of the Prince 
and Princess would lie greeted with much 
satisfaction by the people, with whom both 
are extremely popular.

At a meeting in the Metropolitan Taber­
nacle last evening, it was resolved to invite 
Rev. James Spurgeon to occupy the Taber­
nacle pulpit for three months and to request 
Dr. Pierson to conclude his American visit 
os quickly as possible and preach iu the 
Tabernacle for one year. In addressing the 
meeting, Rev. James Spurgeon said the 
Tabernacle was never in a more flourishing 
condition.

Paris,'April 23—Considerable anxiety lias 
been occasioned here by the report of an out­
break of cholera near Paris. A man living at 
Puteaux, a village seven miles west of Paris, 
has hcen admitted to the Beaujon Hospital, 
where the doctors pronounce the disease from 
which he is suffering to be cholera. Three 
other men from Neuilly and Courbevio, both 
of which places are only a few miles from 
Paris, were subsequently admitted to the 
hospital suffering from the same disease. No 
other cases are known and the authorities 
declare the four above mentioned are ex­
ceptional. They do not fear the disease will 
extend.

There lias been no cessation in the activity 
of l he police of Paris and various other places 
iu France in their Anarchist hunt, and the 
result shows that if the campaign continues 
there will bo few dangerous Anarchists at 
liberty on May day to create trouble. Thus 
fur 200 arrests have been made. Many more 
Anarchists will he in custody in a few days 
and the disturbances which so many people 
greatly fear will occur on May day, will not 
take place for want of men to excite the

Continuing his inquiries 
from house to house, Dr. Gregg found that 
wherever the supply of milk was obtained 
from cows that drank at the dirty tank, 
cholera was present, and there was a corres­
ponding absence of cholera among the police 
oonslahles, who were supplied with cleau 
tfater from the police tank and obtained 
their milk supply from a distance.

Cook. They pressed upon him private cars, 
annual passes and theatre boxes, dinners for 
select parties and luncheons adlihitum. Mr. 
Chauncey M. Dcpew mourns some annual 
passes, Geo. B. Roberts, the President of the 
Pennsylvania road was so taken in that he 
furnished his new acquaintance with flatter­
ing letters of introduction to Western friends. 
When Cook landed in New York he said he 
was Assistant Superintendent and CivilfEn- 
gincer of the London and North Western 
Railway. He was in this country for health, 
rest and recreation, and incidentally he wish­
ed to look over.the great American railways 
and see how they were run. The London 
and North Western is Great Britain’s crack 
road, aud although English railways exteud 
scant courtesy to American railway mag­
nates, Mr. Cook was received with
open arms. Mr. Depew gave him
annual passes on the Vanderbilt lines and a 
nice new Wagner car, a luncheon with a 
speech thrown in and several letters of intro­
duction. Mr. Geo. B. Roberts furnished the 
freedom of the Pennsylvania system and sent 
Mr. Cook to the great Altoona shops to look 
them over, which he did under the guidance 
of officials whose time was worth $500 a day 
At Pittsburg, iron kings and high tariff 
barons wiued and dined the great English 
railroad official, and a Chicago, Burlington 
& Quincy private car was procured to bring 
the favorite to Chicago. President Roswell 
Miller, of the Chicago, Milwaukee A St. 
Paul Railway, at once interviewed Mr. Cook 
on elevated terminals, then Mr. Cook 
found out that Mr. Miller was in 
favor of surface tracks and promptly 
declared there were no elevated terminals in 
England to speak of, because they were inn-

Sracticable. With joy in his heart Mr.
Idler had this interview published in the 

Chicago papers and sent his visitor up to 
Milwaukee to view the shops. Then Mr. 
Cook called on Mr. J. 1). Springer, thim Vice- 
President of the. Atchison Road, and told him 
elevated terminals were the greatest benefit 
of England and that gentleman gave up a 
complete assortment of passes on Atchison 
and California lines. But the Illinois Cen­
tral was struck the hardest. Mr. Cook pro­
cured a pass to New Orleans and return and 
paid the fare south for his wife. When the 
Illinois Central heard of this, the officials 
sent by a telegraph free transportation back 
for Mrs. Cook and asked permission tore- 
fund the amount for going south. Then Mr. 
Cook journeyed west. He has seen America 
thoroughly, from the Atlantic to the Rocky 
Mountains, and is now doing thel’acific coast 
in a Southern Pacific private car. Mr. C.A. 
Banatonia, representative of the Loudon and 
North-Western in New York, has just heard 
of Ccok and he telegraphed yesterday :—

Mr. Lundy has been in Toronto for several 
days looking for employment and was not ex-

Ejcted to return for some months. Mrs.
undy and family were entertaining a small 

company at their house on Main street, and 
during the evening Mrs. Lundy asked to be 
excused w hile she served refreshments. Upon 
entering the kitchen, Mr. Lundy, who had re­
turned from Toronto aud secreted himself 
under the kitchen table, opened fire upon his 
wife with a five-ch&mber revolver and shot 
her three times, once in the forehead, 
once in the jugular at the throat, 
and a third time in ihe breast. Mr. Selwood, 
one of the guests, hearing the reports, rushed 
out and succeeded in wrenching the revolver 
from the murderer s grasp. The guests were 
panic-stricken and the young lady daughter 
nearly distracted with grief. Mrs. Lundy 
dropped on the floor with blood pouring from 
the wounds and expired almost instantly. 
Constable Orth made the arrest and Luudy 
was taken to gaol. Coroner Mullen hastily 
empanelled a jury, who viewed the body and 
adjourned till to-morrow. Lundy was seen 
at the gaol and seems to take the matter 
very quietly and expresses Ids willingness to 
take the consequences, whatever they may he, 
and only regrets that he was not left alone 
till be completed the tragedy by taking his 
own life. He said he had been living in 
jealousy for twenty years and thought he 
would end the matter. He has, it is re­
ported, been drinking heavily lately and was 
thought to be mentally unsound.

Surrounded By Ice.—Philadelphia, Pa., 
April 23—A thrilling tale of a vessel being 
hemmed in by an ice field in the North Atlan­
tic, was learned upon the arrival at this port 
yesterday of the new steamer “Caprivi," Capt, 
McNabb, from Shields. The “Caprivi” be­
came wedged in an ice field, April 11, in lat 49 
10, long 48 45, at 10 o’clock at night and remain­
ed fast for 38 hours in a perilous position, with 
her crew rendered almost senseless from the 
cold, which froze even the spirit compasses. 
Hour'y her position grew more alarming and 
there seemed at one time to be little hope that 
the vessel would escape being ground to atoms 
by the crushing ice. Capt. McNabb says it w-as 
the most perilous passage he ever made and 
their escape from total destruction warn wonder­
ful. The ice is rapidly working its way south.

Sunk by Collison.—London, April 23— 
The British steamer “Earl of Chester,” bound 
from Cardiff for Sables Dolonne, was in col­
lision to-day during a dense fœ near Ilfracombe, 
Devonshire, with the Spanish str. “Desoto,” 
presumably from Hamburg for Barcelona. The 
“Earl of Chester” 1 ad an immense hole stove 
i her and seven minutes after she was 

struck she sank. Her crew took to their 
boats and got clear of the steamer before she 
went down. They were afterwaids picked up 
and landed at Penarth. The “Earl of Chester” 
was an iron screw steamer of 956 nett and 1486 
gross tons burden. She was owned by the Earl 
of Chester Steamship Company, and her hailing 
port was Cardiff. She was built at Sunderland 
in 1883.

TlBIF.—The ss "Tiber,” Captain J. Delisle, 
from Trapani, Italy, with a cargo of salt to St. 
Johns, NF, and thence to Cow Bay, and load 
coal for Montreal, arrived in port at 2.30 o’clock 
this morning.

a power in the land. In favor of that idea 
every vote in both the House of Commons, 
and in the Senate, would be recorded, 
without a dissentient voice. At the same 
time, as was hinted in these columns the 
other day, a suitable pension for Mrs.

The figure in bronze, of Her Majesty 
the Qcbex, having stood the blasts of 
winter in Parliament Square, St. Louis 
street, is about to be boxed up. W e think 
that something should be done about this 
statue. It was made by Marshall Wood, 
the London sculptor, and is a copy 
of the figures in the Library of 
Parliament, Ottawa, and in the Victoria 
Square, Montreal. It was sent hereon 
approbation, and valued at some two 
thousand pounds sterling. The then Gov­
ernment of the Province declined to pur­
chase it, not only at that price, but not at 
any price, for reasons, which, however, 
were notgiven. Mr. Wood asked per­
mission to leave the work of art in Que­
bec, until he could secure a purchaser. 
Time passed, and at last the artist died. 
When Mr. Percy Wood, son of Marshall 
Wood, was here a few years ago, he tried 
to negotiate a sale of "the property, 
but did not succeed. Several Que­
bec Governments have been asked 
to buy it, but every one of them, 
for one reason and another, j re­
fused to take it. When the Duke of 
ConyACGHT was here, he saw the statue 
standing out in the wet, in an apparently 
neglected condition, and naturally asked 
what it meant. He was told the story, 
and there the matter ended. It 
certainly has been here between fifteen 
and twenty years, and something of a de­
finite character about it ought to be done 
now. Give some other storehouse a chance.

AN ENGLISH VIEW OF THE 
BEHRING SEA CONTRO­

VERSY.
It is well to remember that the only 

debatable point which delayed the ratifica­
tion of the Arbitration Treaty by the 
Senate is a very small one, and refers only 
to the single season’s hunting by no great 
number of vessels. While men of indu­
bitable probity declare this cannot injure 
a property, the value of which consists 
chiefly in a right which cannot be assailed 
to catch the seals on shore, it seems un 
necessary to have any further delay in con­
cluding the reference to arbitration. This 
arbitration will decide the more important 
matter of the right of a maritime power to 
close any portion of the ocean to the citi 
zens of other nations. Some complaints 
of delay have arisen on both sides, but it 
is certain that the British have expedited 
the correspondence as far as practicable 
and it is indeed only natural that both 
sides should desire the settlement of a 
question which cannot be said to involve 
Uie permanent national interests of either 
party. The United States believes that it 

.purchased certain rights from the Rue 
siana. These are only in part questioned 
by those who fully admit all rights as to 
land ownership, but object only to be 
deprived of that which not only the 
British, but all other maritime p.e.ople 
claim as common property, namely. th< 
right to hunt at will oygjr the unenclosed 
length and breadth of the ocean itself 
When the arbitration lias done its work the 
seal-fishing industry must be protected by 
a sensible close time, giving the subjects

The mortal remain* of the late Right 
Revd. J. W. Williams, Lord Bishop-of Que 
bec, were laid at rest on Saturday afternoon 
in Mount Hermon Cemetery, in the presence 
of three of his brother Bishops of the Cana 
di&n Church, of a large proportion ot the sor­
rowing clergy of his diocese, and of an enor 
mous concourse of civil dignitaries and of 
men prominent in the various walks of life. 
The attendance at the obsequies of the de­
ceased prelate of so many mourners, repre­
senting all creeds and nationalities in the 
city in which he has lived for the past twenty 
nine years, is an eloquent testimony t3 the 
esteem in which Bishop Y\ illiams was held 
by all who knew him.

The official procession was only formed 
after the service ip the Cathedral, though 
very many friends and admjrers of the de­
ceased went out to his late residence at 
Mount Pleasant to follow his remains to the 
chnrch.

The body was removed from the house to 
the hearse' by churchwardens represenlipg 
many of the churches in the city and neigh 
borhood, and thereafter was always borne by 
members of the clergy. , _ ,

The clergy awaited, in bynod Hall, the 
arrival of the cortege, emerging therefrom to 
the number of over thirty,—wearing cassocks, 

ices, stoles and hoods, and preceding the 
body into the Cathedral. The bearers of the 
coffin were tbe Rev. Messrs. A. J. Balfour,
J. Hepburn, H. C. Stuart. Thos. Blaylock 
R. W. Colston and W. T. Forsythe.

The principal mourner was of course the 
only surviving son of the deceased, the Rev 
Lennox Williams, M.A., Rector of St. Mat­
thew’s Church, and he was accompanied at his 
special request by those old, tried, and warm 
personal friends both of the deceased and of 
himself—R. H. Henneker, Eeq., D.C.L., 
'hancellor of Bishop’s College, Lennoxville, 

and John Hamilton, K»q In addition to the 
flowers npou the coffin, there was a large 
load of others driven in the private carriage 
of the deceased prelate. It was noticed, too, 
that there was an entire absence of plumes 
and other trappings of woe both from 
the hearse and from the interior of 
the sacred edifice, where the only black 
drapery was oyer the episcopal chair. Ihe 
only decoration on the heafsc was the^ symbol 
of the Christian religion. At Mrs. V\ illiams 
special request, too, no funereal hyipn wps 
sung,—those taken in the Cathedral having 
been the Easter hymn “Jesus lives, no long­
er now shall the terrors of Death appal us, 
aud that commencing “For ever with the 
Lord." The singing of these by the choir, 
as well as the ohanting of the Psalms was 
admirable, and the playing of E. A. Bishop, 
Esq., the organist, was very much admired, 
especially in his rendering of the “Dead 
March" at the termination of the service.

Three Bishops assisted in the service,—

Neva Scotia. The Dean of Montreal was 
also present representing the Bishop of that 
diocese.

The handsome cross of natural 
flowers, surrounded by a wreath, which was 
sent by this Society, was borne upon the 
coffin, at the spepial desire of Mrs. W’illiams.

The clergy and choirUtors, In-fore leaving 
the grave containing the mortal remains of 
him whom they had so greatly loved, joined 
in the singing of the appropriate hymn, (401 
A. and M.), commencing 
‘Now the laborer's task is over,” 

and ending with the following verse :—
Earth to eui th and dust to dust,
Calmly now the words we sr.y,

Leaving him to sleep in trust 
Till the Resurrection day.

Father, in Thy gracious keeping 
L cave we now Thy servant sleeping."

Few who were privileged to witness 
it, will soon forget the solemn and 
imprsssive yet picturesque scene around 
the open grave. At the head stood the 
officiating -priests, the Dean and the 
Archdeacon of the Diocese. At their right 
stood the Lord Bishops of Toronto, Niagara 
and Nova Scotia, in fidl episcopal robes and 
wearing purple barettas, and the Dean of 
Montreal. At the foot were lliechief mourn­
ers and around them the assembled laity. On 
either side, two or three deep, were the white 
rolled clergy and choiristers who led the ring­
ing. In the centre, the open grave that had 
already received its precious deposit, the 
sides lined with evergreen, and the opening 
about to be closed from mortal vision. Be­
hind the principal mourners were the mem­
bers of the Alma Mater Society, wearing their 
mourning badges, and herring in their hands 
the various floral tributes, which were sub­
sequently deposited upon the grave. These 
were very numerous and exceedingly beau­
tiful. There were crosses from Bishop’s Col­
lege, Lenuox ville, and from the College School. 
St. George’s Society sent a beautiful pillow, 
and the Bishop of Montreal a sickle. Magni­
ficent crosses surrounded by wreaths came 
from Old Lennoxville Boys and from the 
Alma Mater Society of Lennoxville. Other

The procession wended its way on foot from 

the Catfiedral to the toll-gate, where — 
riapes were taken for the ceiqetery.

The flags on the Parliament House, both on 
the main tower and over the Lieutenant- 
Governor's apartments were at half mast, and 
so were those upou the Post Office, City Hall 
and other public buildings, as well as upon a 
number of private icsidences both along the 
Grande Altec aud also in various other parts 
of the city, notably in the newly built up 
French district adjacent to the late residence 
of the deceased.

AT TIIK CEMETERY.

The surpliced choir of St. Matthew’s 
Church, some thirty strong, awaited in St 
Miohaej’i Church the arrival of the funeral 
cortegej which it preceded from the gate of the 
cemetery tp the grave, the procession observ­
ing the same order as before. Deeply im* 
pressive was the effect of their very true aud 
tuneful singing, as a processional, of hymn 
No. 437 in Hymns Ancient and Modern, 
oommenoing
“For all the Saints WhoFrom Their Labors 

Rest.”
Mr. Cuff, organist and choirmaster, effi­

ciently conducted the singiug in the ceme­
tery, which was necessarily without accom­
paniment.

Arrived at the grave, the clergymen, who 
acted as pall-bearers, took the body from the 
hearse, and lovingly, aud with their own 
hands, lowered it into its long last resting 
place, as though they begrudged to the labor 
ers engaged for the occasion the privilege of 
handling the casket containing the hallowed 
dust, Nor were other hands than their’s 
called to oast the handful’s of earth Into the 
gravej_the first to fall upon the coffin, 
the solemn words of the committal prayer,— 
“earth to earth, ashes to ashes, dust to 
dust,”—fell from the lips of the officiating 
priest.

The Very Reverend the Dean of Quebec 
aud the Venerable Archdeacon Roe divided 
the service at the grave, the latter mentioned 
saying the prayer of committal. The bene

b t of such invariable kindliness of hear 
sympathy and unwearied patience, could not 
fail to compand the respect and esteem of all 
with whom he came into contact. By those 
who knew him well, and had the rare privi­
lege, as many of us have had, of being under 
his fatherly instruction and guidance, in boy­
hood and after years, he was beloved os very 
few men are. The memory of his beautiful 
character, his holy precepts, and his noble 
example can never be effaced by timer but 
will pvpr bo tv sweet treasure.

His strong faith in the realities of our most 
holy religion, his intense though unostentati­
ous devotion to his Divine Master, his dislike 
of everything savouring of unreality, and his 
constant inculcation of the lessons of personal 
holiness and integrity of character as essen­
tials to an active and useful life iu Christ’s 

‘\r’■ kingdom, were ever among his mo^t striking 
1 characteristics. They were never more mark­

ed than in the hour when the Angel of D<teth 
found him—his hand qpou the plough from 

- wlqch he had never looked h^ck - and sum 
moned him to the faithful watcher’s rest and 
peace in the l'arodise of God. What the 
strong hand and wise counsel of Bishop Wil 
Hams have been to the Church’s educational 
interests, they haye hocn also to the Church 
in gonurul, not alone iu this Diocese, though 
here preeminently, but beyond its limits as 
well. For our comfort we may well believe 
that w hile his memory will ever plead with 
us in the Church militant on earth, he him- 
felf in the Church expectant in heaven, will 
never cease to remember those he loved so 
well and served so devotedly here. Into the 
sacred grief of those who, as w ife and son, 
have known and loved him as none others can 
have done, we wil{ not ycntqre to intrude, 
except to assure thorn of our deepest aud 
truest sympathy, and to pray that God, 
whose wise and unerring hand has smitten 
them, may bind up their wounds with the 
sovereign balm of His grace and give them 
joy in the hope of meeting in His eternal pre­
sence him whose love was such a joy to them 
0n earth.

Bishop of Niagara, preached in St. Matthew's 
Church in the mornin,' from the text “I am 
the Way, the Truth, and the Lifo.” During 
the course of his elorjuent sermon ills Lord- 
ship made the following plowing eulogistic 
reference to the loss sustained by the Diocese 
by the decease of Bishop Williams.

“ For nine and twenty years has your vem r 
able Bishop gone in and out among you 
taking part in your life, entering into 
all that interested you, seeking in his sacred 
office ami in his private capacity to promot j 
all that connected itself with your true wel­
fare. Our hearts are all so full of his re­
moval from amongst us, your chief pastor in 
this Diocese, true master of Israel, that it is 
at once exceedingly difficult either lo keep 
silence or to give utterance to the thoughts 
of our hearts. We shall, as in all similar 
oases, probably realize more distinctly now 
than ever before, what a power there was in 
your grave, thoughtful Father in God to in­
fluence us all. His very silence was more 
weighty than the frequent utterances of 
others. He possessed iu a rare degree a true 
discernment as to the time to speak and the 
time to he silent. None could speak more 
powerfully and directly to the point w hen the 
right moment was reacehcd. His sound and 
accurate judgment as to the probabilities 
and the feasibility of any particular course 
saved this Diocese from many of the errors 
which have hindered the progress of the 
Church in other quarters. Quick, steady 
and prosperous has the course of this 
Diocese been under his rule until its success 
in every department of the Church’s work is 
a surprise to more populous and wealthy dis­
tricts of Canada. The College and .School at 
Lennoxville ami the numerous interests pro- 
nioted by the Church Society all afford strik­
ing evidence of the confidence and harmony 
and good will which have pervaded the com 
inanity and without which no progress is 
possible. The administration of your vener­
able Bishop possessed in a remarkable de­
gree the attractive and effective quality of 
never drawiug attention to itself. It was 
free from the bustle and the jar? and the ex- 
qitemenl which generally accompany man's 
methods of working. His rule was steady 
and consistent and powerful, just because it 
was very quiet and always free from any 
approach to ostentation. Hardly ever did he 
refer to his own work or efforts, certainly 
never in public and very seldom even in the 
privacy of confidential intercourse. All 
thoughts of self seemed to be kept far away 
and so no vain glory or jealous regard of 
others ever stained or disturlied his spirit. 
Ever ready to recognize and appreciate the 
gifts entrusted to others, he welcomed their 
co-operation. Because a particular course 
or effort did not seem to him 
to be feasible or to promise good 
success, he never so expressed his opinion as 
to deter others from undertaking it. He 
was always willing that others should have 
ample opportunity to put forward or promote 
any effort which might yield success to their 
gifts and zeal, although its failure might seem 
to be ensured to his own temperament and 
methods of working. And when success 
crowned their efforts it was wholly theirs. 
There was no disposition to take any share in 
what he had not earned. His large bodily 
frame contained a large mind and a bi£ soul.
He abhored the most distant approach to 
any of the little narrow ways into which 
even good men are sometimes betrayed. He 
could not take a little narrow view of any 
subject. Every one could make certain of a 
courteous, considerate and generous hearing 
for any matter on which he desired to have 
your Bishop’s counsel. Swift to hear, slow to 
speak, slow lo wrath was he, yet his righte­
ous indignation could be «leeply moved by any 
unfairness or iniustice or deceit. Still

In St. Peter’s Church, Rev. A. IT. Robert­
son preached yesterday morning, and in the 
course of his sermon, referring to the fact 
that good work done for God ami man is 
never loet, spoke of what tiic Bishop had 
been aid-- f.o accomplish in his lifetime, not 
only in tho training of the boys whom he 
taught to lives of usefulness, butin the good 
work which he had done in this diocese, so 
that nowWe were all living togi ther In peace 
ami un ty. He said how much the clergy 
especially would miss his fatherly counsel 
and the example of his good and noble life. 
W e think of him and what ho did ami said, 
and holding as \vc do a faith ia the commu­
nion of saints, we must believe that he does 
not forget us, but that his prayers still ascend 
for us os sweet incense. This diocese, like 
this Chuich, has its saintB at rest.

In Sit. Andrews Church, Rev. A. T. Love 
made very touching reference to the late 
Bishop. After lauding his virtues he alluded 
to the very long and close friendship that 
existed between him and their own late 
lamented Dr. Cook, and referred also to the 
fact that they had been called away so nearly 
together.

^ In the Methodist Church, the Revd. Salem 
Bland, in the course of his prayer, pleaded 
for consolation and comfort lor the family of 
the deceased and for his church and diocese, 
at the same time beseeching the Almighty to 
fill his place with one full of a desire and 
power to work.

infairness or injustice or deceit. Still even 
in such cases thougli his indignation inspired 
others with awe, it wan never for one moment 
beyond hia control. But my long, and close 
intercourse with your Bishop is perhaps be­
traying me beyond the proper limit. The 
thoughts and feelings are yet fresh 
to me which possessed ua all when 
nine and twenty years ago we mourned 
over the removal of the Right Rev. 
Dr. Mountain, the third Bishop of Quebec. 
His saiutly character, hisgeptlo, loving spirit, 
and his long life of missionary toil from 
Labrador to Rupert’s Land had so identified 
him with the Church and the office of Bishop, 
that it seemed to many of us as though thé 
Church could not go on without him. The 
period too was beset with unusual difficulties 
attendant upon the first meetings of the 
Synod. Party spirit and contention too were 
unhappily v«ry active at the time. As we 
recall the sonqw and anxiety which filled our 
hearts then, we cannot refrain from thanking 
Cod and inking a very hopeful view'of your 
future. No one in those days ever dreamed 
of such success in every department as w’e see 
around us now. Your Bishop, who has now 
ent< red into Ids rest, was then known to only 
a few of us. B'U God had entrusted to him, 
to far as we cau see, just the gifts and quali­
ties which were needed to promote* the 
Church’s welfare in this Diocese. It were 
dishonoring God and unworthy of us to have 
any misgiving that in answer to the devout 
prayers of the Church, God w ill raise up again 
another well and duly qualified to take up 
the Bishopric now left vacant. He may he 
one of gifts ami qualities very different from 
those which have made the Church so pros­
perous' under the rule and guidance 
of vour late Bishop. Whatever the gifts 
ami qualities entrusted to him may be, 
they will have been assigned to him by the 
Holy Ghost who can make no mistake, who 
will divine to him freely just what w ill be 
most profiuble to the Church. The Church 
is His own instrument for His own divine 
work of sanctifying you and all its members. 
He will not fail to supply freely and in large 
measure all that may be necessary or even 
important for her. It will remain fop hep 
members, from the chief pastor down, through 
all her officers and congregations tb be true 
and faithful, unselfish and devoted. Thus the

THE ENGLISH CATHEDRAL.
At the morning service yesterday the Rev. 

Dean Norman read the following to the con­
gregation previous to the sermon, which was 
preached by the Lord Bishop of Novq Sootia. 
The Dean said ;

A few words will naturally be looked for 
from me this morning, with reference to the 
overwhelming blow which has been recently 
inflicted upon us, in the death of our beloved 
Bishop. I have bad neither time nor power 
to prepare as yet an address, in any way 
worthy of such a subject. I had hoped, at 
all events, that you would have listened next 
Sunday to some description of him and his 
work for thft Church, from the pen of some 
one better qualified than myself to attempt 
the task. I fear, however, that such an ar­
rangement is impracticable and that the 
task must devolve upon me.

To-day, I can only think of the man,of my

Scot], kind, wise and faithful friend of more 
iantwenty years’ standing, whose departure 
can never be made up to me, and whose loss 

I shall always deplore.
Hie last public utterance was in this 

Church, on Tuesday evening, April 12th, 
when he confirmed 22 candidates. All then 
present notiaqd his indisposition. None 
imagined that they saw him for 
the last time on earth. I trust 
most earnestly, that those, who, on that 
occasion, received from him the laying 
on of hands, will never forget it. They were 
spoken to then by their Bishop, a dying man 
Surely the fact that, for their sakes, and 
obeying a call of duty, he, to say the least 
aggravated the diapase, from which he died 
should make a more permanent jmpressiou 
upoo,their hearts than the most elooueut 
w op els ever spoken by man. And now he 
rests, and we have still to battle on, de­
prived of his genial presence, his prudent 
counsel, his fur seeing breadth of vjow, and 
his cordial co-operation with all conscientious 
labour for the good of souls. Let us hope 
that nothing hereafter will ever be said or 
done to impair our peace and harmony, or to 
retard the progress of the Church iu this 
Diocese, the result, under God, of his saga­
cious and sympathetic administration. And 
let us pray, that the God of all comfort will 
support his sorrowing family, and that they 
may derive some earthly consolation from the 
knowledge, that their grief is shared, not 
only by the Church, but by the public at 
large.

Each and every {verson not residing with­
in the city limits, or not occupying therein an 
office, or store, or shop, and not being a person 
exercising the trade generally known as a 
pedlar’s trade (petit mercier), who shall sell or 
offer for sale at the plaoe of business, or at the 
domicile of buyers or consumers who are not 
themselves traders, goods of any kind whatso­
ever to be delivered immediately, shall be bound, 
before undertaking to do any such trade to ob­
tain from the City Clerk a license for which the 
sum of sixty dollars shall have been paid pre­
viously to the Treasurer of the said City, and 
each and every iierson who shall so exercise such 
trade without having previously obtained the 
said license shall be liable to a hue not exceed­
ing one hundred dollars and said fine shall be 
sued for in the Recorder’s Court of the City of 
Quebec, and in default of payment of said fine, 
such person shall be liable to imprisonment for 
a period Hot exceeding two months in the com­
mon gaol of this district.

126. Each and every person not residing with­
in the City limits or not occupying therein any
